UNITED NATIONS MISSION IN SOUTH SUDAN

INTRODUCTION

My name is SANAILA RALIMALIMA ROQARA and I am originally
from The Republic of the Fiji Islands. I am a Police Officer in the Fiji
Police Force and I am currently working here on a one (1) year tour of duty
at United Nations Mission in South Sudan (UNMISS) of which I will end
on 07" May, 2017. T am currently stationed at the Rumbek Field Office, and
have been holding the post of United Nations Police (UNPOL) Rumbek
Field Team Leader since 11™ Nov. 2016.

UNMISS MANDATE

Our mandate is Protection of civilians, monitoring and investigating
human rights, creating the conditions for delivery of humanitarian
assistance and supporting the implementation of the Cessation of Hostilities
Agreement.

EXPERIENCE OF WORK IN UNMISS

When our team arrived into the mission, we had to go through two
weeks of induction training, of which the first was in Entebbe, Uganda and
the second in UNMISS Compound, Juba. In this periods of inductions new
officers into the mission were briefed on the history of South Sudan, United
Nation history and its purpose, UNMISS and its mandate. We are also
introduced to other arms of UNMISS, from administrations, Civil affairs,
Human Rights, Gender, Communication and Public Information, Military,
NGOs and others.

INITIAL DEPLOYMENT

I have had the privilege to experience working in the Protection of
Civilian Sites or Camp. These are camps set up for Individual Displaced
Persons (IDPs) which are protected.

These IDPs are people, predominantly South Sudanese who have fled
their homes and villages due to the Civil war. I have had to experience for
the first time work in appalling conditions that no human being is to live in,
in my opinion. They are given makeshifts materials like tarpaulins to make
temporary homes but are also given the freedom to make their own
improvements. To see children be allowed to live in such conditions is heart
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breaking. On top of these living standards, I witnessed the people try their
very best to live normal lives. Amongst the struggles, some fortunate ones
have been able to find employment outside the camp and improve their
family living standards. Children are able to attend schools set up in the
camps and it can be under a shed or a common hall which are also used as
meeting halls. Children are required to bring their own chairs but the
majority, sit on the dusty floor. Water and food is scarce but thankfully
NGOs do provide the same to the IDPs whether it is to be the only source or
subsidies for what they could provide for themselves.
FIELD OFFICE RUMBEK

I was deployed to UNMISS Rumbek Field Office on 15™ June in
which I worked as Patrol Officer and it mostly involved mobile patrol into
the community and municipality of Rumbek. Rumbek is located in the
Lakes State in the center of South Sudan. Our work also involved visiting
Police Stations and Police Post. During these visits we took the opportunity
to sensitize the officers on good working practices, patrol for visibility for
the purpose, assessing the security situation and get details and observe any
violations of human rights and violations against women and children.

We were also involved in long duration or short duration patrol, either
initiated by UNPOL or any other arm of UNMISS. Visits are done to follow
up on reports received, monitor violations of human rights, monitor road
conditions, monitor security situations, attend UNMISS organized programs
and conduct training and courses.

I was appointed as the UNPOL Field Team Leader in October, 2017
and my main job is to manage reporting systems and process of UNPOL
operations and manage administration of UNPOL resources and its records.
Our team currently includes officers from India, Ukraine, South Africa,
Senegal, Bangladesh, The Gambia, Uganda and the beautiful Islands of Fiji.
On average I am leading a team of over 200 yrs worth of experience of
Police work put together. It is an added bonus and also a big challenge for
me as a young officer, having one of the lowest terms of police experience
to my name. It is a bonus in the sense that our team here has the wealth of
experience, policing is in their blood. It is what they had chosen to do and
have grown to love and cherish. The highest ranking officer is an Assistant
Commissioner of Police and a woman officer she is but in all UN missions
as Police Advisors, are no rank missions. Our operations officer and I do
not need to directly supervise them on their daily work but from time to
time direct and advise to areas that need to be addressed.

LESSONS LEARNT

One needs to be well informed of the history and social, economic and
political background of the area of the mission. This can be achieved either
by the effort of the sending institution, and in my case, the Fiji Police Force
or the individuals or group initiative to gather information of the host
country but it is of most beneficial that both ways of learning the
background of the mission area are of vital importance.

One need to see that all that is needed for his/her family’s comfort is
taken care of. I had to clarify on who is responsible in decision making,
financial, health, and even security issues. I had these sought of issues that I
had to discuss with my wife, especially when you are not in the know if
communications will always be what you may desire. If I had not made
compromising decisions on these important issues of the home, it can cause
a lot of unnecessary stress to your spouse and even to yourself. I have learnt
that it is not I, who had not made the sacrifice to have come on this mission.
I chose to come, I applied, I wanted to, and had been duty bound because of
the career that I chose. I had to remind myself that it is my wife who had to
make the sacrifice; she sacrificed not having to have her husband with her
and to do all the work that I should have done.

Be prepared mentally, physically, emotionally and spiritually.

Mentally for me is being knowledgeable. Know the environment that
you are coming into. Know what institution you represent and its mandate.
Know what you have and are ready to offer. Know your limitations and be
willing to admit them because you will be surprised to find out that there are
many among you who can fill in for you and you can fill in for them. Do not
come in with negative preconceived ideas.

Being prepared physically means health and fitness. To be healthy
plays an important role to one’s productivity and one’s health can be
maintained and improved with regular exercise. We have to be careful not
to live irresponsibly once pocketing money that we are not accustomed to.

Many of the living conditions that I have come to actually witness are
what I have not seen or experienced before. We are drawn to sympathize
and overlook security issues. I have learnt to draw the line and be
professional in carrying out my duties.

I come from a religious background hence being spiritually prepared
was the foundation of my call to service and serve to my outermost best and
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not just to maintain the status quo. It helps me grounded in the decisions I
make each day in the mission area.

A Police Officer is to be always security minded. Your security is
paramount. The UN provides relevant information and applicable security
equipment for our own protection but the responsibility falls on the
individual to take heed and use the equipment for one’s own protection. I
have had the experience of overruling advice of security in giving UNPOL
clearance to travel into an area, by cancelling patrol into an area upon
receiving concrete information that the said area is not safe. In whatever
situations, every UN officer has the responsibility of their personal security.

Be willing to learn. 1 have had the opportunity to work with very
experienced officers and I have made every opportunity to draw from their
experience and learn to be a better Police Officer.

I have also learnt to better my skills on cross cultural communication. I
come from a small nation which is rich with diverse culture but to come into
the UN, it has a unique and probably the richest diversity of cultures.
Different nations, races, colors and languages called in for one purpose and
announce peace with one voice. When given the opportunity to lead
UNPOL in Rumbek field office, I got a greater platform to exercise
communication cross culturally. Some techniques I have learnt and some I
am still learning to master.

Firstly, always have an open mind and respect every opinion that
comes, you will end up learning a lot along the way.

Secondly be a diplomat. As Police officers, we are here for almost a
year and why waste this little time to burn bridges when you have the
biggest opportunity to build them and keep them for life i.e. relationships. 1
can win all arguments, sometimes I have to choose to lose to win the
confidence of my colleague, especially on a thing that is not a matter of life
and death.

Be innovative or take initiatives. I had planned to come and work and
use every opportunity and resources available to do the same and I was
always looking at what new things I could do or what I can make to become
better. Be open minded of what legacy you want to leave behind when you
return to your home. Make an impact on the institution, the unit or the life
of a colleague or a local community member. Whatever it is, leave a mark
and in turn return home content that you have given your best.

In conclusion, I wish to reaffirm the values of the UN which are to be
the take of all officers, and I am sure it is also embedded into the values of
every policing institution around the globe. RESPECT FOR DIVERSITY,
INTEGRITY and PROFESSIONALISM.

PEACEKEEPING: CHARACTER AND GOALS

Peacekeeping is usually considered to have emerged after World War
II. It is understood as the monitoring of cease-fires and buffer zones because
it is said to have as much in common with peaceful settlement of disputes
and enforcement of UN decisions. Peacekeeping troops are usually
structured around light infantry battalions, not bringing heavy armor (e.g.
usually no tanks or missiles), and consist of up to a few thousand soldiers.

Classical peacekeeping missions are governed by five principles:

1. Consent of the parties to the dispute for the establishment of the
mission.

2. Non-use of force except in self-defense.

3. Voluntary contribution of troop contingents from smaller, neutral
countries or middle powers.

4. Impartiality.

5. Day-to-day control of the operation by the Secretary-General.

The principal operational military objectives of traditional
peacekeeping centre on the creation and occupation of a buffer zone to
separate the parties in conflict (Isracl — Egypt, Cyprus, Lebanon). The
peacekeepers usually monitor the voluntary withdrawal of the armies out of
this buffer zone, then occupy and monitor it. The monitoring involves
patrolling, passive monitoring by technical equipment (radar, etc), and
sometimes the use of planes and Marines. In regard to these activities, they
are much akin to observation missions.

But classical peacekeeping missions usually entail more than just
watching military movements: they include also:

1. Investigating ceasefire violations and other incidents.

2. Stabilizing measures, such as brokering local commanders’
agreements over demarcation of boundaries.

3. Defusing incidents by such means as brokering a ceasefire when
firing has broken out.

4. Making possible communication between parties with no diplomatic
relations.

5. Engaging in peace building activities (giving humanitarian support,
providing emergency medical services, assisting displaced persons, isolated
communities in maintaining their supplies of water and electricity, etc.).

6. In peacekeeping mission UN peacekeepers assist in the exchange of
prisoners of war, help repair local infrastructure and clear minefields.

UNITED NATIONS ASSISTANCE MISSION FOR RWANDA:
ANALYSIS OF THE UN ACTIVITY AND ACCOMPANYING
FACTORS

Fighting between the Armed Forces of the mainly Hutu Government of
Rwanda and the Tutsi-led Rwandese Patriotic Front (RPF) first broke out in
October 1990 across the border between Rwanda and its northern neighbor,
Uganda. In October 1993, the Security Council, by its resolution 872
(1993), established international force, the United Nations Assistance
Mission for Rwanda (UNAMIR), to help the parties implement the agreements,
monitor its implementation and support the transitional Government.

The United Nations solicited troop contributions, but initially only
Belgium with a half a battalion of 400 troops, and Bangladesh with a
logistical element of 400 troops, offered personnel. It took five months to
reach the authorized strength of 2,548. But because of many unresolved
issues between the parties, implementation of the agreements was delayed.
Consequently, the inauguration of the transitional Government never took
place.

In April 1994, the Presidents of Rwanda and of Burundi were killed
while returning from peace talks in Tanzania, when the Rwandese plane
crashed in circumstances that are still to be determined, as it was landing in
Kigali, Rwanda’s capital. This set off a tidal wave of political and ethnic
killings: the Prime Minister, the Cabinet of ministers and UNAMIR
peacekeepers were among the first victims. UNAMIR sought to arrange a
ceasefire, without success, and its personnel came increasingly under attack.
After some countries unilaterally withdrew their contingents, the Security
Council, by its resolution 912 (1994) of 21 April 1994, reduced UNAMIR’s
strength from 2,548 to 270. Despite its reduced presence, UNAMIR troops
managed to protect thousands of Rwandans who took shelter at sites under
UNAMIR control.

In July, RPF forces took control of Rwanda, ended the civil war, and
established a broad-based Government. The new Government declared its
commitment to the 1993 peace agreement and assured UNAMIR that it
would cooperate on the return of refugees.

UN learned the lesson of handling Rwanda conflict. Internal and
external factors vectored the leaders of the mission to the actions which
peacekeepers should avoid in the future.

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WOMEN IN PEACEKEEPING

Women are deployed in all areas — police, military and civilian — and
have made a positive impact on peacekeeping environments, both in
supporting the role of women in building peace and protecting women’s
rights. Women and men experience conflict differently and therefore
understand peace differently. In all fields of peacekeeping, women
peacekeepers have proven that they can perform the same roles, to the same
standards and wunder the same difficult conditions, as their male
counterparts.

The blueprint for gender and peacekeeping work for the Department of
Peacekeeping Operations is rooted in Security Council Resolution 1325
(2000) which was the first Resolution to address the disproportionate and
unique impact of armed conflict on women. The aim of this resolution is not
only to increase the number of women serving in the military, but to
mainstream gender by bringing about a greater sensitivity to the different
effect that war has on men and women.

The increased recruitment of women is critical for: empowering
women in the host community; addressing specific needs of female ex-
combatants during the process of demobilizing and reintegration into
civilian life; helping make the peacekeeping force approachable to women
in the community; interviewing survivors of gender-based violence.

Nozipho January-Bardill, a South African special advisor to UN
Women, outlined three areas in which women peacekeepers are more
effective than men. First, they are less aggressive. “Women prefer for
people not to be killed. If there’s a choice, women opt for life,” she said.
Second, women tend to have a better approach to dealing with conflicting
parties. Third, when it comes to violence against women, female
peacekeepers are better-placed to deal with victims, who implicitly trust
women more — because it is almost always men who have perpetrated the
violence against them.

To achieve sustainable peace and security, all members of society need
to be equal in terms of opportunities, decision making participation and
protection.

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INTERPOL

Interpol is a byname of International Criminal Police Organization.
Interpol aims to promote the widest-possible mutual assistance between
criminal police forces and to establish and develop institutions likely to
contribute to the prevention and suppression of international crime.
Headquartered in Lyon, France, it is the only police organization that spans
the entire globe.

The role of Interpol is defined by the general provisions.

It is strictly forbidden for the Organization to undertake any
intervention or activities of a political, military, religious or racial character.

Interpol concentrates on three broad categories of international
criminal activity: terrorism and crimes against people and property,
including crimes against children, trafficking in human beings, illegal
immigration, automobile theft, and art theft; economic, financial, and
computer crimes, including banking fraud, money laundering, corruption,
and counterfeiting; and illegal drugs and criminal organizations, including
organized crime. Interpol’s day-to-day operation is managed by a General
Secretariat under the direction of a Secretary-General, who is appointed for
a five-year term by the General Assembly. The General Assembly,
consisting of one delegate from each member country, is Interpol’s supreme
decision-making body. An Executive Committee consists of 13 members.

Interpol agents do not make arrests. Instead, the organization sends out
“red notices”, based on warrants issued by member countries, calling for the
arrest and extradition of specific individuals. Interpol also issues other
“coloured” notices: yellow to help locate missing persons, blue to collect
information on illegal activities or on an individual’s identity, black to
request information needed to identify a body, green to warn agencies about
criminals from one country who may commit additional offenses in other
countries, and orange to warn law-enforcement agencies of dangers from
bombs and other weapons.

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WOMEN’S PARTICIPATION IN PEACEKEEPING MISSIONS

Historically, stereotype formed in most people is that women should
stay at home to raise children and cook. However, modern females are
struggling to destroy this opinion. Women work in nearly all fields of
human activities today. It has become common for everyone. The
participation in peacekeeping missions is no exception.

Preconceptions are a challenge for women who want to get involved in
multinational peace support operations, primarily since the preconceptions
and stereotypes concern the condescension or calling into question their
professional competences. A watershed moment in the history of United
Nations peacekeeping occurred on 12 May 2014, when Major General
Kristin Lund of Norway was appointed as the first female to serve as Force
Commander in a United Nations peacekeeping operation — the UN
Peacekeeping Force in Cyprus. This suggests that women also can
successfully participate in peacekeeping missions. At present, women
account for almost one third of the international personnel working in
peacekeeping missions.

It is important that a person knows how to do the job, regardless
weather such person is a man or a woman.

Increasing women’s participation in peace keeping operations has the
potential to benefit all parties: the local residents of the mission area, the
peacekeeping operations and individual peacekeepers, both women and
men. Including a more diverse range of experiences, capabilities and
viewpoints at all levels of a peacekeeping operation opens up the possibility
of missions that are more responsive and not as prone to group-think. Yet it
is important to remember that gender is not the only relevant axis of
identity. Class, race, religion, education, language, ethnicity, nationality —
all feature heavily in the intersection of peacekeepers and locals.

ADVANCED MEANS OF UMFV USE

Today both police and military contingent who participate in
peacekeeping operations widely use unmanned flying vehicles (UMFV) to

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perform different tasks, for example to gather and exchange information, to
conduct reconnaissance of enemy formations and to provide fire support
correction.

However, it should be kept in mind that UMVF can be used by the
enemy or terrorist groups. Thus, Russian UMFV “Orlan” suppressed signals
sent by cell phone operators and sent messages to the cell phones of
Ukrainian military personnel with the aim to affect them morally.

Therefore the task to destroy enemy UMFV becomes of primary
importance. But existing means of air defense and small arms show low
effectiveness since modern aircraft become smaller and more maneuverable
and fly at the comparatively high altitudes, which makes them almost
invisible for human eyes and that leads impossibility to destroy them.

Besides, it should be taken into consideration the fact that own firing
positions can be disclosed. That is why to destroy UMF cylindrical phased
array are applied, which enables using less energy (in comparison with
usual antenna array) and concentrating about 90 percent of energy in the
main array petal.

MAIN TASKS AND PROBLEMS OF PEACEKEEPING OF POLAND

Poland has a long tradition of participation in international missions.
Since the early 1950s, nearly 84,000 Polish military personnel have
participated in 71 military operations abroad. The Strategy for the
participation of the Polish armed forces in international operations
document adopted on 13 January 2009 by the Council of Ministers outlines
the strategic aims and objectives of the Polish Armed Forces in operations
abroad. The UN peacekeeping remains a very relevant issue in Polish
foreign policy, but today prevails in cooperation with NATO and the EU.
Participation in missions abroad has clearly increased the capabilities of
Poland’s militants. This is manifested in the following tasks: traffic control
in separation zones, monitor the safety of civilians, ensure peace and the
rule of law in a supervised area, provide support in their areas of
responsibility, and arrest war criminals. An important problem associated
with participation in missions abroad, especially for soldiers injured while
on duty, was the issue of care for the injured, their rehabilitation and
possible protection.

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Considering the intent to Ukraine’s integration into European
structures, it would be appropriate to use Poland’s experience in
peacekeeping. International missions provide an opportunity to check the
level of combat readiness, mobility, moral, psychological and humanitarian
training of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and military units of law
enforcement agencies. In this way it is an opportunity for Ukraine to get
involved in international military cooperation and be able to use the
opportunities to improve their training.

NEW ZEALAND’S ROLE IN PEACEKEEPING

New Zealand has a long history of participation in peacekeeping
activities. Despite being a small country in a relatively isolated geographic
location, New Zealand has consistently been internationalist in its outlook
and ready to contribute to international security. It was a founding member
of the United Nations (UN) and supported the organization’s efforts to
promote peacekeeping. New Zealand has been involved in UN
peacekeeping operations since the 1950s.

While peacekeeping is often seen as a military activity, civilian police
are increasingly drawn in post-conflict situations. New Zealand police
personnel have been posted to various countries around the world. The kind
of work carried out during these missions has changed. Until the end of the
1990s policing in international peace operations typically revolved around
the SMART model (support, monitoring, advising, reporting and training).
In the 2000s key tasks for New Zealand police overseas typically concerned
the «Three R’s» — reforming, restructuring and rebuilding the local police
force.

In 1999 peacekeeping operations came close to home when New
Zealand police officers entered Bougainville as part of the Bougainville
Community Policing Project (BCPP) to establish community-based policing
in this autonomous region of Papua New Guinea. New Zealand police
officers worked in advisory positions helping with the recruitment, training
and operational management of the newly formed Community Auxiliary
Police.

New Zealand police participated in the Solomon Islands Policing
Project (SIPP). SIPP was created in 2001 after a short civil war that was
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triggered by an ethnic conflict. In 2003 the New Zealand police joined the
Regional Assistance Mission to the Solomon Islands (RAMSI). RAMSI was
a 15-country international assistance programme to restore law and order in
the Solomon Islands. This programme helped the Solomon Islands recover
from civil conflict and eliminate corruption from public institutions.

In March 2005 the first contingent of New Zealand police officers as
part of a German-led policing reform project was deployed to Afghanistan
to help rebuild and educate the local police service. The establishment of an
effective police force was a critical element in the restoration of law and
order, protection of human rights and maintenance of security in
Afghanistan where there were a range of problems such as illegal armed
groups, opium production, widespread unemployment, etc. Despite the
challenges the reality was that four years on Afghanistan became a very
different place. While fragile, it was no longer a failing state. And New
Zealand had made a significant contribution to that.

In addition to Afghanistan 45 personnel of New Zealand police were
engaged in peacekeeping in the Kingdom of Tonga. They helped investigate
crimes committed during the rioting in the capital and provided support to
Tonga Police in the community.

Today New Zealand continues to be active in peacekeeping.
Peacekeepers monitor and observe peace processes in post-conflict areas
and assist ex-combatants in implementing the peace agreements they may
have signed.

INDIAN WOMEN POLICE OFFICERS CONTRIBUTE TO PEACE
IN LIBERIA

The society can no longer minimize or ignore the contributions of
women to all stages of conflict resolution, peacemaking, peace-building,
peacekeeping and reconstruction processes. Sustainable peace will not be
achieved without the full and equal participation of women and men.

Policewomen are credible and effective peacekeepers who are often
placed in the front lines in riots, as they can help calm crowds.

India is the third largest contributing country to UN peacekeeping
operations. Its peacekeepers are at the forefront of UN peacekeeping
operations with 7846 Indian peacekeepers were deployed around the world.
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125 Indian Police Officers, including 103 women and 22 men were
deployed for service in peacekeeping missions in Liberia.

As the first country to send an all Female Formed Police Unit to a
peacekeeping mission, India has blazed the trail in the implementation of
UN Security Council Resolution which recognizes that armed conflicts
often affect women and girls the most severely and so mandates that women
should play a more prominent role in peacekeeping efforts. The presence of
women in uniform also appeared to encourage Liberian women to report
instances of sexual violence.

Since being deployed in Liberia the Indian peacekeepers provided
important outreach programs to local communities, such as basic self-
defense training and computer classes to Liberian women to help improve
their lives.

The police officers are returned to India shortly after serving for one
year with United Nations Mission in Liberia and are replaced by a new all
female Formed Police Unit arriving from India.

NEW TECHNOLOGIES IN THE PEACEKEEPING OPERATIONS
OF THE UNITED NATIONS IN THE XXI CENTURY

The UN peacekeeping has been an important instrument for resolving
armed conflicts and solving the problems of nation-building in the post-
crisis phase. In the XXI century due to the escalation of a number of this
type of conflicts the United Nations is becoming more than ever relevant
and in demand.

Contemporary conflicts tend to be domestic in nature and are
connected with interethnic, interfaith, territorial, political, economic and
other reasons. Such problems as cross-border proliferation of weapons,
organized crime and drug trafficking are becoming more vividly
manifested. All this has led to an objective increase in the scale and number
of multi-component peacekeeping operations sometimes with illiquid
mandates. Thus, working in situations of internal political crises, «blue
helmets» are forced to serve in a more complex and hazardous conditions,
life-threatening peacekeepers themselves.

The mere scale of the United Nations peacekeeping operations
including those performed in regions difficult of access demands the use of
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modern technology, especially the means of observation and
communications and unmanned aerial vehicles.

The attractiveness of the use of drones in UN peacekeeping operations
is due to their ability to control the situation in the buffer zones. However,
the main argument of supporters of the «power» peacemaking, in our
opinion, is not so much efficiency, possibility of obtaining high-quality
images at low altitudes or speed of data transmission, but the fact that
drones can be used in hazardous locations without risk to the life of
peacekeepers.

However, there are a number of issues in the political, legal and
budgetary matters, as well as in the control of the information received and
ensuring its confidentiality when using drones in peacekeeping operations.

In this regard, the disadvantages of using unmanned aerial vehicles
should be eliminated as quickly as possible to make effective their use by
peacekeepers. The use of new technologies will save human resources and
make peacekeeping missions safer and more efficient. Today, the use of
drones is one more step on the way to improve the peacekeeping activities.

AUSTRALIAN POLICE PEACEKEEPING IN THE PACIFIC

The Australian police participation in overseas peacekeeping
operations is older than the Australian Federal Police (AFP), but Timor-
Leste and the Solomon Islands overseas deployments have done more than
any others. The Australian Government organized 11 Pacific nations into a
regional force to assist the Solomon Islands in law and order restoration
after a breakdown of the rule of law. The AFP’s role in Solomon Islands
wasn’t new to the organization. In 1964, members of the Commonwealth
Police (the AFP’s predecessor) were sent to Cyprus as part of the United
Nations Peacekeeping Force to help prevent further fighting between Greek
and Turkish Cypriots. In 1974, the United Nations Mission was expanded to
supervise a ceasefire and maintain a buffer zone separating the communities
and undertake humanitarian activities. Australia’s commitment in Cyprus
has spanned 45 years, making it one of the few countries to have had a
continuous presence there since the beginning of the UN mission.

Unquestionably, the AFP’s two most significant peacekeeping and
capacity development roles are in Timor-Leste and in the Solomon Islands.
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The AFP Timor-Leste Police Development Program is providing the Policia
Nacional de Timor-Leste with the institutional strengthening and
governance frameworks that is the basis of an effective police force. This
bilateral police-to-police arrangement develop and strengthen the
leadership, vocational and management capabilities of the Timor-Leste
police and enhance policing skills, create a professional, accountable and
community-oriented police force with the leadership skills and training to
allow it to deal with contemporary policing challenges. The AFP are
working in partnership with senior executives on how to support criminal
investigations, prosecutions, financial investigations, community policing,
transnational crime, intelligence, internal investigations and training.

The need for dedicated section of the AFP to manage growing
international deployments led to the establishment of the International
Deployment Group (IDG) in February 2004 to provide logistical support for
missions and a body of suitably trained men and women ready for
deployment. Training focuses on cultural sensitivities, remote first aid,
principles in capacity development, team building and UN police training
modules. A purpose-built training facility that looks like a typical village or
town in a country where an AFP member may be deployed is used so police
officers can experience conditions and different cultures first-hand before
they depart for a mission. The AFP is the first police force in the world to
receive UN recognition for its pre-deployment training program.

POLICE WOMEN ACTIVITIES IN THE UNITED NATIONS

Women are deployed in all areas — police, military and civilian — and
have made a positive impact on peacekeeping environments, both in
supporting the role of women in building peace and protecting women’s rights.

In all fields of peacekeeping, women peacekeepers have proven that
they can perform the same roles, to the same standards and under the same
difficult conditions, as their male counterparts.

During 2013, the Departments of Field Support, Peacekeeping
Operations and Political Affairs undertook a project called «Bridging the
Civilian Gap in Peace Operation» to better understand the barriers to
attracting, retaining and advancing female staff in the field. With civilian
field staff representing 53 per cent of all UN Secretariat staff, an increase in
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the number of civilian women in peace operations will help towards
increasing the number of female staff serving with the United Nations at
large.

Why is it important to have female peacekeepers?

Female peacekeepers act as role models in the local environment,
inspiring women and girls in often male-dominated societies to push for
their own rights and for participation in peace processes.

The presence of women peacekeepers can also:

help to reduce conflict and confrontation;

improve support for local women;

provide role models for women in the community;

provide a greater sense of security to local populations, including
women and children;

broaden the skill set available within a peacekeeping mission.

The increased recruitment of women is critical for:

empowering women in the host community;

interviewing survivors of gender-based violence;

mentoring female cadets at police and military academies;

interacting with women in societies where women are prohibited from
speaking to men.

The Department of Peacekeeping Operations continues to respond to
the call in all Women, Peace and Security mandates to increase the numbers
of women in peacekeeping by advocating for the deployment of more
women. However the ultimate responsibility for getting more women into
the military peacekeeping lies with the individual countries that contributing
troops and police.

DOCTORS WITHOUT BORDERS

Doctors Without Borders also known as Médecins Sans Frontiéres
(MSF) is an international humanitarian non-governmental organization
created in Paris on December 22, 1971 by a group of young doctors, who
sought to expand accessibility to medical care across national boundaries.
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The organization provides emergency medical aid to millions of people
caught in crises and ensures assistance in catastrophic events, such as armed
conflicts, epidemics, malnutrition or natural disasters in more than 60
countries around the world. MSF also assists people who face
discrimination and neglect from local health systems.

The first mission of Doctors Without Borders was in 1972 to the
capital of Nicaragua, Managua, where the volunteers of this organization
helped prevent the destruction caused by an earthquake. In 1974 after
Hurricane Fifi in Honduras made major flooding and killed thousands of
people Doctors Without Borders sent a relief mission there.

Due to the leadership of Claude Malhuret and Rony Brauman MSF
was transformed into the professional organization it is today. Since 1980
MSF has opened offices in 28 countries with more than 30,000 doctors,
nurses, logisticians, water-and-sanitation experts, administrators, and other
qualified professionals who help provide medical care around the world.
The international office of MSF located in Geneva, Switzerland, is the place
where important joint decisions are made. Today the president of this
organization is Dr. Joannr Liu.

Support from individuals is essential for financial independence of
Doctors Without Borders. MSF strives to operate efficiently and to
minimize fundraising and administrative costs.

It should be noted that in 2016, MSF medical teams carried out more
than eight million outpatient consultations; delivered 194,400 babies;
treated more than 2.1 million people for malaria; provided over 200,000
mental health consultations; registered 229,900 HIV patients under care;
conducted more than 81,700 surgeries; treated 46,900 people for cholera;
and vaccinated almost 1.5 million against measles and more than 75,100
against meningitis. The organization was active in conflict zones including
Syria, South Sudan, Central African Republic, Democratic Republic of
Congo, Pakistan, Yemen, Iraq, and Afghanistan.

There are five operational centers in Brussels, Paris, Amsterdam,
Barcelona and Geneva that decide when, where and what medical care is
needed. MSF national offices across the globe work with these operational
centers to recruit staff and raise the money needed to provide aid. In
addition, three specialized public-health centers called Epicentre, Aedes,
and Health Net cooperate with MSF to help expand expertise in specialist
medical issues.

Everyone has the right to have access to life saving medical treatment.
MSF delivers the highest quality medical care to those most in need. Over
the years, this organization has received many prestigious awards in
recognition of its medical humanitarian work.

CANADA’S POLICE ARE BUILDING A MORE SECURE WORLD

Canadian police have been participating in international peacekeeping
missions since 1989.

Since then,
more than 3,000 Canadian police officers have been part of more than 53
missions around the globe, supporting the Government of Canada’s
commitment to global peace and security. By building the capacity of
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foreign police to maintain law and order, Canadian police, in cooperation
with international partners, help create a safer and more stable global
environment. This paves the way for long-term development and can
prevent illicit activities from spilling across borders into other countries,
including Canada.

International Peace Operations Branch (IPOB) manages the deployment
of Canadian police, including planning and evaluating missions, selecting
and training personnel from across the country and providing support
throughout deployment. Canadian police officers who serve abroad come
from municipal, provincial and regional police forces as well as the RCMP,
and represent a variety of backgrounds. They play a range of roles within
each mission, from training and mentoring their police counterparts and
providing humanitarian assistance to ensuring security for elections and
investigating human rights violations.

Serving on a mission is a unique opportunity for police officers to
contribute to public safety in unstable countries. Mission experience also
enables police officers to improve their leadership, problem-solving and
intercultural skills, which ultimately benefits participating police services
and the communities they serve.

2015 marks 20 years of Canada’s Police participation in peace
operations. Today, nearly 100 Canadian police officers are serving on peace
operations, namely in Cambodia, Haiti, and the West Bank.

WIDER PEACEKEEPING - UK MILITARY DOCTRINE

The modern doctrine of the UK started to be developed since 1988,
with the end of the «cold war», when there was a document «on peace
support operations», which already represented a more extensive
codification of traditional peacekeeping. However, the current approach has
formed somewhat later, in 1994, with the publication of «Wider
peacekeepingy.

It should be noted that today’s military doctrine of the UK is clearly
traceable to block NATO, including the focus on the fight against
international terrorism. However, the participation in operations in favor of
peace or humanitarian operations is not limited to the area of responsibility
of NATO. In doctrine the following typology of war is present: total war,
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limited war, regional conflict, civil war, rebel actions, terrorism. The tasks
that are put before the Armed Forces of Britain, apart from the security of
the country and the region as follows:

—support for British interests in the world with the aim of
strengthening presence abroad and enhancing its influence;

—peacekeeping and  humanitarian  operations-participation  in
operations other than war, the purpose of which is to protect British
interests, as well as the maintenance of the international order and the
conduct of humanitarian activities (the latter most likely under the aegis of
the United Nations).

In the framework of doctrine three types of operations are
distinguished — «peacekeeping» operations, which are conducted with the
consent of the parties to support the efforts to establish peace and security in
areas of potential and existing conflicts; «wider peacekeeping» with the
same objectives of the agreement, but that quickly changed, and «peace
enforcement» — the restoration of peace between the warring parties without
the consent of the intervention, the opportunity to participate in military
operations.

Thus, the military concept «Wider peacekeeping» reflected the
emergence of a new type of peacekeeping operations, their characteristics
occupying an intermediate position between traditional peacekeeping and
coercion to peace.

PEACEKEEPING: CHILDREN IN CONFLICT

Why is child protection at the heart of peacekeeping? Conflicts
disproportionately affect children. A lot of them are subject to abductions,
military recruitment, killing and numerous forms of children exploitation.
Everybody in a peacekeeping operation, including military and the police,
plays a role in protecting children. There are special advisors, who in those
countries in which conflict impacts children most severely, help the mission
channel their resources towards children. Their work includes:

— Placing the concerns of children onto the peace and political agenda.

— Ensuring that child protection becomes an integral part of the
mission’s engagement. This is done through mainstreaming and advising
the mission leadership.
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— Training newly-deployed peacekeepers on child protection, which
complements the training on child protection every peacekeeper must
receive prior to his or her deployment.

— Advocating: the child protection advisor acts as an advocate,
facilitator, and an advisor to the mission leadership on pertinent child
protection issues.

— Monitoring and reporting the most serious violations against children.

— Liaising with UNICEF and other child protection actors for follow-
up and response to individual cases.

Child protection advisors play a key role in establishing dialogue with
perpetrators to end the gravest violations against children. This dialogue has
led to the signing of action plans by military and armed groups and the
release of thousands of child soldiers. Since 2001, the Department of
Peacekeeping Operations (DPKO) has deployed child protection advisors in
Sierra Leone, Burundi, Chad, the Democratic Republic of Congo,
Afghanistan, Cote d’Ivoire, Liberia, Haiti and Sudan.

“Children are trusting, and their trust is easily betrayed. This is why we
need to give them special protection. If we do not protect the next
generation, all our efforts to establish lasting peace will be in vain,” Mr
Hervé Ladsous, Under-Secretary-General for Peacekeeping Operations said.

THE VALUE AND ROLE OF THE UN PEACEKEEPING
OPERATIONS IN THE PROTECTION OF CIVILIANS

United Nations activities presently have an important coordinating,
stimulating and directing significance in international activities, especially
for the world community in modern hard external relations, in the absence
of mutual agreement in orientation and nature of foreign policy leaders.
Therefore, the question of peacekeeping is a prime example of efforts to
maintain international peace and security.

All United Nations peace operations today have the obligation to
advocate the protection of civilians. This is a mission-wide task. Many non-
military tools are available, including strong political advocacy, credible
reporting and liaison with communities. Many missions support national
authorities in carrying out their protection responsibilities, including
through support to police, rule of law and security institutions and national
action plans to better protect children and address sexual violence.
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Where missions have an explicit mandate to protect civilians,
uniformed personnel must play their part, including, where necessary,
through the use of force. This has been defined to mean preventive,
preemptive and tactical use of force to protect civilians under threat of
physical violence. The source and the nature of violence are not the
determinant for action. Guns, machetes, rape, improvised explosives: all
these and other means are used against civilians by all kinds of armed
actors. Missions must have the capabilities and command structures
required to respond effectively, and uniformed personnel must comply with
orders to prevent, deter and protect civilians against attacks.

Improvements made over the recent years to policies, rules of
engagement and training are helping missions to protect civilians. At the
same time, we should point out that wide and universal participation in
missions is also vital to their effectiveness and credibility. Within the
Member States lie capabilities that can improve mission presence on the
ground, risk assessments, communication, mobility and engineering.
However, the sheer possibilities of the Member States are not a decisive
factor in the practical possibility of such assistance of the United Nations.
They must not contradict international law on the rules and restrictions for
their use and application.

It is time to fulfill commitment to conflict prevention as a primary
function of the Organization. Strong Member State political support for
United Nations prevention and mediation efforts can send a powerful signal
that the global system is intent on reducing armed conflict. It can build
confidence in the capacity of international organizations to advance peace.
This peacekeeping would become an idea and a powerful factor for world
consolidation for the safety of both the individual and the global
community.

INTER-RELIGIOUS COOPERATION IN A GLOBAL AGE

Eric C. Shafer said: “So many bridges to build. So many walls to break
down”.

The collapse of the Soviet Union more than 20 years ago had a better
hope for religious freedom to our part of the world.

During the last several years, however, there has been a sharp increase
in religious freedom violations. At the same time, Christians in Eurasia are
facing growing threats to their freedom. Particularly in Central Asia, raids
are taking place, pastors are being detained, Christian literature is being
confiscated, and harsh laws are being imposed to restrict the freedoms of
churches, particularly Christian churches. And with the ongoing conflict
between Russia and Ukraine religious reconciliation efforts are desperately
needed to foster peace between Russian and Ukrainian Christians.

Can an answer be given to the question: “If we can have a United
Nations Organization, cannot we have a United Religions Organization?” Is
the world of religions, spiritual movements and indigenous traditions open
to the creation of a permanent, locally rooted and globally connected inter-
religious world body with truly world-wide recognition and status? Is
world-wide co-operation between diverse religions possible?
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The situation today is that large numbers of adherents of diverse
religions question the absoluteness and exclusiveness of their own traditions
and teachings. Today a significant number of the religious and spiritual
leaders see dialogue as an acceptable part of religious life.

But, at the same time, there are now growing tensions in the midst of
many religious traditions between the conservative and liberal elements. We
believe that dialogue is possible and necessary.

Every 3-4 years in a different part of the world (recently, India, Taiwan
and the United Kingdom) IARF’s (International Association for Religious
Freedom) membership meet in interfaith dialogue, discussions about issues
facing religious communities and cultural exchanges.

So, inter-religious Co-operation in a Global Age is possible. It must be
based on:

1. Freedom from oppressive interference or discrimination by the state,
government or society’s institutions on the grounds of religion or belief.

2. Mutual understanding, respect and the promotion of harmony, or at
least “tolerance”, between communities or individuals of different religions
or beliefs.

3. An essential accountability by religious communities to ensure that
their own practices uphold the fundamental human rights.

In today’s global world of cultures, religions and civilizations, in an
emerging world community, innovative efforts and solutions are very much
needed, such as solutions of International Association for Religious
Freedom.

Everyone has the right to freedom of thought, conscience and religion.

This right includes freedom to change his religion or belief and
freedom, either alone or in community with others and in public or private,
to manifest his religion or belief.

AUSTRALIA’S INVOLVEMENT IN PEACEKEEPING
OPERATIONS

Australia has been actively involved in peacekeeping activities for
nearly 70 years providing military and police personnel to more than 50
United Nations and other peace and security operations. Since 1964,
Australian police have served in Cyprus, an island wracked by conflict
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between its Greek and Turkish communities. More recently, police officers
from Australia have also served in places as widely separated as Cambodia,
Haiti, Mozambique, Bougainville and Timor. Australian peacekeepers
definitely help create a safer and more stable global environment.

It should be noted that the role of peacekeepers has grown to include a
wide range of measures such as holding of elections and restructuring
government institutions. The Australian Civilian Police mission embraces:

* providing a stable and secure environment;

* assisting in dismantling the old instruments of repression;

* establishing and maintaining a law enforcement and criminal
investigation capability;

* selecting and training new members of an local police service, which
will ultimately take over the law enforcement role from UN Civilian Police;

« undertaking investigations and collecting evidence appropriate to the
prosecution of serious violations of human rights;

* assisting in re-establishing the criminal justice system and civil
administration, including the court system and the jails; and

* building confidence with the civil community by operating
impartially to enforce the law.

Civilian police and military personnel remain members of their home
service, but serve under the operational control of the United Nations during
deployments. On October 28, 1998, the UN asked countries contributing to
peacekeeping operations to send no civilian police officers or military
observers under the age of 25 years, and to send troops over age 21, and
never under 18. The parameters were intended to ensure that only
experienced, mature and well-trained people serve as peacekeepers.

The current selection criteria for Australians performing civilian police
duties requires skills to work in a chaotic and complex environment as well
as a broad police skills base, and a well-developed ability to be flexible and
patient in trying situations.

Australian police officers are normally unarmed and in this way they
contribute to confidence-building and trust as an unarmed presence has the
greatest chance of success in gaining the respect of the local community.
The influence and effectiveness of civilian police is based on the moral
authority rather than the threat of force. Moreover, much of the work of a
peacekeeping operation is known to be done at the level of interactions
between individual peacekeepers and members of the local population.
Australia can be proud of its contributions to peacekeeping.

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UNITED NATIONS CIVILIAN POLICE MISSION

Civilian police (CIVPOL) from over 50 countries are deployed around
the globe in support of international peacekeeping operations. Their
presence promotes peace and stability in areas recovering from conflict and
their efforts to develop modern local police forces help to ensure that peace
and stability can be sustained, even after international peacekeepers depart.

CIVPOL programs are sponsored by the United Nations (UN) or by
regional security organizations such as the Organization for Security and
Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) or by coalitions of interested countries.
They play an essential role in peace-keeping strategy.

The CIVPOL are usually deployed in the second or later stages of a
peace-keeping mission. At the beginning of a mission, the CIVPOL might
have full executive law enforcement authority for the region and so perform
typical law enforcement functions such as patrolling and investigating.
Towards the end of a mission, the CIVPOL personnel gradually hand over
police responsibilities to the new local police force they have helped to train
and develop.

The activities of the police depend on the conditions in the region. The
UN launched its first CIVPOL mission in the Congo in 1960 to assist the
government in maintaining law and order. In Bosnia and East Timor,
CIVPOL were deployed to maintain law and order and also to help establish
and train a professional police force for the future. In Haiti and Cdte
d’Ivoire, UNPOL provided support to the national police during the 2015
election activities. In response to the Ebola crisis in 2015, UNPOL
collocated with the Liberian National Police to facilitate the protection of
civilians through joint patrols and other operational support. In Somalia,
UNPOL engaged in the process of developing a new structure of the Somali
national police. In Mali, UNPOL participate in preventing and combating
transnational organized crime and terrorism.

Currently, UNPOL are working in 12 peacekeeping operations and 5
special political missions. The main task of the UN police is to promote the
process of peace building in the countries where they are located. UN
peacekeeping is an essential tool to restore and maintain international peace
and security throughout the world.

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UNITED NATIONS MISSION IN BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA

On 14 December 1995, the Peace Agreement was signed in Paris by
the Republic of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Republic of Croatia, the
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia as well as the other parties thereto.

The agreement covered a broad range of issues including military
aspects of the peace settlement; regional stabilization; an International
Police Task Force; delineation of an Inter-entity Boundary Line between the
Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina and the Republika Srpska; holding of
democratic elections; human rights and assistance to refugees.

UNMIBH began its operations under inauspicious conditions. As a
result of the conflict, over 200,000 people had died, 20,000 were missing
and 1.2 million were internally displaced. The country was divided along
ethnic lines. The fratricidal war, in which civilians were the principal target
and victims, had left a legacy of hatred and widespread fear of retribution.

UNMIBH has some core programmers:

Police reform: the main aims were to ensure that individual police
officers met international standards of professional and personal integrity to
gain the respect and confidence of the general public and to raise the
professional skills of the police to internationally accepted standards. Police
restructuring sought to ensure that every police administration had adequate
resources and an efficient organizational structure, including external and
internal redress mechanisms, was insulated from political interference and
had appropriate multi-ethnic representation and gender balance.

Police/criminal justice system: policing is only one component of the
rule of law. If a police force is to be fully effective, it must operate within a
coherent legal framework, and with an independent and accountable
prosecutorial service and judiciary.

Inter-police force cooperation: without -effective State law
enforcement institutions and inter-police cooperation mechanisms, the
ability to combat national, regional and transnational crime is severely
limited.

Public awareness: to create public trust and confidence in the police
force, emphasizing the core principles of democratic policing: police
protection, accountability and impartiality.

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THE SCALE OF ACTIVITIES OF UNITED NATIONS POLICE

One of the most important aspects of activities at the international
level, regarding the protection of human rights is the organization and
functioning of the international operations of the United Nations
peacekeeping. The police play a significant role in supporting UN
peacekeeping operations. It was formed in 1960, after the government of the
Republic of Congo had requested the UN the, assistance in the preservation
of its territorial integrity against external aggression (meaning military
intervention of Belgium). At that time it operated only in two main
directions, which concerned monitoring for: the activities of the local police
and violations of the rights of the local population by the local police.

Since 1960, when the police had only two core competencies, which
actually came to monitoring its range of activities has expanded
considerably. This process was greatly facilitated by the “Report of the
Board of experts for the UN operations for peace” dated August 17, 2000,
which led to structural changes and improved the efficiency of operations of
the UN peacekeeping. Currently the authority of the UN police also
includes operational support, advisory support, training and mentoring,
provision of interim law enforcement, the protection of the population etc.

Thus, the UN police is one of the most important elements first, in the
joint efforts of the military and police forces for stabilization and then
transition to broader initiatives the issues of justice and activities of
correctional institutions, to initiatives promoting peaceful settlement of
disputes through law-enforcement agencies of the host state. Along with the
growth of the police structure its tasks are also increasing in number.

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INTERNATIONAL POLICE PEACEKEEPING AND PEACE
OPERATIONS IN CANADA AND GERMANY

Canada’s police are building a more secure world. Canadian police
have been participating in international peacekeeping missions since 1989.
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3,000 Canadian police officers have been part of more than 53 missions
around the globe, supporting the Government of Canada’s commitment to
global peace and security.

Foreign Policy and International Assistance.

Canadian international policing efforts are an essential element of
Canada’s goal to build a more secure world by working to stabilize fragile
and conflict-affected states such as Haiti, Afghanistan and Sudan.

Benefits to Domestic Policing.

Twenty-six municipal and provincial police agencies from across
Canada make up approximately 70 % of all Canadian deployments, with the
RCMP comprising the other 30 %.

The Canadian Police Arrangement (CPA).

The Canadian Police Arrangement (CPA) is the framework through
which Canadian police are deployed to international police peacekeeping
and peace operations (IPP) around the world.

German experience with UN peace operations began after reunification
in 1989 with the deployment of non-combat troops in Cambodia and
Namibia.

Since 2001, this country has been actively engaged in NATO and EU
missions in the Balkans, Afghanistan and, to a lesser extent, Africa. While
Germany’s contribution to KFOR is still ongoing, it has gradually reduced
its contingent from 5,300 in 2001 to 903 in November 2016.

Germany joined the UN Standby Arrangement System in July 1998
and signed an additional agreement in November 2000.

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THE ROLE OF THE UN POLICE IN PEACEKEEPING

All times people believe that peace is important in order to avoid
unnecessary conflicts that might hinder progress or even result in the loss of
life. There are many organizations devoted to fostering peace within the
domestic and global spheres.

The United Nations has been deploying police officers for service in
peace operations since the 1960s. Traditionally, the mandate of police
components in peace operations was limited to monitoring, observing and
reporting. Beginning in the early 1990s, advisory, mentoring and training
functions were integrated into the monitoring activities in order to offer
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peace operations the opportunity to act as a corrective mechanism with
domestic police and other law enforcement agencies.

United Nations Police are an important tool used by the Organization
to help promote peace and security. Every day United Nations Policemen
and Policewomen reinforce and re-establish security by patrolling, working
closely with and advising domestic police services, helping to ensure
compliance with international human rights standards and assisting in a
wide range of activities to restore and promote public safety and the rule of law.

United Nations Police are deployed in most peacekeeping operations
and are deployed as advisors in a number of United Nations Special
Political Missions. United Nations Police aim to reinforce or re-establish
domestic police services to create the conditions for sustainable peace and
development. In a number of countries United Nations Police help host-
state police and other law enforcement agents to address serious and
organized crime.

Therefore, the UN Police is an important element in the
implementation of peacekeeping. This is an integral part of the United
Nations peace operations. UN Peacekeepers provide security and the
political and peace building support to help countries make the difficult,
early transition from conflict to peace.

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UN MULTIDIMENTIONAL INTEGRATED STABILIZATION
MISSION IN MALI

In recent years, Mali has been confronted by a profound crisis with
serious political, security, socio-economic, humanitarian and human rights
consequences.

The United Nations Multidimensional Integrated Stabilization Mission
in Mali (MINUSMA) was established in 2013 to support political processes
in that country and carry out a number of security-related tasks. The
purpose of the Mission was to support the transitional authorities of Mali in
the stabilization of the country and implementation of the transitional
roadmap. According to the mandate of the Mission, it was tasked to ensure
the process of stabilization and protection of civilians, to support national
political dialogue and reconciliation and to provide the promotion of human
rights in that country.
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Nowadays UN Police are helping Malian law enforcement agencies to
learn how to investigate and prevent illicit drug activity. In 2014, the
Mission established a Transnational and Organized Crime and Counter-
Terrorism Unit. MINUSMA has also provided crucial equipment and
forensic support to the Malian authorities. In 2015 the Mission established a
modern forensics laboratory at its headquarters to help Malian law
enforcement agencies to collect and analyze evidence, from DNA,
fingerprints, to more complex ballistic examinations.

The Mission has achieved certain results. Drug seizures have increased.
For example, in August 2015, the Malian Brigade dismantled a drug
trafficking network that operated in a neighbourhood previously beyond the
reach of law enforcement agencies. This operation alone led to the trial of 10
accused traffickers, as well as an additional arrest of a drug dealer in
September 2015. UN police are helping their counterparts by conducting
trainings, joining patrols and facilitating the reestablishment of law and order.

MINUSMA is determined to maintain its commitment to Mali and help
the Malian authorities consolidate peace and security in close coordination
with other regional and international stakeholders. Peacekeeping is an
effective mechanism for helping countries make the difficult transition from
conflict to peace.

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UNITED NATIONS CIVILIAN POLICE AS A CRUCIAL PART
OF THE UN PEACE OPERATIONS AROUND THE WORLD

United Nations Civilian Police are a crucial part of UN peace operations
around the world. More than 11,000 UN police, from more than 90 countries,
are currently working in 18 different field missions. Every day these women
and men patrol, provide training, advise domestic policing services, help
ensure compliance with international human rights standards and assist in a
wide range of activities to restore and promote security, public safety and the
rule of law. The benefits of this work are clear: UN police help to create a
safer environment where communities will be better protected and criminal
activities will be prevented. The diverse national experiences of these United
Nations police officers, and their commitment to peace and security, are their
best tools to promote sustainable peace through justice and security.
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The United Nations has been deploying police officers for service in
peace operations since the 1960s. Traditionally, the mandate of police
components in peace operations was limited to monitoring, observing and
reporting. Beginning in the early 1990s, advisory, mentoring and training
functions were integrated into the monitoring activities in order to offer
peace operations the opportunity to act as a corrective mechanism with
domestic police and other law enforcement agencies. At the end of the
1990s, UN police were called upon to provide interim law enforcement in
Eastern Slavonia, Kosovo and Timor-Leste, and in 2000 the Panel on
United Nations Policing and Peace Operations concluded that the primary
goal of the police in peace operations should be «to focus primarily on the
reform and restructuring of local police forces in addition to traditional
advisory, training and monitoring tasks.» Within this already challenging
context, the nature of police peacekeeping continues to evolve and new
threats keep emerging. Contemporary police peacekeepers must perform a
variety of increasingly complex tasks mostly unforeseen at the dawn of
United Nations police peacekeeping, including supporting the host-state
police and other law enforcement in addressing such threats as serious and
organized crime, terrorism and corruption. In some cases, the United
Nations police are mandated to assume either partial or full executive
policing responsibility and other law enforcement duties within a designated
territory while the host-state police and other law enforcement agencies
regain functional self-sufficiency. More commonly, mission mandates
foresee an operational support role for the United Nations police, including
helping the host-state police and other law enforcement to conduct
investigations and special operations and to ensure public safety, based on
overarching policing strategies that are oriented toward the communities
they serve and guided by the strategic use of criminal intelligence.

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UNITED NATIONS STABILIZATION MISSION IN HAITI

The United Nations Stabilization Mission in Haiti (MINUSTAH) was
established on 1 June 2004. The mandate of the mission included such
authorities as: to support the Transitional Government in ensuring a secure
and stable environment; to assist in monitoring, restructuring and reforming
the Haitian National Police; to support the Transitional Government as well
as Haitian human rights institutions in their efforts to promote and protect
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human rights; and to monitor and report on the human rights situation in the
country.

By 2010, thanks to the combined efforts of the Haitian authorities, the
United Nations, and the international community, there had been certain
changes for better in Haiti: violence and crime reduction, public security
restoration, positive constitutional amendments and certain economic
growth but a devastating 7.0 magnitude earthquake hit Haiti on 12 January
2010 and resulted in more than 220,000 people dead, including 102 UN
personnel, many thousands injured or permanently disabled, and 1.5 million
left homeless. The catastrophe interrupted a period of relatively smooth
progress towards legislative, presidential, and municipal elections
previously scheduled to be held in February 2010. MINUSTAH acted
decisively to respond to post-earthquake needs within its mandate.

In 2016, powerful Hurricane Matthew passed through Haiti causing
hundreds of deaths, widespread damage, flooding, and displacement. The
hurricane has resulted in the largest humanitarian crisis in Haiti since the 2010
earthquake. Roads, basic infrastructure, hospitals, schools, and thousands of
homes were damaged or completely destroyed. At the time of the hurricane,
cholera incidence rates had already surpassed those of previous years and
the damage to water infrastructure and severe flooding increased the risk of
a spike in infection rates. Humanitarian partners in Haiti responded to the
most urgent humanitarian needs caused by the hurricane.

The United Nations plays an important role in the maintenance of
overall security and stability in Haiti and continues to support the process of
restoring law and order and promoting peace in the country.

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FEMALE BANGLADESH POLICE IN THE UN PEACEKEEPING
MISSIONS

Since its commencement to serve in different UN peacekeeping
missions, Bangladesh Police have now been the 2nd police contributing
country in the world with remarkable commitments of 1120 personnel for
the date of May 2016 of its own to the UN Mandate. It all began in 1989 by
participating in the peacekeeping mission in African state named Namibia.
Ever since we have total number of 16,777 personnel in 21 UN missions for today.

Responding to the challenges in implementing the UN Mandate in the
field of gender issues, women and children affairs, Bangladesh Police has
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sent 2 Female Police Units (FPU) to Haiti and Congo. Bangladesh, being of
the top contributor of female police officers to the UN Peacekeeping
Operations, has become the crucial partner in the transition from war to
peace. Bangladesh female peacekeepers have placed them as key driving
force to reduce gender-based violence, conflict and confrontation, providing
sense of security especially for women and children, mentoring female police
officer in the local area and thus empowering women in the host country and
promoting social cohesion. If we go to the details of range of measures at time
of peace building efforts to reduce the risk of relapsing into conflict by
strengthening national capacity at all levels for conflict management, first and
foremost it is emphasizing on basic safety security and the rule of law which
includes protection of property and lives, enforcement of law and order,
capacity building of local police, reform of the security and training of local
police forces and ensuring the respect for human rights for achieving
sustainable peace. FPU’s peacekeepers have all the qualities to implement
peace building tasks by providing security umbrella, training for the local
police to build up their capacity in collaboration with other partners. It is
identified that to respond to the challenges posed by the contemporary
conflicts, police must be mobile, trained, flexible, productive and sustainable.

As the role of UN police has been expanded from monitoring and
advising function to reforming, restructuring and institutional building of
local police services, experience of Bangladesh police women in the field of
responsive policing, accountable policing, community policing, electoral
assistance has proven its importance in the UN peace keeping operations
resulting in wide scopes to work in international arena.

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THE MISSION OF THE UNITED NATIONS CIVILIAN POLICE
IN BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA

The experience shows that the settlement of local conflicts depends on
the security environment. According to the existing mandate there are
follow peacekeeping missions:

1. Monitoring missions which carry out only observation.

2. Traditional missions which have police powers in buffer zones and
assist in the negotiation on the peace agreement.

3. The multidimensional missions which carry out economic
reconstruction, institutional transformation (the reform of the police, the
army, the judicial system, the holding of elections).
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4. The mission of coercion which based on art. 25, 42, 43 of the UN
Charter.

It should be noted that peacekeeping mission in Georgia was depended
on the parties of the conflict because the power component was absent. The
experience of Bosnia and Herzegovina, Kosovo confirms that executive
authority and power components are the effective monitoring instruments
for the implementation of the settlement plan mission. The federal police in
Bosnia and Herzegovina had already existed when NATO troops were
introduced and peacekeeping mission was started. In this context, the
monitoring and inspection of local police, the preparations of
recommendations for improving their work and reports of violations by the
local police were the main tasks of the civilian police of the UN.

The introduction of peacekeepers in the conflict zone means freezing
the conflict for an indefinite time. The main importance of peacekeeping
mission for Ukraine is the ability to freeze the conflict in the East through
the cut of support channels for “ORDLO”.

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POLICE PEACEKEEPING OPERATIONS AND WOMEN
AS PEACEKEEPERS

The United Nations Police have an important role in promoting peace
and security.

Every day UN policemen and women reinforce and re-establish
security by patrolling communities, advising domestic police services,
ensuring compliance with international human rights standards and
restoring and promoting public safety and the rule of law.

What do the police do?

UN police are called upon to:

— provide expert assistance

— conduct operational assessments

— train and develop host-state policing capacity

— develop and review technical guidance

— assist domestic police services with strategic planning and provide
technical support

United Nations International Network of Female Police Peacekeepers

The UN International Network of Female Police Peacekeepers unites
women in policing, who work in peacekeeping operations, to show that
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women have a role to play in global peace and security. By actively
engaging and utilizing the network, they aim for female peacekeepers to be
empowered and empower others.

Women are involved in all areas — police, military and civilian — and
have made a positive impact on peacekeeping environments, both in supporting
the role of women in building peace and protecting women’s rights.

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CONFLICT PREVENTION AND PEACEMAKING

The United Nations Police are an integral part of the United Nations
peace operations. Currently there are over 12.500 UN Police officers
operating in over 90 countries. The goal of the UN Police is to help create a
safer environment and protect civilians from criminal activities. The UN
Police work throughout the world in 17 different field missions.

Peacekeeping operates within changing physical, social, economic and
political environment. A peacekeeping operation consists of military police
and civilian personnel who work to deliver security. Peacekeeping operations
help countries torn by conflict create conditions for lasting peace.

Conflict prevention involves diplomatic measures to keep intra-state or
inter-state tensions and disputes from escalating into violent conflict. It
includes early warning, information gathering and a careful analysis of the
factors driving the conflict.

Peacemaking generally includes diplomatic actions to bring hostile
parties to a negotiated agreement.

Peace enforcement involves the application of a range of measures,
including the use of military force. It requires the explicit authorization of
the Security Council.

It is used to restore international peace and security in situations where
the Security Council has decided to act in the face of a threat to the peace,
breach of the peace or act of aggression. The Council may utilize, where
appropriate, regional organizations.

Peace building aims to reduce the risk of lapsing or relapsing into
conflict by strengthening national capacities at all levels for conflict
management and to lay the foundation for sustainable peace and
development. It is a complex, long-term process of creating the necessary
conditions for peace.

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THE ROLE OF THE AFRICAN POLICE IN PEACEKEEPING
MISSIONS

In recent years, there has been a dramatic increase in the number of
African police deployed in peacekeeping operations in different states, as
well as the number of peacekeeping police deployed in Africa. African
nations have increased their contributions of police to international
peacekeeping missions, both those led by the UN and the African Union, at
a time when police contributions from Western nations have declined. This
African contribution to international peace and security brings with it both
opportunities and concerns. African police are playing significant roles at
all levels of peacekeeping missions. Several African nations, notably
Nigeria and Senegal, have emerged as major sources of “formed police
units”, paramilitary police units in demand by peacekeeping missions
because they are trained to secure law and order in unstable situations.
African nations contribute both police advisors and rank and file police.
Beyond the obvious fact that African contributions help meet the demand
for sheer numbers of police in UN missions, African police bring potentially
useful language skills and cultural competencies to peacekeeping missions
deployed in Africa. African nations have also been moving toward a
regional peacekeeping capacity, through missions like the African Union
Mission in Sudan (AMIS), and proposed structures like the African Standby
Force. Western nations, NGOs, and international institutions have a number
of programs in place to train African peacekeepers. Police training is a
relatively recent addition to most programs, but is now getting attention.
The UN also provides premission training and training materials used by
national police training programs. Logistical and material support has been
harder to come by. Despite advances, many challenges remain. African
nations still encounter difficulties contributing police whose skills meet
international standards, and their ability to contribute is limited by the need
for police at home. Africa’s homegrown peacekeeping structures are still
weak and police tend to be a low priority for planners. Africa’s police
contribution to international peacekeeping should be welcomed and
encouraged by the world community. By assessing the current state of
African peacekeeping police, one should think of aims to provide a basis for
determining how Africa can continue to develop its police capacity.

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WOMEN IN PEACEKEEPING

A top priority for UN Police is to increase the number of female police
officers in peacekeeping operations and encourage the recruitment of
women in domestic police services. The United Nations ensures gender-
sensitive policing throughout the work of United Nations Police as an
operational necessity to address the differentiated security needs of women,
men, girls and boys. Women bring importantly - extra dimension, which is
the most important task of bringing peace, stability and development to
people in countries recovering from conflict.

Female police officers act as role models for gender equality, inspiring
women and girls to advocate for their own rights and pursue careers in law
enforcement. Female police officers, moreover, provide a greater sense of
security to women and children and improve access and support from law
enforcement agencies to local women. They also help the United Nations
address and respond to sexual exploitation and abuse. A female police
officer may undergo more scrutiny or stress than her male counterparts.

The increased recruitment of women is critical for:

* empowering women in the host community;

* addressing specific needs of female ex-combatants during the
process of demobilizing and reintegration into civilian life;

* helping make the peacekeeping force approachable to women in the
community;

* interviewing survivors of gender-based violence;

» mentoring female cadets at police and military academies;

* interacting with women in societies where women are prohibited
from speaking to men.

The presence of women peacekeepers can also:

* help to reduce conflict and confrontation;

* improve access and support for local women;

* provide role models for women in the community;

* provide a greater sense of security to local populations, including
women and children;

* broaden the skill set available within a peacekeeping mission.

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UN-POLIZEI (UNPOL) UND IHRE AUFGABEN

Die Teilnahme von Polizeibeamten ist heute ein fester Bestandteil von
UN-Friedenseinsitzen und Politischen Missionen. Sie unterstiitzen die Polizei
in Landern, wo Gewaltkonflikte rechtsstaatliche Strukturen vernichtet haben.
Ihre Aufgabe besteht in der Wiederherstellung des Vertrauens in die nationale
Polizei und das Rechtssystem. 2015 waren mehr als 12.500 UN-Polizisten in
17 UN-Missionen. 12 Missionen waren unter der Fiihrung der Hauptabteilung
fir Friedenssicherungseinsitze — DPKO (Department of Peacekeeping
Operations) und 5 unter der Federfiihrung der Abteilung fiir politische
Angelegenheiten — DPA (Department of Political Affairs) im Einsatz.

Konkrete Aufgaben der UN-Polizei sind vom Mandat der
Friedensoperationen abhingig. Sie konsultiert Vollzugsbehorden und Polizei,
bilden Polizisten heran, helfen bei der Organisation der Polizeiarbeit an Ort.
UN-Polizisten arbeiten in Fliichtlingscamps, unterstiitzen bei der
Beschaffung von Polizeiausriistung, z.B. von Fahrzeugen. In UN-
Ubergangsverwaltungen wie in Kosovo haben sie auBerdem direkte
Befugnisse fiir die Aufrechterhaltung von Recht und Ordnung.

Geschlossene Polizeieinheiten aus 140 Polizisten (Formed Police Units —
FPUs) nehmen an der Ausiibung von Aufgaben der nationalen Polizei teil.
In ihrer Zusténdigkeit sind auch der Schutz von UN-Personal und UN-
Einrichtungen. Diese Polizisten sind auch auf der Bewiltigung von
gewaltsamen Demonstrationen und Unruhen spezialisiert. 2007 wurde das
erste weibliche Kontingent geschaffen, es war in der UN-Mission in Liberia
eingesetzt. 2015 wurden mehr als 64 FPUs entsendet.

Geschlossene Polizeieinheiten (FPUs) wurden erstmals in den UN-
Missionen in Kosovo und Ost-Timor eingesetzt. Heute kann man ein
standiges Anwachsen von solchen Polizeikréften beobachten. Geschlossene
Polizeieinheiten bilden den groBten Teil aller entsandten Kréfte.

Das sind insgesamt Polizeikrifte aus iiber 90 Landern. Die zehn
grofiten Polizeikréfte stellenden Lénder sind: Jordanien, Bangladesch,
Senegal, Indien, Nepal, Ruanda, Pakistan, Agypten, Nigeria und Burundi.
Die Bundesrepublik Deutschland stellte 2015 nur 19 Polizisten. Mehr als
10 % aller Polizeikrifte sind Frauen.

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UN-MISSIONEN ALS FRIEDENSGARANT

Die Friedensmission ist eine Form des UN-Militdreinsatzes. Man muss
aber sie mit der Beobachter- und der Friedenserzwingungsmission nicht
vergleichen. In einer entsprechenden Resolution des UN-Sicherheitsrates
sind Aufgaben einer Mission (die Art, der Umfang und die Dauer)
festgelegt. Eine UN-Friedensmission wird nur mit Zustimmung der
Regierung des Landes und aller Konfliktparteien durchgefiihrt. Die UN-
Truppen erfiillen keine Kampfaufgaben, sie sind aber bewaffnet und haben
Recht, in bestimmten Situationen ihre Waffe zu verwenden. Sie sind
erméchtigt, sich selbst zu schiitzen und ihre Bewegungsfreiheit zu sichern.
Zu den erstrangigen Handlungen einer Friedensmission gehoéren die
Schaffung von Untersuchungskommissionen, Vermittlungen zwischen
Konfliktparteien, Anrufung des internationalen Gerichtshofes in Den Haag,
die Bildung von UN kontrollierten Pufferzonen, die Entsendung von
Wahlbeobachtern wie z. B. bei der UNAMET in Osttimor.

Friedensmissionen dienten bisher vor allem der humanitdren Hilfe und
Uberwachung eines Waffenstillstandes (z. B. auf Zypern), der Entwaffaung
von Biirgerkriegsparteien (wie in Mosambik) oder der Sicherung eines
Dekolonisierungsprozesses (z. B. in Neuguinea). Missionen sind auch ein
wichtiger Beitrag zur Beseitigung von Fluchtursachen. Dabei wirkte eine
Friedensmission als Friedensgarant oder Polizeimacht der Weltorganisation.
Zu den weiteren Aufgaben zdhlt man die Unterstiitzung der staatlichen
Verwaltung oder des Prozesses der Demokratisierung.

Nach der Meinung des deutschen Vize-Bundesregierungssprechers
Georg Streiter leisteten die UN-Missionen ,,weltweit unverzichtbare
Beitrdge, um Frieden und Sicherheit zu schaffen und zu erhalten... Die
Starkung der Vereinten Nationen bleibt ein wichtiges auBenpolitisches
Anliegen der Bundesregierung...“. Deutschland ist heute mit einem Beitrag
von 168 Millionen Euro pro Jahr drittgrof3ter Beitragszahler fiir das Budget
der Vereinten Nationen. Hinzu kommen noch 262 Millionen Euro pro Jahr
fiir UN-Friedensmissionen. In den heutigen Friedensmissionen kommt die
gesamte Bandbreite militdrischer, polizeilicher und ziviler Mittel zum
Tragen. Es wird auf Konfliktprévention und Krisenbewailtigung mit zivilen
Mitteln wie Diplomatie, Entwicklungszusammenarbeit und
wirtschaftspolitische Mallnahmen gesetzt.

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GENDER-FRAGEN BEI DEN FRIEDENSOPERATIONEN

Frauen und Ménner erleben anders Konflikte und haben deshalb
unterschiedliche Auffassungen von dem, was der Frieden ist. In der
Anerkennung dieser Unterschiede, die als Geschlechtsaspekte bekannt sind,
und in der Einbeziehung der Frauen in alle UN-Friedensoperationen ist der
Schliissel zum Erfolg der UN-Friedensbemiihungen.

Wie wird die Geschlechtergleichstellung wiahrend der UN-
Friedensoperationen gewiahrleistet? Die Abteilung fiir Friedenssicherungseinsétze
(DPKO) hat eine Reihe von Mdglichkeiten, die Geschlechterproblematik an
die Spitze der Friedenstitigkeit zu stellen. Das Konzept der Tatigkeit der
DPKO auf dem Gebiet von Genderaspekten und Friedenssicherung wurde
in der Resolution 1325 (2000) des Sicherheitsrats festgelegt.

In der Resolution wurde die Verabschiedung von MafBnahmen
verankert, die auf die Erfilllung der Bediirfnisse von Frauen und
Gewihrleistung ihrer gleichen Beteiligung an den Vermittlungs- und
Verhandlungsprozessen gerichtet sind. Es wurde dabei eine wichtige Rolle
der Frauen bei der Friedenssicherung und humanitiren Hilfe unterstrichen.

Die Resolution 1325 hebt die Bedeutung der Gewéhrleistung gleicher,
voller und aktiver Beteiligung von Frauen bei der Konfliktpridvention und
-16sung, Friedensschaffung und Friedenssicherung hervor. Allerdings ist die
Situation bei weitem nicht befriedigend. Sie wird immer noch von
Schwierigkeiten und Herausforderungen geprégt, vor allem in der Post-
Konflikt-Phase. Da ist moglicher Beitrag von Frauen in die Sache der
Friedenssicherung begrenzt. Ursachen kann man in dem Ausschluss der
Frauen von der Teilnahme an der Entscheidungsfindung beobachten.

Die Frauen konnen eine sehr wichtige Rolle bei der Konfliktpravention
und Friedenssicherung spielen, aber sehr oft haben sie keine Moglichkeit,
an diesen Prozessen zu beteiligen. Frauen sind immer noch nicht in die
Politik erlaubt. Wahrend der Friedensverhandlungen werden oft humanitére
und Friedenspldne ohne Beteiligung von Frauen behandelt und ihre
Interessen und Rechte nicht beriicksichtigt.

Eine umfassende Integration von Genderaspekten in alle Phasen der
Friedenssicherungseinsétze muss zu einer Leitlinie der Politik der
Gleichstellung der Geschlechter bei Friedensoperationen werden.

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RECHTSBEDINGUNGEN DES INTERNATIONALEN
POLIZEIEINSATZES

Rahmenbedingungen der internationalen Verwendung von deutschen
Polizeibeamten unterscheiden sich von dem Einsatz der Bundeswehr. Dass
wichtige Teile der Polizei jenseits nationaler Grenzen eingesetzt werden, ist
schon deshalb bemerkenswert, weil Auftrag und Befugnisse der Polizei
sowohl in territorialer als auch in rechtlicher Hinsicht an den Nationalstaat
gebunden sind.

Polizeifragen sind nach dem Grundgesetz Léndersache. Die
Beteiligung an Friedensmissionen gehort als Teil des Programms der
Entwicklung der internationalen Beziehungen nach Artikel 32 GG in die
Zustandigkeit des Bundes. Im Unterschied zum  militirischen
Auslandseinsatz, der einem Parlamentsvorbehalt unterliegt, beschliefit im
Fall der Polizei die Bundesregierung. Der Auslandseinsatz der Polizei und
ihr Handeln miissen durch die Exekutive legitimiert werden.

Die Bundespolizei kann gemidfl § 8 (1) des Bundespolizeigesetzes
(BPolG) ,,zur Mitwirkung an polizeilichen oder anderen nichtmilitérischen
Aufgaben im Rahmen von internationalen MaBnahmen* im Ausland
verwendet werden. Das Gesetz sieht vor, dass entsprechende Einsétze ,,auf
Ersuchen und unter Verantwortung® internationaler Organisationen wie der
UN, der OSZE, der EU durchgefiihrt werden. Alle Auslandseinsétze der
deutschen Polizei griinden sich auf einem internationalen Mandat. Als eine
Ausnahme muss man dabei das German Police Project Team (GPPT) fiir
den Aufbau der afghanischen Polizei nennen. Es basiert auf einer bilateralen
Vereinbarung zwischen beiden Staaten.

Die Beteiligung der Bundespolizei an internationalen Missionen zur
Krisenbewiltigung und Konfliktpriavention wurde zu ihrer Daueraufgabe.
Am Anfang haben nur Beamte des Bundesgrenzschutzes an den
Auslandsmissionen teilgenommen, seit 1994 beteiligen sich auch Beamte
des Bundeskriminalamtes und der Lénderpolizeien. Die Dauer des Einsatzes
ist in der Regel ein Jahr. Die Rekrutierung basiert auf dem Prinzip der
Freiwilligkeit. Die Gewinnung des geeigneten Personals hat aber Probleme.
Dem steigenden Bedarf steht kein ausreichendes Angebot gegeniiber. Das
gilt insbesondere fiir spezialisierte Krifte, beispielsweise in den Bereichen
organisierter Kriminalitdt oder Informationstechnik. Die Bundesregierung
tut alles Mogliche in dieser Situation, um solche Fachleute zu interessieren.

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BUNDESWEHR REDUZIERT TRUPPENSTARKE IM KOSOVO

Seit 1999 ist die Bundeswehr im Kosovo prasent. Nach dem blutigen
Kosovokrieg und der Intervention der Nato hatte die Allianz zunichst eine
grof3e Stabilisierungstruppe entsandt, an der sich die Bundeswehr zeitweise
mit fast 6500 Mann beteiligte. Mit den Jahren wurde das Engagement
immer weiter zuriickgefahren. Nun will die Bundesregierung die Mission
der Bundeswehr im Kosovo verkleinern. Ein Ende der Nato-Mission scheint
in Sicht.

Verteidigungsministerin - Ursula von der Leyen (CDU) und
AuBenminister Frank-Walter Steinmeier (SPD) informierten am Montag die
Fraktionschefs im Bundestag schriftlich dariiber, dass im kommenden Jahr
nur noch maximal 1350 Soldaten bei der Nato-Mission zum Einsatz
kommen sollen. Bisher lag die Obergrenze bei 1850 Soldaten.

Laut dem Schreiben soll das Kabinett das modifizierte
Bundestagsmandat am Mittwoch beschlieBen. Der Bundestag muss dies
noch billigen. Bei den bisher 16 Beratungen stimmte das Parlament dem
Kosovo-Mandat stets zu, einzig die Linken waren gegen den
Bundeswehreinsatz.

Derzeit sind im Kosovo selber nur rund 750 deutsche Soldaten im
Einsatz. Allerdings hilt die Bundeswehr fiir Notfille eine Reservetruppe
von noch mal knapp 700 Mann in Deutschland vor, sie kann innerhalb von
zwei Wochen ins Einsatzgebiet verlegt werden. Ab dem Herbst wird die
Zahl der Soldaten im Land nun auf etwa 650 Mann reduziert.

Dennoch sei weiterhin eine substanzielle deutsche Beteiligung an der
Nato-Mission moglich, schreibt die Bundesregierung, fiir den Fall des
Falles verfiige die Bundeswehr weiterhin iiber hinreichende Flexibilitét fiir
eine schnelle Reaktion.

Mit der deutlichen Verkleinerung der sogenannten Mandatsobergrenze
passt die Regierung einen der am langsten laufenden Auslandseinsétze an
die aktuelle Lage an. Innenpolitisch ist das Kosovo zwar bis heute fragil,
immer wieder kommt es zu gewalttitigen Demonstrationen. In der
Unterrichtung fiir die Abgeordneten wird die militdrische Situation aber als
«grundsétzlich ruhig und stabil» beschrieben.

Nur im Norden des Mini-Staates gebe es wegen Auseinandersetzungen
zwischen der dort dominanten serbischen Bevodlkerung und der meist
islamischen Minderheit der Kosovaren noch Zwischenfille.
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Im vergangenen Jahr wurden die Nato-Einheiten jedoch kein einziges
Mal zur Hilfe gerufen, deswegen stimmte auch die Nato einer Reduzierung
zu. Die Nato-Einheiten konnen alarmiert werden, wenn es zu massiven
Spannungen oder gar zu gewaltsamen Kdmpfen kommt.

Die Bundeswehr ist derzeit im Camp Maréchal de Lattre de Tassigny
in Novo Selo stationiert, geht im Norden des Kosovo auf Patrouillen und
unterstiitzt zudem die EU-Rechtsstaatlichkeitsmission «Eulex» in dem
Balkanland.

Mit der schrittweisen Verkleinerung wird das Ende des Kosovo-
Einsatzes zumindest absehbar. Mittlerweile stehen andere Missionen wie
jene zur Bekdmpfung der Schlepperkriminalitit im Mittelmeer oder die
Teilnahme der Uberwachungs-Tornados beim Luftkrieg gegen den
«Islamischen Staat» (IS) in Syrien und Irak im Fokus der Truppe.

POLIZEIMISSION DER BRD IN AFGHANISTAN

Der Einsatz der Polizei in internationalen Friedensmissionen wurde zu
einem Standardinstrument der deutschen Auflenpolitik geworden. Nach der
Meinung der Bundesregierung ist der Einsatz von Polizeikréften fiir den
Aufbau und die Ausbildung der nationalen Polizei in Afghanistan ein
zentraler Teil des zivilen deutschen Beitrags fiir die Stabilisierung der Lage
und Konsolidierung der afghanischen Gesellschaft.

Die Bundesrepublik unterstiitzt die afghanische Polizei mit
Ausbildungs- und Ausstattungshilfe seit den 1960er Jahren. Sie iibernahm
nach der Petersberg-Konferenz vom Dezember 2001 fiir diesen
Aufgabenschwerpunkt die Koordinierung und verfolgt dabei zwei
Kernprojekte: in einem Land mit zerbrochener Staatlichkeit administrative
und organisatorische Strukturen von Polizei und Strafverfolgung
aufzubauen und die Grundlage fiir eine unabhéngige afghanische
Nationalpolizei zu schaffen. Seit 2002 wirkten durchschnittlich 40 Beamte
aus Bund und Léndern an der Aus- und Weiterbildung an der
Polizeiakademie Kabul und im Norden des Landes.

Nach dem Afghanistan-Projekt gelang es, die Organisation und die
Laufbahnmuster der Polizei zu reformieren. Durch deutsche Unterstiitzung
konnte die Bezahlung der Polizeikrifte sichergestellt werden. Das deutsche
Ausbildungskonzept zielte vor allem auf die Ausbildung von
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Multiplikatoren, die spater als Polizeifithrer ihr Wissen und ihre
Erfahrungen an ortliche Polizeikrifte weitergeben. Bis heute sind {iiber
8.600 Polizeioffiziere in der Polizeiakademie ausgebildet worden,
gegenwirtig befinden sich mehr als 2.000 in der Ausbildung. Hinzu
kommen mehr als 17.000 Polizisten, die in den vergangenen Jahren
unterrichtet worden sind.

Die Bundesregierung hat sich fiir eine Européisierung des
Polizeiprojektes eingesetzt. Im Mai 2007 wurde vom Rat der EU die
Einrichtung der Mission EUPOL Afghanistan beschlossen. Die Mission
arbeitet auf dem Gebiet der Uberwachung, Beratung und Ausbildung der
Fithrungsstibe des afghanischen Innenministeriums, Justizministeriums, des
Biiros des Generalstaatsanwalts in Kabul und in einigen afghanischen
Provinzen, sie leistet einen grofen Beitrag zur Unterstiitzung des
Reformprozesses der afghanischen Regierung. Im Juni 2014 stimmte der
Rat der EU einer Verlidngerung der Mission bis Ende 2016 zu.

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BUNDESREGIERUNG WEITET DEN MALI-EINSATZ
DER BUNDESWEHR AUS

Mali ist einer der Krisenherde in Afrika. Im Rahmen der UNO-
Stabilisierungsmission MINUSMA sind im Norden des Landes mehrere
hundert deutsche Soldaten stationiert. Die Einsétze sind geféhrlich, denn in
dem Gebiet operieren Milizen und Terrororganisationen.

In Mali sollen Blauhelme fiir Sicherheit sorgen — auch die Bundeswehr
bekdampft dort Islamisten. Heute kommt Verteidigungsministerin von der
Leyen zu Besuch. Doch die Friedensmission hat bislang keinen Frieden
gebracht.

Das Bundesverteidigungsministerium hat die Verstarkung des
Bundeswehreinsatzes in Mali eingeleitet, berichtete die Nachrichtenagentur
Reuters. Das Truppenkontingent soll mit Hubschraubern sowie weiteren
Soldaten verstérkt werden.

Der Einsatz der Helikopter sei aber daran gebunden, dass in zwei
Jahren ein anderer Staat diese Aufgabe von Deutschland tibernimmt. Ab
Ende 2018 soll die deutsche Beteiligung an der UN-Friedensmission in Mali
allméahlich reduziert werden.
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Die Befristung des Helikoptereinsatzes begriindeten AuBenminister
Frank-Walter Steinmeier und Verteidigungsministerin Ursula von der
Leyen in einem Brief an den UN-Generalsekretdr Ban Ki Moon damit, dass
die Bundeswehr eigentlich iiber keine freien Hubschrauber Kapazititen
verfiige. Diese miissten ,,von ihren derzeitigen Aufgaben abgezogen
werden®. Die Minister schrieben, dass die Helikopter ,,aus technischen
Griinden nur bis zum Beginn des zweiten Halbjahres 2018 zur Verfiigung
gestellt werden konnen.” Sie forderten ,,verbindliche Zusagen anderer UN-
Mitgliedsstaaten, die Hubschraubergestellung™ danach zu iibernehmen.
Bisher stellten die Niederlande die Helikopter fiir den UN-Einsatz.

Reuters zufolge sind aktuell etwa 550 deutsche Soldaten im Norden
Malis stationiert. Der UN-Einsatz umfasse insgesamt rund 15.000 Soldaten
und Polizisten. Sie sollen das Friedensabkommen zwischen der
Zentralregierung und islamistischen Aufstindischen sichern. Bisher seien
etwa 100 Soldaten im Rahmen des UN-Einsatzes gestorben.

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DEUTSCHE POLIZEI IN INTERNATIONALEN
FRIEDENSEINSATZEN

Die erste Friedensmission der deutschen Polizei fand vom September
1989 bis Mérz 1990 statt. Fiinfzig Beamte des damaligen Bundesgrenzschutzes
(heute: Bundespolizei) waren zur Uberwachung der lokalen Polizei und der
Wahlvorbereitungen in Namibia eingesetzt. Insgesamt haben mehr als 5.000
deutsche Polizeibeamte ihren Dienst unter dem Dach von Vereinten
Nationen (UN), EU oder OSZE in Afrika, auf dem Balkan oder in
Afghanistan geleistet. Sie nahmen an mehr als 25 Missionen teil.

Die Aufgaben der Friedensstifter reichen von der Beratung und
Ausbildung der lokalen Polizei iiber die Unterstiitzung der Reform der
Sicherheitsorgane bis zur Erfiillung aller prédventiven und repressiven
Polizeiaufgaben und damit der Ubernahme der Exekutivgewalt. Sie miissen
dem Ausbruch neuer Feindseligkeiten vorbeugen und die Bedingungen fiir
eine tragfahige soziale und 6konomische Entwicklung schaffen. Der Polizei
kommt bei der Krisenbewdltigung und Friedenssicherung eine
Schliisselrolle zu.

Wie stark die Polizei das Bild der internationalen Krisenbewaltigung
pragt, zeigt ein Blick auf die Friedensmissionen der UN. Wihrend im Jahr
1988 nur 35 unbewaftnete Polizisten als Teil der United Nations
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Peacekeeping Force in Cyprus eingesetzt waren, waren es 27 Jahre spater
bereits mehr als 12.500 Beamte aus 90 Landern.

Im Rahmen des Civilian Headline Goals haben sich die
Mitgliedstaaten darauf versténdigt, feste Kontingente fiir die Verwendung
in zivilen Missionen bereit zu stellen. Von der planméBigen Stirke von
mehr als 5.700 Polizisten stellt die Bundesrepublik das grofite Kontingent
(910 Beamte, davon 90 innerhalb von 30 Tagen).

Zentrales  Koordinierungsgremium  fiir den  internationalen
Polizeieinsatz ist in Deutschland die Arbeitsgruppe Internationale
Polizeimissionen (AG IPM) von Bund und Léndern, die seit 1996 fiir die
Vorbereitung, Beteiligung und Durchfithrung von Polizeimissionen
zustandig ist. Ob sich die BRD an einer internationalen Polizeimission
beteiligt, hingt von vielen Faktoren ab. Entscheidende Voraussetzung ist
eine relative Sicherheit fir die Beamten. Unverzichtbar ist der
nichtmilitdrische Charakter des Einsatzes. Aus verfassungsrechtlichen
Griinden beteiligt sich Deutschland nicht mit Polizeikrdften an Einsétzen,
die unter militdrischer Fiihrung stehen, wie im Fall der EUFOR in Bosnien-
Herzegowina, an denen Polizeieinheiten aus mehreren européischen Staaten
als ein Bestandteil militdrischer Mission teilgenommen haben.

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FRAUEN IN INTERNATIONALEN POLIZEIMISSIONEN

Die Vereinten Nationen nahmen am 31. Oktober 2000 die Resolution
iiber die Erhohung des Frauenanteils in internationalen Polizeimissionen an.
Die Durchsetzung der friedenserhaltenden MaBnahmen bei der Anwendung
des humanitiren Herangehens wurde durch eine Vergroferung der Zahl der
Frauen in den Reihen der Friedenstruppen begleitet. Die friedenserhaltenden
UN-Einsédtze hatten gezeigt, dass mit dem Anwachsen des Frauenanteils
auch die Qualitdt der Arbeit stieg. Sehr oft sind die Hilfebrauchenden in den
Einsatzgebieten Frauen und Kinder und hier sind weibliche Polizeikriften
sehr notwendig.

Die Tatigkeit der Frauen in allen Bereichen — in der Polizei, den
Streitkréften und im 6ffentlichen Dienst — {ibt einen positiven Einfluss auf
friedenserhaltende MaBlnahmen aus. Wichtig ist die Rolle der Frauen vom
Standpunkt der Friedensférderung aus und beim Schutz der Frauenrechte.
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Im Jahr 1993 betrug der Frauenanteil in den internationalen
Friedenskriften 1 %. Heute ist es etwa 125.000 Frauen in den Reihen der
Friedenstruppen (3 % der Soldaten und 10 % der Polizeiangehdrigen). UN
stimmt der aktiven Beteiligung von Frauen in den Polizeikontingenten der
Friedenstruppen zu. Die Suche nach der Geschlechterparitit unter UN-
Mitarbeitern ist eine Prioritdt in der UN-Tétigkeit. UN Police Department
startete eine ,,globale Aktion“, deren Aufgabe in der Erhdhung des Anteils
der Polizeibeamtinnen seit dem Jahr 2014 bis zu 20 % des Gesamtbestandes
der Friedenskrifte besteht.

Warum ist die Beteiligung von Frauen an Friedenseinsétzen wichtig? —
Frauen-Teilnehmerinnen der Friedensmissionen dienen als Beispiel fiir die
ortliche Bevolkerung, vor allem fiir Frauen und Médchen, die oft in einer
von Minnern dominierten Gesellschaft leben, fir ihre Rechte und die
Teilnahme an Friedensprozessen zu kdmpfen.

Die Erhohung der Frauenanzahl ist fiir die Losung folgender Aufgaben
notwendig: fir die Stirkung der Rolle der Frauen im Gastland; fiir die
Schaffung den Friedenstruppen der Moglichkeit des Kontaktes mit Frauen
im Gastland, wo den Frauen nicht erlaubt ist mit den Ménnern zu sprechen;
fir die Durchfiihrung von  Gesprichen mit Opfern  von
geschlechtsbezogener Gewalt; fiir die Betreuung von weiblichen Kadetten
in Polizei- und Militdrakademien. Die Anwesenheit von Frauen in
Friedensmissionen kann auch das Gefiihl der Sicherheit bei Frauen und
Kindern starken.

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GEWAHRLEISTUNG DES FRIEDENS DURCH DIE UN-POLIZEI

Die Polizei der Vereinten Nationen spielt eine wichtige Rolle bei der
Gewihrleistung des Friedens und der Sicherheit in der Welt. Jeden Tag
werden UN-Polizisten - Ménner und Frauen — eingesetzt, um internationale
Standards der Menschenrechte zu sichern. Traditionell wurden Befugnisse
der Polizisten auf die Beobachtung, Uberwachung und Berichterstattung
beschrinkt. Als néchster Schritt der Tétigkeit der UN-Polizisten wurde die
Erweiterung ihrer Aufgaben: Seit Anfang der 1990er Jahre gehdren die
Funktionen der Beratung, Betreuung und Ausbildung der nationalen Polizei
und anderer Strafverfolgungsbehorden in den Uberwachungslindern.
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Die Notwendigkeit in der Hilfe der Polizei bei der Durchfiihrung der
UN-Mandate hat sich deutlich erhéht. Die Zahl der Polizisten in
Friedenssicherungseinsétzen und in besonderen politischen Missionen hat
sich von 5.840 im Jahr 1995 auf mehr als 13.000 Menschen im Jahr 2015
vergroBert. Die vorrangige Aufgabe der UN-Polizei ist es, die Zahl der
weiblichen Polizeibeamten an Friedenseinsétzen zu erhdhen und bei der
Rekrutierung von Frauen in den nationalen Polizeidienst zu unterstiitzen.

Die Tatigkeit der Polizei der Vereinten Nationen ist darauf gerichtet,
inldndische Polizeidienste zu stidrken oder wiederherzustellen. Die UN-
Polizei unterstiitzt die Polizei und andere Strafverfolgungsbehdrden von
Gastgeberstaaten bei den Spezialisierungen in Untersuchungen und bei der
Bewiltigung schwerer und organisierter Kriminalitét.

Im Rahmen der Mission der Vereinten Nationen in Bosnien und
Herzegowina, der Operation in Burundi erfolgte die Unterstiitzung der
Reformierung und des Wiederaufbaus von Polizeibehorden. Die Vereinten
Nationen leisteten Hilfe wéhrend der Stabilisierungsmission in Cote
d’Ivoire, Kongo und in Haiti. Die UN-Ubergangsverwaltungsmissionen in
Kosovo, Liberia und in Sierra Leone sind auch von grofler Bedeutung.

In einigen Missionen sind die UN-Polizeibeamten fiir alle
Polizeiaufgaben zustindig und tragen die Verantwortung fiir die
Aufrechterhaltung von Recht und Ordnung. Sie diirfen in Ubereinstimmung
mit dem Mandat der Mission und spezifischen Richtlinien Einzelpersonen
aufhalten, inhaftieren und durchsuchen, wie dies in Kosovo und in Osttimor
der Fall war. Die UN-Polizei wird jedoch nach den Rechtsvorschriften des
Aufnahmelandes nicht als Strafverfolgungsbehorde angesehen, und ihre
Befugnisse sind begrenzt. Sie spielt auch eine Schliisselrolle beim Schutz
von Personal und Einrichtungen der Vereinten Nationen auf dem
Gastgeberlandterritorium.

AUFGABEN DER POLIZEIMISSIONEN MIT DEUTSCHER
BETEILIGUNG

Die Aufgaben der Polizeimissionen mit deutscher Beteiligung zeigen
die Entwicklung der internationalen Bemiihungen um Konfliktpravention
und deren Bewiltigung. Anfang der 1990er Jahre dominierte die
Unterstiitzung von Prozessen in Staaten, die sich auf dem Weg von einem
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autoritdren System zur Demokratie befanden. Als Ausgangspunkt kann man
die Beteiligung der Beamten des BGS an der Mission in Namibia nennen,
wo sie den Auftrag hatten, die lokale Polizei zu {iberwachen und die
Wahlvorbereitungen zu beobachten. Uber dhnliche Befugnisse verfiigten die
Polizisten in Kambodscha von Mai 1992 bis August 1993. An der Mission
nahmen damals 105 Kréfte des BGS teil. Ein kleines Kontingent begleitete
von Juni 1993 bis Juni 1996 die UN-Mission in der Westsahara.

Eine neue Phase der Polizeimissionen begann mit den Kriegen im
ehemaligen Jugoslawien. Das Bild der Polizeimissionen prigte zu dieser
Zeit die Unterstiitzung des Aufbaus und der Reform von Polizei- und
Strafverfolgungsbehdrden durch Ausbildung und Beratung, durch die
Kontrolle und Beobachtung der lokalen Sicherheitskriafte. Bosnien-
Herzegowina stand dabei im Mittelpunkt. Die Priasenz der internationalen
Kontingente sollte dort und in Mazedonien das Vertrauen der Bevolkerung
in die Sicherheitskrifte erhohen. Die Situation forderte, dass der
Schwerpunkt der Tétigkeit der Mission sich dabei auch auf die Bekdmpfung
der organisierten Kriminalitét verlagerte.

Mit der 1999 gestarteten Mission in Kosovo wurde eine neue Stufe der
internationalen Polizeimissionen erreicht. Den Kréften der Mission wurde
die Aufgabe gestellt, alle priventiven und repressiven Polizeiaufgaben
einschlieBlich der grenzpolizeilichen Aufgaben wahrzunehmen. Die
Personalstirke in Kosovo betrug bis zum Mérz 2008 mehr als 2.500
Beamte.

Mit kleinen Teams (zwischen fiinf und zwanzig Personen) beteiligte
sich die BRD an den UN-Missionen in Liberia und im Sudan sowie an
der EU-Mission in den paldstinensischen Autonomiegebieten.

Ein eigenes Profil weisen die Unterstiitzungsmissionen fiir den
Grenzbereich auf. An der Grenze zwischen der Republik Moldau und der
Ukraine hat die EU im Juni 2005 eine Border Assistance Mission mit etwa
200 Polizei- und Zollbeamten aus der EU und weiteren Staaten erdffnet,
welche die lokalen Behdrden bei der Bekdmpfung der Grenzkriminalitét
unterstiitzt und eine bessere Zusammenarbeit der Grenzkréfte beider Staaten
fordern sollte.

LA PROTECTION DES CIVILS ET LES MISSIONS DE L’ONU

Les conflits armés font d’habitude beaucoup de victimes parmi les
populations civiles. Ainsi le Conseil de sécurit¢ a chargé plusieurs
opérations de maintien de la paix de mettre les civils a 1’abri de la violence.

Ce mandat de protection des populations civiles est souvent vu comme
un point de référence auquel se réfurent la communauté internationale et
ceux que les Casques bleus efforcent de protéger. C’est souvent eux qui
apprécient I’action des Casques bleus en tant que défenseurs de la paix.

Le Département des opérations de maintien de la paix (DOMP) et le
département de I’appui aux missions (DAM) s’emploient activement pour
améliorer a toujours leur efficacité en matiére de la protection des civils.

A ces buts I’Organisation des Nations Unies (I’ONU) a élaboré avec
ses opérations de maintien de la paix la base théorique applicable a la
protection des populations civiles. L’Organisation a encouragé aussi ses
missions de maintien de la paix a mettre en ceuvre des stratégies globales et
a mobiliser toutes les ressources disponibles pour protéger les civils. En
outre, 1’Organisation a dispensé des formations quant a la protection des
civils a ’ensemble de son personnel militaire et policier sur le terrain ainsi
qu’aux contingents en attente de déploiement.

Les opérations de maintien de la paix rencontrent de nombreuses
difficultés dans la mise en ceuvre de ce mandat extrémement complexe. Les
Casques bleus sont fréquemment appelés a protéger les populations civiles
dans des conditions trés dures, avec des ressources limitées ou insuffisantes.
Bien souvent, les opérations de maintien de la paix se déploient sur tel
terrain qu’il est irréaliste de penser qu’elles pourront protéger tous les civils
a tout moment.

La nature dynamique des environnements dans lesquels les Casques
bleus opérent signifie que la situation sécuritaire peut changer trés
rapidement. On parle trés souvent des situations dans lesquelles les
populations civiles n’ont pas été diment protégées, mais on parle moins
souvent d’un effort organisé et une responsabilité partagée de beaucoup de
participants.

La protection des civils ne reléve pas exclusivement de la
responsabilité des opérations de maintien de la paix de 1’Organisation des
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Nations Unies. La fonction de la protection des civils est exécutée aussi par
le Conseil de sécurité, le Département des opérations de maintien de la paix,
le Département de I’appui aux missions ainsi que les pays qui fournissent
des contingents et des forces de police, nécessaires aux opérations de
maintien de la paix. Le Conseil de sécurité définit les mandats en ce qui
concerne la protection des civils. Le Département des opérations de
maintien de la paix et le Département de I’appui aux missions planifient,
déploient et gérent les opérations de maintien de la paix. Il faut distinguer
aussi les Casques bleus qui s’acquittent sur le terrain avec du mandat qui
leur a été confi¢ et surtout le gouvernement hote, a qui incombe la
responsabilité principale de la protection de ses citoyens.

Ici, quant a nous I’activité de la police dans le contexte des opérations
de maintien de la paix est énorme mais elle n’est pas suffisante. Un vrai
mécanisme doit été élaboré. Celui qui partagera la responsabilité, les efforts
et les résultats parmi tous les acteurs en jeu dans le cadre d’une démarche
globale de la protection des populations civiles. En outre, les premiers
temps des larges activités nécessaires doivent étre organisées dans le
domaine de la sécurité publique et de 1’assistance sociale pour installer la
paix durable et le respect des droits de I’homme dans les zones de conflit.

LE MAINTIEN DU MORAL DES CASQUES BLEUS

Le moral des policiers qui prennent part aux opérations de maintien de
la paix est une composante trés importante pour I’exécution effective des
opérations de la paix et la sécurité internationale.

Dans leur activité ces policiers se trouvent dans la zone de conflit qui
viole les droits d’un grand nombre de gens et porte atteinte a la paix pendant
des mois et des années.

Ainsi dans cette situation tout policier ressent I’influence des facteurs
qui suppriment son moral, nuisent sa stabilit¢ mentale, amenent plus tard
jusqu’a I’apparition des troubles de stress ou a I’accomplissement en grand
danger des décisions téméraires et spontanées. Tout cela peut emmener
jusqu’aux conséquences négatives ou létales.

Parmi les facteurs qui influencent le moral du policier dans la zone des
missions de la paix on envisage les facteurs tels que: démographique,
personnel, de service, moral, climatique.
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L’effet nocif de ces facteurs peut étre renforcé par la situation militaire
et politique, notamment a cause des conditions extrémes qui rendent la vie
et le service des Casques bleus vraiment difficiles.

A notre avis, le soutien de la santé psychologique des Casques bleus
exige tout un ensemble de mesures et d’étapes nécessaires.

Premiérement, il faut former a ’avance la volonté des policiers d’agir dans
les situations extrémes. Cette volonté se traduit en formation de tels traits de
caractére comme la maitrise de soi, la confiance, la connaissance de I’action
dans des situations stressantes, la capacité a surmonter les effets négatifs sur le
psychisme. La base de cette étape est 1’information sur la situation en cours
dans la zone des missions de la paix. L’information doit neutraliser la cause
de I’incertitude du policier et diminuer sa tension psychologique.

Deuxiémement, il faut modeler les conditions de la future activité pour
que le policier informé sur la situation en cours puisse choisir des méthodes
et des moyens adéquats pour réagir. Il convient de noter la formation
juridique qui dans ce cas de modélisation joue un réle clé dans la formation
de futurs professionnels.

Troisiémement, il faut soutenir constamment le moral des policiers qui
accomplissent leurs devoirs difficiles dans la situation variable. Dans ce cas
il est raisonnable d’organiser des activités nécessaires pour surmonter
I’ennui, la somnolence ou la surexcitation des policiers qui attendent le
danger. Telles mesures sont possibles grace a 1’influence du chef sur ses
subordonnés ou si ces derniers utilisent les méthodes d’autorégulation.

Donc, le maintien du moral des policiers qui prennent part aux
opérations de maintien de la paix dépend des différentes composantes
interdépendantes. La mise en ceuvre du complexe de moyens appropriés est
capable d’atteindre le niveau nécessaire de la volonté d’agir des policiers
dans les conditions définies et les situations extrémes. Il ne faut pas oublier que
I’opinion publique est aussi capable de surmonter le moral des Casques bleus et
de leur donner la confiance en leurs actions pour la paix au monde entier.

LE RESPECT DES DROITS DE L’HOMME ET LES MISSIONS
DE L’ONU

Les droits de I’homme comme un concept philosophique, juridique et
politique, signifient un ensemble de libertés et de possibilités juridiques qui
sont naturelles et inviolables. Cet ensemble de libertés et de possibilités est
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di au fait de DI’existence de I’homme dans une société civilisée. Par
définition le concept des droits de I’homme est universaliste, égalitaire et
incompatible avec les systémes et les régimes fondés sur la supériorité
d’une caste, d’'une race, d’un peuple, d’une croyance, d’une classe, d’un
groupe social quelconque ou d’un individu.

Les droits de I’homme représentent un pilier fondamental des missions
de I’ONU. Toute personne qui intervient dans le pays pour maintenir la paix
doit assurer la protection et la promotion des droits de I’homme. A ces fins,
la plupart des opérations pluridimensionnelles menées en faveur de la paix
intégrent une équipe spécialisée en droits de I’homme.

A T’heure actuelle, les spécialistes des droits de I’homme interviennent
dans six opérations de maintien de la paix et dans neuf missions spécifiques
de nature politique. Par exemple ils agissent dans le cadre de la Mission de
I’Organisation des Nations Unies pour la stabilisation en République
démocratique du Congo, de 1’Opération hybride de 1I’Union africaine et des
Nations Unies au Darfour, de la Mission des Nations Unies au Soudan du
Sud, de la Mission des Nations Unies au Libéria, de 1’Opération des Nations
Unies en Cote d’Ivoire, de la Mission des Nations unies pour la stabilisation
en Haiti et de la Mission d’assistance des Nations unies en Afghanistan.

Les spécialistes des droits de I’homme sont chargés de protéger et de
promouvoir les droits de ’homme grace a des actions sur le terrain. Ils
aident les populations a agir activement afin d’étendre leurs droits et leurs
possibilités. Ils responsabilisent les populations en les incitant a revendiquer
et a affirmer leurs propres droits. Les spécialistes aménent 1’Etat a respecter
ses obligations en matiére de droits de ’homme et d’application de la loi.

Le spectre des activités des spécialistes en droits de I’homme est trés
grand. Ils surveillent le respect des droits de I’homme, ménent des
recherches approfondies dans ce domaine, empéchent toute violation des
droits de I’homme. Ces spécialistes réagissent toujours face aux violations
des droits de I’homme en soutenant les réformes institutionnelles et en
collaborant étroitement avec les gouvernements locaux, les institutions
nationales et la société civile. Ils travaillent aussi avec d’autres équipes sur
le terrain et intégrent les droits de I’homme conformément a leurs objectifs.

En outre, les spécialistes des droits de I’homme travaillent en étroite
collaboration avec d’autres organisations chargées de maintenir la paix et
coordonnent leurs missions avec ces organisations afin de maintenir la paix
et de coordonner des taches communes de la protection des droits de
I’homme.

Les activités de ces organisations de maintien de la paix peuvent étre
semblables a celles des spécialistes, découler des initiatives civiles et se
concentrer en particulier sur la protection des civils, la gestion des conflits
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associés aux violences, surtout aux violences sexuelles et aux violences
faites aux enfants.

Un énorme travail est déja accompli dans le domaine des droits de
I’homme dans les zones de conflit grace aux missions de ’ONU, mais il y a
certains problémes qui restent encore. Ce sont principalement les problémes
des civils, surtout des femmes et des enfants.

A notre avis, on peut atteindre le renforcement du respect des droits de
I’homme en initiant sut le terrain des réformes législatives qui permettent
non seulement faire respecter les droits de ’homme dans certaines zones de
conflits mais aussi favoriser des changements profonds dans les domaines
de la sécurité publique, de I’assistance médicale ou de 1’éducation publique.

LA PROTECTION DES ENFANTS DANS LES ZONES
DE CONFLIT

Les événements actuels qui se produisent dans les zones de conflit
nous montrent clairement les malheurs et les souffrances des enfants. Les
enfants font une grande partie de victimes d’enlévements, de viols, de
meurtres et d’autres crimes liés au non-respect des droits des enfants a la
vie, a la santé, a I’épanouissement de la personnalité et beaucoup d’autres
droits.

Afin de faire face a la violation des droits des enfants on a créé dans les
cadres des missions de I’ONU des organismes qui jouent un réle important
pour protéger des enfants contre les effets nocifs de la guerre.

Tout d’abord les contingents militaires signalent les violations des
droits des enfants au personnel responsable aux droits des enfants.

La Police de I’ONU collabore avec la police nationale pour intervenir
pour la protection des enfants. En plus, les spécialistes des affaires judiciaires
veillent au respect des droits des enfants inscrits dans les législations
nationales.

Le chef de toute mission de I’ONU déclare que I'un des buts
prioritaires du processus de la paix dans les zones de conflit doit étre la
protection de 1’enfance.

Ainsi tout le personnel des opérations du maintien de la paix recoit une
formation concernant les droits des enfants et leur protection en période de
conflit.
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En plus, dans les cadres des missions de I’ONU il y a des conseillers a
la protection de I’enfance.

Ce sont les spécialistes affectés aux missions pour les aider a protéger
les droits des enfants. Ces spécialistes sont chargés de veiller a ce que la
protection de I’enfance fasse partie intégrante des efforts et des activités de
la mission. IlIs peuvent aussi consulter le chef de ’opération dans le
domaine des droits des enfants. Ils dispensent aux Casques bleus
nouvellement déployés une formation a la protection de 1’enfance qui
vienne compléter la formation a ce sujet que doivent recevoir tous les
membres de l’opération avant leur affectation. Les conseillers a la
protection des enfants suivent la situation et rendent compte des violations
les plus graves des droits des enfants. Ils jouent un réle primordiale en
établissant un dialogue avec ceux qui commettent des violations les plus
insignes des droits des enfants, pour y mettre fin.

Les services des opérations de maintien de la paix responsables de la
protection de I’enfance ne réalisent pas les programmes sur les comptes des
administrations locales. Cette indépendance leur apporte une certaine marge
de manceuvre en permettant de jouer un role assez important sur le terrain.

Mais de ’autre coté, a notre avis, les organismes locaux doivent étre
plus responsables et apporter son aide législatif et administratif.

Méme si la protection des enfants menée par le Département des
opérations de maintien de la paix est évidente et a ses résultats positifs, pour
étre vraiment plus efficace elle doit étre accompagnée des efforts des autres
mécanismes locaux et internationaux qui s’occupent de la protection de
I’enfance. Il est nécessaire de créer tout un réseau des organisations pour
attaquer au probléme sous tous ses aspects afin de rompre le cycle vicieux
de la violation des droits des enfants et poser les bases d’une paix solide
dans les zones de conflit.
