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Comprehensive Study of Traces Found at the Crime
Scene During the Investigation
of Intentional Damage to Law Enforcement Property

Based on theoretical advances and analysis of investigative and judicial
practice, the problems existed in issues on appointment and conduct of com-
prehensive forensic examinations were identified. The need to provide the
comprehensive approach to the study of material traces as the most effective
way to solve complex tactical tasks during the investigation was substantiated.

The methods of intentional destruction and damage to the property of law
enforcement officers and traces found at the place of their commission were
identified. Taking into account the most common ways of committing these
crimes and typical material traces, comprehensive forensic examinations
were identified, which should be appointed to establish the circumstances to
be clarified during the investigation and the solution of which requires the use
of special knowledge.

Keywords: intentional destruction or damage to property, law enforce-
ment officer, traces, comprehensive forensic examination.

Formulation of Research Problem. Criminal offenses against the authori-
ty of public authorities in the field of law enforcement activities are quite com-
mon in the total number of reported criminal offenses and crimes. Thus, their
share in the total number of recorded criminal offenses in 2019 was 0.31%,
and in 2020 - 0.4% [']. The purpose of their commission is mainly revenge
for the professional activities of law enforcement officers, which is realized by
committing various kinds of encroachments. One of the most serious crimes
in this group is the intentional destruction or damage to the property of the
law enforcement officer (Article 347 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine).

Destruction of property should be understood as bringing it to complete
unfitness for its intended use, and damage to property causes deterioration of
its quality, reduction of value or bringing for a time in a state unsuitable for its
intended purpose?. The analysis of investigative and judicial practice of inves-
tigation crimes of this type shows that damage to property is more common
than its destruction.

During the investigation of these crimes, a significant number of forensic
examinations is assigned, which is due to the large number of material traces
found at the scene of the crime. The need for the study of material traces is
related to the need for objective knowledge of the event that took place, and

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to some extent determines the possibility of establishing the circumstances
to be clarified during the investigation of the crime which cannot be solved
without the use of special knowledge. In addition, most of the mentioned
crimes of this type are committed in conditions of non-obviousness, i.e. with-
out witnesses, secretly, which actualizes a detailed investigation of the scene
as the most important source of criminal-related information. Thus, the effec-
tiveness of the investigation of these crimes is ensured by a comprehensive
study of the material traces found during the inspection. At the same time,
the processes of cognition of the material situation at the place of intentional
destruction or damage to the property of the law enforcement officer, as well
as the appointment and conduct of comprehensive forensic examinations are
characterized by a number of difficulties that require investigation.

Analysis of Essential Researches and Publications. Theoretical bases of
the research problems of the use of special knowledge and separate issues
of the development and formation of forensic examinations were studied by
I. V. Hora, V. H. Honcharenko, V. A. Zhuravel, 1. V. Pyrih, V. V. Tishchenko,
V. Yu. Shepitko, M. H. Shcherbakovskyi and others?.

Comprehensive researches on the methodology of investigation
of intentional destruction and damage to property was carried out by
M. Yu. Buzynarskyi* and B. K. Slobodianiuk®, and the issue of using spe-
cial knowledge during their investigation was studied by A. V. Bodnar®.
A significant contribution to the study of theoretical, legal and method-
ological principles of comprehensive forensic investigation was made by
E. B. Simakova - Yefremian’. The developments of these scientists confirm
the relevance of our research and are an important foundation for the study
of the methodology of investigation of intentional destruction and damage to
property of law enforcement officers, as well as features of comprehensive
investigation of traces found at the crime scene, which have not been yet the
subject of the comprehensive study.

The Article Purpose is to determine typical methods of the comprehen-
sive investigation of traces found at the crime scene during the investigation
of intentional damage to the law enforcement properties.

Main Content Presentation. Investigation of an investigative picture of
criminal offense, as well as instruments of crimes is one of the fundamental
tactical tasks of the investigation of intentional destruction and damage to the
property of the law enforcement officer. The implementation of this tactical
task is impossible without the involvement of special knowledge’ holders who
in criminal proceedings are specialists and experts. Our attention is drawn to
procedural forms of using special knowledge, in particular the appointment
of examinations because thanks to them it is possible to obtain procedural
sources of evidences - expert conclusions.

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According to the analysis of investigative and judicial practice, the appli-
cation of a comprehensive approach to the investigation of traces and oth-
er objects found at the scene is well-proven in the crime investigation of the
studied category. By applying of the integrated approach, we mean using the
capabilities of comprehensive forensic examinations. It is the comprehensive
approach is the key to solving complex tactical tasks, as well as it ensures the
implementation of an objective approach to establishing the circumstances
to be clarified during the investigation.

The complexity of researches, as noted by I. Hora, is characterized by:
firstly, the use of a set of various special knowledge of related sciences to solve
an expert problem that can not be solved by applying the knowledge of any
one science; secondly, parallel or sequential study of various properties of the
same or several objects in order to solve tasks of independent examinations®.
L. Hula emphasizes that comprehensive forensic examinations are carried out
on the basis of general methods and rules governing such research. Based
on the results of such studies, a joint conclusion is drawn up, which reflects
the conclusions of each expert®. At the same time, scientists, who study the
issues of comprehensive forensic examinations, point to certain problems
that affect the implementation of expert activities.

Among the problems that exist today in the issue of conducting compre-
hensive examinations, E. B. Simakova - Yefremian singles out the inadequa-
cy of the developed methods of their conduct. The researcher points out that
in the electronic database of methods, defined and registered by the Ministry
of Justice of Ukraine, there are about sixteen. Simultaneously, more than 48
methods for conducting these examinations have been developed in Kharkiv
(NSC «Hon. Prof. M. S. Bokarius FSI»). Thus, the scientist proves that there
is a big problem with the methodological support of comprehensive exam-
inations and the lack of normative regulation of the developed methods '°,
which is emphasized by other scientists!'. It should be noted that currently in
the Register of forensic examination methods 24 methods of comprehensive
examinations are registered, but mentioned problems are still relevant.

There are certain nuances in the appointment of comprehensive forensic
examinations. In particular, investigators are not fully aware of the specifics
of comprehensive forensic examinations. Thus, for the study of various
biological traces on instruments of criminal offenses, as well as the need to
establish individual characteristics of the latter, investigators appoint a single
resolution so-called complex ballistic and dactyloscopic examinations,
complex dactyloscopic and molecular genetic examinations, complex
dactyloscopic and cytological, etc. In this case, investigator ignore the main
principle of comprehensive examinations - the commonality of the research
subject. This not only actualizes the topic of our study, but also indicates the
need to increase the professional competence of investigators, prosecutors,
and other participants in criminal proceedings.

Detection of traces of the crime occurs during the primary investigation
(research) action - inspection of the scene. In practice, the comprehensive
analysis of trace picture, as a rule, is reduced to the study of individual traces
in a random sequence, depending on the order they are noticed by the in-

COMPREHENSIVE STUDY
OF TRACKS FOUND AT THE
CRIME SCENE DURING
THE INVESTIGATION OF
INTENTIONAL DAMAGE OF
THE LAW ENFORCEMENT
PROPERTY

Deliberate destruction or
damage to the property of a law
enforcement officer is one of
the most serious crimes among
criminal  offenses against the
authority of public authorities
in the field of law enforcement.
The purpose of committing the
mentioned crime is revenge on the
militiaman for carrying out his
professional activity. Given that
the encroachment on the property
of a law enforcement officer
undermines the authority not
only of the body of which he is an
employee, but also of the state, the
investigation of these crimes should
be ensured at the appropriate level
in accordance with the general
principles of criminal proceedings.

The place of intentional
destruction or damage to the
property of a law enforcement
officer is an important source of
forensic information. The task
of the investigator during the
inspection is to identify and remove
traces of the crime, instruments
of its commission, etc., and in the
future - to ensure their proper
storage and determine the best
ways to investigate them.
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The purpose of the article is
to identify typical methods of
comprehensive investigation of
traces found at the scene during
the investigation of intentional
destruction and damage to
property of law enforcement
officers.

Based on theoretical
developments and analysis of
investigative and judicial practice,
it is determined that a significant
number of identified traces should
be investigated comprehensively,
because in this case will provide
solutions to complex tactical
problems that arise during the
investigation. It is substantiated
that the conduct of comprehensive

forensic examinations is tested
during the investigation  of
intentional destruction or

damage to the property of a law
enforcement officer, but the issues
of their appointment and conduct
are not without a number of
problems that require appropriate
measures.

Taking into account the typical
methods of intentional destruction
and damage to the property of
law  enforcement officers and
traces found at the scene, the
author identified a comprehensive
forensic examination, which
should be appointed to establish
the circumstances to be clarified
during the investigation, which

requires the wuse of special
knowledge.

vestigator, expert or another authorized person. However, it is with the help
of systematic analysis of the trace picture that it is possible to determine the
regularity of the appearance and validity of the presence of a certain trace in
the crime scene, the relationship between the crime scene and the offend-
er, the crime and the object of criminal encroachment; establish determining
factors; retrospectively reproduce the model of the event that occurred in the
existing conditions; determine the presence of negative circumstances; es-
tablish the signs of staging'?.

A. V. Bodnar considers the following to be typical traces of destruction or
damage to property: 1) human traces, in particular: ideal traces (testimony
of a suspect, witnesses, etc.); material traces: traces-reflections (appearance,
skin, hands, feet, skills; traces-substances - particles of blood, hair, nails,
skin; trace-wastes (greasy, saliva, smell); 2) traces of tools of crime specially
made and adapted weapons (e.g. incendiary mixture, explosive device);
random objects (stones, metal objects, board, stick, etc.)'>.

Our attention is drawn to material traces and traces of instruments of
crime, as many of them remain as a result of intentional destruction or damage
to the property of law enforcement officers, especially those committed
by arson or explosion. It is during the investigation of crimes committed in
these ways, there is a need to solve complex tactical tasks using the special
knowledge of the subjects of different specialties.

The subject of encroachment on the crimes under investigation is
movable property, mainly vehicles (83 %), including 20 % out of them -
company-provided cars, as well as other things (17 %), including: everyday
items, household items, clothing, electronic devices, etc.!4.

The tools and means used to intentional destruction or damage to
property of law enforcement officers include Molotov cocktails, i.e. bottles
with incendiary mixtures, explosive devices, ammunition, etc.!®.

The comprehensive investigation of traces found at the damaged place
or destruction of vehicles committed by arson is carried out during the
comprehensive forensic fire investigation, materials and trace evidence
analysis. While conducting it, the place, time of fire occurrence and its
duration on traces of damage of materials, substances and products, etc.
will be investigated'®. In the same circumstances, in order to determine the
amount of damage, location, time, causes of fire, identify parts and detail
parts damaged by fire, the possibility of repair work and their cost should
appoint the comprehensive forensic fire investigation and commodity auto-
expert expertise.

Materials provided for the examination of forensic experts play an im-
portant role in the possibility of conducting the examinations. At the scene of
the fire, sample (burnt objects, coal, ash) are removed quickly: 2-4 samples
- from the fire, 2-4 (control) - at a considerable distance. They are packed
tightly in glass, plastic containers. The inspection report, removal scheme
photos are compulsory added. It is indicated how much time elapsed before
withdrawal and what external factors influenced the sample. Due to the vol-
atility of many petroleum products and fuels and lubricants, they, as well as
objects-carriers with them, should be sent first for forensic analysis of pet-
rochemicals and combustibles & lubricants, and then for examinations of

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other types (trace evidence analysis, medical etc.)!”. In addition to the seized
samples, experts should provide damaged property, its fragments, fire debris
found at the scene, etc. If canisters, bottles and other containers are found at
the scene, they should also be sent for examination to experts.

In case of property damage by explosion, and detection of fragments of
an explosive device at the scene, experts in explosive technologies should
be involved in the inspection of the scene. The latter typically use chemical
and technical suitcases containing means and reagents for the extraction
of microparticles of explosives, explosion products, control samples and
specimens, a set of physico-chemical agents for rapid analysis of explosives
and powders, as well as tools and devices for removal of fragments
from obstacles and work with objects damaged by the explosion'®. The
identified items are sent for examination to experts who are entrusted with
conducting a comprehensive forensic explosive and material examination.
Its tasks include: research of explosive devices, ammunition, explosives,
means of detonation, objects that mimic explosives and explosive devices,
tools, materials and devices used in their manufacture, circumstances of
preparation and commission of the explosion!®.

The comprehensive fire and medical examination (investigation of place
and time of the fire following the impact of dangerous factors on the human
body) may be appointed during the investigation of those encroachments of
law enforcement officers’ property, which resulted in injuries to victims. Such
crimes are characterized by traces of high temperatures (burns on the body,
burning hair, clothing, burnt objects) and traces of weapons (traces of fuel
and lubricants, explosives, etc.) 2°.

In case a person is in inpatient or outpatient treatment due to injuries,
the investigator must withdraw medical records (medical history, medical
card, certificates, consultative opinions of specialists, etc.). Subsequently, all
detected traces and seized documents are sent for examination to forensic
experts.

Thus, damage to vehicles is carried out by arson, less often - by blasting?!.
At the same time, other ways of damaging vehicles are known in practice. An
example is the criminal proceedings by Konstantinovsky city district court
of Donetsk region No. 42015000000000948 dated on May 25, 2015. The
investigation was carried out on the fact of intentional damage to the property
of the law enforcement officer, committed by four shots in the rear left wheel
of the car. During the investigation in the specified criminal proceedings the
complex forensic ballistic and forensic chemical examination, and also the
complex forensic commodity auto-expert expertise and trace evidence anal-
ysis are appointed®?. During the first examination, the experts were asked
about the characteristics of the pistol, the shell casings and bullets found,
as well as the presence of traces of gunpowder combustion products on the
wheel, and so on. During the second examination, the experts were asked

Die vorsitzliche Vernichtung
oder Beschadigung des
Eigentums vom Beamten der
Rechtspflegeorgane zdhlt zu den
schwersten Straftaten unter den
Kriminalverbrechen gegen die
Autoritat der Behorden im Bereich
der  Strafverfolgungsaktivitdten.

Der Zweck der  Begehung
des erwihnten Verbrechens
ist die Rache an dem

Strafverfolgungsbeamten fur
die Ausiibung seiner beruflichen
Tatigkeit. Da die Autoritdt nicht
nur des Organs, bei dem der
Strafverfolgungsbeamte angestellt
ist, sondern auch des Staates durch
den Eingriff in das Eigentum
eines Strafverfolgungsbeamten
untergraben  wird, sollte die
Ermittlung  dieser  Straftaten
auf geeigneter Ebene in
Ubereinstimmung mit den
allgemeinen  Grundsitzen  des
Strafverfahrens sichergestellt
werden.

Der Ort der vorsitzlichen
Zerstérung  oder Beschiddigung
des Eigentums eines
Strafverfolgungsbeamten
ist eine wichtige Quelle
fiir forensisch bedeutsame
Informationen. Die Aufgabe des
Untersuchungsbeamten ~ wéhrend
der Absuchung besteht darin,
Spuren der Straftat, Instrumente
ihrer Begehung usw. zu
identifizieren und zu beseitigen,
und in der Zukunft - ihre
ordnungsgemifle Aufbewahrung
sicherzustellen und die besten
Methoden ihrer Untersuchung zu
bestimmen.

Das Ziel des Artikels ist
es, typische Methoden einer
komplexen  Untersuchung  von
Spuren zu eruieren, die man

wiahrend der Untersuchung von
vorsétzlicher  Vernichtung oder
Beschiddigung des Eigentums von
Strafverfolgungsbeamten am Tatort
findet.

Auf der Grundlage der Theorie
und Analysen der Untersuchungs-
und Justizpraxis wird festgelegt,
dass die identifizierten Spuren
komplex untersucht werden
sollten, weil die Losung komplexer
taktischer Aufgaben, die wihrend
der Untersuchung aufkommen, in
diesem Fall gefunden wird. Es ist
begriindet, dass die Durchfithrung
komplexer forensischer Expertisen
wihrend der Untersuchung der

about the cost of a damaged car tire, suitability for further operation, the pos-
sibility of damage to 9 mm. cartridges for the Makarov pistol, etc.

Damage or destruction of other movable property is to take active
actions aimed at: 1) complete destruction and damage to the integrity of
such items (most often household items and clothing); 2) brining these
things into an unusable state (phones, tables, etc.)?. In order to establish the
circumstances of a criminal offense, in particular the method of committing
the criminal offense, as well as the amount of damage, may be assigned the
comprehensive commodity examination and trace evidence analysis. The
tasks to be solved include those, aimed at establishing a mechanism for the
formation of defects in consumer goods, equipment, machinery, etc. and
their impact on the quality and cost of goods?. Along with the Resolution
on appointment of an examination, the investigator must provide forensic
experts with damaged property, its fragments and pieces, tools used during
the crime, eyewitness testimony or video materials showing the mechanism
of damage to the law enforcement officer’s property.

Conclusions. Summarizing the above, we note that the place of inten-
tional destruction or damage to property of the law enforcement officer is the
main source of forensic information, which ensures the effective conduct of
urgent investigative (search) action - inspection of the scene.

In order to effectively detect traces at the place of encroachment on
property, it is advisable to involve appropriate specialists. At the same time,
the possibility of detecting material traces to some extent depends on the
investigator’s awareness of the manner in which the crime was committed.
Typical methods of intentional destruction or damage to property are arson,
blasting, and other mechanical damage to movable property.

During inspection of the scene, the investigator must ensure: 1) detection
of traces that arose as a result of the crime, as well as items used during its
commission; 2) their correct removal; 3) proper storage of detected items,
samples, washes, etc. In the future, during the investigation, the investigator
should determine as soon as possible the set of procedural measures that need
to be taken in order to quickly and objectively establish the circumstances to
be clarified while investigating. One of the most effective ways to establish
these circumstances should be considered the comprehensive forensic
examination.

Taking into account the typical methods of intentional destruction or
damage to the property of the law enforcement officer, traces detected and
tools used by the offender, we conclude that the typical comprehensive
forensic examinations, that should be appointed during their investigation
include: complex forensic fire investigation, material examination and
trace evidence analysis, complex forensic explosive analysis and material
examination, complex forensic fire investigation and medical examination,
complex forensic ballistic examination and examination of materials,
substances and products, complex forensic commodity auto-expert
expertise and trace evidence analysis, complex commodity examination and
trace evidence analysis, etc.

Due to the fact that there are certain problems in the appointment and
conduct of comprehensive forensic examinations, this issue needs further
research. Priority in this direction for the study should be considered
the development of scientific and practical recommendations and their
implementation in the practice of pre-trial investigation, to improve the
professional competence of investigators and the quality of investigation,
as well as development and amendment of existing legislation to implement
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methods of comprehensive forensics in the activities of forensic expert
institutions.

TRACES TROUVEES SUR LE
LIEU DU CRIME LORS DE
LENQUETE DE DOMMAGE
INTENTIONNEL AUX BIENS DE
L’AGENT FORCES DE L'ORDRE

La destruction ou
I'endommagement  délibéré des
biens dun agent des forces de
l'ordre est I'un des délits les plus
graves parmi les infractions
pénales contre lautorité des
pouvoirs publics dans le domaine
de l'application des lois. Le but de la
commission du crime mentionné est
de se venger du milicien pour avoir
exercé son activité professionnelle.
Du fait que l'empietement sur la
propriété d'un agent des forces de
l'ordre porte atteinte a lautorité
non seulement de l'organe dont il
est employé, mais aussi de I'Etat,
I'enquéte sur ces infractions doit
étre assurée au niveau approprié
conformément avec les principes
généraux de la procédure pénale.

Le lieu de destruction
intentionnelle ou
d’endommagement des biens d'un
agent des forces de l'ordre est une
source importante d’informations
criminalistiques. La tache de
I'enquéteur lors de linspection
est d’identifier et d’éliminer les
traces du crime, les instruments
de sa commission, etc., par la suite
d’assurer leur stockage approprié et
de déterminer les meilleurs moyens
de les enquéter.
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Lobjectif ~ de  larticle est
d’identifier les méthodes typiques
d'enquéte approfondie sur les
traces trouvées sur les lieux lors
de lenquéte sur les destructions
intentionnelles et les dommages
aux biens des agents des forces de
T'ordre.

Sur la base des solutions
théoriques déja prétes et de
l'analyse des pratiques denquéte
et judiciaires, il est déterminé que
les traces identifiées doivent faire
l'objet d'une enquéte approfondie,
car dans ce cas, la solution des

taches tactiques complexes
qui surviennent au cours de
lenquéte sera fournie. II est

prouvé que la conduite d’examens
criminalistiques ~ complets  est
testée au cours de l'enquéte sur la
destruction intentionnelle ou les
dommages causés aux biens dun
agent des forces de l'ordre, mais les
questions de leur nomination et de
leur conduite ne sont pas sans poser
un certain nombre de problemes
qui doivent étre résolus par prendre
les mesures appropriées.
