PATROL POLICE ACTIVITIES IN GEORGIA

Georgia patrol police is a government service that ensures citizen’s the
freedom and security.

To become a patrol policeman, you should have training at the police
academy.

Education at the academy lasts three months, because most future
policemen have higher education.

The contest competition at the Police Academy is 50 candidates per a
position. This fact indicates the prestige of service.

At the entrance exam you should give answers to one hundred
questions. Sixty correct answers give you an opportunity to be invited to the
interview. Applicants who have an above-average 1Q are enrolled in police.
The candidates take tests in psychology in order to check their stability,
aggressiveness and intelligence.

Having entered the Academy a cadet receives a training program. Only
English is used, the choice of other subjects depends on the specialization
(patrol officers, detectives, local inspectors). Role-playing games are used
in training, checks and tests are often arranged.

Video cameras are used to observe the cadets during the exam.
Education is free. Approximately 70 % of cadets complete the academy
successfully. Those who passed the exam for the second time are not
allowed to take them again.

Education is not limited to three months. Police officers regularly
undergo training programs that lasts from one to two weeks, than they
receive certificates of a new specialization (for example, a detective).

ROBOTIC PATROL POLICING: PRC’S EXPERIENCE

Computer programmable machines (or robots) are widely shown at
technological expositions and usually used in services and for entertaining
people. Notwithstanding robots are able to take a major place in law
enforcement activities. The Ministry of Public Security of PRC started
using robots in patrol policing in 2017 and their practice already shows
some benefits.

There are different robots depending on the patrolling area.

Square-patrolling robots are fitted with a facial recognition software
that can sense danger, as well as an extendable electroshock arm. They
provide an ID verification and scanning of suspicious activity at 800 m.
Robot sends data to the police city surveillance system.

They prove capability during the festivals and feasts serving in the
crowd and helping by reducing the burden on regular police officers who
are then able to engage in other matters. The robot is able to check citizen’s
IDs, picking out fake ones and identifying wanted criminals. This kind of
robots is able to interact with people but their main goal is providing an
authority presence to prevent perpetrations.

Another kind of robot is E-Patrol Robot Sheriffs which are located at
the railroad stations. Unlike the previous example, it communicates with
humans a lot, providing them with all kinds of useful information for their
trip. It is also able to spot the fire emergencies by analyzing temperature and
humidity constantly. It scans faces to help locate and identify suspects
during the patrol, gives a warning to smokers and is always ready to set an
alarm through the emergency button protocol, which helps to gather more
data through video cameras unlike the regular phone call to the police.

China police use movable highway robots along the highways to patrol
remotely by mobile tabs. The robot takes photos and videos and unlike the
road cameras, drivers can’t keep in mind the location of cameras to obey
traffic rules only in these zones.

It should be taken into consideration that, despite Ukraine already
using cameras and drones, there is an overwhelming need of human rights
protection in this country. Interference with privacy is a big issue now, so
security and surveillance necessity must be evaluated by social institutions.

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THE USE OF ROBOTS BY PATROL POLICE AROUND
THE WORLD

Many of us understand that the day-to-day job of a police officer is full
of potential dangers. Nearly every day, we see news stories of another
police officer somewhere in the Ukraine who is hurt or killed. The duties of
police carry a great deal of risk. The police profession ranks fifteenth
among 25 hardest jobs in the world. Law enforcement officers are
commissioned to keep citizens safe 24 hours a day and seven days a week.
Police officer usually works 12 hours a day or more and 5-6 days a week.
Such a schedule is bad for health. With a lot of psychological pressures and
physical efforts work becomes very hard.

Police officers have many duties and responsibilities. But this whole
spectrum of obligations can be reduced.

Over the last few years, humanity has made a huge step in the field of
technology, which touched all spheres of human activity in fact. The most
developed countries in the world are increasingly beginning to use
automated systems in various fields (in banks, transports, manufacture),
including law enforcement. It is difficult to determine which country started
the first use of robotics in the police patrol units, but currently robots are
used in the USA, United Arab Emirates, China, Russian Federation, the
Republic of Kazakhstan, Singapore, and some regions of India.

For example, in California, you can already find robots that are
moving and analyzing all the data (noise occurring around, changing
temperature), assessing the situation as calm or dangerous and, in the event
of a situation, sending an urgent notification to the security service. They
work in several shopping centers and offices of major technology
companies as assistant security officers or policemen. Creators do not
promise that these robots will soon replace all usual patrol officers, but
intend to teach them to predict possible crimes. The advantage of these
robots is that their rent costs only 6.25 dollars per hour that is less than the
minimum salary of a police officer in the United States.

One more device called robot REEM, which was launched in the
United Arab Emirates can protect people from crime because it can
broadcast what is happening right away to command and control center.
People will be able to use it to report crimes, pay fines and get information
by tapping a touch screen on its chest.

In Dubai police began to use small autonomous cars that patrol streets.
The self-driving police car offer 360-degree surveillance technology and
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will be able to use biometric scanners to look for suspects, identify
suspicious objects, launch a mini drone and even give chase to suspects.
This is not a complete list of robots and their functions that they
already perform.
The use of foreign experience, namely the use of police robots, will
help make the work of police officers safer and more effective. It would
also be very appropriate to introduce them to the Ukraine patrol police.

ROBOTS IN THE WORK OF THE POLICE

The challenges of dealing with criminal behaviours are increasing
globally. In many countries government program aimed at replacing some
human crime-fighters with machines.

Tokyo’s Metropolitan Police Department has been training up a
special drone unit to watch over the prime minister’s office, as well as the
country’s parliament building, the Imperial Palace, and other high-profile
locations scattered throughout the capital. If the specially trained unit spots
a rogue copter flying in a restricted zone, the operator will attempt to catch
it. Professionals describe a hexacopter as “highly portable, lightweight,
strong, and stable.”

In Cleveland, USA, the Police Department’s bomb squad has a new
tool available for them to use. That tool is a robot. The robot is called ‘The
Griffin’. It is described as a ‘spybot’ or a "scout bot" because it can go into
tight places and remotely sends back pictures from a rotating video camera.
It can survey a potential threat faster and easier than the police department’s
larger bomb squad robot and can be deployed much faster. ‘The Griffin’ is
able to climb over and around obstacles, maneuver underneath a small
pickup truck, and go into a dark closet, sending pictures to a screen.

A prison in Pohang, South Korea began using the world’s first robotic
prison guards. Equipped with 3D depth cameras, a two-way wireless
communication system, and software capable of recognizing certain human
behavior patterns, the 5-foot-tall bots keep a cycloptic eye out for trouble
while patrolling the corridors of the prison block. The “guard” is designed
to conduct self-directed patrols, guided by navigation tags located along
corridor ceilings, but is supervised by a human guard and may be controlled
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via iPad. The pattern recognition algorithms focus on behavior that signals
trouble and can alert controllers.

Dubai Police revealed their first robot officer, giving it the task of
patrolling the city’s malls and tourist attractions. People will be able to use
it to report crimes, pay fines and get information by tapping a touch screen
on its chest. Data collected by the robot will also be shared with the
transport and traffic authorities. At present it can communicate only in
Arabic and English, but there are plans to add Russian, Chinese, French and
Spanish to its repertoire.

PATROLLING IN CALIFORNIA

Patrol is a small group or individual unit deployed from a larger
formation to achieve a specific objective. The duration of a patrol will vary
from a few hours to several weeks depending on the objective and the type
of units involved.

Patrolling a municipality to preserve law and order is the essence of a
police officer’s job, whether he walks on foot or drives. Technological
innovations like two-way radio, cell phones and computer terminals in
patrol cars have dramatically expanded police agencies’ reach. However,
most officers rely on acute observation and gut feelings to get their jobs
done. A new officer’s inability to read body language can raise his risk of
injury or death, while mastering those cues can give him confidence to
manage dangerous situations.

Uniformed police officers are assigned to patrol specific geographic
areas, which they check for signs of criminal activity. Officers also conduct
searches and arrest any offenders that they confront.

To patrol a neighborhood effectively, police officers must also win
residents’ trust. Patrols offer an ideal opportunity for achieving this goal. Instead
of staying in their cars, officers continually talk with community leaders and
residents. This approach can be implemented through bike or foot patrols,
as well as public meetings to discuss issues affecting the neighborhood.

Investigating accidents is another important task. Patrol officers are
expected to direct traffic, examine the scene, interview witnesses, provide
first aid for any injured victims, and take written statements from drivers.
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The main responsibility of the highway patrol is to monitor and
enforce safety on state and federal highways. This can involve checking the
speed of vehicles, responding to accidents and emergencies, and helping
local law enforcement. Highway patrol officers are state-level employees.

To help reduce accidents on the road and promote safety while
driving, highway patrol officers make appearances at local schools and
community events. This allows them to help educate the community on safe
driving practices. They might also work with officials in the community to
figure out better ways to protect the people in the area. When a crime takes
place, a patrol officer might be the first to arrive on scene. In this role he or
she helps secure evidence and gather witness statements to aid detectives in
their investigation.

COMMUNITY POLICING IN SWITZERLAND

«In 1992, the gendarmerie scored success in the fight against petty
crime. ... In our mission to maintain order and safeguard «International
Geneva», we put in more hours with fewer staff. Yet, these results are
deceptive. While quantitatively and globally, [our] performance keeps
improving, qualitatively and in terms of human relations, it keeps
deteriorating, imperceptibly but surely». This analysis of the commander of
the gendarmerie (patrol division) of the Geneva cantonal police, Guy Baer,
was given in his department’s in-house publication in 1993. Baer observed
that in spite of the apparent successes in combating crime, fear of crime
among the general population was increasing. Determined to stop this slide,
Baer announced the most ambitious reform agenda of his police
organization in a generation.

Under the plan “P’egase” (Pegasus), officially launched in 1994, the
Geneva police’s gendarmerie embarked on a major internal reorganization
to introduce community policing that should foster regular contacts between
ordinary citizens and the police. The plan aimed to boost the feeling of
safety of the general population by increasing police visibility through the
renewed deployment of police officers on foot patrol and the creation of a
new bike patrol. The plan “P’egase” was hence the first formal effort to
introduce the concept of community policing in a Swiss police force.

As community policing was gaining ground internationally during the
1990s, a few chiefs of police in Switzerland were anxious not to miss out on

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this new idea whose time had apparently come. A number of cantonal and
municipal police departments began to devise their own reform agendas to
adopt the new policing paradigm. Broadly speaking, the objectives of these
organizational and strategic reforms at the five police departments were to
decentralize the provision of basic police services and regular patrols, to
introduce flatter command structures, to improve internal cooperation
between different divisions, and to foster regular contacts between the
police agencies, local interest groups, and ordinary citizens. In accord with
the problem-solving doctrine of community policing, the five police
departments have also forged strategic partnerships with other branches of
the local government and civil society groups. Police departments have
continued training of the patrol and liaison officers to hone their
interpersonal and conflict management skills.

The Swiss police forces did not draw up their community policing
agendas from scratch. All of them looked abroad, seeking to emulate
community policing models that were already being practiced elsewhere. In
Geneva and Lausanne, due to the physical proximity and cultural affinity,
the police administrators looked towards neighboring France and Quebec
for inspiration. The police administrators in Basel and Zurich had sought
guidance from a publication of the Federal Criminal Police Office
(Bundeskriminalamt) of Wiesbaden, Germany. Moreover, police administrators
from all three Swiss cities took study trips to Amsterdam in the mid-1990s
to get a glimpse of the community policing model practiced there.

It may be concluded that the current process of Ukrainian police reforms
requires deep understanding the origins and the constituting elements of
community policing in Switzerland and taking into account its recent
policing history as well as newly ascendant paradigm in Swiss policing.

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ACTIVITIES OF THE PATROL POLICE. FOREIGN EXPERIENCE

When talking about the activities of the patrol police, its development
in our country and foreign experience, which the leadership of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs is trying to implement in law enforcement activity of
the National Police, in order to make life of Ukrainians even more secure,
we should consider the definition of the national police itself and
constituent units and the role of the patrol police in this structure.

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Let us start with the definition of national police. The National Police of
Ukraine is a central executive authority that serves the society by ensuring the
protection of human rights and freedoms, combating crime, maintaining
public order and public security. That is why the main topic of this report is
the activity of the patrol police and the experience of other countries, which is
embodied in our law enforcement system. The Patrol Police is a unit of the
National Police of Ukraine, which carries out round-the-clock patrols of the
streets and is the first to respond to calls at emergency number 102. The patrol
service is the main unit of the National Police of Ukraine, which often
cooperates with society and is the first to respond to the challenges of citizens,
and deals with the security of human rights and freedoms. Such approach to
the work of law enforcement was borrowed from European neighbour
countries and US police. European countries are practicing Community
Policing. This project destroys the wall between law enforcement and
civilian populations. This cooperation positively affects the work of the
police and facilitates human lives. Police in Ukraine also abandoned the
punitive and repressive strategy and moved on to partnership relations with
the society, which resulted in lower levels of controversy between the
community and law enforcement and increased confidence to the police.

To conclude all mentioned above we should say, that the newly
formed police and the main components of the unit have not yet been tested
by the time, but now the patrol service shows incredible results of work.
Community Policing is developing in our country at an incredible pace. Ten
years ago, people could not even imagine that free and open cooperation
with the police could be so beneficial for both parties. We should believe
that our police will continue supporting people, and patrol police will
continue being their first effective help in solving problems

POLICE PATROL IN THE USA

General trends in the development of police personnel education
systems are brought in line with the requirements of the times and changes
in police activities. Police officers are trained in practicing patrols, traffic
control, possession of firearms, personal security techniques, and rules of
conduct in extreme situations. They must know methods, rules, instructions,
and fully understand how to properly perform their work.

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Patrol officers in the USA like law enforcement officers in other
countries are responsible for monitoring the area. That means that they drive
in a car or patrol on foot their beat with the purpose of spotting the
problems. Their duties are to respond to calls, make arrests, deal with
conflicts, take crime reports, conduct traffic enforcement, investigate traffic
accidents, transport criminals and perform crime prevention measures.

A patrol officer is the first person to arrive at the scene of any incident.
Further investigation depends greatly on his actions there. The patrol officer
is in the beat every day, he may be close to potential crime and can give
important information.

Due to foot patrols the level of crime in Philadelphia reduced. There
were identified ‘hot spots’ — 60 locations with the highest violent crime
corners in the city. Police commanders organized officers’ patrol in pairs
with two pairs assigned to each foot patrol. Statistics showed that in several
months violent crime decreased. There were positive changes of police
activities in the target areas in detection of drug-related incidents, pedestrian
and vehicle stops, making arrests.

Law enforcement patrol officers not only enforce the laws but also
communicate with the members of the community, visit schools and talk with
the pupils about police job, drug or alcohol addiction, safe driving. In large
cities the police chiefs meet business owners and talk with the residents.

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REFORMING THE PATROL POLICE IN UKRAINE. EXPERIENCE
OF GEORGIA

The reforms that have been taking place in Ukraine for three years
have started with the launch of the new patrol police and in a short time
have already made it possible to improve the quality of the work of patrols.
It should be mentioned that the functions of the ministries of internal affairs
in the majority of foreign countries are much wider than those of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine. At the beginning of the reform of
the National Police in Ukraine, the government has selected the experience
of Georgia as the basis for organizing activities in the field of internal
security.

The reform of the Georgian and Ukrainian police forces is supported
by similar international organizations and countries, such as the United

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States. But, when the training of Ukrainian policemen takes place mainly
within our country, many Georgian patrols were trained at the Georgia State
Security Police Academy. Police stations are built mostly of glass — a
symbol of transparency of power.

Today, three years after the launch of the police reform in Ukraine, the
concept of “police station” has not yet been fully implemented in the
systemic aspect. Yet, there a lot of common things between Georgia and
Ukraine police. For example, the basic rules for entering the ranks of the
patrol police also have many identical criteria. In Georgia, as in Ukraine,
new people were attracted and invited without law enforcement professional
experience to patrol service. But at the same time, a significant part of
former law enforcement officers had the opportunity to stay in the police
after undergoing re-certification.

In our opinion, a detailed studying of the experience of the
development of police units in a number of other countries, namely
Georgia, the wide exchange of police officers at the level of territorial units
and specialized higher education institutions may be useful for Ukraine as a
state that is willing to have a European police model.

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HIGHWAY PATROL

A highway patrol is either a police unit created for the purpose of
overseeing and enforcing traffic safety compliance on roads and highways,
or a detail within an existing local or regional police agency that is
primarily concerned with such duties: gathering evidence to determine the
cause of a roadway accident; enforcing highway laws related to commercial
transport, including weight limits and hazardous materials rules; securing
the scene of a traffic accident by using cones and flares as well as providing
first aid to the injured; assisting local police in rural areas, and keeping an
eye out for non-traffic violations.

In Brazil, traffic policing is the responsibility of state and federal
police forces accordingly to the highway administration status. State
administered highways are policed by a branch of the Military Police forces,
called State Highway Military Police. At the same time Federal highways
and roads are the responsibility of the Federal Highway Police.

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In France, traffic policing on highways is the responsibility of
dedicated units of the Gendarmerie Nationale (the National Gendarmerie).

In Spain, traffic policing on highways is the responsibility of the Civil
Guard, except in the autonomous communities with transferred
competences on traffic policing (Catalonia and the Basque Country), where
regional police forces are responsible for this area. In Navarra, traffic
policing is shared between the Civil Guard and the regional police.

Traffic policing and highway traffic policing is an extra unit at General
Directorate of Security. Traffic Police officers control seat belts, plates, driving
licenses, alcohols and etc. Every police car has a tablet and a GPS device.

NEW ZEALAND PATROL POLICE ACTIVITIES

Road policing plays an important role in helping to make New Zealand
roads safer through rigorous enforcement of the traffic laws including
alcohol and speed regulations; promoting good driving practices; and road
safety education.

The Road Policing Group comprises several special units with
specific functions including:

— Road Policing Support provides co-operation with other road safety
organizations, performs oversight of the district road policing.

— Commercial Vehicle Safety Team (CVST) is responsible for
monitoring all commercial vehicles, including trucks, buses, taxis, mobile
cranes and homes. CVST staff carries out vehicle inspections focusing on
seasonal risks, make sure that drivers meet health and safety requirements,
check if loads are set correctly, assist with dangerous goods transportation.

— Highway Patrol on state highways provides a highly visible police
presence. As well as building public confidence that Police are taking an
active interest in road safety, higher visibility on the roads also acts as a
deterrent to those who wish to flout road laws.

— Police Infringement Bureau processes notices of violations, such as
speeding, not wearing a seat belt or using a mobile phone while driving.

Researches demonstrate that preventing of traffic offending reduces
the number of fatal and serious injury crashes.

New Zealand police also work with other road safety organizations to
implement the Government’s Safer Journeys Strategy, which considers road
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safety as a partnership and aims to improve the safety of all parts of the
system: safe roads and roadsides, safe speed, safe vehicles and safe road
users.

MONACO URBAN POLICING DIVISION ACTIVITIES

Law enforcement in Monaco is provided by an armed national police
force consisting of men and women. Its police include a specialist unit that
operates patrol. It is called Urban Policing Division. There are 5
subdivisions of the Division are responsible for security in Monaco:

1. Personnel, administration and disciplinary office. It coordinates the
recruitment of officers, manages working hours and deals with ethical
requirements, vocational training and equipment.

2. Uniformed operational unit consists of:

— an operational support unit, the policemen are involved in patrolling
schools, inspection of quarters and taking offenders to Court.

—a motorcycle squad that deals with offences against the Highway
Code and road accidents.

—a duty office that operates 24 hours a day. The duty officer is
responsible for the operational command of all uniformed units.

3. General policing section. This section is composed of plain-clothes
officers, and deals with cases referred to the Courts (traffic and work-related
accidents, suicides and fires and neighbor disputes) and administrative
cases.

4. The secretariat of the public prosecutor’s representative to the police
court. The duties of it are managing, monitoring and collecting fines and
preparing hearings of the Court.

5. Protection, surveillance and intervention unit. It carries out general
patrols with the aim of combating from small and major crime.

The Urban Policing Division provides a high level of security in
Monaco. Due to the Urban Policing Division people can feel protected and
in safe.

SWITZERLAND POLICE. PATROL ACTIVITIES

When talking about Switzerland police we should mention three
directions: Federal Police, Service Police, Police of Cities and
Communities.

The first link is the Federal Police Service. The FPS has the following
functions: a) Protecting the rule of law of its democratic foundations;
b) ensuring internal security of Switzerland; c) the fight against crime,
especially with crimes posing a threat to the state; d) protection of
employees and buildings of the confederation, as well as persons and
buildings protected under international law; e) maintaining contacts with
national and international law enforcement agencies.

The second link is the police of the cantons. There are 26 cantons in
Switzerland. The structure of the police varies. In German-speaking
cantons, the police carry out three main activities: investigation of criminal
offences, ensuring safety and ensuring road safety. This division has
functions of the patrol police, including the prevention of accidents and
crimes, the maintenance of public safety and order, the prosecution of
crimes, the provision of road safety, and the provision of assistance to the
authorities in the event of disasters.

The third link is the police of cities and communities. The focus of
the work of the police of cities and communities is to investigate
administrative offences and minor crimes. By available units and number of
employees, the police corps of municipalities differ from each other.
Cantons and municipalities may set their own requirements for their police
units, but they generally do not differ from those provided by the
Confederation. Police in Switzerland work very clearly like a clock, because
they have many units that perform specific functions.

To conclude all mentioned above we should say that the Swiss police
are the most organized and systematic organization to maintain public
safety and order in Europe. We believe that the Swiss police will continue
supporting people and will be the example for the other countries in Europe
how to do the job of the police services excellent.

PATROL POLICE ACTIVITIES AND TRAINING IN UNITED
ARAB EMIRATES

Judging by the number of guards in the United Arab Emirates (UAE)
per square meter and the amount of public investment in them, the Arab
Emirates can be called a police power country and the most luxurious in the
world. The police forces were reformed in accordance with the following
main purposes: ensuring stability in the country; compliance with the
traditions of the Arabs; loyalty to the law, respect for the interests and
human rights; equal treatment of all citizens. The main training institution
for police officers is the Police College. Education in the College continues
for two years. The graduates receive a license in the field of “science of
law”. There are also annual refresher courses. In order to be enrolled in the
OAU police force, you must have: UAE citizenship; age from 21 to 36
years; College diploma; height 1.66 (for men) 1.55 (for women). There are
different levels of police officers training and professional training
according to the purposes: a) protection of organizations and facilities; b)
service in departments; c) service at police stations. Dubai Police Academy
was founded in 1987. Police officers should complete a four-year degree at
the Academy. The program includes: new recruits’ training, developing
police officers’ skills in emergencies and riot control. Only citizens of the
UAE are eligible to hold office related to security but highly qualified
foreign IT specialists can be employed in special police units.

The chief and instructors of the Emirate police must have military high
school. The peculiarity of the police in the Emirates is determined mainly
by the current laws of Islam and Sharia. Local residents respect police
officers as their country is considered to be the safest one to live in, work,
and have leisure.

PATROL POLICE ACTIVITY IN GERMANY

Patrol police training in Germany is focused on the study of police
subjects that will be necessary during the next 5 years of service. Police
officers’ further education is carried out at the institution of advanced training.

Most classes take place according to the following scheme: the group
is divided into two subgroups and it receives an introductory assignment
that has a practical situation. Future police officers study independently, use
literature, form a layout and the procedure of the police themselves. At the
end of the allocated time, the groups give their options for solving problems
to the teachers who indicate the correct option at the end of the lessons.

Learning process is not continuous. Having received a certain block of
knowledge, the students are sent to the police departments that correspond
to their specialization.

The initial basic training of police officers carried out in Germany is
similar to the modern education system in Ukraine.

Training is planned for 3 years. One institution is specialized in
theoretical studies, and practical skills are received at another institution.

It is impossible not to mention physical training, which is not a part of
the practical block, and is a part of the theoretical one. During training
police officers in Germany study methods of defense, detention, tactical
receptions, as well as increased general physical training.

The main point in police training in Germany is the close link between
the educational process and the police practice. The interconnection of
science and practice ensures the achievement of high professional qualities
of the police.

THE GEORGIAN PATROL POLICE

The general task of patrol police or any other force performing similar
functions in any country is keeping law and order through round-the-clock
patrolling of cities and towns, responding to emergency calls, and ensuring
road safety. Georgian police pioneered creation of a patrol force in post-
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Soviet Union countries. The Georgian Patrol Police was established on
August 15, 2004. There are police units in all regions of Georgia; their main
responsibilities include ensuring law, order and protecting the human rights.
Studying the experience of the Georgian Patrol Police, one can come across
a lot of positive responses from people who needed help from the police in
Georgia. Almost immediately after visitors to the country cross the border
they are approached by the Patrol Police who offer their assistance. Be it
explanation of the best route to a certain place, search of the lost property or
investigation of an incident, the patrol police are always ready to help.
Sometimes they even offer short-term escort on the road of inexperienced
drivers or guests of the country. According to public opinion polls, today
the patrol police service in Georgia is trusted by up to 80 per cent of the
population, whereas in the beginning of its functioning this figure was only
10 per cent. Today, the Georgian Patrol Police officer is a highly paid
professional who is highly respected in the country. The radical changes the
Georgian law enforcement system underwent during the police reform
period have been fruitful. It should be noted that Georgia’s international
partners secured considerable financial support to foster creation of a
modern state-of-the art police system in the country and provided advanced
technical equipment to the newly created force. The initiative of the state
authorities and the international support resulted in creation of a
qualitatively new Patrol Police, which became a model of honour, humanity
and excellent professionalism.

PATROL POLICE IN CZECH REPUBLIC

The general structure of the Czech law enforcement system resembles
the Ukrainian one, and this, of course, is not accidental, since a quarter of a
century ago. Czechoslovakia was part of the socialist unit. Many heads of
internal affairs agencies of the country were educated at the USSR
Academy of the Interior Ministry. The general police administration is
carried out by the Ministry of the Interior of the Czech Republic, which has
departments, offices and divisions. Their task is to protect the charter of the
police. Administratively, the Czech Republic is divided into 13 territories,
and those — into districts. Accordingly, the structure of the police units is the
same. The capital of the state, Prague is a separate entity. There are also
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municipal districts in which police departments are established. In areas of
law and order, district offices are responsible. All of them are subordinate to
the city Police Department, headed by the director.

There is no Patrol Police as a separate unit in Czech Republic, patrol
officers are usually the officers who work in local police units. Still, there
are Patrol Police Academies and in order to enter the Patrol Police Academy
of the Czech Republic, person must have a Permanent Residence in the
Czech Republic. For foreigners, it is necessary to provide a certificate that
confirms the required level of knowledge of the Czech language. Technical
equipment of the patrol police is excellent. The weapons are mainly Czech,
and this is not surprising: the country is famous for its gunsmiths, which is
good for Czech Republic. The police have armored vehicles equipment:
helicopters, speedboats and water-jet vehicles in case of suppression of
unrest, which is not the case with the Ukrainian police.

In conclusion, we can say that Ukrainian police have enough personnel
and resources to succeed, but still lack professional equipment, modern
weapons technology and experience in the flawless work of police officers
and cooperation with various agencies in other countries.

THE BASICS OF POLICING CAN RESTORE TRUST
AND REPAIR RELATIONS

Many people believe that most European patrol police don’t wear
guns, but the majority of continental police agencies issue fircarms to their
officers. In fact, the nations in which police do not routinely carry guns are
few. You won’t find officers with handguns on their hips in United
Kingdom, Norway, Ireland, Iceland and New Zealand. Patrol police are on
foot rather than in cars. It does not mean that U.K. officers are defenseless.
They carry batons, pepper sprays and handcuffs to help them perform their
duties (in Northern Ireland police carry guns while on patrol). If a situation
requires the threat of deadly force, police in Great Britain and Northern
Ireland can call on the assistance of Authorized Firearms Officers to
respond. These officers have special training in the use of firearms and are
ready to respond when the situation calls for it. In these countries the police
officers are trained to talk to people, get to know them, participate in
community events, engage the community in a respectful manner and build
trust.
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Experts see radical rethinking in law enforcement, which means
relying less on force and more on face-to-face contact. What makes guns so
unnecessary for cops in these countries? It is how the country structures its
law enforcement. When policing is centralized, it is possible to institute and
enforce provincial or national use of force rules. At the federal level, the
government has the power to implement sweeping programs that
standardize when and how officers can use lethal force.

People feel a sense of togetherness for many reasons, including the
fact that most people look similar and hold similar beliefs. These smaller
countries have time-honored traditions of disarming their police officers. If
a state like the US or other countries wants to emulate British or Norway
results, they need to focus on building trust at the local level.

PATROL OFFICER’S JOB

Patrolling is the essence of a police officer’s job. Patrol officers provide
public safety by maintaining order, responding to emergencies, protecting people
and property, enforcing motor vehicle and criminal laws, and promoting good
community relations. They are the most visible representatives of the police, as
they proactively patrol the areas on foot, horseback, or motorized conveyance,
responding promptly to calls for assistance. Technological innovations like two-
way radio, cell phones and computer terminals in patrol cars have
dramatically expanded police’s reach. However, most officers rely on acute
observation and gut feelings to get their jobs done.

Uniformed police officers are assigned to patrol the areas, which they
check for signs of criminal acts. The officers conduct searches, warn or
arrest offenders. These activities are often carried out as follow-up
investigations of citizen complaints and emergency calls.

Another important task for patrol officers is to deal with traffic
accidents. They are expected to direct traffic if necessary, examine the
scene, interview witnesses, provide first aid for any injured victims, and
take written statements from drivers.

When patrolling in the nighttime, the officers examine doors and
windows of the business places in the assigned area of patrol to see that they
are properly secured. If any door or window is found to be unsecured, the
officers notify the station and take immediate measures to secure the
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property if it is apparent that the owner inadvertently left the door or
window open. However, if it appears the door or window was forced open
to gain unlawful entry into the building, the officers immediately inform the
superior officer of the situation and request assistance to search the
premises.

To patrol the area effectively, officers must be credible in the eyes of
the residents. Mutual trust between patrol officers and the community they
serve are critical to maintaining public safety and effective policing. Patrol
officers rely on the cooperation of community members to provide
information about crime in the arca. When the officer is involved in a
situation where there is an unfavorable public reaction or charges are made
against the officer, it is necessary to inform the superiors explaining the
circumstances in detail.

In addition to all these duties patrol officers have some other
responsibilities. When prisoners must testify in legal proceedings or need
hospital treatment, the officers escort them and make sure that they’re being
properly guarded.

Experience in patrol work is considered to be essential before a
transition to any other type of police work. Therefore, all officers must work
as patrol officers for at least three years before they can be assigned to a
specialized unit or promoted.

STRATEGY AND TACTICS OF THE USA POLICE TO COMBAT
CRIMINALS

In the United States a common definition of crime is an unlawful act
punishable by a state or other authority. For USA it is vitally important to
prevent and suppress any criminal activities on its territory. US police-
structures to combat criminals have formulated a strategy and tactics to
combat this phenomenon such as:

1. Diplomacy. Diplomacy is important in the fight against criminality.
Effective diplomacy directed against criminality plays the role of a
cementing compound that connects the efforts of different countries.

2. Criminal law: the prosecution of criminality. Bringing criminals to
court is the most important principle of US policy in the fight against
criminality. The prospect of capture and punishment can deter other
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criminals from acting. However, even if this does not have the desired
effect, the remaining criminals on the wanted list will be more limited in
their behavior. This measure is not effective against leader-perpetrators.
Criminal leaders of high level, who are far from the place of the committed
crime, as a rule, do not worry about the measure of bringing to criminal
responsibility.

3. The use of military force. For the past 30 years, the United States
has used military force to saving victims, free hostages and apprehending
criminals.

4. Intelligence service. Collection and analysis information is the most
important tool in the fight against criminality.

5. Financial control levers. In the United States, two types of financial
control are used to combat criminality: the freezing of assets belonging to
criminals and criminals groups; imposing a ban on the provision of material
support to criminals.

6. Accounting for various counter-criminality measures. In order to
effectively combat criminality, all the above measures must complement
each other. Together, they can give more than just an effective result

Accordingly, the success of USA police the fight against criminality
will be associated with comprehensiveness of measures.

ANALYSIS OF THE SYSTEM OF THE FRENCH POLICE

Nowadays Ukraine is improving the system of activities and the whole
structure of the police and it is the analysis of the system of police
authorities of foreign countries that will help us gain the experience that is
needed for the development of the police in Ukraine. In contrast to many
European countries, the French police system is characterized by a high
level of organization, reflected in the overall assessment of the country’s
police activities. The modern system of French police has a complex
apparatus with a certain structure, and the main activity of the police is
aimed at protecting and defending the interests of the administration. If go
over to talk about the police structure it should be noted that for today the
apparatus consists of three divisions, namely: national police, municipal
police and gendarmes. It should also be said that all police forces of the
country are subject and governed by the General Directorate of the Police of
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the Ministry of Internal Affairs of France. As for the French Ministry of
Internal Affairs, it needs to be supplemented that the Ministry of the Interior
is appointed by the President of the republic and is one of the main
members of the government. In Ukraine as well as in France, the police can
be classified according to the directions of their functions that are their tasks
and goals. It is in France that police can be divided into two main branches:
administrative and judicial (criminal). The administrative police are also
responsible for taking preventive measures. And the court deals with
disclosure of crimes by search and apprehension of offenders, and it is the
officers of the judicial police who are entitled to an independent preliminary
investigation. One of the main elements of the national police of France is
the municipal police. The actions and powers of this police are aimed
precisely at establishing the order of public safety and in general the calm of
citizens. Having made a brief analysis of the French police system, we
already have an experience that may be useful for the police of Ukraine.
However, we must not forget that the system of each country is specific
because it has its own history and general reasons. Therefore, the main task
of the police system is the improvement of the internals which usually has
an impact on all other spheres of development of society and increase.

THE NEXT GENERATION OF PATROL VEHICLES

The next generation of police patrol vehicles will not be self-driving,
but they will have semi-autonomous systems designed to help the officer
drive more safely.

Chevrolet is already offering semi-autonomous safety systems. This
feature called the Enhanced Driver Assist Package consists of collision
avoidance technologies and hazard alert systems. Officers driving Chevrolet
equipped with the Protection Package can activate the system whenever
they are parked by pressing a dedicated auxiliary button on the steering
wheel. All four doors must be closed.

When someone gets close to the vehicle, the system is activated. An
alert sounds, the doors lock, the front windows roll up, reverse lights turn
on, and the taillights begin to flash. The system works even if the officer
doesn’t happen to notice an approaching individual.
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The feature of low-speed auto-braking helps prevent collisions and
make collisions less destructive. The system turns on if the vehicle is
moving at a low speed and the system detects that a collision is unavoidable
and the driver has not yet applied the brakes.

Ford is also working on the production of patrol cars. Company
management says that car will be a kind of Robocop. Ford envisions a
vehicle that will be able to perform traffic enforcement duties, either on its
own or in conjunction with surveillance cameras or roadside sensors. It’s
possible that such an autonomous patrol vehicle will be able to access the
identity of the driver, the driver’s license information, the vehicle
registration, and the insurance information on the target vehicle, and
electronically send a citation to the offender’s computer.

Such systems will be common on patrol vehicles in the near future.

8 REQUIREMENTS TO BECOME A POLICE OFFICER IN THE USA

Basic Requirements. Before you can earn your badge, you need to
meet the basic requirements to become a police officer. First and foremost,
you must be a U.S. citizen at least 21 years of age upon graduating from
police academy. You also need to have a valid driver’s license. You must
also have a clean record. When applying to a police academy, you’ll be
subject to a background check. Candidates who have any past misdemeanor
or felony convictions will not become accepted into police academy. This
includes DWT’s in the last 5 years and domestic violence convictions. You
won’t be accepted if you’re prohibited from carrying firearms. You also
won’t be accepted if you’re prohibited from operating motor vehicles.
You’ll also undergo a psychological evaluation. This determines if you have
any emotional or mental conditions that could interfere with your duties.

College Credit Requirements. There are educational requirements to
become a police officer — to an extent. While you don’t need a bachelor’s
degree, you do need to fulfill some college credits. The number of credit
hours varies and depends on the police academy. In some states, police
academies require at least 60 college credit hours. Many people who aspire
to become police officers study criminal justice. Some even study computer
programming, sociology, or psychology. The time before candidates can
enroll in police academy is actually beneficial. Candidates can take their
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time deciding if they actually want to pursue becoming a cop. They can also
study subjects that will allow them to apply their knowledge once they do
become cops. Police officers who speak foreign languages are also seen as
assets to the police force. These officers are able to communicate with
people who do not speak English as a first language. Still need to fulfill the
educational requirements to become a police officer? Consider studying a
foreign language. Spanish, Chinese, French, Russian, and Arabic are
commonly spoken in the U.S.

Passing the Police Academy Entrance Exam. Before acceptance into a
police academy, there is a packet of information you will have to fill out. It
includes your original birth certificate, driver’s license, and social security
card. You’ll need to include copies of your high school diploma. This will
also include records of college attendance or any military service. There
will be a small application fee. Along with the application packet, you’ll
need to submit a statement. The statement functions like a cover letter that
describes your background and aspirations. Upon acceptance into the police
academy, you’ll then have to pass a written entrance exam. You’ll then be
selected from a pool of candidates depending on your score. Not all police
written exams are the same. They vary by academy. In general, they do test
one’s reasoning and problem-solving abilities. There is also a math portion.
Some written exams will require an essay and filing of incident reports.
Many academies will base their scores on the clarity of your writing.
They’ll also check your spelling and vocabulary use.

Physical Fitness Requirements. The physical requirements to become
a police officer are notorious. Police officers need to be in top physical
condition in order to carry out their duties. So naturally, you’ll need to pass
a physical examination. Some physical impairments, such as blindness,
deafness, and obesity, will likely disqualify you. Mental impairments,
including post-traumatic stress disorder, will disqualify you if you left
untreated. During and after police academy, you’ll work to build your
stamina and endurance. Physical strength is necessary for law enforcement
because you’ll face dangerous situations on a near-daily basis. You have to
physically be able to respond to life-threatening situations. The
requirements vary by gender. In many states, you have to be able to swim
and run for long periods of time. You also have to be able to lift weights
and do an extensive amount of core exercises.

12-14 Weeks of Training. There are other training requirements to
become a police officer that are non-physical. In a police academy, you’ll
learn about civil rights and law at both the state and federal levels. You’ll
also learn about accident investigation and traffic control. Of course, you’ll
go through extensive firearms and self-defense training. You’ll also learn
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about first-aid and emergency response to an extensive degree. During your
career, you may find yourself having to respond to injuries. Until
paramedics arrive, you’ll have to take charge of any medical situations.

Technological Abilities. For the last decade or so, law enforcement has
adapted to the technology age. Today, there are security cameras at traffic
lights and in neighborhoods. There are even cameras that deal with traffic
recalls. But police officers have had to work with technology for far longer.
Cops need to understand computers to a certain extent. After all, you’ll use
the computers in patrol cars to run licenses and file incident reports.

PRACTICE AND EXPERIENCE OF THE FRENCH
AND UKRAINIAN POLICE

When we talk about police we usually use such expressions such as:
the most important work, hard work, dangerous work. The police include
various anti-crime blocks. Such as: criminal police, patrol police,
preventive, and many others.

In France, the police are controlled by the General Director, who is the
Police Directorate. The Minister of the Interior is his immediate chief. The
protection of citizens, the maintenance of public order and the rule of law
are the responsibilities of the French patrol police. The National Police
patrols, controls on the road, and verifies IDs. The most common nickname
in the world of the French police is an “agent”. Another nickname of police
in France is a “chicken”. It arose from the fact that the police department in
Paris is located in the place where previously the birds were sold.

The police have very few rights. This is a legal system flaw, but even
in such difficult conditions they try to accomplish their duty and protect
citizens from criminals. Police is formed from graduates of national police
schools. The duration of the initial training is two years. Currently in France
there are 20 police training schools. At the moment, the salary of a
policeman in France is about 6000 Euros per month, which is a good salary
for the living rate in France, yet we are not able to say about Ukraine.
Ukrainian police departments are often closed, while the French
departments are made of glass, symbolizing the transparency of
government. We conducted a clear comparison of the police in Ukraine and
France. The level of trust to the police of Ukraine is lower than to the police
in France. This is due to the new reform, which has not yet been completed.
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First of all, we need to improve the police training system. They must
thoroughly know the national legislation. In order, to reduce the level of
corruption in Ukraine, it is necessary to increase wages. The level of public
confidence will increase significantly. It is necessary to tighten the selection
of the National Police officers to serve. Only those who are honest have
dignity and knowledge should be called policemen.

ARTS TECHNIQUES LIKE A KEY POLICE TRAINING
IN GERMANY

The art of policing doesn’t change much from one country to another.
When citizens commit crimes, the police respond and arrest them; and if a
suspect resists arrest, force is frequently used. The Federal Republic of
Germany prides itself on having a modern, professional police force
schooled in the latest martial arts techniques. In Germany today, no specific
martial art is used exclusively by the police. Moves must be simple, easy to
learn and within the government’s use-of-force policies.

Although the Federal Border Patrol and GSG9 usually set the standard
on a national level, every department has its own training bureau and is free
to teach what it wants. For motivated patrol officers, the most widely
studied art in Germany is jujutsu. By law, police officers in Germany are
required to receive two hours of defensive-tactics instruction a week while
they participate in basic training.

German schools train their officers for two and a half years. That gives
them plenty of time to master the martial arts component of the curriculum.
Once a student graduates and is assigned to a permanent duty station, he’s
required to undergo two hours of defensive-tactics training every month.

The defensive tactics will become a top priority in Germany because
the country has a lower violent-crime rate and stricter gun-control laws and
because the public is still leery of giving too much power to the police.
There’s a concerted effort by the government to prevent the cops from
becoming, as they see it, too much like “Rambo”.

Germany’s current defensive-tactics instructors are more willing to
experiment with a wider variety of martial arts and are no longer limited to
judo and jujutsu. German ju-jitsu includes atemi, elbow techniques, kicks,
knee strikes, throws, ground techniques (taken from judo), various locks,
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pressure points, and armed techniques, among others, covering all distances.
Jujutsu use very often during training police in Germany because it is the
most effective method for the applying of physical force and provides for
the patrol police advantages when people commit crimes.

SOME ASPECTS OF THE OSCE BASIC POLICE TRAINING
PROGRAMME

The “Good Practices in Basic Police Training — Curricula Aspects
Guide” details the topics uniformed police personnel must master to enable
them to serve effectively in the field, ensuring public security and order
while respecting the law and human rights. Uniformed police are
predominantly responsible for maintaining order and safety in public places
and at public events.

In particular, the competencies of the uniformed police to be taught
might include: to maintain law and order in public areas; to act as a traffic
authority and control traffic and transport; to provide the best possible
policing service to the local community to ensure people’s safety and to
protect their life and property, taking into consideration the different needs
of different groups (for example, ethnicity, language, sex and age); to co-
operate with local society to prevent, detect and suppress crimes; to ensure
the first response to the crime scene as soon as a crime is reported to the
police; to secure the crime scene before police investigators and technical
experts arrive; to act according to the law, recognize unlawful acts, detect
offenders and properly use police powers; to contribute to the prevention
and investigation of minor offences; to exercise authority powers in cases of
production, sale and use of certain devices and materials that pose a threat
to public security; to aid and assist in emergencies of all kinds and in the
event of a major threat; to provide protection against acts that imminently
endanger or harm the life or bodily integrity of persons or the security of
property; to provide information and help to those in need of such
assistance.

Drawn from best practices across the OSCE region, the “Basic Police
Training — Curricula Aspects Guide” outlines the core components of a
basic police training programme, to be used to compare with national basic
police training models and improve them. It employs a modular approach,
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with each learning component laid out in easy-to-view blocks. The guide
elaborates on the goal, objective and points to be addressed within each of
the topics and, if appropriate, provides references to relevant sources. These
references are not exhaustive, they focus on key organizations or
documents. The guide recognizes that uniformed police personnel’s day-to-
day decision-making and actions are based on underlying values, sound
judgment and a set of learned skills and knowledge.

DUTIES OF PATROL POLICE OFFICERS IN THE USA

Patrol officers are police officers who work directly for the state or a
local law enforcement department, enforcing laws and responding to
emergencies in a particular geographic area.

Much of a local police officer’s job involves general law enforcement
duties on patrol. Local police typically patrol a specific neighborhood or
area with a partner. While on duty, patrol officers look for violations of the
law. For example, they may conduct traffic stops and issue citations to
speeders. Because local policemen wear their area department’s uniform,
they are visible representatives of law enforcement. Being on patrol, local
police officers respond to emergencies and calls for service. They give first
aid or other assistance to accident victims or to others with physical injuries.

Detectives are plainclothes officers who investigate local crimes. To
determine the cause or perpetrator of a crime, detectives collect evidence at
the scene and interview suspects and witnesses. Detectives keep an eye on
suspects, watching for suspicious activity. They also make arrests or
participate in raids to round up suspects. Once they have wrapped up their
investigation, detectives write reports, fill out paperwork and prepare cases
for court. They may also need to testify before a jury. Most local detectives
specialize in a type of crime, such as fraud or homicide, and they typically
stay on their cases until conviction.

Sheriffs and deputy sheriffs enforce county laws. Most sheriffs are
elected, and may act as police chiefs or handle patrol duties similar to the
responsibilities of police officers in city departments. Other duties include
running county jails and providing bailiff and security services in local
courts. Sheriffs and deputies also verify charges against criminals and
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execute arrest warrants. They also serve subpoenas, court orders and
summonses. On accident scenes, sheriffs and deputies maintain traffic flow,
help accident victims and investigate causes.

Local police departments have varied training programs and standards.
Patrol officers must qualify for and pass a department’s police academy
training. To qualify for a police academy, candidates typically need at least
a high school diploma, though some departments require college
coursework or knowledge of a second language. Other entrance criteria
include status as a U.S. citizen and good vision, hearing, agility and
strength. Local police departments also screen academy candidates for
emotional or mental conditions and prior criminal history. Applicants may
have to pass a written exam and survive a series of interviews and drug
tests. Once they make it into an academy, recruits study constitutional law,
civil rights, local ordinances, state law and police ethics, as well as
supervised training and experience in traffic control, use of firearms, self-
defense, first aid and emergency response. Officers also learn the art of
close combat. A period of on-the-job training follows graduation from the
police academy.

PATROL POLICE TRAINING ORIENTATION - CREATING
PROJECTS

Research and practice prove that people are more likely to obey the
law when they believe in the legitimacy of police authority. For these
reasons, restoring trust is at the core of the various recent prescriptions for
police reform. It is very important to create public projects as a powerful
source of association and solidarity. A progressive step is police training to
create public projects, implement community projects with the participation
of the members of society and international organizations.

Police Forces in the United Kingdom use project management tools
but these tend to be for technical projects (the implementation of a new
crime recording system). If more informal project management systems
were used, policing could be more effective. When good project
management (UK government gun crime initiative) is used, better results
follow. It means that police officers need additional training for creating
projects. They should get acquainted with the best international practices of
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public administration and learn how to organize a project, manage processes
at different stages of the implementation and promotion that lead to a
successful outcome.

There exists a project management model “Four Steps Project
Managers Should Follow to Help Ensure Strategic Success”. It is to
recognize the type of organization in which the project is going to be
executed; to identify an organization’s knowledge and work to understand
the level of maturity of its processes and standards; to use the proper project
configuration and apply good project governance. Similar series of trainings
were carried out by the specialists of the “Foundation for the Development
of Mariupol” within the framework of the Program “Safe City”.

Nowadays several police departments have social projects “Safe
House”, “School Police Officer”, “Step Up” and others. Effective police
training in this direction will increase the number of these projects.

Effective patrol police policing combines principles of project
management to reduce crime and improve police-community trust. It is
important to restore trust in public institutions and trust in the police force.

PATROL POLICE TRAINING IN THE USA

Being a police officer is risk and sacrifice. The specific qualifications
for municipal or county patrol officers in the USA vary between states but
all of them must meet basic requirements: most applicants must be US
citizens, at least 20 years of age, hold a high school diploma, have a clean
record and be Education Requirements.

A patrol officer must have a full understanding of both state and
federal laws, gained through on-the-job training and police academy
training. The 12-14 weeks of police academy training, which officers take
through their police department, includes both physical and class instruction
and is paid training. Classroom training covers constitutional law, civil
rights, state and local laws, procedures, traffic control, self-defense and
emergency response. Practical components include firearms training,
emergency driving and physical conditioning.

Police and sheriff’s patrol officers looking to work at Federal agencies
are required to have a bachelor’s degree and related work experience.
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Further education is often necessary to advance the career or work in a
specialized area of crime and law enforcement. Some of the benefits of
earning a degree include: an opportunity to move up the ranks faster, the
ability to move to a specific career path quickly, and other career options if
police work isn’t available.

All police officers hope for the promotion, moving up the ranks. Police
officers with a college degree tend to have a better chance of being hired
and promoted than those without a degree. These are all ways to take on
more responsibility and, therefore, earn a higher salary.

Qualifications for police and sheriff’s patrol officers are honesty,
integrity, responsibility, and sound judgment. Enjoying working with
people as well as meeting the public are also important qualifications.

Patrol officers must meet requirements set by the local or state
authorities. Once hired, they follow their motto: “To serve and to protect
people”.

DEVELOPING A PROACTIVE PATROL OFFICER

The special course in Patrol Tactics for Developing a Proactive Patrol
Officer exists in the US. The Patrol Tactics teaches officers to develop and
trust instincts, to identify illegal activity, to investigate and perform
searches working within constitutional guidelines and legal restrictions
leading to solid criminal cases and arrests. The report writing component
teaches documenting all pertinent facts needed to support case and
withstand defense scrutiny. Segments on safety practices teach to find
hidden compartments and using in-car video for their benefit round out
the day.

Each patrol officer should know how to find concealed compartments
in vehicles and homes. Criminals use hidden compartments in vehicles and
homes to hide their illegal drugs, guns and money from the police. Every
officer has stopped a vehicle with a hidden compartment but never knew it.
The officers should know what to look for to spot these hidden
compartments and find the illegal items. Firstly, they should recognize the
tell-tale signs that a wvehicle had been altered to create a hidden
compartment. Secondly, they should listen for the things the people say to
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indicate they are operating a vehicle with a hidden compartment. Thirdly,
they should know where to look on the vehicle and in residences to find
these hidden compartments.

Such course is a good help for every officer that works on the road and
every detective that serves search warrants. The officers should also know
the physical indicators and verbal clues used by individuals concealing
illicit contraband. The course allows the officers to see the mechanics of
these compartments through the use of lecture, video and hands on
inspection of actual concealed compartments in vehicles, furniture and
household items. It is designed to familiarize the officers with many types
of concealment and it covers both commercially available items as well as
custom manufactured compartments.

COMMUNICATION SKILLS AS A GUARANTEE OF SUCCESSFUL
PATROL ACTIVITY

The experts affirm patrol police activity has communicative and
humanistic nature. The ability to communicate is a necessary element of
patrol service in many countries abroad. Much attention is paid to the
problem of police and population interaction in Great Britain and the United
States. More than two hundred cities in the United States programs are
being carried out for the police patrol service. They are aimed to provide
active police cooperation with the population. Program “Stop, Go and Talk”
in Dallas says that a policeman should stop his car for 30 minutes while
patrolling the zone and talk with the members of the public: explain to the
teenagers the operation of patrol car radio; attend citizens’ meetings as well
as community and medical centers.

More than fifty per cent of 1 US police work is a routine day-to-day
activity aimed at protecting public order and security, detecting, and
preventing offenses. Such a system involves a policeman permanent
presence in the service area preferably on foot to establish close interaction
with the population in order to prevent crimes. Such programs give the
opportunity to share concerns, respect and trust the police. There such
things which can never be said on the phone but only in one-on-one
conversation. Thus, the police become a body of social assistance to the
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public as municipal policing is aimed at involving the population in
preventive work and positive police image among the public increases. In
order to improve the skills of the patrol activity police departments organize
regular seminars at which patrol officers discuss the ways to resolve conflicts
in various life situations. The ability to communicate with people with
patience and self-confidence is the basis of successful work of policemen. The
results of the programs show changes in citizens’ attitude to the police.

SPECIFIC FEATURES OF EGYPTIAN PATROL POLICE

The Egyptian National Police is the law enforcement body of Egypt. It
was set up in 1883, trained and staffed by British officials.

Nowadays national police in Egypt have a wide variety of functions
and responsibilities. They are responsible for maintaining law and order,
preventing and detecting crime, controlling traffic, guarding special events,
suppressing smuggling and black marketing, preventing political subversion
and participating in civil defense.

Nowadays patrol police have modern facilities and equipment. They
use a variety of vehicles and it is no more a usual thing to see an officer on
foot patrol. An exception is the Tourism and Antiquities Police patrolling
every single place commonly visited by tourists: museums, hotels, the Great
Pyramid of Giza, Memphis, Egyptian Museum, Qaitbay Citadel and the
Serapeum Temple, etc.

The Egyptian patrol police use cars with off-road vehicle features.
Police vehicles have revolving lights or light bars, sirens etc. These vehicles
are equipped with wireless sets of communication. Traffic Police vehicles
also have equipment like speed radars, breath analysers and emergency first
aid kits.

For traffic regulation and patrolling in cities, motorcycles are also
used. This is because of increasing congestion in cities. The bikes are
provided with two-way radios, strobes and sirens.

An increasing number of urban police bicycle units are used to provide
a quick response in congested areas, pedestrianised areas and parkland, as
well as carrying out patrols.

Mounted soldiers of the Tourism and Antiquities Police patrol
Pyramids in Cairo on camels.
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Egyptian law enforcement police officers generally carry pistols when
on regular duty; however, heavy arms are always available at police
stations.

Almost all commissioned officers graduated from the Police Academy
in Cairo. The Police Academy is a modern institution equipped with
laboratory and physical-training facilities. The police forces also send some
officers abroad for schooling.

FEDERAL POLICE OF GERMANY

Germany — is a federal state, which organization of law enforcement
agencies is accordingly built.

Police of the Federal Republic includes federal and land authorities.
The Federal authorities are headed by the Ministry of the Interior and it has
larger attribution than the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine. It is a
state body, which is only the controlling authority in the police sphere.

We compared the patrol police in Ukraine and Germany and came to
the conclusion that the police of Germany have higher level of public
confidence than in Ukraine. Moreover, with the advent of the national
police in Ukraine, this rate has fallen down for 10 %. The reason for this is
the high level of corruptness of the former police and its incompetence. As
for the training of the German police, it has been going on for 3 years in
specialized educational institutions. In the course of training, the police
officers get both theoretical and practical knowledge, which helps them to
continue the service.

Police in Germany employs 350.000 staff members, 80 % of which are
junior officers. Law enforcement agencies are divided into land police, that
is public safety and order, police readiness and criminal police, which is the
most important link of the federal police.

The Federal Office for Criminal Cases was created on the basis of the
Law «On the Establishment of the Federal Office for Criminal Affairsy,
which came into force on March 15, 1951. We can distinguish such criminal
police functions as:

o Investigation of drug-related crimes

e Counterfeiting

e The use of weapons and explosives
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e Political crimes and property-related crimes

In general, the Federal Police is the centre of information and
communication between all police services in Germany.

POLICE VEHICLES IN THE UNITED KINGDOM

Police forces in the UK use a wide range of operational vehicles
including compact cars, powerful estates and armored police carriers. The
main uses are patrol, response, tactical pursuit and public order policing.
Other vehicles used by British police include motorcycles, aircraft and boats.

Patrol Cars. Patrol cars may also be known as response cars. They are
the most essential mode of police transport. In most forces these vehicles
are low-budget compact cars due to the simple tasks they need to perform.

Engine sizes range from 1.3 to 2.0. Although petrol-powered engines
once dominated, diesel engines are now becoming much more common due
to their superior fuel economy and therefore lower operating costs. As well
as this, electric models are also having an increasing presence for use as
police vehicles.

Response Cars. These vehicles are used for attending 999 calls and
patrolling in targeted areas, where a police officer may be needed more
urgently

Response cars are much the same as the patrol cars but generally have
equipment and lighting for use at traffic accidents, such as cones, red and
blue boot or side police lights, warning signs and basic first aid equipment.
Many response cars in the UK now also carry mobile technology which can
be linked to police databases and automatic number plate recognition
technology. Most response cars have sirens.

The Autobahnpolizei. Most of the states in Germany have special
“highway patrol” divisions that are responsible for patrolling the high-speed
autobahns and major highways. The Autobahnpolizei often has more
powerful police cars that can handle the high speeds of the autobahn. But
the German highway patrol also deals with vehicle inspections on
autobahns. Drivers should be aware that they also use speedy unmarked
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vehicles with video cameras (front and back) to catch speeders or other
traffic violators. (Despite the legend, many stretches of the autobahn have
speed limits!) A few states have no Autobahnpolizei and leave that
responsibility to the normal traffic police.

The Wasserschutzpolizei (WSP or WaPo). All of the state police
agencies in Germany, with the exception of Thuringia, have a WSP division
(waterway police) that patrols rivers, coastlines, harbors and large lakes
within the state. In coastal regions along the Baltic and the North Sea,
sometimes the Bundespolizei acts like the US Coast Guard, patrolling the
coastal waters.

POLICE IN AUSTRALIA

Law enforcement in Australia consists of the three major components
of the country’s justice system, along with courts and corrections. There are
law enforcement officers employed by all three levels of government
federal, state/territory and local.

Federally, the main law enforcement agency is the Australian Federal
Police (AFP), which has a wide mandate to enforce Australian criminal law
and protect its national interests. There are also a number of other agencies
that have powers confined to specific areas, such as national security
(ASIO), customs and immigration (ABF), and white-collar crime (ATO,
ACCC, ASIC). Each branch of the Australian Defense Force (ADF) has its
own military police, although there is also an overarching ADF
Investigative Service for more complex investigations.

Australian state and federal police routinely carry firearms. While on
duty, most officers’ duty belts consist of a handgun, a taser, an expandable
baton, pepper spray, a set of handcuffs, ammunition magazines, gloves
torch and a two-way radio. Local governments have their own smaller force
of authorized officers — known as council rangers — to enforce local laws
pertaining solely to individual local government jurisdictions. Council
rangers generally do not have full police powers (unless they are sworn as
special constables).

Each state of Australia has the capacity to appoint and maintain its
own police force which is responsible for policing at the state and local
level. In some states local governments employ by-laws officers or rangers
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to enforce local by-laws or ordinances relating to such matters as parking,
dog ownership, retailing, littering or water usage. These local government
officers are not considered to be police forces as they generally only have
the power to issue fines and do not have the same powers as state police.
They may rely upon appointment as special constable or legislated powers
for their authority. In recent years, the states and territories have returned
the responsibility of recovering court ordered fines to their sheriffs. In
practice, the police often carry out the functions of sheriffs and bailiffs in
rural and more sparsely populated areas of Australia.

Thus we see that Australia has different procedure in organization of
work of law enforcers. Each district manages public control individually
according to their needs and problems. The idea of using different services
for each state seems to be effective, if there is a necessity in keeping order
additionally. Something similar can be organized in regions of our country
which are receiving a special treatment.

POLICE PATROL FOR CRIME PREVENTION

Traditionally patrol is considered the backbone of policing because
the largest percentage of police personnel is assigned to patrol. In the
United States, 68 % of police officers are assigned to patrol operations.
The officer on the street has the greatest potential to affect citizens’ safety,
detect criminal actions and influence the community’s perception
of law enforcement. Crime prevention is the ultimate goal in policing. There
are various crime prevention techniques some of which are presented
below.

Random patrolling is conducted unexpectedly in certain areas to
provide sudden but visible surveillance at unpredictable time. It is a
deterrent to criminals as the appearance of police is completely random; its
main law enforcement weapon is the element of surprise.

Targeted patrolling is focused on a specific area where crime has been
at an extremely high level or where criminal activity is expected to occur.
These patrols may be based on informants’ tips or inside information.
Helicopter patrols are good examples of strategic patrols. They are called on
for a specific incident, such as the hunt for a fugitive or a search for a lost
child.

Saturation patrolling involves increasing the number of units covering
a particular area, sometimes to address a particular type of offence such as
theft or mugging.

Aggressive patrolling consists in more frequent intervention of patrol
officers in some suspicious circumstances. They do this, for example, by
increased traffic checks or stopping and interviewing people on the street.

Community patrolling covers a specific residential area. It is based on
the Peel’s principles that the people are the police and the police are the
people with an emphasis on crime prevention. Police officers should know
the residents and speak to them to know their concerns and solve specific
local problems, visit schools and speak to young people about crime and the
law. Community partnerships increase the flow of useful information
coming to the police from the public and provide the patrol officer with
access to valuable information that assists in solving and preventing crime.

Patrolling remains the mainstay of policing. Various patrol techniques
are used as a deterrent in preventing crime because the mere presence of
police will make would-be criminals think twice about attempting a robbery
or something worse.

GEORGIA PATROL POLICE ACTIVITY

Nowadays a lot of modern countries have patrol police. Ukraine is not
an exception. Police reform was conducted in our country not so long ago,
but for this rather short time of work, the police showed far better
performance than their predecessors, the militia. The Patrol Police carry out
round-the-clock patrols of the streets, as well as the first to respond the
emergency calls. The purpose is to ensure public order and safety, protect
citizens’ rights and road safety.

Georgia police started their operations in 2004, and there were 1,600
police officers in the patrolling police. They were given Volkswagen as
make of patrol cars. Also, each policeman has a Jericho-941SFL pistol. The
work of a policeman is prestigious and highly paid. So for 2005, the
minimum wage of a policeman was almost $ 250 per month.

Thus, in December 2010 within the framework of the “Police Patrol
Vehicles Project” program, the patrol police of Georgia received 99 free-
rider patrol cars for free. As part of the National Crime Database Project,
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patrol police have transferred 170 PCs “Police Pad” to be installed in cars
and 200 computers for police stations.

Also, the United States handed TETRA portable radios to the
Georgian patrol police free of charge.

In addition, on March 31, 2010, the US Embassy in Georgia handed
240 bulletproof vests to Georgia free of charge with a total cost of
$ 121.000.

We must encourage citizens to serve in the police with a decent social
package, and high wages. But first and foremost, we should take care of the
safety of our citizens, namely, equipping our policemen with the newest
means of personal protection for the good performance of their duties. The
activities of the patrol police assist in solving not only road and transport
issues, but also in solving any problem issues of citizens, since they are the
first to arrive on the scene.

The patrol police have the trust of citizens, and show themselves well
in fulfilling all the tasks. In my opinion, the police reform is one of the best
reforms undertaken, but one should not dwell on what has been achieved.

MAJOR SPHERES OF POLICE PATROL ACTIVITIES

Usually police patrol officers monitor specific geographical areas at
regular intervals to spot any problems. Officers on patrol are often the first
responders to incidents when people call in an emergency and they are the
most visible police representatives. Police patrols serve a variety of
purposes some of which are presented below.

Crime Prevention. Uniformed police officers are assigned to patrol
specific geographic areas, which they check for signs of criminal activity.
Preventive patrol aims to increase police presence in high-crime locations
and deter crimes there. It can also perform such functions as apprehension
of criminals and development of public security sense.

Community Partnership. Community patrol officers have the duty of
protecting a specific residential area. They should develop good
relationships with the community and involve citizens in crime prevention
and neighborhood safety, thus improving quality of life in the assigned area.
The officers must feel integrated with the majority of the community where
they patrol.
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Crime investigation. Being often the first on the scene of an incident,
patrol officers are usually involved in the preliminary investigation: they
secure the scene, take the initial report, conduct record checks, interview
victims and witnesses, and canvass the area for potential witnesses. Their
first actions are essential for a successful case outcome. Most agencies
provide at least some training on investigation to their patrol officers.

Traffic Enforcement. Patrol officers are also expected to direct traffic,
examine the scene of offence, interview witnesses, provide first aid for any
injured people, and take written statements from drivers. Other important
tasks include clearing any obstructions or wreckage and directing or
rerouting traffic.

Prisoner Transport. Patrol officers’ duties are not limited to the
neighborhood where they serve. When prisoners must testify in legal
proceedings or need hospital treatment, officers must escort them and make
sure that they are properly guarded.

The primary goal of police is to protect and serve. The use of
specially trained patrol officers on different types of patrols for
specific sections of a city will provide more effective coverage where
patrols are needed the most.

POLICE AND CRIME RATES IN CANADA

There is rising policy concern in Canada over growing policing costs
given that crime rates have fallen dramatically in recent years. Between
2001 and 2018, police officers per 100,000 of population in Canada rose
8.7 % while the crime rate declined by 26.3 %. This was accompanied by
growing expenditures and a decline in workload as measured by criminal
code incidents per officer. Real per capita police expenditures in Canada
between 1986 and 2018 rose 45.5 % while criminal code incidents per officer
declined by 36.8 %. Public debate on rising police costs must be considered in
the context of increasing overall public spending in Canada and a more
complex society. Policing has evolved beyond just dealing with crime and
includes a wider range of problem social behaviors, which are factors in
police resource and expenditure growth. As well, there are changes in the
technology of both crime and policing as well as other factors affecting
staffing such as operational load due to service demand and response time,
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socio-economic factors such as demographics and crime trends, and strategic
directions of police forces in terms of governance and policing methods.
There is substantial variation in the number of police officers per 100,000 of
population across the provinces and territories as well as Canadian census
metropolitan areas (CMAs). The highest number of police officers per
100,000 of population and the highest real per capita police expenditures are
generally found in the sparsely populated territories. Across the provinces,
in 2013 the number of police officers per 100,000 of population was the
highest in Manitoba at 213 and the lowest in Prince Edward Island at 160.

Real per capita police expenditures in 2012 were the highest in Ontario
at $272.50 (2002 dollars) and lowest in Prince Edward Island at $ 148.20.
A regression equation was estimated for the determinants of police officers
per 100,000 of population across Canadian CMAs for the census years
2001, 2006, and 2011 that controlled for crime rates and other
socioeconomic differences. The actual and predicted numbers of police
officers were compared and a min-max methodology was employed to rank
the differences between predicted and actual to obtain an efficiency ranking.
Using this methodology, Kelowna, British Columbia, Moncton, New
Brunswick, and Ottawa-Gatineau, Ontario-Quebec were found to have the
most efficient staffing levels with their actual numbers of police officers per
100,000 of population substantially below what the regression model
predicted they could have.

Closely following them and also in the top 10 most efficient services
are Saguenay, Quebec, Quebec City, Quebec, Kitchener Waterloo-
Cambridge, Ontario, Trois-Riviéres, Quebec, Kingston, Ontario, Greater
Sudbury, Ontario, and Sherbrook, Quebec. Saint John, New Brunswick,
Winnipeg, Manitoba, and Windsor, Ontario have the least efficient staffing
levels with their actual numbers well above what the regression model
predicted. Also in the bottom 10 are St. Catherine— Niagara, Ontario,
Abbotsford-Mission, British Columbia, Thunder Bay, Ontario, St. John’s,
Newfoundland, Peterborough, Ontario, Regina, Saskatchewan, and Victoria,
British Columbia. After controlling for crime rates and other explicit socio-
economic confounding factors, substantial differences in staffing remain
that can be attributed to local circumstances and conditions that are not
easily identified. Some of these differences may reflect inefficient use of
police resources while others may reflect other more difficult to quantify
local socio-economic differences that raise unique challenges to policing.
There is substantial scope for police forces across Canada’s CMAs to
discover what best practices are when it comes to more efficient operation
of policing given the range and examples of staffing.

POLICE FORCES OF THE UNITED KINGDOM

What are the main goals of police service of every country? What law
enforcers must do? Police must protect life, health, rights and freedoms of
people, their property, and national interests from criminal and other
illegitimate threats. Law enforcers protect rights and legitimate interests of
people, despite their citizenship, social and financial status, race and
nationality, gender and age, language and education, religion and political
views. Who are the policemen? They are somebody’s children, brothers or
sisters, husbands or wives, so they all are ones who we treated and grown
up in the same community as we were. They know the problems of our
society and the can help people to be protected.

In Great Britain, Police Community Support Officers work on the
front line of their local police force. They provide a visible, uniformed
presence on the streets. PCSOs have different roles in different forces, but
they always deal with in close cooperation with the public and local
residents. They normally patrol a beat and so get to know all the people in
an area. They visit schools, speak to young people about crimes and the law
and help to co-ordinate crime prevention activities.

In my opinion a lot of crimes and problems appear, because of lack of
the information. I don’t say about such crimes as murders, drug dealing-
details of these crimes are hidden from the people’s eyes and ears; but if we
talk about domestic violence, dumping rubbish, making noise, racial
harassment and threatening behavior, we can both residents and police
officers can stop it.

We live in Ukraine. It means, that our disposition to exchange
information is extremely high. Anything can be prevented if general
problems of the units of the society are known and there is the time for
these problems to be solved. Communication with the representatives of the
society is needed! Nowadays in Ukraine everything lies on the shoulders of
patrol police. They need to control everything what happens on the streets
and in the families. But it’s impossible for them to take everything under
control when they don’t know the problems of the society in such area. In
cooperation of citizens with law enforcers we can prevent the majority of
crimes which happen every day, the only needed thing is to become closer,
to create such specific groups that can control each beat and to be aware of
the problems must be solved. Convergence with residents can help us to
create such society which we want to have. I propose to think over the
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creation of such “PCSO” in Ukraine. I suppose it would be a great deal to
have such squads in our country.

HIGHWAY PATROLLING IN THE UNITED STATES

Many state police agencies in the United States take the name of
“highway patrol” rather than “state police”. State police agencies may fulfill
the role of highway patrol, and vice versa. For instance, the Arizona
Highway Patrol is actually a state police agency, meaning that it is a police
body having statewide authority to conduct law enforcement activities and
criminal investigations. In addition to its highway patrol duties, it performs
functions outside the normal purview of the city police or the county, such
as enforcing traffic laws on state highways and interstate expressways,
overseeing the security of the state complex and other state buildings,
protecting the governor, providing technological and scientific support
services, and helping to coordinate multi-jurisdictional task force activity in
serious or complicated cases. The California Highway Patrol also serves as
bailiffs and courtroom deputies for certain state courts, such as the appellate
courts and the California Supreme Court building in San Francisco. The
state traffic enforcement agency retained the name "California Highway
Patrol" after the merger of the smaller California State Police with the larger
and better known CHP and the combination of their functions into one
agency.

Some highway patrol organizations, however, such as the North
Carolina State Highway Patrol, are specifically charged with the
enforcement of traffic laws, and while able to enforce other laws, they are
not an official “state police” agency, yet retain their statewide jurisdiction in
the same vein as the California Highway Patrol or the New Jersey State
Police. In other cases, states like Texas have a bona fide and appropriately
named state police department

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CALIFORNIA HIGHWAY PATROL (CHP)

California Highway Patrol officers are tasked with providing
“Safety, Service, and Security” across California’s state highways and
roadways. The California Highway Patrol is particularly focused on
reducing collision and fatality rates in the state.

The History of the California Highway Patrol

On August 14, 1929, the California Highway Patrol was created
through an act of the Legislature. The primary mission of the California
Highway Patrol is “the management and regulation of traffic to achieve
safe, lawful, and efficient use of the highway transportation system”. As a
major statewide law enforcement agency, the secondary mission of the
Department is to assist in emergencies exceeding local capabilities. The
CHP also provides disaster and lifesaving assistance.

California Highway Patrol Academy

The legislation which created the California Highway Patrol on
August 14, 1929 also authorized establishment of its own training school.
The original Academy was located at Mather Field near Sacramento. The
first Academy class began on May 26, 1930, consisting of a two-week
session for Inspectors and Captains.

Academics

Academically, cadets are responsible for 42 “learning domains”
mandated by the Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training
(POST), in addition to agency-specific policies and procedures. During the
27-week program, cadets will receive over 1,100 hours of training. The
Emergency Vehicle Operations Course (EVOC) is famous throughout the
world as the finest law enforcement driver training program available. The
course consists of a 2.3-mile, high-performance driving track, two skid
recovery practice areas and a defensive driving course. The Weapons
Training Unit has both an indoor and outdoor range, each equipped with 30
electronically controlled moving targets.

The entire area has lighting which can be controlled to simulate
different environmental conditions or to allow training during hours of
darkness.

The Specialized Departmental Training Courses

The CHP Academy is recognized as one of the finest law enforcement
institutions in the world. Courses presented include traffic accident
reconstruction, commercial enforcement, emergency medical technician,
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emergency vehicle operations, tactical riot and general law enforcement
training. On graduation day you will have earned and will take great pride
in your new position as an Officer of the California Highway Patrol.

MOUNTED POLICE IN INDIA

Mounted police officers patrol a designated area on horseback,
enforcing laws and providing crowd control to maintain public safety.

The oldest recorded mounted police force is the London Bow Street
Horse Patrol, which was established in 1758 for patrolling the roads around
the capital and performing street patrols in the capital. The idea of mounted
police quickly spread to other large cities in Britain and across Europe.
Mounted police units were common during the British Rule in India. These
units are still used in some states of India.

There are over 2000 horses and about 2500 mounted police officers in
the country. In spite of comprehensive mechanization, mounted police have
their own utility. The added height and visibility that the horses give their
riders allow officers to observe a wider area, but it also allows people in the
wider area to see the officers, who helps deter crime and helps people to
find officers when they need them. That is why they are a common sight in
the streets as a visible police presence during the day and night. Mounted
police officers are very effective in crowd control, it is commonly said that
a mounted officer is comparable to ten or more officers on foot in such
situations. Some mounted police units may also be involved in search and
rescue operations as well as the pursuit of suspects due to the horses’ ability
to travel where vehicles cannot move.

Mounted police are not only made up of specially trained officers but
also well-trained horses. The horses go through training to be taught all the
cues the mounted officers use and to be exposed to things they may
encounter when working in busy environments. The horses are trained to do
a lot of things. They must stand still for hours at a time and move into
crowds on command. They need to ignore loud noises, like fireworks and
yelling. The horses must also move shoulder to shoulder or nose to tail with
other horses and walk, trot, and canter as part of a team.

The horses selected for mounted police dissolve barriers and increase
personal contact between the public and officers. Seldom is public attention
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so magnetically drawn to police as it is to an officer on horseback. Children
and adults alike enjoy seeing the horses and the riders. When mounted
police patrol the city, they do not only help deter crime but the horses bring
smiles to faces as well. The contact with the horses creates dialogue
between the citizens and the police officers that contributes to the
prevention of robbery, theft, disorder and other violence.

USING DRONES FOR FIGHTING SMUGGLING IN JAPAN

Combating the spread of smuggling has been a pressing issue for the
past three decades.

The Tokyo Central Police Department announced this week a decision
to use drones equipped with nets to intercept drones flying over sensitive
objects without permission.

By the middle of December of 2018, similar drones have been
received by the subdivision of the metropolitan department responsible for
guarding the building of the Japanese parliament, the Imperial Palace, the
official residence of the Prime Minister and other important facilities in
Tokyo. If suddenly someone’s drone appears over the territory of an
important object, a large police drone with a network will take off to
intercept it. This measure will help eliminate incidents similar to what
happened in April of 2018, when a drone with radioactive material landed
on the roof of the office building of the Prime Minister.

In May this year test flights of police drones will begin. At first the
police are talking about using only one drone while on duty by the police.
Full-scale protection of important objects with the help of 10 special drones
with networks will start later. Currently, police at airports and ports have a
visual inspection of X-ray images to detect the smuggling of drugs and
explosives. In addition to visual inspections, the finance ministry plans to
use artificial intelligence. It will analyze images already in the database to
help identify smuggling in X-ray images. Customs data on the entry and
exit of people from Japan, as well as on the export and import of goods, will
also be analyzed to determine when the probability of smuggling is high.
Also the police will use drones near harbors to enhance smuggling
surveillance. The unmanned aerial vehicles equipped with cameras will
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circle in the sky over the coast, so that it will be possible to reduce costs and
increase mobility compared to the ships used today for observation.

PATROL POLICE MAIN GOALS

Among the main goals of a police patrol officer is to ensure health and
safety of citizens in the community he serves while performing law
enforcement. He is to ensure public order within his beat. Policemen can
patrol in a car with a colleague or alone, on foot or on bike. Officers patrol
the same area regularly that is why they know the land and its residents.
They also can estimate the situation timely and control it.

Police patrols have many goals, but the main purposes are public
safety in the community and crime prevention. Patrol officers monitor
suspicious activity, respond to calls for assistance, write out tickets for
traffic or parking violations, investigate abandoned cars, disperse the mob,
and search for missing children or seniors.

Police officers on patrol help the citizens in many problems such as
trespassing, medical emergencies, vandalism, suspected gang activity,
domestic violence, fights, animal reports (lost pets), criminal activity,
assault, robbery, and mugging.

In some cases patrol officers may address immediately, in others they
require calls for backup to proper government or civil service agencies.

Patrol officers carry out a large number of goals that may differ from
day to day according to the circumstances. Policemen must perform their
legal duties effectively as well as ensure their own and partners’ safety
when dealing with criminals.

The main objectives include professional approach to law
enforcement, reporting of alleged criminal activity, giving help to citizens
by responding to emergency calls timely and providing referral to other
appropriate agencies.

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PATROL POLICE IN ENGLAND

Law enforcement in the United Kingdom is organized separately in
England, Wales, Northern Ireland and Scotland. Most law enforcement is
carried out by police officers serving in territorial police forces.

The Police in the UK have support and confidence of citizens and
effectively undertake their responsibilities: the level of crime in the United
Kingdom is significantly lower than the European average.

Police officers are granted certain powers to enable them to execute
their duties. Their primary duties are: protection of life and property,
preservation of peace, prevention and detection of criminal offences. Police
patrol officers are charged with ensuring safety and well-being, keeping a
particular area of a municipality safe and crime-free.

Police officers on patrol may be called by citizens of England for any
number of issues: fights and disturbances, criminal activity, vandalism,
suspected gang activity, trespassing, robbery, mugging and assault. Patrol
activities also include: monitoring suspicious or unusual behavior,
dispersing non-permitted crowds, responding to other trouble shooting
issues such as traffic lights being out, searching for missing citizens.

One of the aims of police in England is overseeing and enforcing
traffic safety on roads and highways, responding to traffic or parking
violations. Patrols investigate accidents. There are also the horse patrol
police in England.

British police officers carry a small camera on their bulletproof wests
in addition to whistles, batons, handcuffs and radios. Cameras are effective
in collecting evidence. Video and audio records transmitted to headquarters
support police officers and protect citizens. This may help when disclosing
complaints about police actions.

Numerous reviews of ‘what works’ in policing to reduce crime
highlight that visible police patrol can really reduce crime.

NATIONAL MOBILE GENDARMERIE OF FRANCE

The National Mobile Gendarmerie of France is the subdivision of the
Military National Gendarmerie that is subordinated to both the Ministry of
the Interior of France and the Ministry of Defense. Alongside the
Departmental Gendarmerie the National Mobile Gendarmerie of France
performs the following administrative (police) functions: maintenance of
public order, security, persistent protection of zone tasks; decentralization
of formation at the province level.

The National Gendarmerie of France has the following structure:
Departmental Gendarmerie performs three types of missions: judicial police
under the control of the judicial authority (prosecutor’s office, judges of
instructions), administrative police under the control of the administrative
authority and military missions. The first two missions are common to the
Police and the Gendarmerie, the last being a specificity of the Gendarmerie.

In organizing the activities of the patrol service, great importance is
attached to the development and improvement of tactical patrol techniques.
It is in France where patrol missions are characterized by a variety of forms:
automobile, horseback, foot patrol outfits are widely used. In addition,
patrols on motorcycles, bicycles, and during the World Cup are actively
used. In Paris, Marseilles, and Lyon, the public order service was carried
out by specially selected and trained outfits of police officers on roller
skates, which proved to be excellent.

That is, Mobile Gendarmerie interacts with Departmental Gendarmerie
to protect public order. The mobile gendarmerie forces are subject to a new
doctrine. This doctrine combines security requirements with law
enforcement requirements. The formations of gendarmerie in this area
perform the following tasks: maintaining public order, providing security,
(fighting crime, emergency care, and search activities), persistent protection
of zone tasks, decentralized education.

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PATROL POLICE ACTIVITY IN GREAT BRITAIN

There are currently fifty-two police forces across the United Kingdom:
forty-three in England and Wales, eight in Scotland, and one in Northern
Ireland. These are known as constabularies, or forces, and operate
independently of one another, but cooperate when necessary.

In England, law enforcement officials are organized at the level of
administrative districts, that is why the number of employees and
departments are formed differently. But there is a concept of regional and
metropolitan police. The first consists of a number of “constables’ or
officers who perform a variety of tasks at the local level, from criminal
cases to the organization of traffic police.

The police in the UK are trained for about a year. The officers study
the types of crimes and police authority, and in general, all training is a
mixture of theory and practice (when you work with a mentor, one of
experienced officers). After a year of training, it is necessary to work about
a year as a constable-recruit, and only then you can become a police officer.

If you want to serve in police, you should have a lot of documents,
pass tests on math and English. The procedure can take a year because of
long intervals between tests and submission of documents.

The minimum age for passing exams is 18 years.

The largest service is the London police: it has a lot of additional units,
including road and mounted police that patrol the streets. The patrol police
officer can stop the car, block the road and even arrest the offender.

A few years ago innovations were introduced in Britain: law
enforcement officers who did not pass physical training standards (climb a
wall in the allotted time or lift a barbell), or are overweight, lose 8 % of
their salary (they have about 2,570 pounds; this is an average around the
country).

Police activities are different in every county and they may be
organized in a variety of ways, but the goal of police officers, and indeed
the criminal justice system, is essentially the same regardless of what
county they are in.

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POLICE PATROL OFFICERS’ REQUIREMENTS IN EDUCATION,
CERTIFICATION AND LICENSING

The education requirements for police patrol officers can vary from a
high school diploma to a college degree or even higher. Most police patrol
officers learn on the job and in their agency’s training academy. Civil
service regulations govern the appointment of police patrol officers who
usually need to be at least 21 years old, a US citizen, and meet physical and
personal qualifications. Competitiveness, stamina and agility are important
for police patrol officers and physical education classes and participating in
sports is helpful for developing such traits. Some Federal agencies and
urban departments also find the knowledge of a foreign language to be
beneficial.

State and local agencies encourage police patrol officer applicants to
take training or courses in law enforcement subjects after high school.
Police patrol officers looking for entry-level jobs have usually completed
some formal postsecondary education. Universities, colleges, and junior
colleges offer programs in administration of justice as well as law
enforcement. Some agencies will even pay portions of tuition for police
patrol officers working towards degrees in police science, public
administration and administration of justice or criminal justice.

Police patrol officers will go through training, sometimes through their
agency’s police academy, for 12 or 14 weeks. For those working in smaller
agencies, police patrol officers will attend a regional or State academy.
Police patrol officers looking to work at Federal agencies are required to
have a bachelor’s degree and related work experience. Qualifications for
police patrol officers are honesty, integrity, responsibility, and sound
judgment. Enjoying working with people as well as meeting the public are
also important qualifications.

Advancement for police patrol officers can occur after a probationary
period lasting anywhere from 6 months to 3 years. Advancement can
include becoming a detective or specializing in one type of police work as
well as promoting to captain lieutenant, or sergeant. The job performance of
police patrol officers may be improved by continuing their training such as
training in firearms, sensitivity and communication skills as well as self-
defense tactics.

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HOTEL STAFF TRAINING TO PREVENT HUMAN TRAFFICKING

The London Police Service created the Human Trafficking Unit to
focus on this crime that generally targets vulnerable young girls and
women, although there are male victims as well.

The Human Trafficking Unit is responsible for the investigation and
enforcement of crimes involving the sexual exploitation of human beings
and strengthens the capabilities of law enforcement through training
programs and investigative assistance.

The modernized training of the police officers and hotels staff
involved in the prevention of trafficking in human beings includes lectures,
structured interactions and simulations sector, which can help enforce the
integrity of the law enforcement and improve cooperation among all parties
concerned. The battle against trafficking has moved into the front desks and
lobbies of hotels. The front line for preventing human trafficking might not
be at airports, international borders or in police raids. It might be at the hotel
check-in desk. The police have introduced legislation this year requiring
hotels to give their staff “awareness” training about human trafficking.

An international hotel chain has completed a two-year project to train
its staff with the aim of spotting potential victims of trafficking.

Now the hotels have a significant number of people trained by the
police who are capable of recognising suspicious behaviour and reporting it
to law enforcement. Warning signs might include guests with minimal
luggage and clothing and individuals who can’t speak freely or seem
disoriented. Police instruct the staff to notice some warning signs of human
trafficking, e.g. when guests insist on little or no housekeeping or multiple
people are escorted to a room one at a time. Staff are taught to watch their
guests arrive and during their stay, and they have an unusually close-up
view of their behaviour. Hotel staffs often notice strange behaviour such as
a girl’s reticence during the check-in process or her dependence on the
person accompanying her. There is no easy fix but combating modern-day
slavery starts with awareness.

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ACTIVITIES OF THE PATROL POLICE IN GERMANY

The primary task of the police is to fight crimes and to protect people
from dangers. That is why the motto of police in Germany is “The police
are your friend and helper”. The police in Germany have nothing to do with
the intelligence agency or politics. Law enforcement in Germany is the
responsibility of the 16 states (Bundesldnder), there are some differences
among them. Every state police agency has a website where citizens can
interact with the police or get information. Generally, the local and regional
police in Germany are divided into two main types. Serious crimes such as
rape, murder, assault, or grand theft are dealt with by the Kripo (short form
for Kriminalpolizei). Kripo officials do not wear uniform. Traffic offences
and minor disturbances of the peace are handled by the Schupo
(Schutzpolizei), more like the officer on the beat or uniformed police in the
US. The city police usually fall under the control of each Land, but in some
states there are also city police departments.

The Police in Germany contain the following subdivisions:
autobahnpolizei (are responsible for patrolling the high-speed autobahns),
wasserschutzpolizei (patrol rivers, coastlines, and large lakes within the
state). The National Police in Ukraine differs from the Police in Germany. It
is divided into a number of different services. Each force has internal
subdivisions. This leaves the police service with many specialized branches
which can more specifically target certain types of crime and apply more
expert knowledge in the investigation of cases relating to their area of policing.

The Police in Ukraine contain the following subdivisions: Criminal
Police(investigation and prevention of serious and violent crime),
Department in fight against drug-related crime, Department of Cyber Police
(fighting against cybercrimes), Department of Economic Security,
Department of Patrol Police (general law enforcement operations, traffic
policing and patrol duty (include riot police divisions), number of municipal
administrations, Department of Police Security (has nothing to do with the
State Security Administration).

For both countries Patrol Police Tasks are: to patrol neighbourhoods in
order to prevent and stop crimes and threats to safety, to coordinate community
work and outreach, to offer educational services, to arrest offenders and
suspects, collect evidence, and testify about cases, to respond to incidents and
complaints, document interactions, and collect evidence. The National Police
must always protect and help peaceful people. It must prevent and stop crimes.

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HOW IS IT TO BE POLICE PATROL OFFICERS IN THE USA?

Police patrol officers perform general law enforcement duties such as
responding to calls for service, enforce laws and ordinances, compile
reports of incidents, control crowds, arrest law breakers and prevent crime.
They patrol a particular area on board a vehicle or on foot. Police patrol
officers also spend a lot of time doing paperwork. Some of the common job
titles for the police patrol officers are a patrolman, a police officer, a patrol
officer, a public safety officer and a law enforcement officer. Police officers
employed in large cities often work as patrol officers assigned to either
crime prevention or traffic control.

A patrol officer sometimes has to testify in court or act as a witness in
criminal and traffic cases. A number of urban based police departments are
involved with community policing — a system where police officers build
relationships with people living in local neighborhoods and they also ask
the public to help fight crime. The job can sometimes be dangerous and
stressful. Many officers observe death and suffering. They typically work
40 hours a week, however paid overtime is common. Shift work is required
since around the clock protection needs to be provided to communities.
Junior officers often work nights, weekends and holidays. Police officers
must work whenever they are needed.

Patrol officers should enjoy dealing with the public. Personal
characteristics such as integrity, honesty, good judgment and a sense of
responsibility are important for the occupation. The overall opportunities for
employment in local police departments are excellent for individuals that
meet the qualifications. Applicants with college training or military
experience will have the best opportunities with local police departments.

Police officers are typically eligible to be promoted after a probation
period which ranges from six months to three years. Some police officers
are promoted to a detective position. A candidate’s position on a promotion
list is typically determined by written examination scores and on-the-job
performance. Promotion to higher level positions such as a corporal, a
sergeant, a lieutenant and a captain are typically determined according to a
candidate’s position on the promotion list.

BOBBYS ALS GARANTIE FUR SICHERHEIT UND RUHE

Die Polizeibehorden im Vereinigten Konigreich GroBbritannien und
Nordirland haben keine einheitliche Struktur. Sie wurden zum Teil aus
zivilen und zum Teil aus militdrischen Organisationen entwickelt.

Die Polizisten in GrofBbritannien werden oft Bobbys genannt. IThren
Namen haben sie nach dem Namen des Innenministers Robert Peel
bekommen, der im 19. Jahrhundert die Griindung der Metropolitan Police,
der ersten uniformierten Polizeitruppe in GroBbritannien, veranlasste.
Bobbys sind Teil der englischen Geschichte.

Bobbys gehoren in Groflbritannien zum Straflenbild. Sie tragen
traditionell keine Schusswaffen, sondern nur Schlagstocke. Der Bobby hat
bislang zumindest fiir Auslidnder eines mit der Queen gemeinsam: Er war und
bleibt Aushédngeschild der Inselnation, er ist eine Garantie fiir Sicherheit und
Ruhe. Der unbewaffnete Bobby ist in den Augen vieler Briten die
Manifestation der guten alten Zeit, als die Menschen noch Respekt vor der
Polizei hatten und in allen Angelegenheiten auf seine Hilfe hofften.

Die britische Polizei hat seit ihrer Griindung die Aufgabe, die
Sicherheit zu gewihrleisten und die 6ffentliche Ordnung aufrechtzuerhalten.
Die erste Pflicht des Polizisten ist es, Kriminalitit zu verhindern. Wichter
der Ordnung miissen hoflich sein und ihre Macht nicht missbrauchen.

Britische Polizisten konnten bald zusitzlich zu Trillerpfeife, Kniippel,
Handschellen und Funkgerdt auch noch eine kleine Kamera an der
kugelsicheren Weste tragen. Das schone dabei: Das Gerét, das
Videoaufnahmen aufzeichnet oder per Funk an die Zentrale sendet, soll alle
iiberwachen — Biirger und Polizei. Es wird die Polizei unterstiitzen und die
Offentlichkeit schiitzen. Kameras sind wirkungsvoll beim Sammeln von
Beweisen. Sie konnen auch helfen, Beschwerden gegen die Polizei zu
untersuchen.

Heutzutage geniefit die britische Polizei das wohlverdiente Vertrauen
der Biirger und leistet mit ihren Aufgaben hervorragende Arbeit: Die
Kriminalitdtsrate des Vereinigten Konigreichs ist viel niedriger als die
durchschnittliche européische.

ORGANISATION DER AKTIVITATEN DES STREIFENDIENSTES
IN FRANKREICH

In Frankreich ist der Staat fiir den Schutz der Biirger und dessen
Eigentums, fiir die Aufrechterhaltung der 6ffentlichen Ordnung und die
Rechtsstaatlichkeit verpflichtet. Die franzdsische Polizei besteht aus zwei
zentralisierten Institutionen, aus der Nationalen Polizei und der
Gendarmerie. Sie haben die gleichen Befugnisse, unterliegen jedoch
unterschiedlichen Rechtsordnungen.

Die nationale Polizei ist eine zivile Einrichtung, die dem
Innenministerium unterstellt ist. Sie ist in Stidten tdtig, deren
Einwohnerzahl mehr als 16 Tausend betrdgt. Zu den Aufgaben der
Nationalpolizei gehoren die Gewdhrleistung der Sicherheit (Streifendienst,
Verkehrsiiberwachung, Identitatsfeststellung von Personen usw.) und die
Durchfithrung der Ermittlungs- und Fahndungsarbeit. Sie ist auch fiir die
spezifischen Ermittlungsaufgaben als “Justizpolizei” zusténdig.

Die franzosische Gendarmerie ist eine Polizei, die dem
Verteidigungsministerium unterstellt ist. Die franzdsische Gendarmerie ist
ein militarisierter Korper. Sie fiihrt Funktionen der Polizei in ldndlichen
Gebieten und kleinen Stddten mit der Bevdlkerung nicht mehr als 20.000
Menschen aus.

Die wichtigsten Polizeidienste  Frankreichs, die an der
Verbrechensbekdmpfung beteiligt sind, sind Einsatzkréfte der Polizei. Das
sind Polizeiabteilungen, die den Streifendienst leisten und unmittelbar den
Schutz der offentlichen Ordnung in Stiddten mit mehr als 10.000
Einwohnern gewihrleisten. Die Einheiten des Streifendienstes sind dem
Personalbestand nach der groBte Teil der Nationalen Polizei. Thre Zahl
betrdgt 60 % des gesamten Personals.

Bei der Organisation der Aktivititen des Streifendienstes wird grof3e
Bedeutung der Entwicklung und Verbesserung der Taktik der
Streifentdtigkeit geschenkt. In Frankreich kann dies im Streifenwagen, zu
FuBB oder zu Pferde erfolgen. Dariiber hinaus werden Streifen auf
Motorradern, Fahrrddern und Rollschuhen aktiv eingesetzt. Eine Streife
kann allein oder zu Mehreren (bis zur Zug- oder Gruppenstirke) erfolgen,
wobei die hdufigste Form der Streifengang zu Zweit ist. Teilweise werden
Streifenpolizisten von Hunden begleitet.

Auch Gendarmerieeinheiten (mobile Gendarmerie), die speziell fiir die
Bekdmpfung von Unruhen ausgebildet wurden, schiitzen die o6ffentliche
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Ordnung und gewihrleisten die offentliche Sicherheit. Die Gendarmerie
achtet besonders auf den Kontakt mit der Bevolkerung zu jeder Tageszeit.

Polizisten im Streifendienst filhren in bestimmten Gebieten
Kontrollgéinge durch, um Gefahren abzuwehren und Straftaten zu
verhindern. Sie sind im Gegensatz zu Polizeibeamten mit
Verwaltungsaufgaben rund um die Uhr in der Offentlichkeit im Einsatz.

Der Streifendienst gilt als Hauptaufgabe der Schutzpolizei. Der
polizeiliche Streifendienst wird entweder von uniformierten oder zivilen
Kriften (in Alltagskleidung) vollzogen und kann

—zu Fub3,

— im Streifenwagen,

— per Fahrrad,

— per Motorrad,

— zu Pferd,

— im Streifenboot oder auch im

— Polizeihubschrauber erfolgen.

Eine sogenannte “Streife” kann alleine oder zu mehreren
Polizeibeamten erfolgen — in diesem Fall wird ein “Streifenfiihrer”
bestimmt. Die hiufigste Variante ist der Streifengang zu zweit, um sich bei
akuter Gefahr schnell gegenseitig unterstiitzen zu konnen. Die meisten
Streifen sind mit Kommunikationsmitteln wie digitalen Funkgerdten oder
Mobilgeriten ausgestattet. Teilweise werden Streifepolizisten von Hunden
begleitet. Streifendienste werden sowohl von Polizeibeamten als auch durch
Soldaten, das Ordnungsamt, Sicherheitsdienste, den Werkschutz,
Bademeister und Rettungsschwimmer verrichtet.

Zweck einer Bestreifung durch Polizeibeamte ist

— praventives Handeln,

— eine erhohte Prisenz in der Offentlichkeit,

— ein erhohtes Sicherheitsgefiihl der Bevolkerung sowie

— die Wahrnehmung anormaler Zusténde oder verdichtiger Personen.

Das Aufgabengebiet von Streifepolizisten umfasst unter anderem

— die Vermeidung von Straftaten,

— die Aufklarung und Verfolgung von Straftaten,
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—die Beseitigung von Storungen der oOffentlichen Sicherheit und
Ordnung,

— die Suche nach vermissten Personen,

— die Uberwachung der Verkehrssicherheit sowie

— Hilfeleistung bei verschiedenen Einsdtzen.

AUS DER GESCHICHTE DES STREIFENDIENSTES
VON BELARUS

Im vorrevolutiondren Russischen Reich galt der Tag der Griindung des
Streifendienstes am 3. Juli 1811. An diesem Tag wurden ,,Vorschriften iiber
die innere Wache* verabschiedet. Zu den Aufgaben dieses Dienstes gehorte
folgendes: Man sollte nach Dieben fahnden; Briganten verfolgen und
ausrotten; Menschenmengen, die gesetzlich verboten sind, zerstreuen;
Ungehorsam und Gewalt vorbeugen und bekdmpfen; fliichtige Verbrecher
und Deserteure fangen; die Ordnung auf Messen, Volks- und Kirchenfesten
aufrechterhalten.

Nach dem Zusammenbruch des Russischen Reiches im Jahr 1917
verlangte das Anwachsen der Kriminalitit auf den Stralen und in anderen
offentlichen Einrichtungen dringende MaBnahmen zur Stabilisierung der
operativen Situation. Am 1. September 1920 verabschiedete der
Verteidigungsrat der RSFSR die Resolution “Uber die Schaffung der
Truppen des Innendienstes der Republik”, die als Prototyp des zukiinftigen
Streifendienstes angesehen werden kann.

Organisatorisch hat die belarussische Miliz ihre Tétigkeit nach der
Befreiung des Territoriums der Republik von den Polen seit Juli 1920
aufgenommen. Am 13. August 1920 wurde beschlossen, eine spezielle
Einheit zur Gewiahrleistung der Sicherheit und Ordnung auf den Strafen
und in &ffentlichen Einrichtungen der Stddte und anderer Ortschaften zu
schaffen. Am 29. September 1920 begann die Tétigkeit des Streifendienstes
der belarussischen Miliz.

SchlieBlich wurden die Aufgaben und Ziele des Streifendienstes am 4.
Oktober 1948 nach der Einfithrung des neuen Statuts des Streifendienstes
der Miliz gesetzlich festgelegt. Der Streifendienst sollte das System
stationérer und mobiler Posten der Miliz stirken und ergénzen.

Bisher wurde die Tatigkeit des Streifendienstes der Miliz der Republik
Belarus durch das Statut des Streifendienstes vom 20. Juli 1994 (Ne 165)
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geregelt. Im Jahr 2013 wurde die Verordnung iiber die Organisation der
Tétigkeit der Organe des Innenministeriums der Republik Belarus erlassen,
deren Aufgabe der Schutz der 6ffentlichen Ordnung und Sicherheit ist.

In den letzten Jahren wird der Reorganisation und der Erhohung des
Prestiges des Streifendienstes besondere Aufmerksamkeit geschenkt. Die
Einheiten werden schrittweise mit neuer Technik ausgestattet, die
Streifenleitung wird verbessert und die Zusammenarbeit mit den lokalen
Behorden und der Offentlichkeit wird verstirkt. Diese MaBnahmen geben
immer mehr Mdglichkeiten den Streifenpolizisten, effektiv ihre Aufgaben
bei der Gewihrleistung der offentlichen Ordnung und Sicherheit zu
erledigen.

DIE WIRKSAMSTE POLIZEI DER WELT

Japan ist eines der sichersten Lander der Welt. Die Sicherheit basiert
auf einer strengen polizeilichen Kontrolle einerseits und einem
gewissenhaften Verhalten der Biirger andererseits. In Japan gibt es keine
Unterteilung in die Verkehrspolizei und den Streifendienst. Jeder Polizist
hat die Ordnung an dem Ort aufrechtzuerhalten, an dem er VerstoB3e gegen
die Rechtsordnung bemerkt.

In Japan gibt es praktisch keine benachteiligten Gebiete, da auch an
Orten mit Nachtfesten geniigend Polizisten (Fuf- und Autostreifen)
vorhanden sind. Dariiber hinaus sind alle Orte, wo das ,;rege Nachtleben
ist, mit versteckten Uberwachungskameras ausgestattet.

Japanische Polizeibeamte konnen wéhrend der Dienstzeit bei der
Aufrechterhaltung der Ordnung nicht uniformiert sein. Man kann die
Polizisten auf der Strafie nicht sofort sehen und iiberhaupt nicht bemerken.
Es scheint manchmal, dass sie einfach gar nicht existieren. Dies ist jedoch
nicht ganz richtig. Bei Bedarf finden sie sich schnell in der Ndhe. Dies ist
mit einem umfangreichen Uberwachungssystem (mit einer groBen Anzahl
von Videokameras) sowie mit der Tradition der Japaner verbunden, bei jeder
Gelegenheit den zustidndigen Behorden iiber das Geschehene zu berichten.

In den Reihen der japanischen Polizei sind etwa 220 Tausend Beamte.
Die Basiseinheit des Polizeisystems ist ein Streifenpolizist, der zusammen
mit einem Partner den Dienst leistet. Rund 40 % des gesamten Personals der
japanischen Polizei entfallen auf Streifenpolizisten. Zu ihren Aufgaben
gehoren die Verhinderung von Straftaten, die rechtzeitige Aufdeckung von
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Verbrechen und die Ubergabe der Informationen an spezialisierte
Abteilungen. Diese Einheiten fithren Untersuchungshandlungen durch und
treffen andere operative Mallnahmen.

Nach dem Zweiten Weltkrieg wurde das japanische Polizeisystem
reformiert, dessen Ergebnisse durch das 1947 verabschiedete neue
,,Polizeigesetz konsolidiert wurden. Das Gesetz sah die Dezentralisierung
der Organe fiir innere Angelegenheiten und die Schaffung von 1.600
unabhéngigen stddtischen Polizeidienststellen an allen Orten vorher. Die
Praxis hat gezeigt, dass ein solches System in Japan nicht funktionsfahig
war. Im Jahr 1951 wurde das ,,Polizeigesetz gedndert, dessen Ziel es war,
MaBnahmen zur Zentralisierung des Polizeisystems durchzufiihren. Im Jahr
1954 wurde durch das neue ,,Polizeigesetz® die neue Polizeiorganisation
und -struktur eingefiihrt. Heute basiert das japanische Polizeisystem auf
einem Netzwerk von Dienststellen in jeder Préfektur. Diese
Polizeidienststellen leiten und sichern den Streifendienst, gewdhrleisten die
Sicherheit im Stralenverkehr, unterstiitzen die kriminalpolizeiliche Arbeit
und erledigen viele andere Routinefunktionen, die die Grundlage der
polizeilichen Arbeit bilden.

STREIFENDIENST DER POLIZEI NORDRHEIN-WESTFALEN

Der GroBteil der Polizistinnen und Polizisten arbeitet im Friih-, Spét-,
Nacht- und auch Tagesdienst. Ob im Streifenwagen, als Kradfahrer, als
Fahrrad- oder FuBstreife; die Polizei ist 24 Stunden am Tag fiir die
Biirgerinnen und Biirger erreichbar. Unterschiedliche Herausforderungen
erwarten téglich Polizeikommissarin bzw. Polizeikommissar Wach- und
Wechseldienst der Polizei. Dabei sind die Anforderungen an die Polizisten
heutzutage sehr hoch. Neben ,,Freund und Helfer miissen Polizeibeamte
auch immer wieder unliebsame Entscheidungen treffen.

Die Polizisten haben primér die Aufgabe, fiir Recht und Ordnung zu
sorgen, d. h. sie sind vorwiegend fiir die Bereiche Gefahrenabwehr/Einsatz
und Kriminalitdts- und Verkehrsunfallbekdmpfung zustindig. Der
gesetzliche Auftrag ergibt sich dabei aus dem Polizeigesetz NW sowie der
Strafprozessordnung (StPO) und dem Ordnungswidrigkeitengesetz (OWiG).

Das Aufgabenspektrum ist dabei vielseitig. Als hdufige Einsatzanldsse
sind Diebstdhle, Ruhestérungen, Objektschutz, Hilfeleistung bei hilflosen
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Personen, Verkehrsunfille (Absicherung, Verkehrsregelung,
Unfallaufnahme), Korperverletzungsdelikte (Schldgereien), Raubstraftaten,
Streitigkeiten (Nachbarn etc.), Hilfeleistungen und vieles mehr zu nennen.

Aber auch Verkehrskontrollen oder Sondereinsitze, wie Fulballspiele
und Demonstrationen, gehoren zum Polizeialltag. Die meisten
Einsatzanldsse haben das Fertigen von Anzeigen, Berichten,
Verkehrsunfallmitteilungen und andere schriftliche Arbeiten zur Folge.
Neben der verbalen Kommunikationsfahigkeit sollten die Polizisten daher
auch iiber Rechtschreib- und Grammatikkenntnisse verfiigen.

Polizist zu sein, heiflit ein Teil der Bevdlkerung zu sein. Durch
vorbildliches Verhalten und sichtbare Prdsenz trdgt man somit zu einem
biirgernahen Polizeibild bei.

ORGANISATION DES STREIFENDIENSTES DER POLIZEI
NIEDERSACHSENS

Das Aufgabenspektrum der Polizei Niedersachsen ist sehr breit
gefachert. Man ruft die Polizei beim Mord, Diebstahl, nach Verkehrsunfillen
oder ganz einfach beim Hausfriedensbruch an. Die Polizisten iiberwachen
die Einhaltung der Verkehrsregeln und kommen in der Not zu Hilfe.

Nach dem 3-jahrigen Ausbildungsabschluss und dem Dienst bei der
Bereitschaftspolizei wird der Polizeibeamte gewohnlich im Einsatz- und
Streifendienst eingesetzt.

In der Stadt, im ldndlichen Bereich oder auf den Autobahnen muss die
Streifenbesatzung bei Soforteinsitzen als erste an Ort und Stelle sein. Bei
Straftaten, Verkehrsunfillen, Konfliktschlichtungen oder Hilfeleistungen
werden die ersten MaBBnahmen meistenteils vom Einsatz- und Streifendienst
getroffen.

Grundsitzlich wird zu zweit den Streifendienst geleistet. Die
Besatzungen wechseln im Schichtdienst rund um die Uhr. Der GroBteil der
Polizistinnen und Polizisten arbeitet im Frith-, Spét-, Nacht- und auch
Tagesdienst. Die Tétigkeit der Streifenpolizisten wird durch die
Einsatzzentrale geleitet. Natiirlich kann die Streife auch aus eigener
Initiative tatig sein.

Verkehrsiiberwachung zihlt zu den selbstverstdndlichen Aufgaben
jedes Beamten im Einsatz- und Streifendienst. Zur Handhabung der
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Verkehrsiiberwachungsgerdte wie Handlaser-/Radarmessgerdt ist eine
besondere Qualifizierung erforderlich.

Ob im Streifenwagen, als Kradfahrer, als Fahrrad- oder Fufistreife ist
die Polizei 24 Stunden am Tag fiir die Biirgerinnen und Biirger erreichbar.
Bei der Streifenpolizei sind Pferde und Hunde unverzichtbare Partner in
vielen Einsdtzen. Bei Streifenritten in unwegsamem Gelénde,
Grofiveranstaltungen oder Demonstrationen sorgen die Polizeireiterinnen
und -reiter mit ihren Pferden fiir Sicherheit. Bei der Suche nach Vermissten,
Rauschgift, Sprengstoff oder Beweismitteln aber auch beim Einschreiten
gegen gewalttitige Personen sind die Polizeihunde nicht wegzudenken.

Bei meisten Einsdtzen sollen die Streifenpolizisten Anzeigen,
Berichte, Verkehrsunfallmitteilungen fertigen und auch andere schriftlichen
Arbeiten machen. Die Streifenpolizisten sollen auch neben der verbalen
Kommunikationsfahigkeit iiber Rechtschreib- und Grammatikkenntnisse
verfiigen.

ITALIEN: AUFRECHTERHALTUNG DER OFFENTLICHEN
ORDNUNG UND GEWAHRLEISTUNG DER SICHERHEIT

Worin besteht der Unterschied zwischen der italienischen Polizei und
den Carabinieri? Die Staatspolizei und die Carabinieri unterscheiden sich
sowohl in ihrer Geschichte als auch in Organisation und Funktion. Die
Polizei ist eine zivile Einheit, die dem Innenministerium unterstellt ist, und
die Carabinieri ist eine militdrische Struktur des Verteidigungsministeriums,
die nicht nur zivile (Polizei-) Aufgaben wahrnimmt, sondern auch
Operationen im Ausland mit einer reguldren Armee durchfiihren kann. Das
Carabinieri Corps verfligt iiber allgemeine Befugnisse und erfiillt die
entsprechenden Pflichten zur Aufrechterhaltung der 6ffentlichen Ordnung
und zur Gewihrleistung der Sicherheit. Die Aktionen des Carabinieri Corps
wiahrend der Aktivitdten zur Aufrechterhaltung der 6ffentlichen Ordnung
und Sicherheit im Land (z. B. Organisation der Polizeistreifen) werden vom
Innenministerium geleitet.

Das Spektrum der polizeilichen Aufgaben ist sehr breit gefachert: von
der Verbrechensverhiitung bis zum Streifendienst, von der Uberwachung
der Sicherheit der Biirger bei allen Arten von Massenveranstaltungen
(Sport, Musik, Politik usw.) bis zur Bewachung von Geféngnissen. In dieser
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Hinsicht wurden verschiedene Arten von Polizeidiensten mit spezifischen
Aufgaben und besonderer Berufsausbildung gebildet. Dazu gehoren die
Strafvollzugspolizei, Postpolizei, Verkehrspolizei, Bahnpolizei und
Stadtpolizei.

Der Stadtpolizei sind alle wichtigen Polizeifunktionen in italienischen
Stadten zugewiesen. Thre Hauptaufgabe besteht in dem Streifendienst auf
der Strale und an anderen 6ffentlichen Orten sowie in der Kontrolle der
Einhaltung der Verkehrsregeln auf Stadt- oder ProvinzstraBen. Die
Stadtpolizei befasst sich mit Ordnungswidrigkeiten, da die Mehrzahl dieser
VerstoBe in die Zustdndigkeit der ortlichen Behdrden féllt. Dies ist damit
verbunden, dass in jeder Provinz neben dem staatlichen auch ein lokales
Analog des Ordnungswidrigkeitengesetzes vorliegt.

Mitarbeiter der Stadtpolizei leisten den Streifendienst zusammen mit
Staatspolizisten auf der StraBle, sorgen fir die Ordnung bei
GrofBveranstaltungen, {iiberwachen die Einhaltung der Verkehrsregeln,
unterstiitzen Polizeibeamte bei der Festnahme von Straftitern und illegalen
Migranten; sie werden bei Notrufen eingesetzt.

Die italienische Stadtpolizei hat das Recht, Waffen und Spezialmitteln
beim Streifendienst mitzunehmen und zu benutzen, aber nicht alle Einheiten
der Stadtpolizei sind bewaftnet. Die Entscheidung, die Polizei zu bewaffnen
oder nicht, treffen die ortlichen Behorden. In Grof3stddten und Provinzen ist
die Stadtpolizei normalerweise bewaffnet, in kleineren und ruhigeren
Gegenden ist nur die Staatspolizei mit der Schusswaffe ausgeriistet.

Als Polizist hat man die Aufgabe, fiir Recht und Ordnung zu sorgen.
Die Polizeibeamten sind fir die Bereiche Gefahrenabwehr,
Kriminalititsvorbeugung und -bekdmpfung sowie Verkehrssicherheit
zustdndig. Jeden Tag warten verschiedene Herausforderungen auf die
Polizei. Die Anforderungen an die Polizisten sind sehr hoch. Polizist zu
sein, heifit ein Teil der Bevolkerung zu sein.

Was macht eigentlich ein Streifenpolizist? Zum Aufgabenbereich der
Streife gehort der Schutz der 6ffentlichen Sicherheit, die Aufkldrung und
Verfolgung von Straftaten, Suche von vermissten Personen und entlaufenen
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Tieren und die Hilfeleistung bei verschiedenen Einsitzen, z.B. bei Unfillen.
Bei Straftaten sind die Streifenpolizisten meistens die Ersten am Tatort und
sichern die Spuren, verfolgen fliichtige Tater und befragen Zeugen und
Unfallbeteiligte. Manche Rechtschiitzer miissen spezielle Streifenauftrige
erfiillen, z.B. Betreuung kleinerer Veranstaltungen.

Rund um die Uhr sind die Streifen im Einsatz, ob im Streifenwagen,
als Fahrrad- oder Fulistreife, damit Straftaten schnellstmdglich verfolgt und
verhindert werden konnen. Bei der Polizei ist die motorisierte Streife am
gangigsten. Der polizeiliche Streifendienst wird mit uniformierten und
zivilen Kriften vollzogen. Eine Streife kann allein oder zu Mehreren (bis
zur Zug- oder Gruppenstirke) erfolgen, wobei die hdufigste Form der
Streifengang zu Zweit ist. Teilweise werden Streifenpolizisten von Hunden
begleitet. Bei mehrkopfigen Stirken kann ein Streifenflihrer bestimmt
werden. Alle Streifen sind mit einem Kommunikationsmittel ausgestattet.
FuB3streifen an Stralen sollen entgegen der Fahrtrichtung verlaufen, damit
entgegenkommende Fahrzeuge angehalten werden konnen bzw. die
Fahrzeugfiihrer frontal zu sehen sind.

Streifenpolizisten arbeiten im Schichtdienst, wann genau die Schichten
beginnen oder enden, ist es schwer, zu sagen. Streifenpolizisten sind
Ansprechpartner fiir die Biirger, deshalb miissen sie im Umgang mit den
Menschen aufmerksam und kontaktfreudig sein. Sie sollen stets ein offenes
Ohr und Verstindnis fiir die Anliegen der Biirger haben.

FAHRZEUGTYPEN UND MARKEN DER POLIZEIWAGEN

Ein Streifenwagen (oder Polizeiwagen) ist ein Einsatzfahrzeug der
Polizei. Die Bezeichnung Streifenwagen wurde durch den Streifendienst der
zu FuB ,streifenden Polizeivollzugsbeamten gepragt.

Streifenwagen sind in Deutschland {iberwiegend Limousinen und
Kombifahrzeuge der automobilen Mittel- oder oberen Mittelklasse sowie
Kleinbusse (vor allem in Einsatzhundertschaften). In besonderen
Aufgabenbereichen, z. B. fiir Revierpolizisten oder dem Objektschutz,
werden aber auch Fahrzeuge der Kompaktklasse oder Kleinwagen eingesetzt.

Streifenwagen der Autobahnpolizei waren in seltenen Féllen auch
Sportwagen oder Sportlimousinen, beispielsweise Porsche 911 und 924
sowie BMW M3. Das in Deutschland am meisten verbreitete Fahrzeug bei
der Polizei ist derzeit der Volkswagen Passat.
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Ausstattung

Streifenwagen sind in der Regel mit BOS-Funk (teilweise mit
Funkmelde-system), Anhaltesignalgebern, Sondersignalanlage in der Regel
mit eingebauten Lautsprechern, Warnleuchten, Verkehrsleitkegeln,
Winkerkelle, Fotoapparat, Feuerloscher, Maf3band, Fettkreide, Nothammer,
Maschinenpistole (hdufig Typ Heckler und Koch MP5) und verschiedenen
anderen Fithrungs- und Einsatzmitteln ausgestattet.

Einige neuere Streifenwagen der Autobahnpolizei verfiigen zusitzlich
iiber eine Videokamera in der Frontscheibe, manchmal auch in der
Heckscheibe, die sich einschaltet, sobald der Anhaltesignalgeber betitigt
wird. Die Kamera kann auch manuell, beispielsweise bei einer
Verfolgungsfahrt, eingeschaltet werden. In  speziellen zivilen
Messfahrzeugen sind Videokameras bereits seit Langerem Standard,
insbesondere im Hinblick auf die Aufzeichnung von Verkehrsverstofen.

FUNF POLIZEIBEHORDEN, FUNF WOCHEN, FUNF
KOMPAKTVANS

Polizisten und Polizistinnen aus dem Streifendienst testen neue
Fahrzeuge auf Praxistauglichkeit.

Polizistinnen und Polizisten aus dem Wach- und Wechseldienst
erproben seit dem 30. Januar die neuste Fahrzeuggeneration flir den
Streifendienst. Innenminister Herbert Reul startet die Erprobungsphase von
Vans und Kleinbussen als zukiinftige Funkstreifenwagen. Die
Polizeiprasidien Dortmund, Koln, Krefeld und Recklinghausen sowie die
Kreispolizeibehdrde Giitersloh testen die fiinf neuen Fahrzeugtypen fiinf
Wochen lang. Folgende Fahrzeugmodelle hat das Landesamt fiir Zentrale
Polizeiliche Dienste (LZPD NRW) fiir diese Erprobung beschafft: BMW
2er Gran Tourer, Ford S-MAX, Opel Zafira, VW Touran und als so
genannter Utility (Kleinbus) geht der Mercedes Benz Vito ins Rennen.

Die Anforderungen an die Ausstattung von Funkstreifenwagen haben
sich seit der letzten Beschaffung aufgrund der personlichen Ausstattung
und Bekleidung sowie der regelméfligen Besetzung mit drei Personen
wegen hoherer Einstellungszahlen verdndert. Deshalb werden aktuell die
Fahrzeugsegmente Van und Utility (Kleinbus) auf ihre Eignung fiir den
Streifendienst getestet. Raum- und Zuladungskapazititen spielen bei der
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Erprobung eine besondere Rolle, weil gerade in diesem Bereich die
Anforderungen immer weiter steigen. Die Erprobung soll zeigen, ob Vans
oder die so genannten Ultilities fiir den professionellen Polizeieinsatz im
taglichen Dienst geeignet sind.

Die Polizistinnen und Polizisten werden noch intensiver als bisher in
den Prozess eingebunden. ,,Wir lassen zu einem frithen Zeitpunkt diejenigen
testen, die tagtidglich mit den Autos unterwegs sind. Die Polizistinnen und
Polizisten im Streifendienst sollen sagen, was sie fiir geeignet halten und
was nicht", betont Rainer Pannenbacker, Direktor des LZPD NRW.

Um den Polizistinnen und Polizisten eine bestmogliche
Vergleichbarkeit zwischen den unterschiedlichen Fahrzeugen zu
ermdglichen, werden diese ausschlieflich im Wachdienst einer zuvor von
den Erprobungsbehorden festgelegten Polizeiwache -eingesetzt. Jede
Behorde testet je eine Woche jeden Fahrzeugtyp. Unmittelbar nach der
Erprobung des jeweiligen Fahrzeuges hat jeder die Moglichkeit in
Riickmelderunden sowie durch Fragebogen die gesammelten Eindriicke
mitzuteilen. So sollen generelle Aussagen {iiber die Geeignetheit
und Verbesserungen in Bezug auf technische Details oder taktische Aspekte
gewonnen werden. Die hierbei gemachten Erfahrungen werden zur
Vorbereitung des kommenden Vergabeverfahrens herangezogen.

POLIZEI FUR BURGER (POLEN)

Das System des Innenministeriums in Polen wurde durch radikale
Verianderungen in der 6ffentlichen Miliz reformiert. Eine neue Formation
wurde 1990 gegriindet. Die Polizeistruktur war in verschiedene Dienste
unterteilt: Kriminalpolizei, Streifendienst sowie Antiterroreinheiten. Die
Polizei wurde von anderen Sicherheitsbehorden getrennt und ihre
Unabhingigkeit von der Welt der Politik wurde gesetzlich festgelegt.

Wiéhrend der Reformierung wurde der Schwerpunkt auf das
,offentliche Wesen der Polizei sowie auf die Bedeutung des Prozesses der
Verbindung von Sicherheitskriften mit lokalen Gemeinschaften gelegt. Ein
wesentlicher Teil der Verdnderungen wurde am Beispiel westlicher Modelle
(Deutschland, USA und die Niederlande) durchgefiihrt.

Die polnische Stadtpolizei (Gemeindepolizei) erschien in den 90er
Jahren. Die Hauptaufgaben dieser Polizisten sind die Gewihrleistung der
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offentlichen Ordnung, der Schutz von stidtischen Gebduden und Objekten,
die StraBenverkehrsiiberwachung, die Unterstiitzung bei der Beseitigung
technischer Ausfille und der Folgen von Naturkatastrophen und anderer
Bedrohungen.

Mitarbeiter der Stadtpolizei berichten iiber den Zustand der ortlichen
Gemeinschaft und Gefahren, treffen MaBnahmen zur Kriminalpriavention
und arbeiten mit staatlichen und lokalen Behdrden sowie offentlichen
Organisationen zusammen. Obwohl , Stadtwichter keine Schusswaffen
haben, konnen sie bei Bedarf Schlagstdcke, Handschellen, Trédnengas und
sogar Elektroschocker verwenden.

Beispielsweise wird die Ruhe einer Stadt mit 60.000 Einwohnern
tiaglich von 12 Streifen bewacht. Zu den Aufgaben einer Streife gehoren
auch die Verhiitung von Verstdfen in der Schule und die Sorge um die
Sicherheit von Kindern, Jugendlichen und Erwachsenen.

In den meisten Siedlungen funktioniert rund um die Uhr ein
Videoiiberwachungssystem. Sobald Sie sich in der Polizeistation befinden,
kénnen Sie viele Bildschirme sehen, die verschiedene Stellenorte der Stadt
darstellen. Der groBite Teil der Unruhen ist mit dem StraBenverkehr,
Alkoholkonsum und o&ffentlichen Stérungen verbunden. Die stidtische
Polizei arbeitet stindig mit der Staatspolizei zusammen. Es werden
gemeinsame Streifen durchgefiihrt, die z. B. zur Kontrolle der Situation bei
Massenveranstaltungen beitragen.

Die polnische Erfahrung beweist, dass eine Uberwachung vor Ort fiir
die Menschen sehr wichtig ist. Das Hauptziel besteht in der Erhéhung des
Sicherheitsgefiihls unter den Einwohnern Polens, in der rechtzeitigen
Kriminalitiatsvorbeugung und der Erziehung Jugendlicher sowie in der
Verbesserung des Images der Polizei in den Augen der Biirger. Das
Ergebnis dieser Bemiithungen war eine deutliche Steigerung des Vertrauens
der Offentlichkeit in die Polizei. Die offentliche Unterstiitzung fiir die
Polizei ist recht hoch. Etwa 70 % der Bevolkerung vertrauen der Polizei.

UNE NOUVELLE POLICE ADMINISTRATIVE DE CASABLANCA

La capitale économique du royaume dispose enfin de sa premicre
brigade communale. La mission essentielle de celle — 1a est de veiller a la
sécurité, la salubrité et le respect des régles de I'urbanisme et de 1’espace
public. Casablanca a désormais sa police administrative. En octobre 2016 le
maire de Casablanca a déclaré la création de la police administrative de
Cassablanca.

Les premiéres brigades, dont les agents ont prété serment en janvier
2018 sont déja opérationnelles. Concrétement, la premi¢re promotion de
policiers administratifs a compté 77 personnes. Dans 1’optique d’un projet
pilote, ils ont d’abord été¢ déployés dans cing arrondissements de la ville.

La loi organique relative aux communes, qui prévoit le déploiement
d’une police administrative, stipule que ces brigades, sous la houlette du
président du Conseil des communes, devront veiller au «maintien de la
sécurité, a la salubrité et au respect des reégles générales de 1’urbanisme et de
I’espace publicy.

Comme c’était prévu, I’expérience pilote serait ¢largie a I’ensemble du
territoire communal. Ainsi, les policiers peuvent vérifier les autorisations de
chantiers de construction et les autorisations commerciales, prévenir
d’éventuelles perturbations dans la rue, intervenir en cas de tapage nocturne
et s’enquérir de la salubrité publique. Auparavant, toutes ces missions
étaient assurées par des fonctionnaires de la commune. Maintenant le
Conseil de Casablanca, dans un souci d’efficacité, souhaite créer des
équipes professionnelles, dotées de pouvoirs judiciaires.

L’installation d’une police administrative est 1’'un des piliers
stratégiques du plan d’action communal 2015-2022, qui prévoit une
enveloppe budgétaire de 52,7 millions de dirhams consacrée a 1’équipement
de cette police administrative.

LA POLICE EN FRANCE ET SES MISSIONS DE PATROUILLE

Selon D’article 12 de la Déclaration des droits de I’homme et du
citoyen de 1789: «La garantie des droits de I’homme et du citoyen nécessite
une force publique; cette force est donc instituée pour I’avantage de tous, et
non pour l'utilité¢ particuliere de ceux a qui elle est confiée».Le terme
«police» désigne I’activité consistant a assurer la sécurité des personnes, des
biens et maintenir 1’ordre public en faisant appliquer les régles et les normes
établies dans un pays. Les forces de police les plus souvent appelées «la
police» sont les agents (militaires ou civils) qui exercent cette activité.

Si on parle de 1’ordre public et surtout des missions de patrouille on
doit reconnaitre en pratique trois forces de sécurité qui effectuent les
missions de sécurité intérieure dans le pays: la police nationale, force civile
rattachée a I’Etat; la gendarmerie nationale, force militaire rattachée a
I’Etat; les polices municipales, forces civiles rattachées aux communes.

Les missions assignées a la police nationale mettent en ceuvre les
synergies qui se concentrent selon cinq axes: assurer la sécurité des
personnes, des biens et des institutions; maitriser les flux migratoires et
lutter contre I’immigration illégale; lutter contre la criminalité organisée et
la drogue; protéger le pays contre la menace extérieure et le terrorisme;
maintenir 1’ordre public.

La gendarmerie intervient principalement en zone rurale. Les
gendarmes ont une mission de sécurité publique et de police judiciaire. Le
but de I’’activité de la gendarmerie est de lutter contre la délinquance,
assurer la sécurité des personnes et des biens, participer au renseignement et
porter secours et assistance aux personnes en difficulté.

Les polices municipales désignent une force de police sous ’autorité
directe d’un maire.

LA REALISATION DE L’APPROCHE COMMUNITY POLICING
EN UKRAINE

L’approche de Community Policing (police communautaire) est
devenue trop effective dans beaucoup de pays différents, y compris
I’Allemagne, la Belgique, la Bulgarie, le Danemark, 1’Espagne, 1’Estonie,
les Etats-Unis Irlande, 1’Italie, la Lettonie, la Lituanie, les Pays-Bas, la
Pologne, le Royaume-Uni etc. Donc aujourd’hui I’Ukraine reprend
I’expérience mondiale pour comprendre les besoins des citoyens et d’agir en
commun avec eux pour le bien-étre de la société. La tache essentielle de
Community Policing est la construction des relations de la police et de la
communauté pour que la police soit une partie intégrante de la communauté
afin de créer et de maintenir ensemble un environnement social sir et bien
organisé. L’implication des citoyens dans le processus de la création de la
vie en sécurité sur un certain territoire crée un sens de la responsabilité
mutuelle et affecte positivement les mceurs dans la société.

En Ukraine 1’approche Community Policing a été présentée en avril
2016. Elle a comme résultat le fait que les citoyens sont disposés a entrer en
contact avec la police, a signaler les crimes commis dans la ville ou dans le
quartier et a proposer leurs propres méthodes de solution pour agir en
commun avec la police. Dans le méme temps, les citoyens deviennent plus
responsables et la police attire ’attention des autorités locales sur les
inconvénients a éliminer pour la sécurité des citoyens.

En Ukraine certains organismes publics sont activement engagés au
développement de Community Policing. Parmi ces organismes on peut
nommer le Réseau de développement juridique DreamKyiv, qui s’occupe
du site «L’interaction de la police et des citoyens». Des projets «Officier de
police a 1’école» fonctionnent dans les écoles de certaines villes. La
confiance des citoyens en policiers a augmenté et les citoyens ont
commenceé a étre plus responsables. Ainsi I’approche Community Policing
dans l’activité policiere est une étape tres importante sur la voie de
I’amélioration de la sécurité de la vie en Ukraine.

L’EXPERIENCE ETRANGERE DES REFORMES DE LA POLICE

Dans des pays occidentaux la police a connu beaucoup de réformes.

Par exemple on a transformé des conditions d’exercice de I’activité
policiere, on a délégué au secteur privé les missions des policiers autrefois
exercées par les services de police (surveillance de certaines manifestations,
par exemple), on a modifi¢ I’organisation des services de police et leur
relations avec les citoyens. On a changé le caractére de 1’activité policicre
qui est liée aujourd’hui principalement vers des missions de prévention. Le
community policing (police communautaire) oriente la police vers des
relations plus étroites avec le public.

Dans le community policing W. Skogan propose de distinguer trois
composantes. Premie¢rement, c’est 1’assignation des agents a des territoires
spécifiques et la décentralisation des responsabilités a I’intérieur de la
police. Deuxiémement, c’est I’implication accrue du public a D’activité
policiére. Le plus souvent ce sont des réunions associant la police et la
population. Ces réunions sont organisées avec le but de renseigner la police
sur les besoins et probléemes locaux, d’aider la police a mobiliser les gens.
Les programmes différents sont visés a renforcer des capacités
d’autoprotection des habitants. Troisiémement, c’est le déplacement des
missions des policiers: mise a distance de la traditionnelle orientation vers
la seule application de la loi et de la nature réactive du travail policier afin
de créer des relations réguliéres avec le public.

Suite de 1’analyse de I’expérience étrangere, nous lions les réformes de
la police ukrainienne de patrouille aux caractéristiques des policiers telles
que la motivation, le sens des responsabilités et stirement 1’intégrité et
I’impartialité. La coopération de la police et des citoyens doit étre un travail
axé sur une transparence et des résultats concrets. Ce travail doit étre lié a la
compétence de la police, a la confiance des gens en elle et a leur
responsabilité mutuelle.

LA COOPERATION DE LA POLICE ET DE LA COMMUNAUTE
EN BELGIQUE

La sécurité est I’une des valeurs les plus importantes pour I’homme, et
la coopération de la police et de la communauté est le meilleur moyen de
garantir cette sécurité. La coopération de la police et de la communauté en
Belgique repose sur cinq composantes, qui sont: I’orientation externe, le
travail orienté vers la résolution des problémes, la justification, le
partenariat, I’autonomisation ou I’implication capable.

L’orientation externe signifie le fait que la police ne se trouve pas face
a la société, mais elle en fait partie. Le role de la police est de connaitre et
de comprendre la situation et I’évolution de la société. C’est précisément
grice a cette intégration qu’elle prend rapidement et complétement
conscience de ce qui se passe en matiere de sécurité et de viabilité dans la
société et qu’elle peut anticiper. Le travail orienté vers la résolution de
problémes se traduit comme I’identification et a l’analyse des causes
potentielles de la criminalité et de conflits dans la communauté. La police
n’attend pas les problémes se produire ou étre signalés, mais elle essaie de
discerner a temps les problémes, de les prévoir dans la mesure du possible.
La justification requiert la mise en place de mécanismes permettant a la
police de rendre des comptes sur la maniére de répondre aux questions et
aux besoins des communautés qu’elle sert. Le partenariat est la
responsabilité de tous les citoyens et le souci de la sécurité est partagé entre
chacun des partenaires. Ce qui forme une approche globale et intégrée de la
sécurité communautaire. L.’autonomisation ou I’implication capable signifie
que des possibilités doivent étre créées, tant pour les policiers que pour les
divers groupes démographiques, pour aborder les problémes communs de
sécurité, de qualité de vie et d’instaurer 1’ordre public.

A notre avis, les composantes de la coopération de la police et de la
communauté en Belgique peuvent avoir une signification pratique dans la
réforme de la police de patrouille en Ukraine.

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	– Road Policing Support provides co-operation with other road safety organizations, performs oversight of the district road policing. 
	– Commercial Vehicle Safety Team (CVST) is responsible for monitoring all commercial vehicles, including trucks, buses, taxis, mobile cranes and homes. CVST staff carries out vehicle inspections focusing on seasonal risks, make sure that drivers meet health and safety requirements, check if loads are set correctly, assist with dangerous goods transportation. 
	– Highway Patrol on state highways provides a highly visible police presence. As well as building public confidence that Police are taking an active interest in road safety, higher visibility on the roads also acts as a deterrent to those who wish to flout road laws. 
	– Police Infringement Bureau processes notices of violations, such as speeding, not wearing a seat belt or using a mobile phone while driving.  
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	Patrol Cars. Patrol cars may also be known as response cars. They are the most essential mode of police transport. In most forces these vehicles are low-budget compact cars due to the simple tasks they need to perform.  
	Response Cars. These vehicles are used for attending 999 calls and patrolling in targeted areas, where a police officer may be needed more urgently 
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	Die Polizisten in Großbritannien werden oft Bobbys genannt. Ihren Namen haben sie nach dem Namen des Innenministers Robert Peel bekommen, der im 19. Jahrhundert die Gründung der Metropolitan Police, der ersten uniformierten Polizeitruppe in Großbritannien, veranlasste. Bobbys sind Teil der englischen Geschichte. 

	Die britische Polizei hat seit ihrer Gründung die Aufgabe, die Sicherheit zu gewährleisten und die öffentliche Ordnung aufrechtzuerhalten. Die erste Pflicht des Polizisten ist es, Kriminalität zu verhindern. Wächter der Ordnung müssen höflich sein und ihre Macht nicht missbrauchen. 
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
