PRIORITY - REDUCE RE-OFFENDING (SCOTLAND)

The priority to reduce re-offending is cross-cutting and acknowledges at a
strategic level the role played by the police in reducing re-offending. It focuses
on the management of those offenders responsible for the highest risk crimes
and incidents through all of the priorities. There is an acknowledged gap within
the Criminal Justice System when offenders leave prison and re-enter society.
This is especially the case with offenders who are not supervised on the license
by Probation i.e. those sentenced to less than a year’s imprisonment. The Police
and Crime Commissioner (PCC) have pledged to ensure that there are effective
mentoring services available especially in relation to the criminals who pose the
greatest risk to the communities. To achieve successful results the police must
work effectively in partnership to ensure that information about offenders and
the risks they pose is shared effectively and those risks are properly managed;
ensure that support for offenders such as effective mentoring is in place; deal
firmly and quickly with those offenders who breach conditions put in place to
manage the risk they pose; explore more advanced tagging of offenders and
identify the top tier of 50 offenders and put mechanisms in place to support
them to change. The results the police are seeking to achieve are the following:

* More offenders, especially those who pose the highest risk to people,
will cease or reduce their offending.

* More offenders will be supported along the pathways out of offending,
whether it is by a mentor or other means according to their particular need.

* More offenders will be provided with access to appropriate housing,
training or employment.

INTERPOL AND EUROPOL PRIORITIES

Interpol is an organization set up to facilitate cooperation among
international police organizations. It is a politically neutral organization which
focuses its activities mainly on issues regarding public safety, terrorist acts,
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organized crime, crimes against humanity and the environment, genocide, war
crimes, and the like. The 82nd session of the Interpol General Assembly
adopted the Strategic Framework 2014-2016 which contains its main strategic
priority — to assist in the identification of crimes and criminals. Its objectives
and activities centre on improving the quality and quantity of information in
databases, providing operational and specialized investigative support to
member countries, developing a global approach to integrated border
management, and providing a platform on technologically enabled threats,
including cybercrime. Interpol has the power and right to conduct investigations
and also, if needed, can arrest the suspects involved in the crimes. Primarily,
Interpol deals with all crimes like money laundering, drug peddling, terrorism,
genocide, and numerous others.

As the European Union’s law enforcement agency, Europol’s mission is to
support its Member States in preventing and combating all forms of serious
international crime and terrorism. Its role is to help achieve a safer Europe for
the benefit of all EU citizens by supporting law enforcement authorities through
the exchange and analysis of criminal intelligence. Europol has no right or
power to conduct investigations or question the suspects involved in various
crimes. Moreover, Europol also does not have the power to arrest the suspects
in connection with any crime in the European Union countries.

These two police organizations have different but related roles in the fight
against organized crime and therefore there is no competition between them.

NEW YORK POLICE PROGRAM FOR IMMIGRANTS

The Nassau County District Attorney’s office in New York initiated a new
program that could help improve relations between the police and the immigrant
community. According to the initiative the police will not inquire into the
immigration status of crime victims. Immigrants, especially the undocumented,
always have fear of reporting crimes to the police, even though they are the
victims. But the police and the District Attorney’s office are hoping that the
immigrants cooperate with the authorities to prevent crime in their community.
According to the statistics the crimes that most affect undocumented immigrants
are fraud and domestic violence. If the victims do not have papers, they fear that
the immigration authorities could find out and start the process of deportation.
But there are many advantages to cooperating with the police, even if the
victims do not have papers. There is an available program — the “U” Visa —
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specifically for crime victims who cooperate with the police and district
attorney’s office. If the victim helps the police in identifying or convicting the
criminals, the authorities could sign a letter that is a prerequisite for this type of
visa. Ultimately, it is possible to obtain residency not only for the person, but
also for other members of the family. Another benefit is if the undocumented
spouse of a citizen or permanent resident is abused physically or
psychologically, he or she may be eligible for permanent residency through
Violence Against Women Act. There are many circumstances in which the
husband could take advantage of his spouse’s lack of status, knowing that she
would be afraid to turn to the police. Any woman (or man) who is a victim of
domestic violence should consult with an attorney, including shelter and
therapy. In some domestic situations, especially if children are involved, it is
very important to think before calling the police. A police report could start a
process that will involve social workers and break up the family in cases of
suspected abuse. At times, it is then very difficult to later reunite the family. But
in almost all other cases undocumented immigrants should consider cooperating
with the police.

COUNTERACTING POLICE CORRUPTION

What do we know about corruption, how we know it, and what steps do
we need to take to improve our understanding of corruption and enhance
governments effectiveness in combating it?

Corruption as a crime divides into: active and passive. Stability Pact
Anti-corruption Initiative, for example, defines active corruption as: «the
offering or granting, directly or indirectly, to a government official or a person
who performs public functions, of any article of monetary value, or other
benefit, such as a gift, favor, promise or advantage for himself or for another
person or entity, in exchange for any act or omission in the performance of his
public functionsy.

Passive corruption is therefore: the solicitation or acceptance by a
government official of such a benefit in exchange for any act or omission in the
performance of his public functions. For a number of reasons, getting good data
on the extent of police corruption and integrity problems in general is extremely
difficult: problems of definition, organizational reluctance to collect data or
even to admit that the problem exists beyond a few “bad apples”, pressures not
to report and so on. While major scandals can receive much media attention,
information about the larger reality of police corruption, or its absence, is
scarce. Police corruption is the misuse of police authority for personal gain.
Examples include extortion and bribery. Police corruption carries high costs.
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First, a corrupt act is a crime. Second, police corruption detracts from the
integrity of the police and tarnishes the public image of law enforcement. Third,
corruption protects other criminal activity such as drug dealing and prostitution.

Overall there are some good cops but unfortunately the corruption in
inner cities give all cops a bad name. Scandals are damage the police's public
image and undermine a community's trust of law enforcement. Corruption is
universal. It affects all regions of the world and all levels of society. So, only
international action can convey the useful truth that we are all involved in the
problem of corruption - and that we must find solutions together.

THE OPERATIONAL PRIORITIES OF THE AUSTRALIAN
FEDERAL POLICE

The AFP evaluate all matters in accordance with its Case Categorisation
and Prioritisation Model (CCPM). The Case Categorisation and Prioritisation
Model whilst the Australian Federal Police (AFP) has the primary law
enforcement responsibility for investigating criminal offences against
Commonwealth laws, the number of such offences identified or reported far
exceeds its investigational capacity. The AFP must therefore ensure the fact that
their limited resources are directed to the matters of highest priority and the
decision to accept or reject matters for investigation.

The CCPM is important in giving effect to Ministerial Directions to the
AFP and the AFP's Outcome/Output Statement. It is also a valuable tool for the
AFP in making decisions to accept, reject, terminate, finalise or provide
resources to operational matters.

The AFP reports to government through a program reporting framework.
There seven important programs:

1. Criminal Investigation which includes crime operations, serious and
organised crime and counter terrorism.

2. Close Operational Support which includes high-technology crime,
intelligence, and forensic and data centre.

3. Protection Services.

4. International Deployment Services.

5. Aviation Services.
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6. International Police Development which includes Timor-Leste police
development program; and Pacific police development program.

7. Cyber safety plan.

This model helps the AFP compare and evaluate their operations from a
range of perspectives, including across agencies, regions or teams.

USING SOCIAL MEDIA AS A FUTURE POLICING TREND

According to Police Executive Research Forum, police departments across
the USA are embracing a variety of social media platforms, and that trend is
expected to continue.

Police departments are using social media for a variety of reasons for two
basic purposes: disseminating their own messages to the public, and gathering
information from social media platforms to prevent and investigate crimes.
Many agencies are using social media or expect to do so in the future in order to
facilitate criminal investigations (e.g., observing suspects’ postings on
Facebook for self-incriminating comments), be aware of the mood of the public
during major demonstrations, share important information with the public
during times of crisis as well as about everyday news and events, receive crime
tips, and receive crime reports.

For example, the Los Angeles Police Department (LAPD) has used social
media to help guide department operations during major events such as the
NBA All Star Game in 2011 and the Stanley Cup playoffs in 2012. The
department monitored social media to keep tabs on “trending” topics, such as
whether large crowds of people planned to head downtown, and adjusted
deployment plans accordingly. The LAPD has fully integrated its social media
branch into the command post structure for major events, and the social media
branch is responsible for briefing the incident commander about relevant
activities on social media. In Albuquerque Police Department, officers and
private security partners have monitored social media to intercept rival gangs
and, in one instance, even prevented them from causing disruptions at a major
amusement park.

Taking into account the present social and political situation in
Ukraine, such practice is especially urgent for the following reasons: early
crime prevention, people’s trust in authorities, general public order.

PROTECTION OF CANADIANS FROM THREATS OF
CYBERCRIME

The internet has become a pretty useful tool for Canadian governments,
businesses, and individuals. Just as cyberspace is constantly enlarging, so too are the
cyber threats to the security, prosperity and quality of life. That is why one of the
key priorities of the police is protecting Canadians from the threat of cybercrime.

Cybercrime is defined as a criminal offence involving a computer as the
object of the crime (hacking, phishing, spamming), or as the tool used to
commit a material component of the crime (child pornography, hate crimes,
computer fraud). Offenders can also use computers for communication and data
storage.

Canadians believe the Internet should remain an environment where
individuals’ rights and freedoms are protected; information and ideas flow
freely and safely; networked technologies continue to generate prosperity and
innovations. However, relying on the Internet they become more vulnerable to
cyberattacks. The police in Canada perform an essential role in achieving the
nation’s cybersecurity aims by investigating a wide range of cybercrimes, from
theft and fraud to child exploitation, and apprehending and prosecuting those
responsible.

In the past, cybercrimes were committed mainly by individuals or small
groups. Today, there are highly complex cybercriminal networks. All the
information being stored and transmitted is vulnerable to attack. Nobody knows
the true scope of computer crime, but it is informally estimated to be in the
hundreds of millions. Almost every organization has been affected in some way
by computer crime. The most common types of the Internet-related attacks are:

- military and intelligence attacks made by espionage agents;

- business attacks made by competitors;

- financial attacks made on banks by professional criminal;.

- terrorist attacks made on computers in government, utility companies,
and other organizations;

- grudge attacks made on companies by angry employees or ex-employees;

- "fun" attacks made on all types of organizations by crackers -- sometimes
young ones who are in it for the intellectual challenge, and sometimes
professional ones who may do it for hire.

Since the cybercriminals are constantly inventing new ways to attack
cybercrime becomes a growing problem for the police in Canada so police
officers are being trained in the methods and strategies used by organized crime
networks and individuals.

PROBLEM-ORIENTED POLICING

Problem-oriented policing is focused on identifying the direct causes of
crimes and can be divided into four main stages: scanning, analysis, response
and assessment. Scanning finds out, and describes the problem, applying
knowledge, basic data, electronic maps etc. Analysis uses knowledge and
information technology to dig deeper into problems’ characteristics and
underlying causes. Response is about devising solutions, working with the
community and relevant partnerships, wherever possible. Assessment includes
monitoring and looking at what has worked and what lessons can be learned.

Scanning and gathering information and intelligence allows to group
incidents into clusters of problems. These problems comprise similar
occurences and are ascertained from various sources. They should be problems
which have been recurring for some time, certainly over a period of months.

Analysis and assessing risks may contain collecting information about
offenders and victims, the time of occurrence, location and other details of the
physical environment, the history of the problem, the motivations, gains and
losses of involved parties, the apparent and hidden causes and competing
interests, and the results of current responses.

Work done in the analysis phase helps to establish the element that can
most easily and effectively be tackled to try to resolve a problem. Often,
responses will combine actions to attend more than one aspect of the problem
specified during the analysis phase. Responses and identifying options refer to
any action taken to try to address a problem.

The final stage of any problem-oriented model includes reviewing any
attempts to deal with a problem and evaluate how successful they have been.
Sometimes, very simple measures will yield good results, such as improved
lighting at crime-prone locations, higher levels of police presence at clubs
around closing-time or informing the public about better locks.

Problem-oriented policing is found to be effective across a diverse group
of problems in a variety of situations, playing an essential role in crime
prevention and reduction.

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HOW EUROPE RESPONDS TO MIGRANT CRISIS?

What does the government and the police? International protection of
human rights is in danger of unravelling as short-term national self-interest and
draconian security crackdowns have led to a wholesale assault on basic
freedoms and rights.

France. Syrian refugees would be resettled in France. But some
Syrian nationals were reportedly stopped by police on arrival at Paris Gare de
Lyon railway station. Also in March, a circular by the Minister of the Interior
concerning undocumented migrants instructed authorities to deport foreign
nationals whose asylum claims had been rejected by OFPRA.

Germany. Germany has been the most sought-after final destination in
the EU migrant and refugee crisis. Thousands of migrants continued to pour
into as of 6 September 2015. Germany's asylum practice is to be based on
article 16a of her Basic Law. The Interior Minister announced on 13 September
the introduction of temporary controls on the southern border with Austria and
explained the measure with reference to security concerns.The restrictions
incorporated a temporary suspension of rail travel.

Italy. Irregular migrants re-entering the country following an
expulsion would still face criminal sanctions.

Hungary. Hungary's prime minister, defended the country's
management of the migrant situation internally, notwithstanding chaos at
Budapest's main international rail station, while criticizing Germany and Europe
overall for not dissuading migrants from entering Europe. Hungarian riot police
used tear gas and water cannons on migrants at the country's border with Serbia
after a group broke through a barrier to try to enter the European Union.

Police response for migrant crisis in Europe.Police in Europe have
reorganized their priorities due to the demands of the migrant and refugee crisis.
As a result of the reprioritization, the police are ordered to more quickly close
cases such as fare evasion, petty theft or criminal damage, if the chance of
catching the perpetrator is low. Instead, police resources are being put into
investigating offenses that "especially worry" the population, such as burglaries
or politically motivated crime. The police have also been ordered to show more
police presence.

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COMBATING COUNTERFEIT DRUGS

Counterfeit drugs are a global public health problem causing death and
injury to adults and children. No country is free of this problem, which plagues
developing and developed countries. Nor is the problem of counterfeiting
unique to the modern age, indeed it is an old phenomenon. What is unique about
this problem today is the international nature and scope of the problem of
counterfeit drugs and the growing expertise and sophistication of the criminals
that produce and market them.

Due to this, it is necessary to unite international and national efforts in
combating counterfeit medicines. The reason is that national measures currently
in place are insufficient to meet all the challenges counterfeit drugs present. In
many countries there is no drug regulatory authority at all and in those where
one exists, it is either inadequate to regulate drugs generally or does not have
the power to apply measures to suppress the factors that lead to counterfeiting.
The global trade in medicines and the opening of borders to international trade
has encouraged the free movement of drugs but at the same time it has also
facilitated counterfeiters.

There have been elaborated some practical recommendations to address
various aspects of counterfeit drugs, specifically: strengthening of international
cooperation within law enforcement framework; identification of counterfeit
products; use of anti-counterfeiting technologies; education of stakeholders and
consumers; development of global standards for packaging; use of tracking
technologies.

Cooperation between various branches of law enforcement, police,
customs services and the judiciary is essential to solving the problem of
counterfeit drugs. Cooperation should include the timely and appropriate
exchange of information and the harmonization of measures to prevent the
spread of counterfeit medicines. Governments, law enforcement agencies, heath
professionals and pharmaceutical industry should adopt a shared responsibility
in the fight against counterfeit drugs. Countries with experience in combating
counterfeit drugs should provide assistance to others for training in areas related
to quality control.

DORSET IS ONE OF THE SAFEST COUNTIES IN THE UK

Throughout history policing has been most effective when the community
and the police work together, helping each other to reduce crime and the fear of
crime. The operational priorities of Dorset police, which have been based on
today's risks, are the following: rreduce the number of victims of crime and anti-
social behavior; reduce the number of people seriously harmed in Dorset; help
protect the public from serious threats to their safety including organized crime
and terrorism; reduce re-offending; increase people's satisfaction with policing
in Dorset and support neighborhood policing. For affective work the police
should put the victim first in top of the list. Having fewer victims is the key
outcome but it is equally important to ensure care and support is given to those
who suffer crime and anti-social behavior. This priority also focuses activity to
reduce the risk of becoming a victim or offender faced by people who
repeatedly go missing from home or who are suffering from mental ill-health
issues. A large proportion of police time is taken up in trying to ensure that such
vulnerable people are safe and more can be done in partnership to prevent high
risk incidents from occurring in the first place. A core role for the police that
has a direct impact on the number of victims is the effective resolution of
crimes. This will be achieved through more effective crime screening and
improved investigation of solvable crimes. Some steps of this are: establishing
of a Victims Bureau to ensure support is provided throughout the victim
journey; improving the Dorset Police website so that victims have ready access
to the information they need; working with partners to expand intervention from
birth to improve outcomes for children; ensuring that the offenders who pose
the highest risk of reoffending have the opportunity to be mentored to support
them away from a life of crime.

POLICE IN GREECE

The Hellenic Police force is the national law enforcement agency of
Greece. The force consists of central and regional services. These services are
directed by the Ministry of Public Order which provides general supervision. The
Chief of Police who holds the rank of Lieutenant General is appointed for a two-
year term to handle the day to day management and administration of the police in
Greece.

Police officers are charged with the enforcement of existing laws, the
maintenance of public order, the protection of people and property, the
prevention, detection and investigation of crimes, the apprehension of criminals,
traffic safety and many others.

Officers are expected to respond to a variety of situations that may arise
while they are on duty. For instance, half a year ago the Municipal Police of
Athens received a message from the doctors of Children's Hospital with the
request to deliver a month-old baby who needed urgent heart surgery to another
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specially-equipped hospital. The police immediately responded to the request
and arranged free passage of the ambulance carrying the child. The baby who
was very close to death will live.

The right to life is defended by the European Convention on Human
Rights. The key priority for the police in Greece is to respect and protect human
rights. They do so by providing all members of society with the opportunity to
exercise their rights.

Under Greek law, the police enjoy broad powers. Officers have the
authority to stop and search anyone on suspicion that an offense has been or
might be committed. In areas designated as “suspicious public areas” officers
may even conduct stops and searches without any grounds. The police may take
people to a police station if they do not have proof of their identity. However
police officers are obliged to follow strictly the rules relating to human rights
and fundamental freedoms while doing their legal duties. Each unlawful police
action results in a loss of public support, which sharply lessens the efficiency of
efforts to reduce crime.

POLICE AND PUBLIC

A modern state needs scientifically developed concept of public
safety maintenance in the light of a new model of mutual relations of
citizens and police — a partnership approach.

The most widespread approaches being applied in policing in
foreign countries are the following:

1. Creation of cooperating police-community consultative
groups. Such groups participate in activities of all the police forces in the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. They consist of
representatives from the police, local councillors and community groups.
Particular efforts are made to develop relations with young people through
greater contact with schools and their pupils. School governing bodies and
head teachers are under an obligation to describe in their annual reports the
steps they take to strengthen their school links with the community,
including the police.

2. The so-called municipal-focused policing. The term community
policing is treated as a recognition and approval of the role of a society in
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influencing the administrative activity of the police. The police department
strives to actively involve citizens in its operations, often meet with
members of the public to solicit input and feedback, to identify concerns
and to find the most effective solutions.

3. Increasing social networks importance on the Internet with the
aim of information distribution. This aim completely corresponds to the
interests of the police as it helps them to accelerate dissemination of
information. For example, the British and Dutch police officers use Twitter
to react to the citizens’ individual requests.

4. Audit of law-enforcement bodies as a traditional method of civil
power control over observance of laws by the police. Besides administrative
control audit plays increasingly important role in estimating police activity
results as well as the state internal policy as a whole.

Thus, the experience of foreign countries shows that strengthening
mutual relations between law enforcement bodies and society is essential
for combating criminality.

PRIORITY - PROTECTING VULNERABLE PEOPLE (SCOTLAND)

The creation of Police Scotland has enabled the development and delivery
of a nationally coordinated and consistent policing response delivered locally to
protect the most vulnerable people in communities. National strategies have
been established to address each area of public protection. This allows each of
the 14 divisional public protection units to work consistently with the local
communities and partners to keep people safe. The main directions of this work
are aimed on the following: Protecting Children. The Police respond to
advances in technology when tackling child abuse. Plans are underway to create
a national Child Abuse Investigation Unit. This will target internet offending
and address key threats like sexual exploitation and protracted child abuse
investigations. Creation of Vulnerable Person Database. The introduction of a
single police service has allowed a corporate response to be developed for adult
support and protection. A national IT solution was implemented to create a
vulnerable persons database. Protecting People from Rape and Sexual Crime.
The police want to encourage more victims of sexual crime to come forward.
By ensuring a consistent policing response, they want to further build on public
confidence and ensure that every victim gets the right support. Focus on
Education. Police Scotland has worked closely with partners to develop a rape
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prevention strategy. Key work includes education aimed at reducing
vulnerability, targeting perpetrators and a rape prevention campaign. Identifying
Best Practice in Tackling Rape. The National Rape Review Unit has been
created to re-examine unsolved rapes. This reinforces the police commitment to
tackle these crimes effectively. National Human Trafficking Unit. The
establishment of the National Human Trafficking Unit has enhanced the police
response to tackling human trafficking throughout Scotland. This is achieved by
effective awareness raising, intelligence gathering and victim care.

The scale of this problem forced United Nations General Assembly to
adopt a Resolution 68/163 “The safety of journalists and the issue of impunity”
on 18 December 2013, which proclaimed 2 November as the International Day
to End Impunity for Crimes against Journalists. In addition, the resolution urges
UN Member States to do their utmost to prevent violence against journalists and
media workers, through the conduct of impartial, speedy and effective
investigations into all alleged violence against journalists and media workers
and to bring the perpetrators of such crimes to justice and ensure that victims
have access to appropriate remedies.

Among the various studies on investigation of crimes against journalists,
we consider it necessary to pay attention to recommendations given by the
authors of Special Study on Murder of Journalists. It is recommended to OAS
Member States to give the highest priority to investigating the murders of
journalists; remove all obstacles and obstructions that impede the normal course
of the investigations; guarantee a reasonable period of investigation; seek to
establish the motives for the murders and determine whether the killings were
related to the exercise of journalism; etc.

In conclusion, we want to state that further implementation of foreign
experience in investigating crimes against journalists may be a key to ensuring
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journalists' security in Ukraine and overcoming impunity for such crimes in this
country.

CRIME PREVENTION CONCEPTS

There are three fundamental crime prevention concepts: Crime Prevention
through Social Development (CPSD), Crime Prevention through Environmental
Design (CPTED) and Situational Crime Prevention.

Crime Prevention through Social Development (CPSD) involves long-
term, integrated actions that deal with the causes of crime. Its aim is to reduce
risk factors that start people on the road to crime, and to build protective factors
that may mitigate those risks. The risk factors associated with criminal
involvement are also related to many other social problems, such as drug and
alcohol misuse, violence, and unemployment. So when people and
organizations work to prevent crime they are also working to make our
communities healthy, safe and sustainable in many respects.

Crime Prevention through Environmental Design (CPTED) is a
multilateral approach to deterring criminal behavior through environmental
design. This theory contends that law enforcement officers, architects, city
planners, landscape and interior designers, and resident volunteers can create a
climate of safety in a community right from the start. The proper design and
effective use of the built environment can lead to crime reduction, thereby
improving the quality of life. Crime decreases if the opportunity to commit the
crime is reduced or eliminated.

Situational Crime Prevention approach considers particular circumstances in
which people interact with one another and with the built environment, identifies
particularly risky combinations, and looks for solutions specific to those situations.
For example, this approach can address problems associated with intoxicated people
leaving bars at closing time, such as fights and impaired driving. Situational
solutions include education of bar staff and patrons about responsible drinking;
regulations addressing the number, size and location of bars and their closing times;
police presence at closing times; and availability of public transport.

It should be noted that combination of all those above-mentioned concepts
assists police in understanding and responding to crime, and contributes greatly
to crime prevention practice, increasing the effectiveness of police work.

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GUN CONTROL AND PUBLIC SAFETY IN CANADA

Canada, a multicultural and diverse nation, requires security to preserve
the way of life enjoyed by those who live within its borders. Canada’s firearms
laws help make Canada safer for residents and visitors. The control of firearms
in Canada is predominantly governed by the Firearms Act, the Criminal Code,
and their subordinate regulations.

Canadian firearms law has both licensing and registration requirements
for the possession and acquisition of firearms. These requirements are
administered by the Royal Canadian Mounted Police through the Canadian
Firearms Program (CFP). The CFP's mission is to: 1) support judicial and law
enforcement organizations; 2) prevent the misuse of firearms in Canada and
enhance public safety by helping reduce death, injury and threat from firearms
through responsible ownership, use and storage of firearms.

CFP provides direct support to all domestic and international police
services relative to firearms registration information and licensing of individuals
and businesses by providing police and other organizations with information
and expertise vital to the prevention and investigation of firearms crime and
misuse in Canada and internationally. This information helps distinguish
between legal and illegal firearms, as well as lawful and unlawful owners and
trafficking of firearms. CFP and aboriginal organizations work together on
projects at national, regional and local levels to deliver safety training, firearms
verification and license and registration assistance.

The CFP is intended to promote public safety through a process involving
the effective risk management of firearms and their users by: 1) controlling the
acquisitions, possession and ownership of firearms; 2) regulating certain types
of firearms and supporting law enforcement agencies in preventing and
investigating firearm crimes and incidents.

Learning from foreign experience could help create a simple and effective
system of gun control which would contribute to the reduction of crime in this
country.

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CURRENT PROBLEM FIELDS OF THE GERMAN POLICE WORK

Police tasks have changed. The German police has had a rather quiet life in
the last decades, dealing mostly with football hooligans and occasionally with
common criminals; the situation has changed in various matters in the last few
years.

First, declining tax income has led to a huge amount of policemen being
fired, therefore the remaining servicemen have a lot more hours to work.
Besides, police has to deal with a grown amount of political demonstrations.
These vary in size; they start at a few dozens and can reach up to several
hundred or even thousands of participants. To make things much more
complicated, the difficult thing about these is that in them, one can find ordinary
citizens as well as violent extremists from the left or right wing. If some of them
become violent, it is the duty of the officers to stop them, but not to harm the
non-violent persons or even to stop the demonstrations as a whole.

Because of the huge amount of immigration in the recent months, as well
as the immigration waves of the last decades, the view of police in society has
changed. While ordinary Germans have learned to see police as a necessary part
of a functioning state, which in a democracy shall be respected but not feared,
diverse groups of immigrants have gained different experience in their home
countries. There police is sometimes violent, often corrupt and in many cases
not effectively controlled by state authorities. Therefore, they tend to view
German police forces in the same way, don't trust them and often don't respect
them enough, when they don't behave in a violent manner. To keep balance
between the democratic manners of the past and the authoritarian demands of
the present is a difficult task for the future.

Maybe as a result of the above, but maybe as well because of the general
liberalization of German society, the awareness for police brutality has
increased. There is a huge discussion going on for a rather long time already
about the necessity of an individual identification for each officer.

This is naturally opposed by most members of the police forces, as they
fear to become targets of revenge attacks, which might affect their private lives.

The attacks on policemen in and off duty have increased. Be it at
demonstrations of various clients, be it from ordinary criminals, be it at
everyday common situations as, for example, traffic control — the inhibitions to
attack an officer on duty have significantly lowered. This forces the servicemen
to take a more authoritarian, physical approach, which in its turn increases the
amount of attacks.

This is a short, but not complete, overview of the problems, which German
police have to face in the current days. It will be a tough task resolving them,
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but, in the end, the future of public safety in Germany depends on this. It will be
interesting to see, how the story proceeds.
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IMPROVING RELATIONS: IMMIGRANTS AND THE POLICE IN
THE USA

Today approximately 40 million foreign-born people live in the United
States, seven million of whom arrived within the past years. Because very little
is known about how most police agencies nationwide work with immigrant
communities, in 2010, Vera’s Center on Immigration at the Institute of Justice
in New York focused its work on increasing detained immigrants’ access to
legal information and counsel and improving relationships between immigrant
communities and law enforcement officials. Most agencies in the country
require officers to be U.S. citizens, but some are allowing immigrants who are
legally in the country (green-card holders) to wear the badge.

At a time when 25,000 non-U.S. citizens are serving in the U.S. military,
some feel it's time to do the same in police. A few police departments applied to
the state legislature to change a law that bars non-citizens from becoming law
enforcement officers.

Agency leaders say it is important to have a more diverse police force to
communicate with the immigrants and understand their culture. Their immigrant
officers help the agency be more effective in the community they serve. There
are no problems with green-card holders becoming police officers because
they've made a long-term commitment to the country and have undergone
extensive background checks. But there are risks associated with allowing any
immigrant with a work permit to become an officer, especially considering that
President Obama administration has given hundreds of thousands of
undocumented immigrants work permits. A gun and a badge might be handed
over to somebody whose background is not really known a lot about.

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POLICE SCOTLAND'S PRIORITIES — KEEPING PEOPLE SAFE

Police in Scotland (the second largest force in the UK after the
Metropolitan Police) are responsible for policing across the length and breadth
of Scotland nearly 28,000 square miles. There are more than 17,000 officers
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within Police Scotland, with 75% attached to Local Policing. 17% are Specialist
Regional Officers based in the north, east and west and with the remaining 8%
attached to National Units, all of whom work to support Local Policing by
providing specialist support wherever and whenever it is needed. They have the
plan outlining the policing priorities that are delivered across all communities.
The Strategic Police Plan identifies national priorities: violence, disorder,
antisocial behaviour; road safety, road crime, protecting people at risk of harm,
serious organized crime; and counter terrorism. Every hour of every day the
police officers spend time within communities, patrolling, preventing and
recording crime, attending homes, schools, hospitals and businesses, providing
advice and assistance the people who require it. Whether responding to
emergencies or providing support to people in need, the police always listen to
what the people of Scotland tell them they need and provide the right service in
the right place at the right time. The policemen use all the tools and information
at their disposal to effectively prevent crime and, where crime is committed,
detect offenders. With the focus on prevention, they continue to tackle violent
crime, domestic abuse and all forms of sexual crime, including child abuse and
child sexual exploitation. By identifying offenders and working with the
partners Police in Scotland ensure victims get the right support and target
offenders to prevent further crime and protect those at risk of harm. Law
enforcement officers also tackle serious organised crime and work with partners
and the communities to manage the threat from terrorism. Local solutions are
developed for local problems. This approach remains flexible. Although
recorded crime across the country continues to decline, more can be done to
prevent crime by listening to the communities, building upon previous
successes, and by forging stronger links with the partners to reduce crime and
lessen the impact of crime on victims and their families. With the focus on
prevention, they continue to tackle violent crime, domestic abuse and all forms
of sexual crime, including child abuse and child sexual exploitation. By
identifying offenders and working with the partners Police in Scotland ensure
victims get the right support.

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TRANSNATIONAL ORGANIZED CRIME
Transnational organized crime is a big business. A study of this kind of
crime intersects with the different criminal areas: trafficking in persons, drug
trafficking, the smuggling of migrants, transnational policing and the political
sociology of crime. This type of crime activities weaken economies and
financial systems and undermine democracy. Transnational organized crime
refers to those are working to for the purpose of obtaining power, influence on

government employees, monetary and commercial gains, wholly or in part by
illegal means, while protecting their activities through of corruption or violence.

Transnational organized criminals act conspiratorially in their criminal
activities and possess certain characteristics which may include, but are not
limited: they exploit differences between countries to further their objectives,
enriching their organization, expanding its power, and avoiding detection or
apprehension. They also attempt to gain influence in government, politics, and
commerce through corrupt as well as legitimate means.

Ukraine is a party of the United Nations Convention against
Transnational Organized Crime. It recognizes the very serious harm caused by
transnational organized crime, and the need for countries to work together to
fight this crime effectively. Whether it is a money laundering or drug cartel or a
cybercrime group out of Eastern Europe, the operations of transnational
criminal organizations threaten the safety, health and economic wellbeing of all
Ukrainians. Ukraine plays an active role in the biennial meetings of the
Conference and participated in various working groups.

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COUNTERING TERRORISM IN THE UNITED KINGDOM

Nowadays one of the highest priorities for the police in the United
Kingdom is countering terrorism being hampered by the rate of immigration.
Specialist Operations (a part of the Metropolitan Police Service) and is divided
into three sections known as commands (Protection Command, Security
Command, and Counter Terrorism Command). Within these three commands,
there are several units whose roles are to help keep safe people who live in,
work in and visit London. The aim of the Counter Terrorism Command is to
protect London and the UK from the threat of terrorism.

The Command is divided into four strands: Intelligence, Investigations,
Partnership, and Business. The Counter Terrorism Command operates against
the threat of terrorism at a local, national, and international level.

In addition to this core counter-terrorism function the Command has a
number of other national security functions such as domestic extremism,
national security investigations, investigation of war crimes and crimes against
humanity, and politically motivated murders.

The Command’s overriding priority is to keep the public safe and to
disrupt terrorist related activity in the United Kingdom and against UK interests
overseas by: detecting, investigating and preventing terrorist threats and
networks; working with partner agencies to acquire and use intelligence and
evidence about terrorism and extremism. Counter Terrorism Command activity
is focused at maintaining working relationships with boroughs, local
communities, and international partners in jointly combating the terrorist threat.

PRIORITY - COUNTER TERRORISM (SCOTLAND)

The overall threat to the UK from international terrorism is currently
graded substantial. The police cooperate with partner agencies so that people
can go about their business safely, freely and confidently. Recent operational
activity on Northern Ireland related terrorism and the arrest of unaffiliated
republican terrorists demonstrated the impact and implications for communities
in Scotland. As the police have seen in successful counter terrorism operations,
effective preventative and intelligence work will remain the most valuable tool
in reducing and mitigating terrorist threat. Countering potential threat is a key
policing priority. The police objectives support the four key elements of the
UK’s counter terrorism strategy. They are the following: to pursue terrorists and
those who sponsor them; to stop people becoming terrorists or supporting
terrorism; to mitigate or lessen the impact of a terrorist attack and to protect the
UK by strengthening all defenses against terrorism. The establishment of a
combined Organised Crime and Counter Terrorism Unit has greatly enhanced
the capability to respond to any emerging terrorist threat. A cornerstone in
police counter terrorism work is the development of a multiagency Counter
Terrorism Implementation Plan for Scotland. This ensures police and partners
outline key strategic and operational activity. It gives a platform to deliver the
contest strategy and introduces accountability, ownership of tasks and the
identification of key activities to mitigate risks. Considerable work is ongoing
among the Scotland Police, planners, business and government to strengthen
their protection at key sites and locations. The police are committed to testing
and exercising their counter terrorism response plans particularly in
preparations for major events, such as the Commonwealth Games and Ryder
Cup, to ensure that they not only keep people safe from terrorism here in
Scotland, but meet their global responsibility to reduce and mitigate the terrorist
threat worldwide.

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IMMIGRANTS WORK IN THE AUSTRIAN POLICE

Different migration experiences and the legal status have an immediate
effect on a person's position in society. Immigration and the resulting
pluralisation of society are reflected in Austrian population data and its capital.
Vienna is a city of immigration in Europe. Since 2005 the Viennese population
has grown by ten percent. It is expected to increase by 250,000 people by 2029.
More than one third of all new migrants, who come to Austria from abroad each
year, move to Vienna. Most of them come from other European countries. 50
percent of the Viennese were born abroad or have at least one parent who was
born abroad. Vienna’s population growth is mostly due to immigration from
abroad. The majority of Viennese with a foreign background come from Serbia,
followed by Turkey, and Germany. A few years ago the Police of Vienna
launched a project in order to attract immigrants to start a career in the
Police. The project had a success. The idea is that intercultural competence
and multilingualism are part of the police. The goal is to have at least one
immigrant at any police station. There is still more potential for an increase
in immigrants within the police. For a multilingual city like Vienna
immigrants are indispensable multilingual police force. Immigrants as
police officers would allow the police to respond effectively on the
challenges of organized international crime. The benefits of this so called
diversity management in the police are clear, thus the threshold for
immigrants to apply for the police was decreased. The relationship between
immigrants and police officers are often very difficult and troubled due to
experiences in their home countries. The implementation of diversity
management within the police may therefore also contribute immensely to a
common understanding that the immigrants see the Viennese police as
"their" police.

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REDUCING FEAR OF CRIME (USA)

Fear of crime has a huge impact on American society. Individuals often
choose where to live, shop, and socialize based on their perceptions of the
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relative safety of different cities, towns, and neighborhoods. Fear of crime
routinely drives local politics, occasionally influences national elections, and is
the catalyst for vastly increased federal crime-control efforts. The modern
police priority mission is fear reduction based on the interrelated assumptions.
Fear matters - it negatively affects individuals and communities. Fear is real -
while it is just a feeling, fear affects behavior, politics, economics, and social
life. Admittedly, fear is not as important as crime - the harm caused by fear
should not be equated with the tangible and often tragic harm caused by violent
crime or significant property crime, but fear is very important - while making
people safe is perhaps the most important purpose of government, making them
feel safe is nearly as important. Reducing fear is and should be a police
responsibility - the important government purpose of making people feel safe
falls to the police logically and is the necessity. Police can reduce fear by fear-
reduction strategies and practices. Reducing fear should be an explicit police
priority - unless police specifically target fear of crime, their attention tends to
get distracted toward other issues, and fear-reduction efforts are neglected. Fear-
reduction efforts should be targeted - the preponderance of the evidence on
police effectiveness in general is that more targeted strategies work best. The
main focus, however, is on tools and techniques that police can use to target and
reduce fear of crime. This often requires both community-wide and
neighborhood-level surveys, but those are not the only methods for learning
about fear. Community meetings, key individuals, environmental audits, and
routine public contacts can serve as very useful sources to learn about the
concerns and worries of community residents. Armed with data and analysis
about fear of crime, police can begin to focus and target their attention, just as
they do it with crime itself.

The Australian federal police’s (AFP) role is to enforce Commonwealth
criminal law and to protect Commonwealth and national interests from crime in
Australia and overseas. The AFP works closely with a range of other law
enforcement bodies at state, territory and international levels, enhancing safety
and providing a secure.

The AFP have the following key strategic priorities:
countering the threat of terrorism and violent extremism to the safety and
security of Australians and Australian interests, inside and outside Australia;
contributing effectively to Australia's border management and security;
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contributing effectively to the Government's international law enforcement
interests;
leading and managing the law enforcement and crime prevention aspects of
aviation security;
ensuring that specific individuals, establishments and events, identified by the
Australian Government as being at risk, are protected;
identifying emerging criminal threats to the national interest and, for issues in
which the AFP has operational expertise;
providing leadership to, and working with, other agencies to actively protect
Commonwealth revenue.
The AFP core values are integrity, commitment, excellence, fairness and
trust. The AFP is also subject to external oversight and accountability measures.

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PRIORITIES OF SCOTLAND POLICE

The Scotland Police Authority is the national body responsible for the
governance of policing in Scotland.

The priorities are intended to clearly incorporate the contribution which
policing can make to achieve the Scottish Government’s purpose and national
outcomes, and the related priorities within the Strategy for Justice. These are
strongly underpinned by the four pillars of public service reform — prevention,
performance, people and partnership.

They are intended to set clear national priorities.

Further specific and measurable deliverables relating to Scottish
Government’s national outcomes will be included in the Strategic Plan which
the Scotland Police Authority will draft on the basis of the strategic priorities.

The strategic priorities are:

Make communities safer and reduce harm by tackling and investigating
crime and demonstrating pioneering approaches to prevention and collaboration
at a national and local level.

Actively support a decisive shift towards prevention by promoting
evidence based practice and effective partnerships to make the most of
collective resource, knowledge and expertise, especially around reducing
violence and reoffending, substance misuse, promoting better outcomes for
young people and vulnerable adults.
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Strengthen Scotland’s reputation as a successful and safe country by
demonstrating excellence in effectively planning for and responding to major
events and threats.

Provide an efficient, effective service focused on protecting frontline
services, delivering the benefits of police reform, and promoting continuous
improvement.

Deliver the three benefits of reform and work with others to ensure that the
criminal justice system is fair and accessible, using science, technology and
innovation to support the delivery of an effective and efficient police service.

Ensure that victims, witnesses and communities experience positive
engagement with the police by providing inspirational leadership and
embedding a culture, identity and values which provide a highly skilled and
motivated workforce to deliver improved local services with the consent and
involvement of communities.

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POLICE IN SPAIN

Law enforcement in Spain is carried out by three police forces. They are
National Police, Civil Guard and Local Police. National Police deal with serious
urban situations. Civil Guard patrols highways and rural areas, investigating
crimes there. Local Police exist in most cities and important towns in order to
focus on crime prevention, minor incidents and traffic control. They are
efficient police forces and have a reputation for honesty and courtesy.

To fulfill their mission properly the police in Spain have at their disposal a
variety of technical equipment which enhances public safety.

Body worn cameras are among the new technologies being adopted by the
police. There are many different types of body-worn cameras available, including
some that mount to vests or headgear. They may cost as much as $1,000 each, or as
little as a few hundred dollars, depending on the model. These cameras are expected
to alter interactions between police officers and the public, since both parties
will be aware that their actions are being recorded.

Body worn cameras are useful tools for documenting evidence at crime
scenes, officer training, preventing and resolving complaints brought by
members of the public, strengthening police transparency, performance and
accountability. In addition, operating in the world where anyone with a cell
phone can record video footage of a police encounter, these cameras help the
police ensure that events are also captured from an officer’s perspective. For
officers who behave properly but generate complaints because they have high
levels of activity or frequent contacts with criminal suspects, cameras can be
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seen as beneficial. Studies show that using body worn cameras reduces the
number of complaints against the police, protects officers from false
accusations, help increase and strengthen the public trust.

However body-worn cameras have significant implications for the public’s
privacy rights, particularly when it comes to recording victim interviews in
situations involving rape, abuse, or other sensitive matters. Officers should
obtain the victim’s consent prior to recording.

Like other new forms of technology, body-worn cameras have the ultimate
purpose to help officers protect and serve the people in Spain.

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PRIORITY - ORGANIZED CRIME GROUPS (SCOTLAND)

Reducing the threat organized crime groups pose to communities is a
priority for Police Scotland because organized crime is a multibillion pound
enterprise with significant social and economic costs. It takes £2-4 billion out of
the Scottish economy annually and has a negative impact on local communities.
To make this work effective Police Scotland have done a lot. Recently the
Scottish Crime Campus at Gartcosh has been opened. This is a shared facility
with many partners. It provides opportunities for enhanced sharing of
intelligence and inter-operability and supports the Scottish Government’s multi-
agency strategy to tackle organized crime. Close attention is paid to legitimate
business sectors. There is an organized crime involvement in a variety of
legitimate business sectors, such as the security industry and taxes. Criminals
use businesses to front their illegal activities and to launder money. This leads
to the distortion of markets and deprives lawful companies of business. Police
Scotland play a key role on the Serious Organized Crime Taskforce, which
involves a range of partners working together at a strategic level to ensure that
Scotland can respond robustly to the threat serious organized crime poses to
communities. These include British Transport Police, HMRC and the UK
Border Agency. Most of Scotland’s organized crime groups are involved in the
supply of controlled drugs. Communities in Scotland are concerned and cited
this as one of their top priorities. It is known that groups are adapting and
moving into the so-called ‘legal highs’ market, profiting from the
misconception that taking new psychoactive substances might be safe. These
are potentially lethal and Police Scotland are working with the Scottish
Government and partners to tackle this problem.

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NEW AUSTRALIAN POLICE TECHNOLOGY

2016 is shaping up to be the year of the technically advanced police force
in Australia. Officers are finally utilizing iPads and using smartphones for more
than just playing Smash Cops Heat.

And maybe it’s about time. Today’s criminals can be a clever bunch.
Relying on brute force and pure intimidation died in the 90s. This new wave of
outlaws is more clever and technologically-minded than ever before.

Recently the Australian Federal Police (AFP) have been showing some
self-leniency towards the introduction of new gadgets aimed at combating
crime.

Laser drug detection

The TruNarc laser drug scanner. Newcastle police were the first to trial —
and are now actively using — mobile laser drug detection technology.

Thanks to the laser, called TruNarc, these nifty little gadgets don’t need
actual contact with a substance to verify its legality, or lack of.

The handheld device is placed on the bag or container holding a substance,
which is then scanned and analyzed. Attributes of the contents are then checked
against an onboard library of illicit substances and cutting agents.

If there’s a match, the properties are displayed on a small screen fitted to
the front of the device.

3D crime scene scanners. The CSIRO have developed the Zebedee 3D
mapping device. Queensland police are in early-stage testing of mapping crime
scenes using a 3D scanner.

Developed by the CSIRO, the device — named Zebedee — set them back a
cool $37,000. They only bought one.

Zebedee uses a Light Detection and Rangin scanner, which measures
distance by illuminating an object with a laser and then analyzing the reflected
light. This results in a complete scan of an area, including hard-to-reach areas,
such as cliff edges, deep gullies, dense bushland and other spots us ordinary
humans would find tricky to navigate.

The price tag of the Zebedee seems a bit steep. However, this wonderful
landscape of ours does have a tendency of making people disappear, especially
when trekking through bushland.

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MODERN PIECES OF POLICE EQUIPMENT

The police gadgets may be interesting, but they are first and foremost
tools. Anyone interested in criminal justice careers must always remember the
commitment to protecting people.
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There are many different types of police equipment, A police officer often
uses basic equipment such as a handgun, handcuffs, a flashlight, handcuff keys,
pepper spray, a radio for communicating with other officers. More specialized
police equipment might be carried by a tactical officer and can include more
powerful firearms, body armor.

Firearms

One of the most basic pieces of police equipment is the firearms. This is
usually worn on the hip of the officer, though some officers may wear a firearm
in a shoulder holster. The specific gun used by an officer depends on the
standard practices and policies of a police department and the preferences of the
officer.

Common police equipment also includes various types of restraining
devices, including handcuffs and zip ties, as well as handcuff keys and a pocket
knife. This is usually a folding knife that requires only a single hand to use.
Police officers also wear or carry a badge that identifies them as officers of the
law, and the officer may be required to wear a standard uniform as well. Many
officers also have such weapons as batons, often collapsible batons, and pepper
spray.

There are also pieces of police equipment that officers might not carry on
their person, but which many officers have in their vehicle. This includes
equipment for protecting a crime scene, such as road flares, and portable
barricades. Police officers also carry radios to communicate with other officers,
often worn on the shoulder or on the belt.

The pistol has been a part police equipment of American policing almost
since the inception of a police force. Nearly every officer in the United States
carries at least one firearm, and quite often they may also carry a backup
weapon hidden on their body.

Though there are a few officers who still carry revolvers, most carry
semiautomatic pistols. Popular manufacturers are Glock, Smith & Wesson,
Beretta and Sig Sauer. Currently, most departments carry a 40 caliber pistol,
though there is a movement toward the larger .45 caliber round.

Flashlights

Flashlights have long been associated with police officers. This is not the
one you might find in the kitchen. Instead, officers carry long and heavy lights
with halogen bulbs or LEDs, such as Maglites. The halogen lights are so
powerful and so hot that they have been known to burn small holes in car seats
and even uniforms.

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GREAT BRITAIN AND GERMAN POLICE MISSION. VISION,
VALUES AND PRIORITIES

Britain police mission provides a first class service for protecting and
serving the people of Britain. Britain police values are: service to be proud of
with integrity and professionalism; treating everyone with fairness, respect and
dignity; being innovative; using resources wisely; operating as one team; act
with humility, compassion and courtesy; listening, learning and striving to
improve their activities. Britain police priorities are: cutting crime, catching
criminals and dealing with anti-social behavior, ensuring visible community
policing, developing and supporting their workforce. The national priorities
continue to be aligned with local policing plans which identify the priorities at
local level. They focus on the issues including domestic abuse and alcohol,
drugs and re-offending which drive so much crime including anti-social
behavior, violent crime and burglary This flexible approach remains at the heart
of how they shape and deliver national policing.

German police have two main agencies at the federal level: 1)
The Bundeskriminalamt (BKA) and (2) the Bundespolizei (BPOL, Federal
Police). The BKA is modeled after the American FBI and has its headquarters
in Wiesbaden. The BKA handles counterfeiting, bank robbery, kidnapping, and
other serious federal crimes. At the state level, there is also the
Landeskriminalamt (LKA), which deals with criminal activities within each
state.  The Federal = Police Bundespolizei or BPOL is a  (primarily)
uniformed federal police force in Germany. Today the Federal Police agencies are
also responsible for protecting Germany’s borders, providing coast guard
services along Germany’s 450-mile-coastline, providing counter-terrorism
forces (GSG 9), transportation security at international airports and on the
German railways, air or sky marshals, supporting international police missions,
providing in-house security for German embassies in some countries, protecting
federal government, and others.

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POLISH POLICE: NEIGHBOURS’ EXPERIENCE

The law enforcement system efficiency is not measured by the number of
officers, but is determined on the basis of the level of crime detection, crime
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dynamics, crime prevention, as well as trust of the population. As of 2013,
about 7% of Ukrainians trusted the Ukrainian militia, while in Poland the
situation is diametrically opposite as nearly 72% of Poles trust the Polish police.

Reform of the Polish police began in early 1990s with the adoption of a
respective law on police. So, the following directions of their operation were
determined: protecting life of the people and their property against illegal
encroachments; ensuring public safety and civil order in public places, in public
transport, on roads and water; initiating and taking measures aimed at
preventing criminal offences in cooperation with state and local bodies, as well
as public organizations; detecting and investigating crimes and chasing
offenders; supervising municipal law enforcement bodies and private security
companies; controlling maintenance of law and order and compliance with
administrative regulations to be observed in public places; cooperating with
police bodies of other countries and international organizations.

In answering the question: “What kind of police do we need?” the Polish
society has identified five key areas: clear legal regulation (powers are to be
clear and understandable), quality selection and professionalism of personnel
through multi-stage selection and training, creation of an effective control
system and effective internal and external supervision, modern facilities and
equipment.

The modern Polish police are characterized by a high degree of openness
to the society, continuous cooperation with local initiatives within regional
programs, communication with local governments and non-governmental
organizations, analysis of the local communities’ problems, rapid response to
law violations, as well as actual protection of human rights.

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COMBATING ILLEGAL MIGRATION AS ONE OF
THE TOP PRIORITIES OF POLICING IN EU STATES

In the period of globalization and European integration, the need for systematic
and comprehensive study of migration has become quite urgent. According to
official information, every year half a million citizens from Asia and Africa leave
their poor countries and migrate to Europe in search of a better life, police reporting
similar patterns in the migrants’ actions.

At present combating illegal migration is an extremely acute problem for the
European Community. Migration is illegal if a person moves across the state border
or outside the crossing points, if a person hides his own personality from customs
and border control, if a person uses false documents, visa on their own or through
third parties, and if person resides on the territory of the country without proper
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permission of competent state authorities. Experts believe that illegal migration has
become a profitable business for international organized criminal groups.

Uncontrolled growth of illegal migration contributes to the development of
such social phenomena as crime, unemployment, spread of dangerous diseases,
growth of illegal labor market, trafficking etc. In considering illegal migration it is
necessary to proceed from understanding it as a transnational phenomenon that
operates outside the legal framework of current legislation, and currently takes the
form of transnational organized crime.

That is why, a priority of police is to counter illegal migration, and do the
following:

- to protect external borders;

- to identify and expose criminal gangs that organize trafficking of illegal
migrants, and providing them with forged documents;

- to create a unified automated system of information support of law
enforcement agencies in their fight against illegal migration;

- to establish an effective mechanism of deportation of illegal migrants to their
places of permanent residence or country of origin.

UNIFIED METHODOLOGY OF INVESTIGATING
EMBEZZLEMENT CRIMES IN BUDGET

Against the background of market and financial relations at state and
international levels today national security in the economic sphere can be
defined as one of the priorities of law enforcement bodies in general, and the
National Police in particular. In this respect it is reasonable to adopt positive
experience of the European Union, where the creation of bodies specially
authorized to investigate crimes in the financial and economic sphere was
followed by the introduction of guidelines for investigation procedure.

Thus, in April 2005 Commissioners for Revenue and Customs Act was
adopted by British Government (HMG). According to this Act of Inland
Revenue Her Majesty’s Customs and Excise was reformed into HM Revenue
and Customs (HMRC). HMRC is a law enforcement agency which has a strong
cadre of Criminal Investigators, responsible for investigating Serious Organized
Fiscal Crime. This agency deals with such criminal offences like Tobacco,
Alcohol and Oils smuggling (other then drug trafficking). They have aligned
their previous Customs and Excise powers to tackle previous Inland Revenue
criminal offences. They are responsible for seizing (or preventing the loss of)
billions of stolen pounds of HMG's revenue.

In its crime detection and investigation activities HMRC is guided by a
unified methodology of criminal investigation procedure. According to the main
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indexes of professional activity, such as total sum of prevented loss in the
revenue, number of prosecutions and sentences, percentage of cases won and so
on, HMRC is quite successful as a law enforcement body.

Summing up the above, we believe that there is a priority for Ukraine to
develop a unified methodology on a national scale for investigating
embezzlement of budget funds with participation of relevant specialists from
State Fiscal Service, Customs Service, and State Financial Inspection and to
implement such methodology in practical activities of the national investigation
bodies.

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TERRORISM AS A GLOBAL PROBLEM AND
A TOP PRIORITY OF POLICING

For a long time general international law avoided the term «terrorism» for
certain political and ideological reasons. At the same time, one cannot say that
the international community was indifferent to individual expressions of
terrorism. Back in 1934, the League of Nations at the suggestion of France took
steps to develop an International Convention on the prevention and punishment
of acts of terrorism. The Convention was signed m 1937 in Geneva. States-
parties undertook to consider as criminal acts of terrorism, including conspiracy,
incitement, and participation in such acts, and in some cases to ensure the
extradition of persons, who are guilty of committing these crimes.

The main feature of the modern approach to international cooperation in
the fight against terrorism is refusal to consider terrorism as a political offence
or as an offence connected with a political offence or as such, inspired by
political motives. The terrorist attacks on New York and Washington of 11
September 2001 showed that even the most powerful state in the world is not
able on its own to ensure the security of its citizens. Success can he reached
only through wide cooperation of states. And police institutions play an
important role in this process.

Today, many experts say that the international terrorism is experiencing a
period of development, comparable to that of the 1970s. In most cases, terrorist
activity does not involve the receipt of money. 95% of the terrorists, according to
Interpol data, persecuted the purpose of political or religious nature. From time to
time well-planned terrorist attacks take place, the ultimate aim of which is to receive
profit or change of the political situation in a country or region.

Interaction with citizens plays a crucial role in combating and investigating
terrorist acts. That is why people should remember that in case of any
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suspicious activity that could be terrorist-related they must notify the police
immediately to help them prevent this heinous crime.

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COMBATING CYBERCRIME
AS ONE OF POLICE PRIORITIES

Information technology gave rise to new conditions which are used by
criminals to commit crimes at the national, international and transnational
levels. Criminal association, some "experts" in criminal business make full use
of the state-of-the-art technologies to launder criminally obtained money, to
gain unauthorized access to information systems and so on.

Crime in the sphere of computer information is a specified by the criminal
law guilty violation of rights and interests in respect of automated data
processing systems that adversely affect legal protection of the rights and
interests of individuals and businesses, society and state.

The consequences of the misuse of information are numerous: it is not
only a violation of the inviolability of intellectual property, but also the
disclosure of information about citizens’ private lives, property damage in the
form of direct losses and lost profit, loss of a company’s goodwill, various
violations of normal activities of an enterprise, an industry and so on.

Given the central role of information in Ukraine's economy and its rapid
criminalization, the task of a special urgency today is to make significant
changes and additions to the existing legislation and departmental regulations
that would ensure normal functioning of information systems and networks,
create conditions to minimize criminogenic processes, to timely detect and
prevent cybercrimes. The criminal situation in the sphere of information
technologies requires an integrated approach both by law enforcement bodies,
and by other interested agencies.

Mit dem Begriff ,,Polizei assoziieren die Menschen uniformierte Beamte,
die auf Stadt- und DorfstraBBen présent sind. Die Polizisten sind Ansprechpartner
fir die Biirger/innen, die Hilfe und Unterstiitzung bei der Losung ihrer
Probleme suchen.

Es ist schwer liber Prioritdtsrichtungen in der Polizeitétigkeit zu sprechen.
Bei der Polizei ist kein Tag wie der andere. Unvorhergesehene Ereignisse und
das vielféltige Aufgabengebiet stellt sie immer wieder vor neue
Herausforderungen.

Die Polizeibeamte miissen die unterschiedlichsten
Situationen erfassen, schnell reagieren, sofort die richtigen Entscheidungen
treffen und alle notwendigen MaB3nahmen veranlassen und koordinieren.

Bei der Polizei geht es aber nicht nur um die Aufkldrung von Straftaten.
Die ,,beste” Straftat ist die, welche nicht begangen wird. Daher kommt dem
Thema ,,Priavention bei der Schutzpolizei eine grofle Bedeutung zu.

Fiir die Schutzpolizei ergeben sich die Prioritéten fiir folgende Aufgaben:
Pravention durch stidndige Streifen, ob zu FuBl, mit Fahrrddern, in
Funkstreifenwagen oder dem Einsatz von Hubschraubern; Regelung und
Uberwachung des StraBenverkehrs; Aufkldrung von Straftaten; Vernehmung
von Beschuldigten, Geschidigten und Zeugen; Schutz von Grofveranstaltungen
und Demonstrationen aller Art.

Als Polizist hat man den gesetzlichen Auftrag, Gefahren fiir die 6ffentliche
Sicherheit und Ordnung abzuwehren. Die Polizei muss zu jeder Tages- und
Nachtzeit bereit sein, die vielseitigen Aufgaben fiir die Allgemeinheit zu
erfiillen.

Die Polizei in Osterreich genieBt hdchstes Vertrauen. 90 Prozent
Osterreicher fithlen sich durch die Arbeit der Polizei sicher. Zu den Priorititen
der Osterreichischen Polizei gehort die weitere Steigerung der o6ffentlichen
Sicherheit mit dem Ziel, Osterreich zum sichersten Land der Welt zu machen.
Im Projekt ,,Moderne Polizei” wurden MaBBnahmen zur Erreichung dieses Ziels
festgelegt.

Sicherheit orientiert sich nicht an der Zahl der Polizeiinspektionen,
sondern an der Zeit der Polizisten fiir die Biirger. Die Bediensteten sollen dort
sein, wo die Osterreicher sie brauchen.

Fiir jede Gemeinde wird ein Sicherheitspaket erarbeitet. Jede Gemeinde
hat die Moglichkeit einen Polizeistiitzpunkt fiir die Anliegen der Bewohner in
einem offentlichen Gebédude einzurichten. Dort befindet sich ein Polizeibeamter
als Ansprechpartner. Eine Ruftaste am Gebdude ermdglicht rund um die Uhr
eine Kontaktaufnahme mit der Polizei. Einige Polizeiinspektionen werden
zusammengelegt, um die Effizienz der Polizeiarbeit zu steigern. So werden
durch die Reformierung der Dienststellenstruktur Kréfte frei, die sich auf ihre
Polizeiaufgaben konzentrieren konnen.

Nach dem Projekt ,,Moderne Polizei* ist die Ausbildung von 1.200
Spezialisten vorgesehen. Diese Spezialisten werden in den Bereichen
Verkehrsdienst, Kriminaldienst, qualifizierter Polizeidienst, grenz- und
fremdenpolizeilicher Dienst und polizeiliche Sonderverwendung arbeiten.

Der polizeiliche Alltag zeigt, dass die Anforderungen an die Polizei
steigen und Spezial-Know-How stirker gefragt wird. Die Polizeititigkeit
erfordert Spezialwissen. Mit dem neuen Ausbildungskonzept lasst sich dieses
Fachwissen punktgenau abrufen.

Osterreich ist schon jetzt beim Thema Sicherheit im europdischen
Spitzenfeld. Dank diesem Projekt werden noch mehr Polizisten im AuB3endienst
titig sein. Es erscheinen mehr Fachleute, die besser auf die aktuellen
Herausforderungen reagieren konnen. Grofere und gut gelegene
Polizeidienststellen werden fiir mehr regionale Sicherheit und den
bestmdglichen Schutz der Bevdlkerung Osterreichs sorgen.

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KAMPF GEGEN DEN INTERNATIONALEN TERRORISMUS

Seit den Anschldgen vom 11. September 2001 kann man einen Anstieg
von terroristischen Attentaten vermerken. Das ldsst sich in der letzten Zeit
besonders deutlich an Beispielen der Ereignisse in Syrien, Frankreich und dem
Irak beobachten. Die Wichtigkeit von adéquaten Antiterrormafnahmen nimmt
stetig an Bedeutung zu. Der Kampf gegen den internationalen Terrorismus
wurde zur Hauptaufgabe von rechtschiitzenden Organen. ,,Wir miissen mit
Terroristen auf Augenhdhe bleiben. An die offenbar extrem gut ausgebildeten
Terroristen und ihre Waffen muss die Ausriistung der Spezialkrifte angepasst
werden®, sagte der rheinland-pfélzische Innenminister Roger Lewentz. ,,Mit
herkdmmlichen Schusswaffen kommen Polizeibeamte auch nicht immer nahe
genug an Terroristen heran, um in einem Schusswechsel zu bestehen. Paris kann
iiberall in Europa sein“.

»Sicherheit fiir alle” ist zur Prioritdt in der Tatigkeit der Spezialkrifte
geworden. Angriffe auf Polizeibeamte sowie auf andere Einsatzkrifte toleriert
man auch nicht, deshalb will die deutsche Regierung deren Schutz verbessern.
Es wurden neue Distanzwaffen beschafft und die Schutzausriistung optimiert,
auch besonders geschiitzte Fahrzeuge wurden zu diesem Zweck gekauft. Von
groBBer Bedeutung sind die Verbesserung der Ermittlungsarbeit im operativen
Bereich und die Intensivierung der internationalen Ubungen der
Sicherheitsbehdrden gegen den Terror.

Gegen den Terror, Extremismus und Fanatismus geht die Bundesregierung
entschieden vor. Es wurde beschlossen, gewaltbereiten Islamisten Reise- und
Personalausweise zu entziehen. Damit soll die Ausreise aus Deutschland und
eine Riickkehr verhindert werden. Die Uberwachung gewaltbereiter Islamisten
soll auch weiter verstarkt werden. Polizisten und Einsatzkriafte der Feuerwehr,
des Katastrophenschutzes, des Technischen Hilfswerks sowie der
Rettungsdienste setzen ihr Leben fiir den Staat und dessen Biirger ein. Der
Schutz von Einsatzkréften soll auch weiter verbessert werden.

Diese Maflnahmen sind ein Teil eines sicherheitspolitischen Gesamtpakets
im Kampf gegen den Terrorismus und umfassen nicht nur die Verbesserung der
Ausstattung der Sicherheitsbehorden. Zudem sind eine modernere Technik zur
Uberwachung und Auswertung von Telekommunikationsverbindungen sowie
zur Observation von Verdéchtigen, eine verbesserte IT-Auswertetechnik sowie
eine Starkung der Kriminaltechnik vorgesehen.

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SICHERHEIT FUR ALLE

Sicherheit fiir alle hat Prioritdt. Besonders aktuell ist das heute, wenn die
Terrorismusgefahr keine abstrakte Erscheinung darstellt. Sie ist real, und
niemand kann sich sicher fiihlen. Die friedliebende demokratische Welt hat sich
zum Ziel gesetzt, die Bedrohung durch Terrorismus zu liberwinden.

Die Terrorismusvorbeugung, die Verhinderung von terroristischen
Vereinigungen und die Bekdmpfung von Terroristen-Einzeltitern gehdren zu den
Hauptrichtungen der Zuriickdringung des Terrorismus aus unserem Leben.
Angegriffene Staaten haben verschiedene Moglichkeiten gegen Terrorismus
vorzugehen. Neben Antiterrormaflnahmen wie der Erhohung der eigenen
Sicherheit und der Fundierung der Informationen iiber Terroreinheiten kdnnen
Staaten mit Terroristen verhandeln und/oder ihnen Zugestiandnisse machen, um
weitere Angriffe zu verhindern. Eine Alternative zur Terrorismusbekdmpfung
bilden zahlreiche Abkommen, Resolutionen und Beschliisse, die heute
volkerrechtlich die Verfolgung und Bestrafung von Terroristen, terroristischen
Vereinigungen und terroristischen Straftaten regeln.

Als terroristische Straftaten weltweit anerkannt sind Flugzeugentfiihrungen
Geiselnahmen und Sprengstoffanschldge, aber in den Zusténdigkeitskatalog des
Internationalen Strafgerichtshofs wurde ein Straftatbestand ,,Terrorismus® nicht
aufgenommen. Nur terroristische Straftaten, die sich als Verbrechen gegen die
Menschlichkeit, Kriegsverbrechen oder Vélkermord einordnen lassen, fallen in
seine Zustidndigkeit. Daher sind fiir die strafrechtliche Verfolgung die
jeweiligen nationalen Behorden zustindig.

In Deutschland zihlt man terroristische Angriffe nicht als militérische oder
kriegerische Handlungen. Fiir die Abwehr entsprechender Gefahren ist die
Polizei zustidndig und nicht die Bundeswehr. 2004-2007 wurde im Bundestag
dariiber debattiert und es wurde eine Erlaubnis fir den Einsatz von
Kampfflugzeugen der Bundeswehr zum  Abschuss von entfiihrten
Passagiermaschinen gegeben. Die Bundeswehr kann die Polizei unter bestimmten
Umstdnden unterstiitzen. Das Militir kann gemd der Deutschen
Notstandsgesetze beim Schutze von zivilen Objekten und bei der Bekdmpfung
organisierter und militdrisch bewaffneter Aufstdndischer eingesetzt werden. Die
Bundeswehr kann nach dem Luftsicherheitsgesetz im Falle eines von Terroristen
entfiihrten Verkehrsflugzeuges tétig werden.

Seit dem 12. September 2014 steht in Deutschland jedwede Beteiligung an
der Terrorgruppe ,,Islamischer Staat“ (IS) unter Strafe.

Die Gewihrleistung von Sicherheit gehort zu den klassischen Kernaufgaben
eines Nationalstaats, die er aber angesichts der ,Internationalisierung® der
organisierten Kriminalitdt alleine nicht gewdéhrleisten kann. FEines der
Spitzenprobleme von heute ist die Rauschgiftkriminalitit, die in den letzten Jahren
bedrohliche Ausmaf3e angenommen hat. In der ganzen Welt ist ein starker Anstieg
des Rauschgifthandels und des Rauschgiftkonsums festzustellen. Der illegale
Rauschgifthandel ist als schwerwiegende Herausforderung fiir die Welt erkannt
worden.

Die Bekdmpfung von Rauschgiftkriminalitdt und ihren Folgen ist eine
akute Aufgabe fiir die Bundesrepublik Deutschland. In dem Bereich
psychoaktiver Substanzen arbeiten das Bundesministerium des Innern und das
Bundeskriminalamt eng mit dem Bundesministerium fiir Gesundheit zusammen.

Im  Interesse einer effektiven  Bekdmpfung der schweren
Rauschgiftkriminalitit arbeiten Polizei und Zoll eng zusammen. Zu diesem
Zweck erfolgen ein schneller Informations- und Erfahrungsaustausch sowie ein
abgestimmtes, gemeinsames oder arbeitsteiliges Vorgehen. Polizeiliche
RauschgiftbekdmpfungsmaBinahmen richten sich gegen den illegalen Handel
mit Betdubungsmitteln (GroB-, Zwischen- und Kleinhandelsebene), ihre
Herstellung (u.a. synthetische Drogen) sowie die Beschaffungs- und
Folgekriminalitét.

Polizei und Zoll sind gleichermafen fiir die Strafverfolgung zustéindig. Die
Polizei fiihrt im Rahmen ihrer Zustindigkeit Ermittlungen in allen Féllen der
Rauschgiftkriminalitit. Wesentliches Element ist die Bekdmpfung von
Strukturen organisierter Kriminalitdt. Polizei und Zoll stimmen ihr weiteres
Vorgehen miteinander ab, soweit {iber den Informationsaustausch hinaus ein
Abstimmungsbediirfnis erkennbar ist. Soweit der Zoll Verdeckte Ermittler
einsetzt, erfolgt dies grundsétzlich in Absprache mit der Polizei. Entsprechendes
gilt fiir die Polizei, soweit erkennbar Ermittlungen des Zollfahndungsdienstes
beriihrt werden.

Der illegale Drogenmarkt in Deutschland wird mit inldndischen aber
iiberwiegend mit Betdubungsmitteln versorgt, die im Ausland produziert
werden. Als Ursprungsstaaten dominieren seit einigen Jahren Afghanistan,
stidamerikanische Lénder und die Niederlande. Die Schmuggelrouten und -
mittel dndern sich laufend. Die internationale polizeiliche Zusammenarbeit ist
daher fiir die Bekdmpfung der Téter unentbehrlich. Besonderer Bedeutung
kommt dabei Interpol und Europol sowie der polizeilichen und justiziellen
Zusammenarbeit in der Europdischen Union zu.

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INTERNETKRIMINALITAT ,,IM VISIER“ DER POLIZEI

Die Bekdmpfung von Internetkriminalitit ist ein Schwerpunkt der
kriminalpolizeilichen Arbeit. Die Téter nutzen die neuesten technischen
Moglichkeiten: ~ weltweite  elektronische ~ Vernetzung  der  Titer,
Kinderpornografie im Internet, Betriigereien per Homepage oder
Kommunikation von Banden im World Wide Web. Die Polizei will den Tétern
einen Schritt voraus sein. Mit diesem Ziel wurden im Bundeskriminalamt
Einheiten aufgebaut, die im Internet ,,Streife surfen, die verdachtige Auftritte
und Angebote sichern und die Strafverfolgung einleiten. Es wurde ein spezielles
Service-Center fiir Information und Kommunikation eingerichtet.

Da fast jedes Delikt der ,,Cybercrime* oder ,JuK-Kriminalitdt“ in
Zusammenhang mit der Nutzung des Internet steht, beauftragte die
Innenministerkonferenz Ende 1998 das BKA der Arbeit im Internet noch mehr
Aufmerksamkeit zu schenken. Seitdem wird das Internet durch Beamte des
BKA rund um die Uhr nach stratbaren Inhalten durchstreift. Diese Dienststelle
ist zu einem wirksamen Mittel im Kampf gegen die Internetkriminalitit,
insbesondere der Verbreitung von Kinderpornographie, geworden. Das Internet
wird in seinen Offentlich zugénglichen Bereichen durchstreift, wobei die dabei
gemachten Feststellungen vom BKA unverziiglich an die zustindigen
Dienststellen im In- und Ausland zur weiteren Bearbeitung weitergeleitet
werden. Computer, externe Festplatten und andere Speichermedien: Viele
Kriminelle hinterlassen ihre Spuren online und offline auf ganz vielen
unterschiedlichen Datentrdgern. Deswegen helfen IT-Experten der Polizei
Kinderschinder und Betriiger zu {berfiihren. Die Computerspezialisten der
Polizei sind in einem rasant wachsenden Arbeitsgebiet titig, denn
Speichermedien gibt es inzwischen in fast allen Lebensbereichen. Die IT-
Spezialisten gewinnen auch Daten aus beschlagnahmten Handys, Smartphones,
Navigationssystemen und Videokameras.

Die  Strafverfolgungsorgane sind in der Bekdmpfung der
Internetkriminalitdt ganz wesentlich auf eine Kooperation mit den
Internetserviceprovidern angewiesen. Die Bekdmpfung der Internetkriminalitét
sieht das BKA nicht als ausschlieBlich polizeiliche Aufgabe, vielmehr sollten
auch andere Institutionen im Sinne einer gesamtgesellschaftlichen
Verantwortung einbezogen werden und dem mdglichen Ldsungsansatz einer
freiwilligen Selbstkontrolle mehr Rechnung getragen werden, um zu
gewihrleisten, dass das Internet sich nicht zu einem rechtsfreien Raum
entwickelt.

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FUHRUNG UND STEUERUNG DER POLIZEI

Die Polizei in Nordrhein-Westfalen muss und will sich den aktuellen und
kiinftigen Anforderungen stellen. Um diesen Anforderung zu entsprechen,
werden alle Polizeibehdrden mit einem modernen Managementsystem
gesteuert. Die Polizei genie3t mit diesen Managementmethoden die Biirger- und
Mitarbeiterzufriedenheit und sichert die effektive Polizeiarbeit.

Fiihrung und Steuerung der Polizei in Nordrhein-Westfalen richten sich an
der Wahrnehmung der polizeilichen Kernaufgaben Gefahrenabwehr,
Kriminalititskontrolle und polizeiliche Verkehrssicherheitsarbeit aus. Das
gehort zu den Prioritdten in der Tétigkeit der Polizei. Sie sichert die Qualitét
ihrer Arbeit, verbessert und strebt danach, kiinftigen Anforderungen gerecht zu
werden. Die Qualitét polizeilicher Arbeit wird nicht nur von der Personalstérke,
sondern auch von der Art des Personaleinsatzes, der Gestaltung der Arbeit und
der Ergebnisse beeinflusst.

Die Polizeifiihrungskréifte tragen fiir die Qualitdit der Arbeit
Verantwortung. Thre Aufgabe ist es, das Personal und die Sach- und
Finanzmittel wirksam und sparsam einzusetzen. Zu den Aufgaben der
Steuerung gehort die Gestaltung der Arbeitsbedingungen. Von zentraler
Bedeutung sind dabei eine ergebnisorientierte Steuerung, Personal- und
Organisationsentwicklung, d.h. Qualitidtsmanagement.

Die Polizei in Nordrhein-Westfalen weil}, dass sie nur mit motivierten,
qualifizierten, eigenverantwortlich handelnden und zufriedenen Mitarbeitern die
Erwartungen erfiillen kann. Mitarbeiterorientierung heifit, Mitarbeiter an der
Gestaltung ihres Arbeitsumfeldes zu beteiligen: Niemand kennt die téglichen
Anforderungen besser als die Beschiftigten selbst.

Fiir Biirger ist die Qualitét der polizeilichen Arbeit dann sichtbar, wenn sie
unmittelbaren Kontakt zu ihr haben: Hoflichkeit, kompetente Beratung oder die
schnelle Reaktion nach einem Notruf sind wichtige Kriterien fiir die
Einschitzung der Polizei von der Bevdlkerung.

Die Polizei ist auch auf die Hilfe und Unterstiitzung der Bevdlkerung
angewiesen. Oft konnen Gefahren nur abgewehrt, Straftaten nur verhiitet oder
aufgeklirt werden, wenn die Blirger die Polizeiarbeit aktiv unterstiitzen.
Biirgerorientierte Polizeiarbeit heifit, die Interessen, Wiinsche und Erwartungen
der Bevolkerung in die polizeiliche Tatigkeit einzubeziehen. Konsequent
biirgerorientiert arbeiten kann nur der, der die Bediirfnisse der Menschen kennt.
Die Biirger sind dann zur Hilfe und Unterstiitzung bereit, wenn sie der Polizei
vertrauen.

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NEUE HERAUSFORDERUNGEN FUR ISRAELS POLIZEI

Wenn wir iiber die neuzeitlichen Prioritéten in der Tétigkeit der Polizei in der
ganzen Welt sprechen, konnen wir dann das Problem des Terrorismus nicht aus den
Augen lassen. Die Serie von Terroranschldgen stellte Israels Polizei vor neue
Herausforderungen. Im Kampf gegen den Terror hat kein Land mehr Erfahrung
als Israel. Wird Israel zum Vorbild fiir das bedrohte Europa?

Der Umgang mit dem Terror-Risiko gehort in Israel zum Alltag. Man trifft
notwendige Maflnahmen von Naharia bis Eilat und von Tel Aviv bis Jerusalem.
Dazu gehort z.B. die Kontrolle von Taschen, bevor man ein Einkaufszentrum
oder einen Theatersaal betritt. Israeli, wenn sie im Ausland sind, wundern sich
iiber die Selbstverstiandlichkeit, mit der sie — ohne inspiziert zu werden — in den
Bahnhof oder in den Supermarkt gehen kénnen.

Wer am Tel Aviver Flughafen einmal war, kennt die peinlich genauen
Sicherheitskontrollen. Was er vielleicht nicht weill: Das Prozedere, das dem
Terror keine Chance lésst, gilt in Europa als politisch inkorrekt, weil nicht alle
Passagiere gleich behandelt werden. Um trotz der Kontrollen die Abfertigung
moglichst effizient zu gestalten, begniigt man sich bei den meisten Reisenden
mit Routinefragen. Personen aber, bei denen aufgrund ihrer Herkunft ein
Verdacht besteht, dass sie das Flugzeug zum Absturz bringen wollen, werden
zur Seite genommen und verhort.

Monatelang andauernde Spannungen zwischen Paldstinensern und Israelis
hatten sich zugespitzt. Die israelischen Behorden beschuldigen die
radikalislamische Paléstinenserorganisation Hamas ihrer Taten. Politiker und
Medien beginnen schon von einer dritten Intifada zu sprechen.

,»Wir konnen nicht vorhersagen, wann der nichste Attentdter zuschlagt®,
sagte Polizeisprecher Micky Rosenfeld. Die Téter agieren spontan; ihre Waffen
sind Messer und Autos. Fiir die Polizei steht daher neben der Prisenz in
Jerusalem derzeit vor allem eine Aufgabe auf dem Programm: Soziale
Netzwerke beobachten, um potentielle Attentdter rechtzeitig zu identifizieren.
Die Bedeutung der Netzwerke bei der Radikalisierung ist {iberragend.
Geheimdienste sind leider nicht im Stande vorherzusehen, wer wann zuschlagen
konnte.

Israeli sind stets auf der Hut. Sie wissen, dass der Terror sie jederzeit und
uberall treffen kann. Ihrer Wachsamkeit ist es zu verdanken, dass viele
Terrorattacken im letzten Moment verhindert werden konnten, sagen Experten
in Tel Aviv. Die israelische Polizei greift schneller als die Polizisten in anderen
europdischen Staaten ein. Die israelische Gesellschaft hat gelernt, spontan und
improvisiert zu reagieren, wenn sie bedroht ist.

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LES PRIORITES DE L’ACTIVITE POLICIERE FRANCAISE

L’activité policiére frangaise est basée sur I’esprit démocratique et se
concentre selon cinq axes: assurer la sécurité des personnes, des biens et des
institutions; maitriser les flux migratoires et lutter contre I'immigration illégale;
lutter contre la criminalité organisée, la grande délinquance et la drogue;
protéger le pays contre la menace extérieure et le terrorisme; maintenir 1'ordre
public.

La direction centrale de la sécurité publique est 1’instrument important
de prévenir la criminalité.

Elle est engagée en premiére ligne contre les violences urbaines et contre
l'insécurité routiére.

Le service de la protection est chargé de la protection rapprochée des
hautes personnalités frangaises et étrangeres lorsqu'elles sé¢journent en France.

La rétention des flux migratoires et la lutte contre le travail clandestin
est le but principal de la direction centrale de la police aux frontiéres qui veille
au respect des régles relatives a la circulation transfrontiére, anime et coordonne
au plan national 1'emploi des étrangers, lutte contre les crimes en ces domaines.
La police transfrontiére agit par l'intermédiaire de l'office central pour la
répression de l'immigration irréguliere et de 'emploi d'étrangers sans titre.

Le role de la lutte contre la criminalité organisée est prioritairement
dévolu a la direction centrale de la police judiciaire qui dispose a cet effet
d'offices centraux spécialisés. Créés en mai 2002, les groupes d'intervention
régionaux, associent les policiers, les gendarmes, les douaniers et les agents du
fisc dans la lutte contre les divers trafics qui alimentent les économies
souterraines. La direction centrale de sécurité publique lutte contre le trafic des
drogues.

La protection du pays contre la menace extérieure et le terrorisme est la
tache principale de l'unité de coordination de la lutte antiterroriste. L’unité
centralise les informations fournies notamment par la direction centrale du
renseignement intérieur et par la direction centrale de la police judiciaire.

Le maintien de 1'ordre public est effectué par la direction centrale des
compagnies républicaines de sécurité et ses unités mobiles qui constituent la
réserve de la Police nationale. Outre les opérations de maintien de l'ordre,
auxquelles elle concourt avec la direction centrale de sécurité publique elle

participe a la sécurisation de la population dans les zones sensibles ainsi qu'a
l'aide aux personnes (sécurité routiére, en mer et en montagne).

A notre avis, dans tout I’Etat démocratique les priorités de 1’activité
policiere sont envisagées selon la situation extérieure et intérieure du pays. Dans
ce cas il faut avoir avant tout la structure efficace des services policiers, d’en
faire un mécanisme autonome et développé ou toute activité de la Police
nationale est mise en ceuvre grace aux fonctions d'administration et de gestion
raisonnables, de formation ciblée du personnel et de son controle assuré par les
services engagés. Ce mécanisme pourra non seulement réprimer la criminalité,
mais aussi fournir aux directions et services des moyens suffisants et efficaces
pour servir le peuple.

LA POLICE DANS L’ETAT DEMOCRATIQUE

L’expérience généralisée du fonctionnement de la police belge montre
clairement que son avenir est dans la société et dans une situation d’évolution
constante. Dans ces conditions le réle social d’un service de police est central.
Ce rdle peut étre rempli de trois manicres. L’activit¢é de la police est un
instrument de 1’autorité, un prestataire de services publics et une profession
spécifique. Ainsi, I’activité de la police de I’Etat démocratique doit étre en
équilibre entre ces trois aspects.

Dans ce cas il s’agit qu’a tous les niveaux les autorités du pays,
notamment au niveau du service policier, prennent les initiatives adéquates et
entreprennent les actions nécessaires en commun. Ces initiatives et actions
menées doivent étre soutenues par les autorités locales si cela s’avere nécessaire
et possible. C’est sir que cette approche n’empéche pas d’accorder une
attention suffisante aux problémes de sécurité et de criminalité qui nécessitent
une réaction a court terme.

L’initiative doit étre prise par I’instance ou I’acteur le mieux placé a cet
effet dans le domaine de la sécurité. Dans ce contexte, il faut tenter de parvenir
a un équilibre adéquat entre une direction centrale et 1’autonomie et la diversité
locales, entre I’approche préventive et administrative et 1’approche judiciaire et
réactive, entre la force et I’orientation démocratique, entre la justification et la
direction qui en découle et, entre une approche généraliste et des possibilités de
spécialisation suffisantes.

A notre avis, seulement la structure spéciale des services de 1’ordre peut
résoudre le probléme du fonctionnement effectif dans les nouvelles conditions
de leur activité professionnelle. En considérant I’expérience étrangére,
notamment, 1’activité des services de police belge, nous trouvons que les
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reformes des services de 1’ordre de 1’Ukraine sont possibles et nécessaires.

La création d’une nouvelle police et les réformes appropriées peuvent
étre un pas en avant a condition de se conformer raisonnablement aux idéaux
démocratiques tels que le maintien de la sécurité, de la viabilité et des besoins
de la population.

A ces buts, a notre avis, on a intérét au fonctionnement intégral des
services de police tant au niveau vertical qu’a I’horizontal. La police fédérale et
la police locale doivent créer les relations partenariales dans le réseau développé
du systéme de sécurité d’Etat.

11 faut créer des mécanismes actifs de coordination des unités policieres
locales, créer le systéeme informatique centralisé nécessaire ainsi que 1’accés
approprié a celui-ci, créer des leviers de la direction raisonnable, effective,
stricte et du fonctionnement sociale des unités tant au niveau vertical qu’a
’horizontal.

Seulement a ces conditions on peut parler des réformes vraiment
efficaces et d’un haut niveau du fonctionnement des services de police.

LES PRIORITES DE L’ACTIVITE POLICIERE DU QUEBEC

Maintenir ’ordre et la sécurité publique; prévenir, réprimer la
criminalité et les infractions aux lois et aux réglements municipaux; rechercher
les auteurs des crimes et des infractions sont les missions essentielles des corps
de police du Québec.

L’analyse de 1’expérience étrangére ainsi que les projets amorcés au
Québec depuis les cinq derniéres années par le ministére de la Sécurité publique
est d’avis que ’approche communautaire peut répondre aux exigences actuelles
et futures en mati¢re d'une modernisation et d'une réorganisation des services de
police du Québec. Cette approche détermine les principes essentiels, tels que: le
rapprochement avec les citoyens, le partenariat avec d’autres institutions,
I’approche particuliére a la résolution des problémes, le renforcement des
mesures préventives. Le rapprochement avec les citoyens peut impliquer un
redéploiement territorial, 1’affectation permanente des policiers a une
communauté donnée, une réorganisation des activités et des services
traditionnels, le retour des pratiques de patrouiller a pied et la décentralisation
de la prise de décision.

Le partenariat avec d’autres institutions permet de situer les unités de
police au sein d’un réseau d’organismes et d’institutions capables d’apporter
une contribution significative a la compréhension du phénoméne de la
criminalité et de 1’insécurité a I’échelle locale. Le partenariat doit influencer
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concretement les priorités opérationnelles des services de police et favoriser
I’élaboration de stratégies d’intervention d’un caractere globale et commun.
L’approche particuliére de résolution de problémes s’appuie sur 1’utilisation
d’une méthode d’analyse des délits commis avec le but de diagnostiquer la
situation de sécurité pour une localité donnée. En ce qui concerne la prévention
des crimes, I’activité policiére se traduit avant tout comme la diminution des cas
criminels dans le cadre de I’approche nommée «avancer la situation».

L’activité prioritaire de la police du Québec consiste en ce que les
policiers ont des missions d’assurer de 1’ordre et la protection des droits des
citoyens. En plus, ils ont le droit de prendre des décisions qui concernent la vie,
la liberté et les biens des citoyens. Comme les défenseurs des intéréts de la
société les policiers doivent montrer les standards élevés de conduite. Ainsi, la
police est autorisée d’effectuer des méthodes spéciales au cours des opérations
d’infiltration, ou I’utilisation adéquate de I’information confidentielle dépend
complétement des qualités personnelles des policiers. En outre, pour les
minorités les policiers sont I’imitation du pouvoir. Il est a noter que les actes
non-qualifiés et illicites des policiers recoivent d’habitude une grande publicité
qui cause un dommage injustifié¢ a I’image du systéme des services de ’ordre.

L’étude de ’expérience des pays étrangers permet de confirmer que la
police de I’Ukraine a besoin d’une telle organisation qui en s’appuyant sur
I’expérience des services de 1’ordre d’autres pays et en tenant compte de sa
propre spécificité soit approché au maximum a la société.

LES PRIORITES DE L’ACTIVITE POLICIERE

Il releve des taches essentielles de la police de prévenir toutes les
formes et tous les aspects de la criminalité, de les détecter et de lutter contre
eux. Ces taches concernent toutes les unités de police indépendamment de la
nature du crime ou les circonstances de son accomplissement. La fixation des
priorités de I’activité policiére ne doit pas empécher la police d’améliorer en
permanence la qualité de ’investigation de toutes les infractions et d’utiliser des
techniques modernes des enquétes criminelles.

Ainsi, il est trés important de coordonner correctement toutes les étapes
de Tactivité afin d’assurer la sécurité du pays. L’expérience de 1’activité
policiére des pays étrangers (surtout la Belgique) montre qu’une attention
particuliére doit étre accordée a un nombre de crimes, tels que: les vols a main
armée, la violence dans l'espace public (notamment sur les transports), la
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production et le trafic des drogues, le trafic illégal des armes a feu, le terrorisme,
la violence intrafamiliale et la violence contre les femmes, la traite des étres
humains (I’exploitation sexuelle, ’exploitation économique), la criminalité
informatique, la fraude, les effractions dans des habitations et autres batiments.
Pour lutter contre ces crimes les efforts doivent étre accentués a la direction
dans la hiérarchie policiére, a la gestion des informations en matiére d’enquétes,
a I’activité policiere aux descentes sur les lieux. Les pratiques européennes du
fonctionnement des unités de police sont basées selon la considération de la
dynamique des effets des crimes et des délits, des infrastructures stratégiques, de
la typologie des criminels.

11 faut reconnaitre que 1’organisation et la planification de la découverte
des crimes prévoit I’enquéte compléte et impartiale. L’enquéte doit étre orientée
plutdt vers 1’existence probable d’une série des crimes parce que 1’expérience
des pratiques policieres démontre clairement que les délinquants ne s’arrétent
pas d’habitude aprés avoir commis un crime et ils sont entrainés plutdt dans un
réseau méme des crimes et /ou des délits.

La spécificité de la vie actuelle et I’utilisation de nouvelles technologies
d’information ont emmené vers 1’accroissement de la criminalité informatique
et /ou I’utilisation de I’internet et des moyens de communication €lectronique
comme un outil a commettre un tel ou tel crime. Au monde entier la quantité des
enquétes criminelles internationales augmente, il y a lieu ’accroissement de
I’attention vers les pratiques des enquétes criminelles sur le blanchiment de
I’argent et le trafic des armes. Ainsi, le travail a part doit étre mené dans le
domaine de la découverte et de la documentation des armes en possession
criminelle, aussi bien que du trafic illégal des armes. Il faut accorder aussi de
I’attention au traitement des données informatiques aussi bien sur 1’étape de la
collecte que sur 1’étape de 1’utilisation et d’analyse.

A notre avis, ’expérience étrangére d’identification des priorités de
Pactivité policiére, ainsi que les pratiques des enquétes peuvent étre utilisées
dans notre pays en vue d’optimiser I’activité de la police nationale de 1’Ukraine.

L’ACTIVITE PRIORITAIRE DE LA POLICE DE PROXIMITE

Toutes les organisations policieres doivent répondre aux aspirations
1égitimes de la population. Dans beaucoup de pays (notamment, en Belgique, en
Grande-Bretagne, aux Etats-Unis, en France et en Suisse) une nouvelle méthode
de P’activité policicre est apparue. Cette méthode a pour but de créer des liens
étroits de collaboration avec la population afin de permettre a la police de cerner
et de mieux comprendre la nature des problémes de la lutte contre la criminalité,
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’opinion des citoyens.

Pour c¢a les unités de police qui travaillent avec la population trouvent
I’appui sur un partenariat entre les autres services policiers et un large éventail
d’organismes locaux institutionnels et communautaires, ainsi que de différents
groupes de citoyens. La méthode implique aussi une modification et un
enrichissement de la pratique de ’activité des policiers qui, plus directement en
contact avec les citoyens, doivent répondre 4 leurs attentes et apporter des
solutions tangibles aux problémes décelés. Slrement, cette approche ne
remplace pas 1’action policieére traditionnelle, mais toutefois imposée dans
plusieurs pays occidentaux reste un moyen efficace pour s’attaquer aux sources
méme de I’insécurité des citoyens et aux causes des problémes de criminalité
vécus 4 I’échelle locale.

résolution de probléme, plutét que purement réactive; le renforcement des
actions préventives afin d’apporter des solutions aux sources mémes des
problémes de criminalité et de délinquance.

11 est a noter que la Streté¢ du Québec puis le Service de police de la
Communauté urbaine de Montréal ont entrepris I’implantation d’un mod¢le de
police de proximité qui est conforme a ces principes.

Les modeles ne sont pas uniques et rigides et peuvent encore é&tre
perfectionnés selon les modalités de fonctionnement des pouvoirs locaux d’un
tel ou tel pays.

Suite de ’expérience de I’activité policiére dans des pays différents on
peut conclure que I’introduction du principe de responsabilité partagée entre les
autorités publiques et les citoyens pour prévenir le crime et accroitre la sécurité
dans les communautés, de méme que la décentralisation des pouvoirs
décisionnels vers les policiers sur le terrain sont capables d’améliorer
I’efficacité du modéle.
