PREVENTING AND COUNTERING CHILD VIOLENCE
IN THE FAMILY

Today, our country is trying to join the European Union, to set certain
standards that will meet the needs of each individual to not violate his rights
and ensure freedom.

But, unfortunately, today the society cannot boast of its ability to tolerate
others, to understand their rights, to resist violence.

Take, for example, the parents of a young child who is threatened to be
put into a corner at home if she is or he not obedient in kindergarten. Based
on this situation, we understand that child abuse is caused by psychological
pressure. We must understand that violence is the use of forceful methods or
psychological pressure through threats that are deliberately directed at the
weak or those who cannot resist. That is, any use of force against the
defenseless. The use of physical influence and threat to children only worsens
the relationship between parents and children. Minors are not yet fully aware
of their actions, they are at a stage of development, so some forceful methods
of education to correct the situation are simply not possible.

The following ways to prevent and counteract violence in society should
be proposed:

1. In the European Union and the United States, the approach of
removing from the family is used not the victim, perpetrator. In this case, the
victim is not forced to seek shelter until another family member has calmed
down and regained consciousness.

2. Now, almost all children who attend kindergartens and schools do not
know their rights, they know where and how to find the way to their
protection related to the protection of their rights, which is why social
services should consult pupilsto ensure that children are not afraid to contact
caregivers, teachers, and, where possible, law enforcement and social
security authorities for their personal protection.

3. Of course, families who are called foster families should also be under
after. In order to prevent and combat child abuse in such families, it is
necessary to make a “rigorous selection” of adoptive parents beforehand. For
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example, to introduce different tests that would cover all areas of upbringing;
practical training for the preparation of expectant parents, etc.

Of course, it must be understood that taking into account foreign
experience is practical, but it should also be borne in mind that each country
has its own mentality, its spiritual and ideological beliefs in the upbringing
and education of children. Therefore, it is not necessary to take into
consideration the whole arsenal of foreign experience in the proper
fulfillment of the responsibilities of parents in the upbringing of children.

FORMS OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN AZERBAIJAN

Domestic violence is the most widespread gender problem
in Azerbaijan. The legal definition of it is reflected in the Law of of
Azerbaijan “On Prevention of Domestic Violence.” According to this law,
domestic violence is a deliberate infliction of physical and moral damage by
persons to others, covered under this Law, caused by abuse of close relative
relations, current or past cohabitation. In most households, domestic violence
reveals itself in certain forms: as physical and sexual violence, or
psychological oppression and some form of coerced isolation.

Physical violence includes grabbing, twisting, pushing, hitting,
scratching, biting, choking, punching, shaking, dragging, hair pulling,
keeping the victim in a closed room or anywhere else, spitting, slapping,
using any household item, knife or gun against the victim. Most victims of
domestic violence are women and children, and most abusers are men.

Sexual violence, like physical violence, involves a set of behavior or
actions.

According to the joint survey by the State Statistical Committee of
Azerbaijan fifty-five percent of women who ever experienced sexual
violence had cuts, bruises, or aches during at least one episode of violence;
35 percent received from eye injuries, sprains, dislocations, or burns as a
result of sexual violence; and 12 percent reported receiving deep wounds,
broken bones, broken teeth, or any other serious injury due to sexual violence.

For many victims of domestic violence, sexual violence is a very
sensitive and grave subject. Because there is no sexual education in
Azerbaijan, many victims are unaware of the fact that sexual violence is a
form of violence and that they face it.

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Economic violence within the framework of domestic violence is
explained in the Law of Azerbaijan On Prevention of Domestic Violence in
the following way: Domestic application of illegal limitations of economic
character — means actions by persons covered under this Law towards each
other aimed at deprivation of the right to own, dispose of or use property, or
obtain income, or at creating, sustaining and abusing the situation of
economic dependency.

The state and the community should take a joint initiative in prevention
and resolution of domestic violence.

COMBATING AND PREVENTING CRIME IN THE SOCIETY
(FOREIGN EXPERIENCE)

Today, in the context of globalization, the rapprochement of states in
the field of international, cultural cooperation, as well as legal systems, issues
of public order, human security and crime prevention are of great importance.

In the US, the doctrine of “zero tolerance” for crimes is in force, and its
law enforcement focus is on the dynamism, adaptability, and maintenance of
law and order in society within the framework of respect for the democratic
rights and freedoms of citizens of the country. In order to improve the
effectiveness of the system of combating crime, the following measures are
being implemented: socially oriented work with the population is
strengthened, which guarantees immersion of police into local communities,
public support and joint work on prevention of offenses; punitive policies on
particularly serious crimes intensified; the media are supporting social
doctrine that shapes public opinion as "zero tolerance" - "the offense must be
stopped and the crime committed - punished."”

In Austria, the state security structures are the police and gendarmerie,
which form a single federal police force. The main subject of early crime
prevention in the Italian Republic is the police, which characterized by a
narrow specialization of units, a multi-level structure, and absolute
militarization. It is important for developed countries to improve forms of
social control over the actions of law enforcement agencies as guarantors of
observance of human rights and freedoms. In this regard, Ukraine should use
this positive foreign experience in combating crime in organizing and
coordinating preventative crime.
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Activities between different prevention actors and civil society, as well
as the provision of modern technical facilities and equipment necessary for
the effective detection, investigation of crimes, the execution of necessary
research and expertise.

VOLUNTARY POLICE SERVICES AS A COMPONENT
INTERACTION BETWEEN THE POLICE AND CIVIL SOCIETY

Today, one of the most common models of partnerships between police
and civil society in the world is the model ("Community Policing",
"Community-oriented Policing”, "Neighborhood Policing"). This model of
building relationships of police with the population, public formations is used
in policing of the USA, UK, Germany, Poland. The Community Policing
model of police-civil society is multi-level. It includes relations between the
police and the population at the individual, local levels, and public life in
general. It should be noted that the main objectives of the Community
Policing model are: prevention and reduction of crime; the eradication of
negative social phenomena (street prostitution, consumption of alcoholic
beverages in public places, aggressive begging, graffiti, street clogging);
increasing the sense of safety and quality of life of the residents; initiating
the activity of the inhabitants and creating a coalition in order to maintain
public safety and order; improving the attitude of the population to the police;
improving the comfort of life in communities (as a result).One of the most
widespread forms of interaction between civil society and the police in
modern countries, which contributes to the achievement of these objectives
of the Community Policing model, is the joint activity of the police and
voluntary civic groups. Such voluntary civic formations include: voluntary
police services established in Baden-Wiirttemberg and Hesse and security
guards existing in Bavaria and Saxony. Public Watch in Poland and the like.
The Baden-Wiirttemberg and Hesse Volunteer Police Service, through
patrolling, timely reporting of illegal activities and emergencies, as well as
traffic inspections, security of buildings and structures, assists the German
police in the protection of law and order and the protection of citizens' rights
and freedoms. The activity of the voluntary police service promotes the
education of socially active and legitimate behavior of members of the
society, determines the desire of the public not only to facilitate
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the performance of tasks by police officers, but also by their own active actions
to influence the level of law and order in their area. In our view, in order to
take care of the security of the country, with a large population it is necessary,
on its own initiative, to form associations for the protection of public safety.

CHILD SEXUAL ABUSE ONLINE: THREATS AND SOLUTIONS

Child abuse is a worldwide problem that became obvious only last 20
years. The results of studies show that up to 1 billion children aged 2—17,
experience physical, sexual, or emotional violence or neglect each year.

Sexual abuse and sexual exploitation of children are particularly severe
crimes which the development of the internet has further aggravated,
generating new crimes such as “grooming” (soliciting children online for
sexual purposes), cyberbullying (harassment of people on social networks),
sextortion (soliciting intimate photos or videos for blackmail purposes) and
sexting (the activity of sending text messages that are about sex or intended
to sexually excite someone).

According to the Internet Watch Foundation (IWF) data 0of 2017, a web page
displays images of children being sexually abused every 7 minutes. In 2017,
78,589 URLSs that contained images of sexual abuse, concentrated particularly in
the Netherlands, followed by the United States, Canada, France and Russia were
detected. 55% of the victims are less than 10 years old. 86% contained images of
girls, 7% of boys, and 5% contained images of both boys and girls.

To be able to act more effectively to prevent this crime we need to better
understand the technology and the way the material is shared online, also
trends in victim’s characteristics and characteristics of offenders as well as
content characteristics overtime. Law enforcement agencies throughout the
world must have databases and the ability to track relevant information about
the material they process and investigate. It is not enough to have large
databases with lots of variables, rather we need robust databases with useful,
and carefully defined variables to act to prevent this crime from happening
and find victims when it does. Preventing violence against children in a
digital environment can’t be achieved without amendment to the law.
Otherwise, this will lead to an increasing level of Internet crime against
children, and raise the number of child pornography.

FEATURES OF MOBBING (PSYCHOLOGICAL VIOLENCE)
IN CONDITIONS OF EMIGRATION

The modern development of the world is characterized by all kinds of
political and economic changes, which leads to increased tension in a social
society. Every person at least once in life has faced psychological violence in
a social environment, where inadequate leadership requirements,
psychological harassment of young employees, unfair job evaluation, the
threat of dismissal, etc. are positioned as the norm.

Mobbing — psychological pressure, harassing a team or part of it (by
management, subordinates or colleagues) against an employee, carried out
with the aim of forcing a person to change jobs. Mobbing in the organization,
as a rule, is expressed in constant and often unreasonable criticism, in the
dissemination of misleading information (rumors and gossip) about the
employee, undermining professional competence and reputation. Mobbing
also manifests itself in the form of ridicule and provocation, direct insults and
intimidation, boycott and demonstrative ignoring, in attacks that prejudice
honor and dignity, and even in the form of causing material or physical harm.
The purpose of mobbing is to bring an employee out of psychological
balance. Two types of mobbing are traditionally distinguished: 1) vertical —
when psychological terror against the employee comes from the boss;
2) horizontal - when psychological terror comes from colleagues.

Itis well known, that person's social status and satisfaction with it is of great
importance in human life. The process of emigration changes the entire social
structure of the emigrant, such as status, social roles, all connections and
relationships. In conditions of emigration, a person loses the significant social ties
that supported him or her in the past, and this destructively affects mental health.

Thus, the problem of mobbing in the modern world is very important and
requires an effective approach at the state level. It is psychological safety that is
the condition that ensures the formation and development of functional comfort,
maintaining a high level of personal and emotional security and socio-
psychological skill, and optimizing the individual's reserve capabilities in
activities. Ensuring the psychological health of employees should be a top priority
in organizations, since systems with a culture of suppression make people equally
inert, dependent, unproductive and unable to give the society promising highly
developed professionals leading the society to progress and prosperity.

ON YOUTH VIOLENCE IN USA

Studies show that violence in the media influences teens and can cause
them to act aggressively. They suggest that playing violent video games
increases aggressive thoughts and behaviors. Violent media includes the
Internet, television, magazines, movies, music, advertising, social media.

The media affects their audience both positively and negatively. Recently,
social media has become an essential part of everyday life and has a massive
impact on the behaviour and minds of people who use it. Social media has
interlaced itself into almost every aspect of our lives. Whether we use it for
information, to make new friends or to express our opinion, social media has
integrated itself into the world around us and helps us to stay connected. Concerns
have been raised that social media likely encourages young people to participate
in violence and has a huge impact on their behaviour. Some news reports of cyber
bullying, criminal activity on social media or through it, gang violence, and
suicide have surfaced and social media appears to fuel these troubling incidents.

“The danger with social media is that it provides a platform that can quickly
amplify any sort of violence because it becomes permanently accessible for all to
see. More and more, virtual conflicts on social media escalate into physical
violence such as assaults, shootings, and murders. It is critically important for the
people in youths’ lives to understand the risks associated with certain types of
posts and the circumstances that increase the likelihood of violence.” Richard
Aborn, President, Citizens Crime Commission of New York.

The ordinary American watches about 5 hours of video each day, 98%
of which is watched on a traditional TV-set. Nearly two-thirds of TV
programs contain some physical violence. Most self-involving video games
comprise some violent content, even those for children.

Children watch a lot of television. In over half of American households
a TV is on nearly all of the time. Combining messages and meanings from
sitcoms, sports, movies, cartoons, talk shows, and commercials: that’s a lot
of influential information filtering through a child’s mind. The typical child
gets plenty of information they probably should not.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AND FIGHTING WITH IT IN SPAIN

Today domestic violence is one of the most serious issues among women
and children. It’s also problem of public health and criminal justice. The risks
related to domestic violence affect not only the victims, but their families,
friends and police. It occurs when one person in intimate relationship or
marriage tries to dominate and control the other person and it can be in all
forms of psychological, physical, emotional and mental abuse. Also, issues
like poverty and homelessness emerge as a result of domestic violence.
Between 25%-50% of homeless families have lost their homes as a result of
intimate partner violence. Although there are many causes, the effects of
domestic abuse on women are quite detrimental to not only their
psychological, but physical health as well.

When it comes to solve the problem of domestic violence, Spain is
setting a good example. In this country, the issue of fighting domestic
violence has been a national priority for over a decade. It was fourteen years
ago, when the law was passed introducing key reforms in Spanish courts to
deal with this problem. Special judges were trained and appointed. They have
a power to process suspected cases of domestic violence within 72 hours.
Over the past fifteen years, the number of domestic violence has been halved
in the country. Such results exist to wide-ranging efforts by the Spanish
authorities. These include specialist courts with judges trained in domestic
violence. One of the main challenges in fighting violence in Spain, like in
another countries, is that it takes years for victims to tell about it. Such
methods and ways probably will help to deal with this serious problem not
only in Spain.

To sum up, the causes for domestic violence begin with one goal. This
goal is set with the purpose of feeling power and control over the other
individual. It is very important to inform people that they are not alone and
speaking up helps not only them, but helps bring awareness and open
societies eyes. Finally, this is a very delicate topic which brings many
detrimental effects to many women all over the world, and each passing day
it is affecting more and more women.

DOMESTIC ABUSE: HOW TO PROTECT YOURSELF

Domestic violence may include behaviors meant to scare, physically
harm, or control a partner. While every relationship is different, domestic
violence generally involves an unequal power dynamic in which one partner
tries to assert control over the other in a variety of ways.

Some perpetrators may even use children, pets, or other family members
as emotional leverage to get the victim to do what they want. Victims
experience diminished self-worth, anxiety, depression, and a general sense of
helplessness that can take time and often professional help to overcome.

Women are most of the battered in a relationship, though men are
frequently victimized too in both heterosexual and same-sex relationships. More
than 38 million American women have been victims of domestic violence.

The technological revolution has opened up new ways for abusers to
dominate, intimidate, and control the people in their lives through
manipulation, cyber-stalking, and emotional blackmail.

While you may or may not be ready to leave an abusive relationship, it’s
important to take precautions to keep yourself safe. To ensure your welfare,
you should be alert, prepared, and educated. Your safety plan should include
the following:

— Know the signs that your abuser is getting upset.

— ldentify safe areas of your home—avoiding small spaces, rooms
with weapons, and rooms without exits.

— Create several believable reasons to leave your home to avoid abuse
(including day and night).

— Create a code word to let loved ones know you’re in danger.

— Make and memorize a list of emergency contacts.

GENDER EQUALITY OF WOMEN POLICE OFFICERS
IN MODERN UKRAINIAN SOCIETY

The formation of a gender culture in society, the observance of the
foundations of gender equality and the prevention of gender discrimination
in its various forms are complex tasks that are closely linked to the process
of democratization, the observance of human rights and freedoms in a legal
state. The European choice of Ukraine encourages the understanding and
implementation of international experience, the formation and
implementation of state gender policy. Therefore, the observance of gender
equality is of particular importance. Among other issues, the study of the
status of women's rights in the police deserves special attention.

In Ukraine there are following problematic issues concerning the
activities of women police officers:

— problems arising from the need to combine service duties with
household duties;

— discussion of the positive impact of psychophysiological
characteristics of women on the quality of their professional duties (in
particular: a higher level of emotionality, self-criticism and communication
skills; development of intuition, empathy; a lower level of aggressiveness);

— the problem of sexual harassment at the workplace; problematic
issues in the sphere of social and legal protection of women.

The world experience shows that the broad involvement of women in
law enforcement agencies is the key to significantly reduce violence caused
by these agencies against the citizens. There are following advantages of
women in the police force for the society:

— women are less likely to use force unnecessarily and exceed the use
of force;

— the presence of female police officers in police departments has a
positive effect on all employees.

Thus, equal participation of women in the police is important for the
development and support of democracy and the fight against crime. At the
same time, the political, legal and social aspects of the mechanism for
ensuring real equality between women and men should be improved. We
hope that taking these issues into account will be useful for the
implementation of state policy in the field of gender equality.

CYBERSTALKING AS A FORM OF PSYCHOLOGICAL
VIOLENCE

Violence in all of its manifestations has existed in society since ancient
times. It comes in many forms and can have different consequences.
Recently, the amount of discussions regarding psychological violence and
stalking in particular has been increasing.

Stalking is unwanted and/or repeated surveillance by an individual or a
group towards another person. Stalking behaviors are interrelated to
harassment and intimidation and may include following the victim in person,
monitoring them etc. Although stalking cases have been prevalent since a
long time ago, with the widespread use of the Internet the amount of stalking,
or rather cyberstalking cases has been rising rapidly over this decade. For
example, in the US, 7.5 million people are stalked every year and
approximately 1 in 6 women and 1 in 17 men have experienced stalking at
some point in their lifetime. (CDC, 2015)

Even though both physical stalkers and cyberstalkers are driven by the
same intention — to embarrass, harass, or threaten their victims, cyberstalkers
rely on online technology to do it and use any bit of information online (social
media, personal information found on the Internet etc.) to reach their goal.
Cyberstalking could be considered more serious as it involves heinous
intentions, ranging from false accusations and defamation to sexual harassment
and even inciting harassment towards the victim. In most cases, physical and
digital stalking can interconnect, which makes it even more threatening.

So, what should one do if they fell victim to a cyberstalker? Though it
may be too late, they should make sure that any more personal information
doesn't get in hands of a criminal by locking their personal accounts,
reporting the stalker to the platform on which the harassment is taking place,
using VPN services etc. But can the law help and protect them? As
cyberstalking is a form of emotional assault, laws governing harassment and
slander can be applied to electronic communications. However, this practice
is often problematic because confrontations in cyberspace are different from
real-life situations. While some countries apply older laws, others have
enacted specific cyberstalking laws. These laws are relatively new and
usually still have room for improvement. And, for example, in 2018
Australia’s Parliament has passed a law which legislates the non-consensual
sharing of intimate images online, which may take place when a person is
being cyberstalked. Also, in the United States one that is being cyberstalked

can file a restraining order against the person that’s stalking them online.
Undoubtedly, any violence against a person, that has caused significant harm
to them, their physical or mental health, and even more so if it caused death,
is considered a serious crime.

PREVENTING AND COMBATING SEXUAL VIOLENCE
AGAINST WOMEN FOREIGN EXPERIENCE

When we are talking about violence in society, words like “rape,”
“fights,” “bulling,” and more are coming to mind. Therefore, today we would
like to consider the topic of sexual violence among the population, namely
"Sexual violence against women".

According to 2019 data, every third woman on earth is physically or
sexually abused, and in the most cases rapist is an intimate partner. RAINN
also cites horrifying facts: sexual abuse occurs every 109 seconds and only
six out of thousands of abusers are imprisoned.

As we can see the problem of sexual violence against women is a very serious
issue today. Nowadays, there is also the problem of lack of awareness among
people, which creates even more confusion in dealing with the issue of combating
sexual violence, because nowadays there are such stereotypes as: « “victim
behavior”, abuser-stranger, “normality” and “privacy”” of domestic violence, etc. ».

Therefore, the question arises what needs to be done to get closer to the
stated goal, namely, the successful counteraction to sexual violence in society.
When we answer this question, we can distinguish 3 steps to combat this problem:

1. International acts that serve as a benchmark for the legislation of
different countries (the UN Convention on the Elimination of All Forms
of Discrimination against Women (1979), the UN Declaration on the
Elimination of Violence against Women (1993), etc.).

This step means that we need not only consistent changes in the internal laws
of the state, but also a review of citizens' attitudes toward sexual abuse. International
acts are also important, because they motivate to use a single, agreement
terminology which is very important in law. If only some phenomenon, thing or
action doesn't have its clear meaning in legal acts and regulations, a great number
of ways to avoid punishment for obvious violations and crime appear.
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2. Adequate justice system.

If the law enforcement agencies treat the victim of violence in a biased
manner, this leads not only to minimum or suspended sentences, but also to
the fact that the cases do not go to court. Ifthe victim does not trust the police
or public opinion and local traditions pose a risk to her when applying, then
the statement itself will not appear.

3. Recognition of the problem by society.

It is the study of statistics by the society and the reflection of this
information that will help people to make the picture of the problem for
themselves and to combat sexual violence more effectively. After all, when
the stereotypes would disappear from our minds, and only confirmed facts
would be there, then we will start looking at the situation from the other side.

So, to summarize, we can say that an effective fight against sexual
violence in the legal field is possible under the following basic conditions:
recognition of the problem by society, the creation (improvement) of relevant
regulations, quality work of law enforcement agencies, impartial and
uncorrapted judicial system. In the absence of any of these conditions, the
protection of the victim of sexual violence will be significantly complicated
and will require considerable additional efforts, such as: "involvement of the
media, public organizations, etc.". In addition, looking at statistics, we should
understand that legislative regulation should aim primarily at protecting a
woman from a familiar person, in particular, to protect her from violence by
a sexual partner.

VIOLENCE PREVENTION IN METROPOLITAN/URBAN AREAS

The fact that metropolitan regions are affected by crime is a given, due
to their large population and area, making it hard to prevent such acts from
occurring. How does the New York Police Department (NYPD) handle
crime? Being the largest police department in the US, it employs
approximately 36,000 officers and 20,000 civilians for a variety of public
safety and law enforcement roles. These numbers may seem staggering in
comparison to the population of smaller cities, regions, and even other
countries. But, these 56,000 officers have to police a metropolitan area
containing 8.5 million individuals, the ratio of police to civilian is 1:152 and
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this does not include the large population of tourists They store large amounts
of data in their databases allowing and records as well as cameras, quick-
response systems located on the streets and large counts of officers patrolling
24/7. Other populated areas, such as Los Angeles, California have a similar
tactic of dealing with preventing offences. Not all events can be prevented,
but it is the duty of these organizations to maintain order and seek to prevent
the greatest amount of illegal activity as humanly possible. Even though
attacks such as 9/11 cannot be prevented by police organization the
population still maintains its trust that the training of these few individuals is
enough to maintain order. Such large police organizations exist solely within
densely populated areas. The question may arise, "How do smaller cities and
towns deal with similar situations?" Smaller districts have no need for large
police force deployment, therefore units like Sheriff's office take care of
misconduct and violent outbursts, more personally than the large
metropolitan police. In recent years however, smaller town law enforcement
has begun to acquire military grade equipment like armored vehicles, tear
gas, as well as riot shields have drawn away from the standard ways that
people expect from their local police. Police across the US have become more
militarized against its citizens.

WHAT MAKES PEOPLE BE INVOLVED IN YOUTH VIOLENCE?

There is no simple answer why some people become involved in
violence. But there are ways when a person becomes a victim or perpetrator
or both. It is often described as risk factors. This means the types of situations
and circumstances that make it more likely for a young person to be either
victim or perpetrator of violence. Some early childhood risk factors include
impulsive behavior, poor emotional control, and lack of social and problem-
solving skills. Many risk factors are the result of chronic stress, which can
harm the brain development of children and youth.

Youth violence is a leading cause of death for adolescents and young adults.
Youth who experience violence also have a higher risk for physical and mental
health problems, including smoking, substance use, depression, and suicide.

Youth violence can have immediate and life-long physical, emotional,
and economic consequences. It takes a huge toll on young people, no matter
if they are the victim, the aggressor, or the witness. And, it hurts everyone
else in a community.
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A young person may have a risk factor of friends who are a bad influence.
Each individual person will have their own set of risk and protective factors,
unique to them. Having a large number of risk factors can be an indicator
someone is more likely to be either a victim or perpetrator, or both. The risk
factors can be grouped under the headings of Individual, Family, School,
Community, Peers and Societal (to do with the society around us).

What are individual risk factors? History of violent victimization.
Attention deficits, hyperactivity, or learning disorders. History of early
aggressive behavior. Involvement with drugs, alcohol, or tobacco. Low 1Q.
Poor behavioral control. Deficits in social cognitive or information-
processing abilities. High emotional distress.

Preventing youth violence is vital to the well-being of everyone. By
understanding how youth violence affects communities and all its residents,
prevention approaches must be selected.

THE INFLUENCE OF THE FAMILY INSTITUTE ON CHILD'S
HOMELESSNESS AS A CRIME PHENOMENON BACKGROUND

Today, in modern Ukraine, the crime by a person of no fixed abode is
an underexplored problem that touches upon different spheres of public life.
First of all, it is closely related to the notion of homelessness which has
already existed for many centuries.

The relevance of the topic is that the current social and economic decline
in Ukrainian society has caused a deep crisis of the family, has contributed to
the exacerbation of such negative phenomena of society as alcoholism,
prostitution, drug addiction, unemployment and of course begging with
homelessness. Against this background, there is an acute threat of family
destruction as a social institution, and in such circumstances, child
homelessness is gaining ground in Ukraine and as a consequence, juvenile
delinquency is spreading.

The main reasons for the child homelessness origin include: inability of
many families to raise children through poverty or parental irresponsibility;
using cruel forms of child rearing in families that intersect with domestic
violence; imperfection of rehabilitative and preventive work used in used in
orphanages; unemployment, rising prices for basic necessities, in particular
baby goods and, as a result, material well-being aggravation of a significant
population stratum in Ukraine.
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Concerning the action against vagrancy and homelessness, scientists
determine the list of main directions of combating homelessness: adoption of
a single legislative act that would regulate relations in the field of combating
and preventing crime; increasing public participation in the fight against
vagrancy and homelessness, enshrined in appropriate prevention programs
and plans; including the courses on teaching self-defense, healthy, and safe
life skills to school programs; development of national education programs
for parents communication with children; improving the work quality of
social services whose main purpose is social adaptation of different types;
reducing the level of child neglect (for example, setting up special youth centers
by the type of dormitory where a young person can seek shelter and counseling
for reconciliation with parents, employment, conflict resolution, etc.).

To sum up, we can say that the root causes of this problem are the family
institute, the level of spiritual and moral development of the parents, the birth
culture and awareness of the behavior common rules.

COUNTERACTING VIOLENCE AGAINST CHILDREN.
EXPERIENCE OF THE USA

Children are the most vulnerable and unprotected part of society. The
more violence in society increases, the more urgent the problem of domestic
violence against children becomes.

Children's problems are increasingly attracting humanity's attention.
Objectively assess these issues and, accordingly, implement a state policy on
children in Ukraine, is possible not only by studying and researching the
situation of children, but also by analyzing those processes that are related to
children outside Ukraine.

In many countries, children's social services function effectively and
diversely. For example, child care services in the United States are targeted
not only at the child but also at the family as a whole. They have the same
goals and fulfill the following tasks: providing certain economic autonomy
for the family by the state; prevention of violence against children and abuse
of children; creation of various institutional forms of guardianship, as well as
support for non-institutional forms, including “public” ones.

In 1974, the United States adopted a Law on Preventing and Eliminating
Abuse of Children. According to this Law, a National Center on Child Abuse
has been established. The current system of child protection services in the
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United States includes four aspects: report; investigation; intervention;
completion of the case.

In addition, there are governmental and non-governmental commissions
to investigate violence in the United States, and special shelters have been set
up to house women with children who have left their homes for abuse.

Therefore, it is necessary to study and take into account the experience
of foreign countries, in particular the United

States, but to a large extent, we must formulate our own policy on
children, which would take into account historical experience, national
traditions, problems of state formation, especially the implementation of
modern state policy in Ukraine.

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DOMESTIC ABUSE

Domestic violence can be physical or psychological, and it can affect
anyone of any age, gender, race, or sexual orientation. It may include
behaviors meant to scare, physically harm, of control a partner. And while
every relationship is different, domestic violence typically involves an
unequal power dynamic in which one partner tries to assert control over the
other in a variety of ways. Insults, threats, emotional abuse and sexual
coercion all constitute domestic violence. Some perpetrators may even use
children, pets, or other family members as emotional leverage to get their
victim to do what they want. Victims of domestic violence experience
diminished self-worth, anxiety, depression, and a general sense of
helplessness that can take time and often professional help to overcome.
Types of domestic abuse include physical, verbal (also called emotional,
mental, or psychological abuse), sexual, economic/financial, and spiritual
abuse. Stalking and cyber-stalking are also forms of intimate partner abuse.
Physically abusive behaviors include assault of any kind, ranging from
pinching, pushing, hitting, or slapping to choking, shooting, stabbing, and
murder. Verbal, emotional, mental, or psychological violence is described as
using words to criticize. Sexual abuse refers to any behavior that uses sex to
control or demean the victim. Economic or financial abuse is described as
threatening or otherwise limiting the victim's financial freedom or security.
Deciding to leave a violent relationship is a difficult decision and requires
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careful planning and support. Everyone has the right to respectful, loving
relationships and no one should live in fear.

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COUNTERACTION TO SEXUAL VIOLENCE
(SHORT DISCOURSE)

The violence problem in the society is one of the most important
problems of mankind. For a long time people got used to solve problems not
peacefully but using the physical force. There are several types of violence,
namely: physical, psychological, economic, sexual, etc.

In different countries law enforcement bodies differently warn and stop
any facts of violence. Let's give examples of the countries with the low and
high level of violence dated 2015. Syria is the country which won the first place
among the countries noted by the high level of violence, sexual in particular.
The civilian population of this country appeared between the military
operations activity and the prolonged conflicts on the front’s line. Sexual
violence connected with conflicts are considered as a rape of women and girls
in wartime. Many countries experience threats of sexual violence, indications
about application and consequences of this form of violence are widely
documented in 19 countries of Africa, Asia, Europe and South America during
2016. It can be concluded that the most affected by violence countries, namely
sexual violence, are countries where the martial law is in force.

Countries in which violence level is considerably smaller, in comparison
with other ones, are the Europenian countries. These countries include Iceland,
Denmark and Austria. This is due to the fact that in Sweden, for example,
virtually all forms, including domestic violence, are criminalized in these
countries. As for the children in these countries, the punishment for them is
much more severe than for the other forms of violence.

Thus, the urgency of the problem of violence for European countries
necessitates the search for optimal models of the response. A number of
regulations to regulate violence at the international level have been created.
In particular: the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the Declaration of
the Rights of the Child, the International Covenant on Civil and Political
Rights, and the Convention on the Rights of the Child. In order to find the
best models of law enforcement response to the facts of violence, one must
take into account the experience and psychological aspects of different
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countries of the world. Analyzing the consequences of actions against
violence in different countries of the world, one can conclude which of them
are optimal and which can have positive results in the future.

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PREVENTING AND COMBATING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

The domestic violence is an international problem. Different countries
have been working on ways to overcome it for a long time. Studies of the
situation of domestic violence in different countries show that its
consequences can be like that: a threat to the life and health of a person or a
task of psychological trauma, which in the future may negatively affect both
the victim's family life and social life in general.

All in all, violence is a type of social relations, in which some individuals
(groups of people), through external forcingwhich threatensto life andsubmit
other people, their facilities, productive forces, property and will. There are also
four forms of violence: economic (deprivation of a person of housing, food,
clothing, other property, money, or documents, use of financial advantage),
psychological (insults or constant criticism of a partner in family relations),
physical (damage to property during quarrels; pushing, striking, biting,
strangulation) and sexual violence (forcing a partner to have sex and others).

Domestic violence prevention is provided by a range of social and
special measures. Their purpose is to:

— eliminate the causes and conditions that lead to domestic violence,
limit its prevalence;

— ending such violence, providing social support to victims of
domestic violence and ensuring their safety;

— reduce the negative impact of domestic violence on the normal
development of children;

— prosecuteperpetrators of domestic violence, and make social,
psychological and medical correction to preparation for return to the family;

— monitoring the behavior of those who can actually commit domestic
violence and those found guilty of domestic violence.

Measures to prevent domestic violence have some aims. Especially the
early identification of families where a threat of violence exist, averting the
causes and conditions leading to its perpetration, or limiting their impact and,
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if possible, eliminating them and providing adequate protection against
violent attacks for each family member.

Combating domestic violence is one of the important areas of social
development today. It is seen not only as a social problem, but above all as a
problem of protection of human rights which requires the development of
adequate legal means to solve it. Domestic violence is a violation of the rights
and freedoms of a particular person, which is caused by the various
capabilities of the aggressor and complicates self-defense of the victim and
requires intervention by the state and society.

In my opinion, the state, in the form of executive bodies, should take
appropriate measures to counter domestic violence and ensure peaceful
coexistence in society.

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VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN:
PREVENTING AND COMBATING

Violence against women, in particular domestic violence, is a complex
problem. There may be many different contributing factors, at the individual,
relationship, social and cultural levels.

Article 4 of the United Nations Declaration sets that states should
condemn violence against women and should not invoke any custom,
tradition or religious consideration to avoid their obligation with respect to
its elimination. States should pursue by all appropriate means and without
delay a policy of eliminating violence against women.

In Costa Rica, a special committee has been formed with high-level
authorities to help prevent the murder of women in intimate relationships.
The institutions directly involved with this goal have signed a protocol to be
applied in cases of high risk to the lives or integrity of women. The Ministry
of Security, the Ministry of Justice (responsible for jails), the Costa Rican
public health system, the judicial system, the public services and the National
Institute for Women all have agreed to follow this protocol. In all instances
where a threat has been made or identified, a risk evaluation has to be made
each time these agencies deal with a situation of violence against women in
order to trigger special measures when they identify high risk. A common
database is used to collect information from all agencies, such that protective
measures are recorded, shared and tracked, as well as violations of the orders,
or other acts and factors that may tend to increase the risk of homicide.
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Several countries (including Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, India, Peru, the
Philippines and Uruguay) have taken the approach of setting up women’s
units or police stations staffed by women to improve the ability of the police
to respond to the unique needs of women victims. In most cases, much of the
work undertaken by these special units relates to violence against women,
specifically domestic violence. Anecdotal reports suggest that many of these
initiatives have been favorably received by women as they are commonly
viewed as being receptive and supportive to women victims.

Women police units have also helped to raise the profile of women in
policing and attracted more women to the profession once they see visible
signs of women making equal contributions to community safety, crime
prevention and crime response.

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BULLYING PREVENTION AND COUNTERACTION
IN SECONDARY SCHOOLS: CANADIAN EXPERIENCE

Bullying has got progressively high profile nowadays as people have come
to understand how deeply it can hurt children and how tragic the aftereffects can
sometimes happen. Bullying is defined as deliberate, repeated aggressive
behavior with negative intent used by a child to keep power over another child.

Bullying is a power fight that is difficult to resolve without the aid of an
adult. Mainly it requires only a few minutes of interference to stop, especially
if adults act immediately and steadily. Being among the countries that
struggle against bullying, Canada has succeeded in working out a helpful
pattern to fight against it. Its top successful bullying intervention programs
include these features: intervened at three levels (the whole school
population, students who just begin to bully or be bullied and students with
serious bullying or victimization behaviors); involved parents and the larger
community in the initiative.

It should be said, that involving the broader community may enhance
the effectiveness of whole school interventions. Engagement of multiple
mediators such as community members and organizations promotes success.
Moreover, including students in program development and delivery may
significantly increase the students' sense of commitment to initiative.

What really matters in bullying prevention and counteraction nowadays
according to Canadian researches is providing age-related materials:
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all elements of the intervention should be age-appropriate, easily understood
by and relevant to the students.

The last but not the least way towards bullying prevention and
counteraction lies in creating a gender-specific approach. This takes the fact
that anti-bullying initiatives can differ between boys and girls. Therefore,
gender-related ways of helping the victim and struggling against bullying are
mentioned in Canadian handbooks, leaflets.

Every child has the right to feel safe at home, at school and in the
community according to UN Convention on the Rights of the Child. To stop
the hurtful behavior of bullying adults need to support children who seek their
help. They need to respond immediately and take preventative steps to stop
the behavior from happening in future.

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THE PREVENTION OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE:
THE AUSTRIAN EXPERIENCE

Today, the practice and policy of combating violence is being refined in
both economically developed and developing countries. Countries enact
laws, implement state programs, and take special measures in order to
counteract forms of violence that have until recently been considered
commonplace for families or individuals. In this article, we suggest analyzing
Awustria's experience in overcoming this problem.

In November 1996, the Austrian National Assembly adopted the Act on
Protection against Domestic Violence. The law entitles the victim to
protection from the offender in his / her living environment and in the social
environment, giving the police the authority to evict offenders and impose
restraining orders. In Austria, intervention centers have been set up to provide
free counseling, assistance and support to victims of domestic violence.

If the offender threatens or harms the person living in the same
premises, the police have the right to evict the offender from the common
dwelling and prevent him/her from returning there, even though he/she may
be the owner of the flat or house. The offender must keep the keys to the
police officer's room, if he wants to take away his belongings, then the
victim must be warned about his arrival. During this period, the court is
bound to make a decision. The temporary injunction is valid for 3 months
(maximum). Only when the victim has filed for divorce can the ban be
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extended until the divorce. Not only can the abuser be banned from entering
their premises, but they may not be allowed to appear near the house or
other designated places. If the offender violates the order, the victim may
file a fine for contempt of court.

One of the main features of the Domestic Violence Protection Act is that
in the case of violence, the police must respond, regardless of the interests of
the victim, who makes his or her own decision only on temporary injunction.
This approach makes it clear that the state considers itself responsible for
security in private life, that it is aware of the problematic situation of the
victim being abused under the pressure of the abuser.

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WHAT IS DOMESTIC VIOLENCE?

Domestic violence is the willful intimidation, physical assault, battery,
sexual assault, and/or other abusive behavior as part of a systematic pattern
of power and control perpetrated by one intimate partner against another. It
includes physical violence, sexual violence, psychological violence, and
emotional abuse. The frequency and severity of domestic violence can vary
dramatically; however, the one constant component of domestic violence is
one partner’s consistent efforts to maintain power and control over the other.

Domestic violence is an epidemic affecting individuals in every community
regardless of age, economic status, sexual orientation, gender, race, religion, or
nationality. It is often accompanied by emotionally abusive and controlling
behavior that is only a fraction of a systematic pattern of dominance and control.
Domestic violence can result in physical injury, psychological trauma, and in
severe cases, even death. The devastating physical, emotional, and psychological
consequences of domestic violence can cross generations and last a lifetime.

Domestic violence does not always end when the victim escapes the
abuser, tries to terminate the relationship, and/or seeks help. Often, it
intensifies because the abuser feels a loss of control over the victim. Abusers
frequently continue to stalk, harass, threaten, and try to control the victim
after the victim escapes. In fact, the victim is often in the most danger directly
following the escape of the relationship or when they seek help: 20 % of
homicide victims with restraining orders are murdered within two days of
obtaining the order; 33% are murdered within the first month.
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Unfair blame is frequently put upon the victim of abuse because of
assumptions that victims choose to stay in abusive relationships. The truth is,
bringing an end to abuse is not a matter of the victim choosing to leave; it is
a matter of the victim being able to safely escape their abuser, the abuser
choosing to stop the abuse, or others.

ABUSIVE RELATIONSHIPS AND WHY WE SHOULD AVOID
ABUSE LIKE THE CRUELTY

Abusive relationship is a common problem in modern world. Having an
abusive boyfriend or girlfriend is very unhealthy for your own mental or
physical health. That's why you should stay away from it as far as you could
possibly stay away from any type of abuse in general. It’s not always obvious
that you’re in an abusive relationship. Learn some of the key signs to look at.
It’s common for someone who is being abused to believe that it’s their own
fault and that they somehow ‘deserve’ the abuse. It’s important to know that
you’re never to blame yourself for the way an abusive person treats you.

This can help if: your partner tries to control your behaviour; your partner
threatens to harm you, your pets or people you love; you’re scared of your partner.

Key signs of an abusive relationship

An abusive relationship isn’t just limited to physical violence. It can
include sexual, emotional and physical abuse, and may involve control of
your finances. Here are some signs to look at.

Possessiveness

They check on you all the time to see where you are, what you're doing
and who you're with and they try to control where you go and who you meet
with, and get angry if you don't do what they say.

Jealousy

They accuse you of being unfaithful or of flirting and they can isolate
you from family and friends, often by behaving rudely to them.

Put-downs

They put you down, either publicly or privately, by attacking your
intelligence, looks, mental health or capabilities, or they constantly compare
you unfavourably to others. They blame you for all the problems in your
relationship, and for their violent outbursts.
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Threats

They yell or sulk, and deliberately break things that you value. They also
threaten to use violence against you, your family, friends or a pet.

Physical and sexual violence

They push, hit or grab you, or make you have sex or do things you don't
want to do, or they harm you, your pets or your family members.

Remember, that your violent partner may act loving towards you at other
times and may truly feel sorry for his/her horrible behaviour. So, it might be hard
to stay angry and upset with him/her. However, there is quite a high chance that
their violent behaviour will continue. Abusers can be incredibly charming people,
especially if they’re trying to make you or others see them in a good light.

After a violent episode, it's common for both you and your abuser to try
and downplay what happened with excuses, apologies or promises to change.
Please, remember, that it's very difficult to eradicate physical abuse in
relationships, and any abusive behaviour, without professional help.

If you’re experiencing abuse, things can feel really confusing, especially
if it's your first relationship. You might not be sure what to expect next.
Abusers often try to influence your sense of what’s real, to make you feel
confused or even that you’re going crazy. (This is known as ‘gaslighting’.)

You may begin to think that you’re to blame yourself for your partner’s
abusive behaviour. An abuser may excuse their behaviour by saying something
like, 'It wouldn't have happened if you hadn’t...' The truth is that no matter what
you do, another person’s abusive behaviour is never your fault.

To conclude all mentioned above, we should say, that if something
mentioned above is happining to you, you should know, that it’s not unusual
to feel afraid of leaving the person who’s abusing you. You might feel unsafe,
or scared of what the person might do to you or themselves. You might also
feel that you aren’t capable of making it on your own. It’s important to
remember that there are people who can help you on every step of the way.

WAYS OF FIGHTING WITH DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
IN GERMANY

Each of three women in the world are victims of violence. In Germany,
one woman dies from domestic violence in three days. How do people in
Germany resist it?
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Every five minutes, according to the Federal Criminal Affairs Office, at
least one woman in Germany is threatened, subjected to psychological
pressure, physical or sexual violence. Mostly men, relatives or partners
between the age of 30 and 39.

However, not all crimes become known. ""A maximum of 20 per cent of the
victims are seeking for assistance, and the total number of victims is significantly
higher. The other 80 per cent of women are embarrassed to seek help from the
police or special support groups, especially when survivors of violence
committed by men in the inner circle." There fore it is important for this issue to
be public and that women understand that they are not alone in this situation

Under current legislation, victims of domestic violence in Germany may
report to the police within three months. If the law enforcement agencies are
called directly to the place where the crime was committed, then the
application should not be written - the case will be initiated without the
request of the victim. Also, the police on the spot can appoint a period of
prohibition on contacts, the violation of which is already considered a
criminal. The penalty for assault (without severe bodily harm) can be quite
expensive: several thousand euro fine or up to a year in prison.

Before the campaign began, the German government submitted its plan
of measures to counter domestic violence. On the 20-th of November,
Franziska Giffey, the Ministry of Family, Women and Youth Affairs,
presented a report on domestic violence in Berlin and reported that
€35,000,000 had been allocated to prevent violence against women. She
called to increase the number of structures that helped victims of violence,
the number of hostels for women who had experienced domestic violence,
and to increase punishment for crimes against women.

Women who have been victims of violence may seek assistance from
organizations such as Weiler Ring or the hotline organized by the Ministry
for Women, Family and Youth Affairs, where they are offered assistance.
Victims of violence can call 24 hours a day to "hotline". Consultations are
held in 17 languages.

In order to reduce the number of cases of domestic violence, regulatory
and legal regulation is necessary, namely an effective system of detection,
prevention, and in the event that it was not possible to prevent it in time, to
prescribe a punishment that in the future will discourage other persons from
such illegal actions. In addition, it is necessary to carry out preventive work
with the population, to make this problem widely known and condemned, to
strengthen the work of psychologists in schools and other educational
institutions, to organize the cooperation of psychologists and educators with
law enforcement agencies to detect such cases in advance.

Studying the situation
of domestic violence in different countries shows that its consequences can
be: the threat to life and health of the person or the task of psychological
trauma.

Violence in the family is a violation of the rights and freedoms of a
particular person, which, because of various aggressor possibilities and
victim, complicates the possibility of self-defense and requires intervention
by the state and society.

Therefore, today, policies and practices for combating domestic
violence in economically developed and developing countries will be
improved. Forms of violence that until recently were considered a private
matter by the family or the individual.

COUNTERING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN GERMANY

According to a study by the Federal criminal investigation Agency, in
Germany, at least one woman is a victim of psychological or physical
violence every five minutes. The number of victims of so-called domestic
violence or partner violence increased from 121,000 to almost 140,000
between 2013 and 2017. According to a spokeswoman for the humanitarian
organization Weiller Ring, which helps victims of criminal offenses, women
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may face domestic violence much more often than they do crimes such as
robbery or bodily harm. The worst thing is that not all crimes become known.
Only 20 per cent of the women affected sought help, and it is only possible
to represent the total number of victims. The reason for this may be that many
women are shy about talking about it. After all, when it comes to violence
against women, "they are often assured that they are allegedly to blame for
this situation."” Women are hesitant to seek help from the police or special
support groups, especially when they have experienced violence committed
by men in their inner circle. An annual campaign against violence against
women was launched under the auspices of the UN. During 16 days, various
events dedicated to this topic were held around the world. The buildings of
the UN structures and a number of others were illuminated with orange light,
which symbolizes a future without violence. The slogan of the current
campaign is "we will not leave Anyone in trouble”. In Germany this topic is
in the foreground - domestic violence. Affected women can seek help by
calling the "hotline" organized by the Ministry of women, family and youth
Affairs, where they can be offered help. "A telephone hotline" on which you
can call the victims of violence around the clock. Consultations are held in
17 languages. Women from different social strata, different nationalities,
ages, and educational levels are turning there. Experts say that to solve the
problem of violence against women, it is necessary to tighten the legislation.
Under German law, victims of domestic violence can report to the police
within three months. If law enforcement officers were called directly to the
scene of the crime, then there is no need to write a statement - the case will
be initiated without the request of the victim. Also, the police on the spot can
set a period of prohibition on contacts, violation of which is already
considered a crime. Punishment for assault (without serious bodily harm) can
be quite expensive: a few thousand fine or up to a year in prison.

The VRU also
focuses attention on what can change things better.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE. FOREIGN EXPERIENCE

Annually, more than 600 women in Ukraine suffer from domestic violence.
18% of men in Ukraine believe they have the right to beat a woman if she cheated
on him. At the same time, another study on the perception and justification of
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violence against women found that 22 % of Ukrainian women believed that in some
cases they deserved violence. From 1 to 3 million children in Ukraine are witnesses
or victims of domestic violence, including psychological abuse.

According to the LA-STRADA Ukraine National Hotline, in 2016, more
than 80% of women with minor children reported during the consultation that
their children were often witnessing acts of violence against the woman.
Often, victims of domestic violence are completely or partially incapacitated
persons, people with mental disabilities, etc. — those, who cannot stand up for
themselves and are significantly weaker than their abusers, both physically
and psychologically.

For example in Germany, the law on protection against violence gives the
victim the right to claim a flat. Thus, in the case of physical harm to health or
restriction of freedom, the court may order the offender to vacate the apartment,
and even the owner of the apartment may be forcibly evicted from the victim.

Previously, the offender could "solve the problem" and pay a fine.
Fortunately, last year a law criminalizing domestic violence came into force
in Ukraine. For example, for domestic violence on November 14, 2019, a
33-year-old man was sentenced to three months in prison for committing
psychological and physical violence in the family in the presence of children

As a conclusion, domestic violence has a very detrimental effect on
children and the psyche. It has been found that children who witness an attack
on their own mother are more likely to show symptoms of post-traumatic
stress disorder (PTSD). Family violence discusses issues that underpin all
forms of domestic violence, such as the tension between family support and
child protection, the risk factors contributing to domestic violence, and the
balance between family confidentiality and intervention of community.

PREVENTION OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
(AMERICAN EXPERIENCE)

The problem of domestic violence is worldwide and various countries
have been working on ways to overcome it for a long time, and have both
successful and failed results.

Generally, the emergence of domestic violence appeared in the Middle
Ages, such as the right of men to physically discipline their wives, servants, and
students for certain wrongdoing. Studies of the situation of domestic violence in
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different countries show that its consequences can be: a threat to the life and
health of a person or a psychological trauma, which in the future may adversely
affect the family life of the victim. Particularly grave consequences are the
violence inflicted on the child by his or her own witness or victim.

In the US, the issue of women's violence remains a pressing issue.
According to the National Coalition Against Domestic Violence, 25 % of
women are subjected to domestic violence during their lifetime. In the US, a
woman suffers from physical abuse every 18 minutes.

Compulsory arrest for domestic assault is the recommended remedy to
address domestic violence in America. In many states, prosecuting authorities
play a leading role in combating domestic violence. For example, there are a
number of domestic violence enforcement agencies in the United States. This
is being monitored by the US National Coalition Against Violence. But in
Los Angeles, California, police activity in the area of domestic violence is
strictly controlled by a special unit headed by an assistant prosecutor. This
unit specializes in domestic violence.

Imperfect legislation is a major obstacle to preventing violence. If the
victim submits a report of violence to the law enforcement authorities, than
the offender is charged only with a fine.

However, statistics show that, in 79 countries, there are no or no laws on
combating domestic violence.

Analyzed the experience of America, we can conclude that every person
should be heard, every person should be helped in the fight against domestic
violence. There are so many countries that are neglectful of the problem of
violence in a rapidly growing society.

MOBBING AS A FORM OF VIOLENCE.
COUNTERING MOBBING ABROAD AND IN UKRAINE

In our time, there are many forms of violence, such as physical and
psychological, but here we want to highlight mobbing. Mobbing is the form of
violence that is most prevalent among the grown-ups, namely, people who work in
a particular team. Usually it shows itself in isolation of the person from the
collective, unjustified negative criticism, ridicule, spreading false rumors and other
similar methods. Unlike child abuse that we call Bullying, no physical impact on
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the victim is recorded. Today, mobbing is very common in the US, but this
problem has not been passed by Ukraine.

So the question is how to protect yourself from mobbing?

In North and South America, many teambuilding programs have been
developed to prevent mobbing in workplace. For example, a Workplace
Violence Advisory Bureau has been set up in Argentina, they draw attention
to workplace violence issues, conduct training events and disseminate
information on the issue. In this way a cohesive team is formed, in which the
manifestations of mobbing are very rarely recorded or absent at all.

In most developed countries, mobbing is prohibited at the legislative
level and is seen as a manifestation of discrimination. Germany, the United
Kingdom, France, Sweden, Canada can be explicit representatives of such a
policy. With regard to sanctions for violation of this rule of law, they start
with minimum fines and the payment of compensation, ending with
imprisonment. In our opinion, it will be appropriate to consider in more detail
the methods of dealing with this problem in other countries.

For example, in Sweden, executives have to organize their work so as to
prevent terror in the workplace, as sanctions have already been said. This is
all due to the principle of responsibility of the employer for the actions of
other persons, the employer is responsible for the violence committed by the
hired worker if he cannot prove the fact of his intervention in an attempt to
commit an act of violence by the employee.

Social partners have important role in countering mobbing. Brazil's nine
largest banks have signed an agreement under which they are committed to
combating any act of enterprise violence, assessing preventive actions, in
particular by collecting statistics on the magnitude of the problem, and
monitoring their effectiveness.

Based on the mentioned above, it will be appropriate to consider
methods of combating mobbing in Ukraine. In 2019, the Parliament
introduced Bill No. 10118-1 “On Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of
Ukraine on Anti-Mobbing”, which emphasized punitive influence on the
offender. But after the Parliament became acquainted with it, it was
subsequently recalled.

In conclusion we note that in Ukraine, there are no special introduction
to the legislation that is aimed at combating violence in the working group,
despite the growing trends of mobbing among military personnel, social
workers, authorities of the Ministry of Health and even the police. As a result,
the victims of mobbing aren’t protected. Mobiing is one of the main problems
in our time.

VIOLENT ASSAULTS: PREVALENCE, PREDICTION
AND PREVENTION

Statistics in England and Wales showed that there were a total of 47,000
offences reported involving a knife or sharp instrument. This was the highest
number recorded for the previous eight years. In 2017/18 there were 285
homicides recorded using a sharp instrument accounting for 39% of all
homicides. The current knife crime prevention strategies are: identification
of those at risk, risk management, zero tolerance to carrying knives, and to
make it more difficult for offenders to get away with carrying knives.

The risk factors that show the strongest association with committing an
offence among 10 to 25 year olds are: family breakdown, truancy from school
and school exclusion, antisocial behaviour, being a victim of personal crime,
being drunk once a month or more, having friends/siblings in trouble with the
police and taking drugs.

Research has found for over 40 years that young people who are
convicted of violent assault are more likely to have experienced poor
parenting, neglectful parental attitudes, parental conflicts and lax supervision
in their childhood.

There are a variety of different reasons why young people carry knives.
more emphasis on psychoeducation to children around knife crime and how
The function could be for protection, fear of being a victim of crime or growing
up within gang/youth offending culture. Increasing ‘stop and search’ and
‘amnesty knife disposal boxes’ have had limited impact on knife crime. A re-
investment in the Safer School Partnership (SSP) programmes is essential for
building closer working relationships between police and schools and offering
joint run ‘after school youth clubs’ free to access for all children.

Education and social services need resources to support parents in the
supervision and monitoring of their children. Parents in difficulty or
experiencing family breakdown require signposting on how to access support
in order to prevent their child becoming involved with anti-social behaviour
and knife crime.

PREVENTION OF VIOLENCE AND HOOLIGAN BEHAVIOR
OF AUDIENCE ON SPORTS ARENAS

In the early 1980s of XXth century, a wave of tragic events caused by the
inappropriate behavior of fans erupted across the European stadiums. Between
1980s and 1990s, more than ten large-scale football tragedies occurred, in which
268 people were killed and several hundreds were seriously injured. The rise of
football hooliganism, stadium violence, to which racism and nazism were
involved, required an adequate response from the European states. Throughout
the last quarter of the twentieth century, as a result of widespread public
discussion of the problem, its scientific study, national governments of Western
Europe have introduced a variety of measures that have formed a coherent system
and provided an adequate level of security at football matches. However, with
globalization of economic, social and information processes, football hooliganism,
aggression and racism at the stadiums began to spread rapidly throughout the
football environment of Central and Eastern Europe countries, Russia, Turkey, etc.
These challenges prompted the governments of these countries to study
international experience, develop effective national legislative, organizational,
information and other tools to counteract violence and racism in football. The
situation is also exacerbated in the context of the general tendency of recent years
to increase violence and extremism in the context of economic and social
instability, which can be greatly exacerbated by the current global crisis. For
Ukraine, the relevance of this problem was exemplified by holding matches of
the European Football Championship in 2012. Guarantees for the safety of the
participants and guests of the Continental Forum were a basic requirement of
UEFA for granting the right to host championship events.

Summarizing the results of the first steps in the creation of a security
system at football events, it should be noted that in the future there will be
inevitably raised a question of the dominant option choice: either to
strengthen the force, to take pre-emptive security measures, which will
require to maintain the role of law enforcement agencies, or building
partnership mechanisms and responsibilities of government, football
organizations, other stakeholders and concerned. International experience in
conducting similar events demonstrates the need for a holistic security system
for the preparation and conduct of large-scale football events, where police
monitoring and force control are important but not decisive.

PREVENTION AND PROTECTION OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
(SWEDEN EXPERIENCE)

Violence in close relationship means, for example, implementation of
power over somebody through control, violence or threats. The application
of force and threat of violence in relation to other people are prohibited in
Sweden. This is the violation of human rights and criminal offence. Family
violence is prohibited in Sweden. Violence in close relationship includes all
kinds of violence, which may happen between family members. This means
that it is prohibited to beat children, husband, and wife of your actual partner.

Despite the prohibition, family violence however happens. More often
men beat women. Family violence may be physical, mental, economic,
material or sexual.

When a child sees that one of parents is subjected to violence, this is a
serious form of voluntary infliction of mental harm. It is often the case that
physical abuse in family is decreased and rejected both by those who are
beaten and those who beat. Nevertheless, children see, hear and feel. It is not
unusual for the child to be beaten. Steady stress, arising from the fear of
violence can bring bad mental and physical health effects. Physical violence
includes infliction of blows, hair pulling, or pushing. Mental violence can be
expressed in threats, neglect, intimidation or humiliation. These may also be
offensive words, addressed to the other person. A prohibition to meet friends
can be an example of the violence. Economic violence happens when one
person being in a relationship controls all the money, in such a way that
another person lacks money for a living.

Violence can also be material, for example, when someone spoils your
things. Sexual violence includes rape and other sexual activities, to which a
person is forced or against whom a person does not dare to object. The threat
of violence or violence against other people is prohibited in Sweden. These
are criminal acts.

Girls often suffer from violence in the name of family honor, but boys
may also be subjected to violence. In this case, LGBT persons are at-risk
population group. Violence in the name of family honor is natural first of all
for collectivist societies, in which men have much more power than women.
Both women and men can use force in the name of family honor with a
purpose to punish a person, violating the norms and traditions of the
generation or family. The decision to use violence is taken jointly. Sweden
signed and ratified the UN Universal Declaration on Human Rights. Such
rights imply that all individuals can control their lives and determine their
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future. In particular, it means that all people have the right to freely dispose
their body and sexuality, and to choose a partner willfully.

The social service bears ultimate responsibility for provision of support
and assistance to children, women and men, who are subjected to violence in
close relationship. The municipal governmentis also responsible for
protection of persons, who are subjected to threats of violence, protection
against further violence for example by means of protected housing.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE CCONSTITUTE A CRIME

Domestic violence (family violence) is considered as violent, abusive or
bullying behavior in a family. The scientists allocate some kinds of domestic
violence, for example emotional, sexual, social, financial, spiritual and
physical abuse. For violence to be ‘domestic’, it doesn’t have to take place in
the frame of a family, only within a relationship (involving a family member
or a partner). It happens when someone wants to have power and domination
over another person. There are a number of ways in which this control or
abuse can be demonstrated.

Emotional abuse is used to gain power and control in relationships, it
can take many forms, including: insults, criticism, threats, gaslighting,
ridicule, intimidation, swearing, lying, humiliation and neglect. The concept
‘sexual abuse’ includes rape, indecent assault and a number of other
unwanted sexual behaviors applied by offenders as a way to dominate their
victims. Social domestic violence takes place when someone offends or
embarrasses a person in front of other people, keeps she/he isolated from
family and friends, or controls what he/she does and where goes. Financial
abuse (is a form of domestic violence when someone tries to manage your
finances and access to money, and keeps you financially dependent on them
so that you always must ask them for money). Spiritual domestic violence
includes preventing he/she from having his/her own opinions regarding
religion, cultural beliefs and values. It may also include causing someone to
doubt his/her thoughts on spirituality in order to make he/she feels powerless.
Attempting to cause shame is an important part of spiritual abuse, as is
preventing people from practicing their religious or cultural beliefs. Physical
abuse is battery intentional acts that cause unlawful harm, which can result
in physical or mental health problems or even the death of the victim, as well
as the degradation of his honor and dignity. Some above mentioned types of
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domestic violence can be a basis for legal action while other cases among intimate
relationships have been defined by the legislation as not violence. Among the
reasons why victims do not complain about violence are the pressure of social and
family circumstances and the desire to keep relationships. Cultural and religious
traditions are also defined as obstacles that complicate the fight against violence.
Improving the legal appreciation of domestic violence depends first and foremost
on public and victims awareness that domestic violence constitutes a crime.

THE CLASSIFICATION OF VIOLENCE

The classification of violence into its main types is different. Its main
types may be considered as: child maltreatment (i.e. child abuse or neglect),
intimate partner violence (i.e. violence by a spouse, boy/girlfriend), sexual
violence (i.e. rape, sexual assault, sexual harassment), suicide or suicide
behaviour, youth violence (e.g. bullying, gang violence).

Child maltreatment is a critical component of the nation’s child
protection system. It outlines programs and strategies that are proving
beneficial in reducing child maltreatment such as public awareness efforts,
parent education, home visitation, and community prevention efforts.

Intimate partner violence is abuse or aggression that occurs in a close
relationship between current or former spouses and dating partners. It can
range from one episode of violence to multiple ones for years.

Sexual violence is sexual activity when consent is not obtained or not
freely given. It is a serious public health problem in any country. Sexual
violence impacts every community and affects people of all genders, sexual
orientations, and ages — anyone can experience or perpetrate sexual violence.

Suicides are impulsive acts due to stress, such as from financial
difficulties, relationship problems such as breakups or bullying.

One of the most widely spread types of violence is youth violence and
bullying plays the leading role in it. It is defined as unwanted, aggressive
behaviour among school aged children that involves a real or perceived power
imbalance. The behaviour is repeated over time. Both kids who are bullied
and who bully others have serious, lasting problems.

No matter what type of violence has been employed, it is declared as a
leading worldwide public health problem.

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CYBERCRIMES - THE THREAT OF NATIONAL SECURITY
OF UKRAINE

Rapid development of information technologies in Ukraine gives a
potential possibility of its using from mercenary and other motives that
puts national safety under a threat. Together with the distribution of
introduction of information technologies in Ukraine a threat constantly
grows both for the state computer systems and for private organizations,
some citizens. At present the problem of cybercrimes is urgent in our
country. Today, cybercrime is one of the most widespread groups of
socially dangerous attacks. This area of crime is rapidly expanding and
developing. This is due to the fact that the science and technology in the
field of computerization is constantly developing. The sphere of computer
technology application is increasing rapidly for the last few decades.
Cybercrime is a collection of crimes committed in a virtual space through
computer systems or through the use of computer networks and other
means of accessing to virtual space as well as against computer systems,
computer networks and computers data.

Cyberspace is a complex environment arising from the interaction of
people, software and services of the Internet, through technological
devices or united networks which do not exist in any physical form. To
improve the effectiveness of criminal law enforcement in cyber security,
we suggest:

— developing and improving systems of state control over the state of
information protection as well as systems of independent information
security audit, to introduce the best world practices and international
standards on cyber security and cyber defense;

— developing new methods for preventing cyber attacks, cyber incidents
and spreading information about them;

— protecting technological processes at critical infrastructure
establishments where management or monitoring is carried out by means of
information and communication technologies, against unauthorized
interference with their work;

— improving the nationwide system for combating cybercrime.

Thus, cyberspace today plays an important role in ensuring man’s
information security, the society and the state. The clear definition of the
terms made it possible to improve the normative and legal regulation of the
activities of law enforcement bodies, executive authorities and military
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formations. The country needs to raise public awareness of cyber threats and
increase the number of qualified specialists in this field. Legal reaction to the
problems of increasing cybercrime is extremely important.

PREVENTION AND COUNTERING VIOLENCE
IN SOCIETY.EXPERIENCE OF POLAND

Violence in society exists in any country. Somewhere it is more developed
and somewhere less. But each country struggles with this problem in different
ways. And each country has its own system and plan of action. It is interesting to
analyze a country like Poland in this aspect. The situation in Poland is not the
best. Domestic violence is one of the most common forms of human rights abuses
in this country. In most cases, unlawful acts against a family member are
accompanied by acts of aggression, humiliation and violent behavior.

Such acts by the abuser lead to the negative physical, mental and social
health of the victim or several members of the family. As a rule, women,
children and the elderly suffer the most from domestic violence, although
very little is said about the elderly category.

If you take a closer look at the Criminal Code of the Republic of Poland
(which was adopted on August 1, 2010), it can be stated that domestic violence
is punished more severely under Polish law than violence against outsiders.
Acticle 207 of the Criminal Code for the Physical or Mental Violence of a Close
Person establishes a sentence of imprisonment from 3 months to 5 years. And if
such violence was committed in a cruel form, then in general, the Criminal Code
of the Republic of Poland provides for a sentence of 1 to 10 years in prison. It
would be great, if our country would solve this problem in the same way as
Poland does, because if you observe the laws, then you can see, that the positive
innovation is that laws provide an prompt and rapid mechanism for responding
to domestic violence. For example, a "blue line™ was created on the basis of the
Law on Combating Family Crimes, which can immediately notify the police of
the event of domestic violence, and the police, together with the prosecutor's
office, immediately take actions to eliminate the threat, namely by eliminating
the culprit. who has committed domestic violence from a joint homeand if a child
is abused, it can be immediately removed even without a court order.

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FOREIGN EXPERIENCE IN THE PREVENTION
OF FAMILY VIOLENCE

Studies of domestic violence in other countries indicate that the problem is
international. In the US, a woman suffers from physical abuse every 18 minutes.
In 1987, 62% of women's murders were committed by their husbands.

According to data provided by the World Health Organization, one in
six women has been abused. According to the same data, this problem is more
acute for economically underdeveloped countries. The percentage of women
who reported being abused by their family members ranged from 15% in
Japan to 71% in Ethiopia. According to other reports, domestic violence
against women is around 20% in the US, 23% in Sweden.

Many countries' laws do not even provide for liability for domestic
violence, which hinders the process of solving this problem. In some
countries, the responsibility is to commit only certain forms of violence.
According to the data, in 79 countries around the world, laws on combating
domestic violence are either missing or unknown.

Positive for implementation in the domestic legislation is the experience
of the European Union and the US, which use the approach of removing from
the family not the victim of violence, but the person who committed it.

There is an interesting experience of Brazil adopting a law on domestic
violence against women. According to this law, law enforcement officials are
allowed to detain an aggressor not only for committing domestic violence, but
also in cases where there is a real threat to the life of the victim of the violence.
The term of imprisonment has been increased (from 6 months to 3 years).

Considering the experience of the Special Police Departments on
Domestic Violence set up in each district police department in England,
police officers who have responded to a domestic violence call may detain a
person who has committed domestic violence, even without request of victim
of domestic violence.

According to the legislation of the Republic of Poland, one of the
measures for influencing offenders is “filing a decree on punishment for the
general public”.

So, any borrowing from the experience of a foreign country must
necessarily take into account the specifics of our country, the real needs of its
rulemaking and law enforcement activities. The experience of many countries
should be analyzed and taken into account, the disadvantages and advantages
of the experience of different countries should be determined and, on the basis
of their comparative analysis, the most acceptable for Ukraine options should
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be selected and proposals for improving the scientific basis for the formation
of legislation should be formulated.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN INDIA

The term "domestic violence" implies violence between two
people within the family. It could be towards the husband, wife, daughter,
son and even parents and grandparents. Since 1983 domestic violence has
been recognized as a criminal offence punishable with 3 years of
imprisonment and fine under the Indian Penal Code. A precise definition of
domestic violence (also known as domestic abuse) is given in the Protection
of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005, which protects women against
physical, verbal, emotional, sexual, and economic violence. Harassment
through unlawful dowry demands to the woman or her relatives is also
reflected there.

Dowry related violence covers the whole country. In 2018 alone, the
National Crime Records Bureau reported 5618 dowry harassment deaths.
Unofficial data suggest that these rates are at least three times as high.
A dowry death is the murder or suicide of a married woman caused by a
dispute over her dowry. In some cases, husbands and in-laws attempt to
extort a greater dowry through continuous harassment and torture which
sometimes results in suicide committed by the wife. The majority of these
suicides are done through hanging, poisoning or self-immolation. When a
dowry death occurs by setting the woman on fire, it is called bride burning.
Bride burning murder is often arranged to appear as if it is a suicide or
accident. They usually set the woman on fire in such a way to make it look
like she ignited while cooking at a kerosene stove.

Domestic abuse is a serious problem in India. More than 55 percent of
Indian women suffer from domestic violence. The majority of them do not
share it with anybody and only 1.5% of women go to the police to seek
help. Reporting violence should be the first step towards coping with it.
According to the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act every
woman who has been deprived of her rights by the conduct of her husband or
his relatives can file a complaint to the police officer or magistrate in the form
of Domestic Incident Report which is an official record of the account of what
happened. The complaint can be filed by the victim or her relatives and it is
considered as the prima-facie evidence of the offence. In each state or union
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territory of the country there are protection officers who are required to
prepare a Domestic Incident Report and to ensure that the victim is provided
legal aid under the Legal Services Authorities Act, 1987 or, if necessary, the
order for monetary relief is complied with and executed in accordance with
the procedure prescribed under the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973.
Nevertheless, the existing laws do not ensure adequate protection of women
in India.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN INDIA: THREATS AND SOLUTIONS

Domestic violence is a common problem for the whole world. Domestic
violence in India includes any form of violence that a person experiences, but is
usually the violence experienced by a woman in her family. More than 25% of
people think that husbands have a right to hurt their wives, that they have a right
to use physical violence as a punishment and a method of control in India.

There are several forms of violence, for example:

Physical violence is the most common form of domestic violence. The
physical violence includes slapping, pushing, kicking, biting, strangling,
threatening with any form of weapon, or using a weapon.

Emotional abuse has been gaining more and more recognition in recent
years as an incredibly common form of domestic violence within the private
home throughout developing nations such as India.

Sexual assault is a form of domestic violence involving
sexual/reproductive rape.

Talking about domestic violence, psychologists note the following reasons:

— family troubles;

— poverty, alcohol, drugs;

Not only adults, but also children are suffering from domestic violence.
Violence has a negative influence on the physical, emotional health and
development of the child. Domestic violence is a well-known problem which is
punishable by law in both Ukraine and India. Both countries are trying to deal
with issue. Domestic violence is a daily reality that many people are silent on.

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PREVENTION AND COUNTERING VIOLENCE IN SOCIETY
IN FOREIGN COUNTRIES

Violence is a big problem in our society. Many are victims of violence,
but often do not even realize it. There fore, any country tries to fight crimes
related to violence.

The United Nations Model Law on Domestic Violence defines one type
of domestic violence which is about domestic violence against
women.Referring to the research, we want to give examples of combating
violence in the United States. In many states, government plays a leading
role, along with prosecutors, in combating domestic violence. For example,
in Los Angeles, police action to combat domestic violence is strictly
controlled by a special unit headed by an assistant prosecutor. This unit
specializes in domestic violence. Mandatory house arrest is a widely
recommended remedy for domestic violence in America.

In 1965, a special program was conducted in New York under the
guidance of a special police training psychologist in family crises
intervention. 18 police officers with more than three years of experience have
attended a 140-hour course and joined the Family Crisis Intervention Unit.
Then, for two years, an experiment was conducted, the essence of which was
to compare the results of police departments in which this unit operated, and
other police departments where none of the police officers received special
training. As a result, it was found that family crises were solved at the highest
professional level by this unit, and the number of serious crimes commited
because of family conflicts decreased.

After studying the methods of combating violence in America, we can
say that they are very effective, as we know, the US is a democratic country,
and Ukraine is a democratic country too and solving such issues should be on
one of the first places in a democratic country.

BULLING AS A FORM OF VIOLENCE.
METHODS TO COMBAT BULLING

Today, among all forms of violence, there is such a form as bulling.
Bulling is a form of violence which exists most in schools. It can take forms
of antisocial behavior, such as abuse, extortion, physical abuse, spreading
rumors, expulsion from social groups, property damage, and threats. The
main form of bulling is psychological pressure, and physical abuse is much
less common. Today, in many countries, bulling is seen as a serious problem
that must be fought. So the question is, can it be stopped or prevented?

In many European countries, social workers and psychologists conduct
various trainings with children. They explain to children all the consequences
of bulling and how to protect the victim. Children are taught to intervene
rather than simply watch violence. They are told that any child can be a
victim. Experts act out different situations so that children know what to do
and say if a situation is similar. Such a system of combating bullying is similar
to ours, the Ukrainian one, where such training is conducted by the police,
namely the juvenile prevention sector, but it is not enough at present to
counter this problem effectively. In our view, it will be useful to consider
ways to combat with this problem in different countries.

For example, in the US and Canada, a team is formed of the most active,
positive students with leadership qualities, the so-called "Link Crew". They are
specially prepared and selected for the purpose of being mentors to younger
children. High school students are better adapted to the school and will be able
to help with almost any problem, they will also learn about possible recruitment
first. In schools where such a system works, there is practically no bulling. Link
Crew is supervised by a school psychologist or one of the school's top teachers.
One hour a week, all members of the team should attend classes with such
topics: How to listen properly when there is little time? How to introduce
children? How to help resolve conflicts? What should I do if confronted? In the
US and Canada, participation in a team is regarded as a full-fledged school
subject for which students get marks and grades.

There is a Council of Parents in Kazakhstan - a group of esteemed
parents, no more than four people. You can find a responsible parent at any
school, such as a law enforcement officer, a prosecutor's office, or a lawyer,
or a supervisor, or a military. They review cases of bullying at the request of
a teacher or victim, and ensure that sanctions against the buller are brought
to a stage. There is also the "School Rules" method. As soon as parents send
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their child to school, they receive a letter with a text to read with the children.
The basic rules of this school will be presented in capital letters. Basically,
not more than 8. They have the most necessary rules for school uniforms,
mobile phones, chewing gum, rollers and bulling. The position is stated
clearly - Bulling is inadmissible. For the violation of these rules, certain
sanctions should be applied.

Certainly, bulling is a form of violence that must be combated, and we
hope that in future, we will eradicate bulling as a phenomenon and, as yet, try
to counteract it.

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THE PROBLEM OF VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN
IN EUROPE AND CENTRAL ASIA

Violence against women is both a consequence and a cause of the
unequal status of women in society. On the eve of the 25th anniversary of the
adoption of the historic Beijing Declaration, the UN has drawn attention to
the problem of violence against women in Europe and Central Asia.

The United Nations Economic Commission for Europe stresses that
women's violence or threat of women prevents women from participating
fully in society. They reminded that in order to solve the problem, one needs
to know its scale, and many cases of gender-based violence are not made
public - either out of fear of retribution or from a false sense of shame and
unwillingness to "disgrace" the family. The perception and awareness of this
problem by society is also important.

A meeting was held in Geneva to review the implementation of the
Beijing Platform for Action, adopted in 1995. Then, for the first time, the
leaders of all countries recognized that women's rights were the same human
rights, and pledged to respect them. Among other things, they promised to
put an end to violence against women. However, today, almost 25 years later,
this problem exists in all countries without exception, including countries of
Europe and Central Asia.

UN experts note that combating violence against women is a priority in
most countries, and some do not even have laws on domestic violence and
other forms of violence against women. They cite Belarus, Liechtenstein,
Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan as an example. They are also concerned about
the decriminalization of some aspects of domestic violence.
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Other causes for anxiety are violent and early marriages, the so-called
"female circumcision” and a type of infanticide when expectant parents
choose the sex of the fetus.

European Economic Commission experts also draw attention to the
dangers of girls in school and cyberspace: physical punishment, harassment,
sexual assault and sexual assault. But, according to them, only countries that
are members of the European Union deal with these problems in the region.

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THE ROLE OF THE POLICE IN DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
AND ABUSE

The role of the police in cases of domestic violence and abuse is crucial,
although research has been critical of the response of frontline officers.
Victims might not always get the police response they require and there are
still gaps in whether some victims get ‘justice’ or not. Despite criticisms, the
police remain one of the key frontline services which victims can use to
prevent and stop incidents of violence and abuse. For today the most recent
legal change was introduced. This, for the first time, was recognized that
domestic violence, rather than being a series of incidents, is a pattern of
controlling behaviors. What role the police are able to take in terms of the
new legal provision of coercive control remains to be seen. Women contact
the police following a physical assault or rape, or after their partner
had kicked them out of their home, or to get help with harassment and threats
from their ex after leaving, or to protect their children. Women are
encouraged by police to keep a secret diary of their partners’ abusive
behavior, to use as evidence. While some women found the police helpful,
others felt officers did not understand or take them seriously. Women are
desperate for an immediate response and found it hard to manage the delays
in the process of getting a court injunction or having their injuries assessed.
Many women are too afraid to call the police. Police offer practical support
like setting up a rapid response system, providing mobile phones, personal
attack alarms, security locks on doors as well as helping women to get an
injunction such as a non-molestation order, and putting a ‘marker’ on the
house so an officer can get there as quickly as possible, when called out. In a
few cases, women are supported by police specialist domestic abuse liaison
workers. The majority of women who had contact with the police felt that
police officers’ understanding of domestic violence and abuse was poor,
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limited to an emphasis on physical abuse and a need for ‘hard evidence’,
which was usually difficult to establish. Experiencing stalking and
harassment after leaving abusive partner and making an emotional statement
to police one may have the response as if it is ‘insignificant’. Many women
live in fear of a partner who makes serious threats to harm them and the
children, backed up by previous assaults that had left no visible evidence or
that women had been too fearful to report. Women are upset and angry that
threats are not taken seriously by police. They felt that police don’t recognize
the danger they are in, unless they are at the point of ‘about to be murdered’.

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BULLING PREVENTION IN GREAT BRITAIN

The formation of consciousness begins from childhood, the knowledge of
the world, their rules, and devices. One of the important periods in the life of a
child is the school period. The consciousness intensively develops, the children
begin to understand that they are individuals and they have their own
peculiarities. In the educational activity, the students develop an idea of
themselves, self-assessment, self-control skills and free qualities of character. The
child is exposed to social influence: Both from the educational process and from
their peers. And therefore in our time the topic of bulling becomes urgent. The
concept is new and most people do not realize that it is at all.

The law established that bullying is an act of participants in the
educational process, which consists of psychological, physical, economic,
sexual violence, including through the use of electronic communications,
which could cause harm to the physical or mental health of the victim.

Experience of Great Britain in preventing and overcoming the
phenomenon of bulling in the student’s environment. In particular, in 2006,
the UK Ministry of Education developed recommendations and strategies
aimed at preventing and eradicating bullying in secondary schools. It was
determined that each school should adopt the Statute on Bulling, involve
parents, society, students, representatives of educational authorities, church,
police. It is also necessary to appoint a teacher or a state psychologist who
should be responsible for dealing with questions related to bulling and should
be responsible for observing the behavior of students, advising and providing
the necessary assistance.

The main measures in educational and preventive work in schools in the
UK are the introduction of bullying issues into curricula on the basics of
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psychology, social life and healthy lifestyle; social measures, in accordance
with the school calendar of out-of-school events, aimed at raising the
awareness of students on the issues of bullying and preventing its cases. An
interesting complex form of social work on the prevention of bullying among
children is the holding of the Anti-bulling Week in the school. This event is
aimed at forming an unacceptable attitude to the phenomenon of bullying,
and its effectiveness lies in complexity, since it implies a combination of
various forms of work (conversations, video lectures, exhibitions, training
sessions), as well as in all embraces (involving all pupils of the school,
teachers, parents and public self-government). Anti-bullying week in school
promotes better awareness of the rights, freedoms and duties of students,
develops understanding and respect for differences between people, informs
about the essence and types of bullying, its consequences and the possibility
of providing qualified psychological assistance to the child.

Bullying is a new concept in our life; it is of great importance, since
violence in school has negative consequences for the student, both during his
studies and in the future of his life. This should be made more aware of for
each of us.

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DATING VIOLENCE IN DENMARK

Dating violence is characterized by any form of abuse within a romantic
relationship. This type of violence is very common in Denmark and can happen
at any age, but young people are most likely to experience dating violence. The
Danish dating violence survey in 2019 found that young women more often
than young men are exposed to physical, emotional and/or sexual violence in a
dating relationship, 12% of women and 5% of men respectively.

Violence can happen even in early dating relationships. It usually starts
with emotional abuse which is hard to detect. Emotional abuse includes
such behaviors as yelling, name-calling, bullying, separating the victim
from their friends or family, insults, complaints, accusations, humiliation,
saying the victim deserves the abuse, threatening to leave or to self-injure
and others. Then the abuser begins to resort to physical violence using
hitting, punching, kicking, slapping, pushing, choking, hair pulling,
throwing objects or any other aggressive contact. The abuser also forces
the victim to sexual activity. All these behaviors are due to the abuser's
attempt to gain power and control over the victim.

Sometimes young people aged from 15 to 18 find it difficult to define
when they are subjected to violence as they do not know how to distinguish
a healthy relationship from an unhealthy relationship. They have limited
knowledge about the existing counselling services and so they rarely seek
help. They feel ashamed of violence in relationships and think that they are
to be blamed for it, because they have chosen the wrong girlfriend/boyfriend.
They suffer from the consequences of having been exposed to dating violence
which may manifest themselves as depression and anxiety. Exposure to
violence increases the likelihood that these young people will be victims of
more frequent and more severe dating violence in the future. The adolescents'
problems can be complex and often require treatment by professionals who
are aware of dating violence. The professionals try to help the adolescents to
process their problems so that they avoid bringing them into adult life.

In Denmark dating violence has become an issue of increasing concern
to researchers over the past three decades. Recent studies indicate a
significant prevalence of violence in dating relationships. According to the
Danish Penal Code some forms of abusive behavior, such as acts of
physical assault and sexual violence, could result in charges, others, such as
being verbally abusive or ridiculing, are harmful but not criminal offences.
Therefore, the Danish government must focus on developing measures to
combat dating violence.

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HOW TO STOP DOMESTIC VIOLENCE?
(CHICAGO POLICE DEPARTMENT’S EXPERIENCE)

Domestic violence is a unique crime in that the offender often lives in
the same home as the victim. Historically, domestic violence was considered
a private family matter and police intervention often consisted of advising the
abuser. Beginning in the 1970s, this attitude began to change and now
domestic violence is recognized as a serious crime against the individual and
society. As such, the Chicago Police Department (CPD) members treat
domestic violence incidents and requests for police service in the same
professional manner as all other crimes by providing immediate, effective
assistance and protection for victims and witnesses. In strengthening their
response the CPD seeks to reduce the incidence and severity of domestic
violence through a coordinated partnership involving law enforcement,
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domestic violence service providers, prosecutors and the community. The
signed “Chicago Response” protocol, involves the CPD, the State’s
Attorney’s Office and the Mayor’s Office on Domestic Violence. By
strengthening their response, they are increasing their ability not only to
respond effectively to these crimes, but also to work on the prevention of
them. The CPD’s response has extended beyond the first responding officer,
involving a coordinated effort between various CPD units, external
organizations, and city agencies. The City of Chicago Domestic Violence
Help Line offers a variety of domestic violence referrals to victims, based on
their individual needs. The Help Line is toll-free, confidential, multi-lingual
and available 24 hours a day and 7 days a week. Trained staff members
provide support, information and referrals for shelter, legal services and
counseling. In order to be safe at home, in public or at work every victim
must develop the safety plan: inform those you trust of your situation; leave
copies of important papers with a friend or family member; consider
obtaining an order of protection; make sure your children’s school knows
who is authorized to pick up your children; have a bag (money, checkbook,
social security card, passport, driver’s license, green card, birth certificates
for you and your children, insurance papers, medications, school records, etc)
packed and ready and keep it in a secure place; develop a code word to use
with your family and friends to let them know when you need the police.

PREVENTING AND COUNTERING TERRORISM IN EUROPE

Violence in today’s world is a complicated and multi-faceted problem.
But its most flagrant and devastating manifestation is terrorism or the use of
intentional violence for political, religious or other purposes. Terrorism is an
extremely urgent problem now. The "Global Terrorism Index 2015"has
recorded more than 61,000 incidents of terrorism, resulting in at least 140,000
deaths, between 2000 and 2014.

Terrorism is countered by individual states and international organizations.
Some programs do not target terrorist activity directly, but rather focus on
preventing and countering violent extremism and radicalization that lead to
terrorism and include a range of policies, programs and activities. In this
respect three OSCE programs — prevention, intervention, and rehabilitation
deserve mentioning as vivid examples of this strategy.
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Preventive programs are aimed at reducing all kinds of violence in society,
especially violent extremism. These programs include awareness raising on the
threat of violent extremism, public information campaigns, creating capacity to
support vulnerable youth, and community trust building with law enforcement.
Intervention programs target “at-risk” people and seek to intervene in a person’s
pathway to terrorist radicalization before acts of violence are committed.
Rehabilitation programs are aimed at individuals at different stages of their
radicalization to violence. The programs involve prison-based rehabilitation and
reintegration of terrorist offenders, and their reentry into society, educational and
vocational training, and ideological re-education.

The main target of any manifestations of radicalism and as a
consequence of terrorism is the society. Underestimating this threat could be
very dangerous. However, if proper programs are developed and the public
is informed about the problem, this will lead to a decrease in the level of any
manifestation of violence or radicalism in the society

The experience of using these programs can be recommended for study
to determine their applicability to the situation in Ukraine

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DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Domestic violence is a serious social threat and it is everybody’s
business, because it doesn’t just affect victims at their homes, it can also
affect us at our schools and the workplace.

Twenty years ago, the words “violence” and “prevention” were rarely
used in the same sentence. Violence is a problem that can be understood and
changed, and not the inevitable consequence of a person’s state.

Nowadays domestic violence is an issue of global concern characterized
by a recent history of rapid social change in institutional policy and practice.
While it is often assumed that domestic violence involves physical abuse, this
is not always the case. Domestic violence can involve psychological, verbal,
sexual, or economic abuse.

Domestic or dating violence takes place every 24 minutesin the
U.S. One in four women and one in seven men are victims of such violence.

When considering preventive measures against violence around the
world, the nature and resourcefulness is striking. For example, in some
communities in India, the practice of dharma - public shame and protest in
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front of the home or workplace of abusive men — was used as a strategy to
prevent the recurrence of violence by an intimate partner.

The concepts, principles, and methods that underpin the expansion of
violence prevention in the United States can also be helpful in developing
violence prevention programs in other countries. US public health institutions
and funds can also stimulate and support the development of international
organizations, which in turn will promote evidence-based violence
prevention programs and programs in other parts of the world and help
countries learn from each other.

While public health leadership need not and indeed cannot direct all the
actions to prevent and respond to violence, it has a significant role to play.
The data at the disposal of public health and other agencies, the insights and
understanding developed through scientific method, and the dedication to
finding effective responses are important assets that the field of public health
brings to the global response to violence.

CRIME PREVENTION (FOREIGN EXPERIENCE)

In our country, the crime rate is still high. In this regard, the study of the
positive experience of crime prevention in Western countries is very relevant. But,
it is worth noting that, analyzing foreign experience, it is necessary to carefully
approach the issues of their implementation and use in Ukrainian practice.

In criminology, there is one of the “axioms™: the main direction of the
fight against crime should be its prevention. And the experience of developed
countries has long proved that every conditional euro, thoughtfully directed
by the state to prevent crime, will be ten times more effective for society than
eliminating the consequences of these crimes.

In European countries, crime prevention averages 60% of the work of
police and other law enforcement agencies. In Europe, there are already
several organizations that popularize the importance of crime prevention in
their work. One of the best-known law enforcement organizations is the
European Crime Prevention Network.

The Internet is available extensive information about the projects of non-
governmental organizations such as “Safe Neighbourhoods in Kege” (Denmark),
“Society and Police! With Care and Warning!” (Bulgaria) “Learning for a
Valuable Life” (Slovakia).They are designed in cooperation between police and
society and are open for implementation in other countries.

In Poland about 80% of the activity of the police is prevention work with
marginalized groups, operational and network news, working for the police.
Training police officers how to work with different ethnic group and so on. The
police have a permanent and well-funded programme to reduce levels of crime
and anti-social behaviour in small and medium-sized cities, called "Safe city".

Interesting too is the experience of the police in the Germany. The
project ‘Walk around your hood - interdisciplinary security audits to identify
feelings of (in)security and hot spots’ is an instrument to distinguish between
places where people feel unsafe and real crime hot spots and help in
understanding the link to fear of crime. Systematic security audits in a local
context enable the stakeholders to focus on areas that suffer from everyday
and disorder that disturb people living in otherwise well-maintained
neighbourhoods. Through the use of this instrument, opportunities to commit
crimes could be reduced and feelings of security strengthened. Programmes
of preventive work are developed on the basis of research of public opinion
on security issues. The society itself will tell you where it is "pain zone".

Thus, the consideration of modern foreign practice in crime prevention
gives grounds for possible borrowing of its individual components in order
to improve the activity of law enforcement agencies of Ukraine.

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THE PARADIGM OF PUNISHMENT FOR DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
IN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES

Domestic violence is a major problem not only in Ukraine but also in
other foreign countries. This problem needs to be solved as soon as possible.
Foreign countries are actively fighting violence and improving their
legislation. The kind of domestic violence that Ukrainians considered only
when physical force was used, foreign countries have long considered
domestic violence not only as physical, but also as sexual, psychological,
emotional and economic, for each of them it is provided a separate type of
responsibility which can be administrative or even incarcerated.

The most severe punishment for domestic violence is in Northern
Europe. For example, in Sweden, the person may be imprisoned for a gross
threatening fight. The court also forces the offender to stay at a certain
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distance from the abused person for which the offender may be fined or
imprisoned for up to one year.

In Germany, there are also severe penalties. For example, the Law on
Protection against Domestic Violence, adopted on January 1, 2002, stipulates
that the abuser must leave the home immediately for up to 10 days. The
declarer of the violence may be a child who became the victim of violence, a
woman or any person entitled to represent the interests of the abused.
Domestic violence in this country is not only aggressive and violent acts
between a woman and a man, but also between children, parents, sisters and
brothers.

In Poland a Law on Combating Domestic Crimes was adopted only in
2010 but it has already had a fairly positive experience. For mental or
physical abuse of a kinsman the punishment is imprisonment from 3 months
to 5 years, but if these actions resulted in a suicide attempt, then the
punishment will already be imprisonment from 2 to 12 years. If the violence
was committed with extreme cruelty, then the punishment will be
imprisonment from 1 to 10 years.

COUNTERACTING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Domestic violence is a crime that occurs in many forms. The problem of
domestic violence is also relevant for the UK. According to official data, about
1.2 million women were affected by domestic violence in 2012. According to
the law of 2004, domestic violence is any case of threat, violence and ill-
treatment (psychological, physical, sexual, financial or emotional) between
adults who are or have been cohabiting or against family members, regardless
of gender or sexual orientation. Police work in the UK is recognized as an
important element of the national response to domestic violence. Significant
attention in the work of law enforcement agencies in the UK to eliminate
domestic violence is paid to special national and social communities that may
perceive the manifestation of violence as an age-old tradition or even a kind of
"honour". For example, employees of social services, educational institutions
and the police received such visual signs of identification of possible victims
of family violence among such communities (mainly of Asian origin):

* such persons refuse to communicate with others and even friends;

« such persons do not leave the family home for a long time, practice
skipping secondary or higher school, and do not go to work;
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« these individuals begin to show depression or suicidal tendencies for
no apparent reason.

Countering domestic violence is one of the main tasks of the special
service for bringing to justice cases of domestic violence, which is one of the
parts of the criminal justice system that coordinates the activities of the
police, the judiciary, the bar, the witness protection service, the probation
service and the prison service. This service is not a purely political or
prosecutorial body, Its task is precisely to coordinate the protection of the
rights of victims of domestic violence. In the practice of responding to cases
of domestic violence in the UK, considerable attention is paid to the factors
of proof and protection of victims. In each case, the circumstances of the case
are checked, the representative of the service in cases of domestic violence
pays special attention to the issues when the victim takes a statement about
violence, whether the refusal of the application was not made under pressure
and such a victim does not need protection. Families that have a problem with
violence need comprehensive assistance from organizations and services that
work to prevent domestic violence. This assistance should be focused on
protecting people who are experiencing violence, providing them with social,
psychological and legal assistance, and conducting rehabilitation work with
family members.

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"DON'T BE SILENT". DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Children protection from cruelty and preventing crimes against them is
an extremely important, socially important and urgent task, the solution of
which is multidisciplinary. Law enforcement, guardianship, social and
pedagogical community representatives, medical and psychological staff
should be involved in ending violence.

The problem is compounded by the fact that a large part of the victims
of the violence are people from disadvantaged backgrounds or “street
children”, whose fate are interested. Sometimes children pay for their own
suffering, and even their lives, for their parents' need for self-affirmation, for
adults, to become hostages of drunk parents and perpetually irritated mothers.

The problem of juvenile violence can be solved only if teachers,
parents and all adults involved in the upbringing of children work together.
The purpose of the work to counteract the effects of violence is not to
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replace or eliminate parents who are unable to bear responsibility for the
upbringing of their children, but to assist the family in restoring or
developing the capacity to do so.

Ukraine did not get around this problem. Our country, like most
countries in the world, is undergoing negative social processes, which are
accompanied by major crisis changes in society. Violence is one such
phenomenon.

Child abuse is a problem that has always existed and is likely to persist
for a very long time in today's society. Modernity is exemplified by such
examples as the death of children from starvation, the death of them during
bombing and shelling, international conflicts, killing in refugee camps, on
domestic soil. Violence such as trafficking in children, begging, prostitution,
economic exploitation, deprivation of housing, livelihoods, neglect of needs
and interests are also common. Children are the most vulnerable and
vulnerable part of society, fully dependent on adults. It is from their guilt that
children become victims of domestic violence, find themselves in areas of
natural and natural disaster, hostilities, etc.

Child abuse is a broad concept that includes the various behaviors of
parents and guardians, other relatives, teachers, caregivers, any person who
is older or stronger.

The victim-child is also afraid: to lose the family - even as it is; afraid to
confess to one parent about the abuse of another, etc.

Therefore, education is not just words, but first of all actions, behavior
of parents and the closest environment, examples of attitude towards each
other and to children, etc. Both parents are equally responsible for the life,
health and safety of their children.

The level of how much we respect ourselves, how well we behave in a
relationship with a partner, and lay the foundations of the worldview, family
and personal lives of children.

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FIGHTING BULLYING AND VIOLENCE IN SCHOOLS

Violence is the use of force with the intent to hurt someone.
Bulling is a form of violence that is common in schools all over the world.
Bullying is a form of violence in which a child threatens, harasses, picks on,
or embarrasses another child. It can take place in-person at school or through
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the Internet. School should be a safe place for children, where neither parents
nor children should have to worry about violence or emotional harm.
Unfortunately, violence exists in schools, and it can make both children and
parents fearful.

Protecting children starts with communication, talking with them, and
opening the lines of communication. This will make it natural for them to talk
to their parents or teachers if they are worried about their safety. The talk
about bullying should be honest. Help is necessary for them to understand
what it means, what can happen as a result of bullying.

School is a place where attitudes to violence can be changed and non-
violent behaviour should be learned. Both the learning environment and the
content of education can instill the understanding of human rights, gender
equality, values of respect and solidarity and skills to communicate, negotiate
and resolve problems peacefully.

Republic of Korea, Philippines, Chile, Mexico changed their law and accepted
new acts for protection schools from bullying. In many other countries there is no
specific legislation, but school bullying is covered by relevant laws which have a
broader scope such as anti-discrimination, human rights and equality laws.

In the UK bullying is covered the Education and Inspection Act 2006,
Independent School Standard Regulations 2010, Equality Act 2010, etc.

In the USA such laws as the Improving America Schools Act and Safe
and Drug-Free Schools and Communities Act provide the guarantee to
combat this phenomenon. Individual states have enacted laws and state
education codes to prevent school bullying and protect children.

Special attention is paid to cyberbullying or cyberstalking in Philippines,
the USA, Australia, European Union specific legislation.

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JUSTICE ABOUT VIOLENCE

Law Enforcement in any state has to regulate violence in the society.
Governments in the country have to regulate the use of violence through legal
systems governing individuals and political authorities, police and military
bodies included.

The fact of a common knowledge is that “violence can be justifiable, but
it never will be legitimate. No one questions the use of violence in self-
defence because the danger is not only clear but also present and the end
justifying the means is immediate.”
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Violent behaviour conducted by police and military that are not self-defence
acts are considered as crimes. But not all crimes may be considered violent crimes.

To do the justice means to ensure the offenders are properly identified,
the degree of their guilt is ascertained, and that they are punished
appropriately. Justice in violence mainly relies in deterrence, incarceration,
and punishment of perpetrators and their rehabilitation.

For the last few years the criminal justice system in many countries pays
greater attention to preventing violence rather than counteraction to it. Crimes
and violence become reduced by altering the conditions that cause them. Juvenile
justice system in the USA as a component of criminal justice system is based on
rehabilitation and prevention. The criminal justice system has funded initiatives
to reduce children’s access to guns and teach conflict resolutions.

The British Domestic Abuse Bill and related documents can be found
on the Parliament website. The prevention of abuse and the protection of
victims of the cruel and complex crime lies in the heart of the bill. The
measures in the bill have to: promote legislative awareness about domestic
violence, protect and support victims, help victims give their best evidence in
court, improve performance in the response to domestic violence. The bill
was published in January 2019.

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VANCOUVER DOMESTIC VIOLENCE & CRIMINAL
HARASSMENT UNIT

When people refer to violence in relationships, they are usually talking
about abuse, which includes a range of behavior from intimidation and
threats, to physical or sexual assault. Domestic violence is violence against
women or men who are married, common-law or dating, regardless of their
sexual orientation. It includes those individuals who are in an intimate
relationship or have been in the past. An abuser uses threats and violence to
gain power and control over his or her partner, and to take away their self-
worth. Abuse can be physical, sexual, emotional, psychological, verbal, or
financial. Abuse may start out as verbal or emotional, and may gradually
increase to physical or sexual violence. After incidents of abuse, a partner or
ex-partner can express and behave with great remorse or affection. To combat
domestic violence the Vancouver Police organized the Vancouver Police
Department's Domestic Violence & Criminal Harassment Unit (DVACH)
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which is comprised of four specialty units: Domestic Violence, Criminal
Harassment, Threat Assessment and Elder Abuse. DVACH has partnered
with Family Services of Greater Vancouver (FSGV) since 1997, providing a
collaborative response to incidents of domestic violence in the community.
The program’s goals are to increase safety of victims and their families, and
to increase offender accountability. Violence within relationships has
distinctive dynamics not found in other violent crimes, and often escalates or
worsens if the person leaves the relationship. There is usually a power
imbalance between the partners in the relationship. The VPD has adopted the
Ministry of Attorney General guidelines for police and crown prosecutors in
the Violence Against Women in Relationships (VAWIR) policy.

The main points of these guidelines are:

e all incidents involving domestic violence will be investigated
thoroughly

e if there is enough evidence to support an arrest and charge, police
officers will do so

o officers will make an arrest when an investigation supports a criminal
charge (with an emphasis on victim safety)

e officers are encouraged to seek further guidance/clarification from
DVACH when required.

DVACH also provides education and training to VPD members and to
the public.

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DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Domestic violence is one of the most prevalent forms of violence dealt
with by police officers on a daily basis. The police, being the frontline social
institution to deal with incidents of domestic violence, have a vital role in
assisting victims of domestic abuse. The police not only represent state policy
but also act as an important link to both the prosecution process and to the
provision of services to victims in a community. Thus, as "gatekeepers" to
the criminal justice system, police play an important role in shaping victims'
initial experiences of it.

According to the most of sources domestic violence is violence or other
abuse in a domestic setting, such as in marriage or cohabitation. Domestic
violence may be used as a synonym for intimate partner violence, which is
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committed by a spouse or partner in an intimate relationship against the other
spouse or partner. It can take place in heterosexual or same-sex relationships,
or between former spouses or partners. In the broad sense, domestic violence
can also involve violence against children, parents, or the elderly. It takes a
number of forms, including physical, verbal, emotional, economic, religious,
reproductive, and sexual. They can range from subtle, coercive forms to
marital rape and to violent physical abuse. Abuse may be choking, beating,
female genital mutilation and so on. Domestic murders include stoning, bride
burning, and honor killings.

Globally, the victims of domestic violence are generally women. The
women tend to experience more severe forms of violence. They are also
likelier than men to use intimate partner violence in self-defense. In some
countries, domestic violence is often seen as justified, particularly in cases of
actual or suspected infidelity on the part of the woman, and is legally
permitted. Research has established that there exists a direct and significant
correlation between a country's level of gender equality and rates of domestic
violence. It means where countries with less gender equality experience
higher rates of domestic violence. Domestic violence is among the most
underreported crimes worldwide for both men and women. Men who are
victims of domestic violence face an increased likelihood of being
overlooked by healthcare providers.

Domestic violence often occurs when the abuser believes that abuse is
an acceptable, justified, or unlikely to be reported. It may produce an
intergenerational cycle of abuse in children and other family members, who
may feel that such violence is acceptable or condoned. Many people do not
recognize themselves as abusers or victims. That’s because they may consider
their experiences as family conflicts that got out of control. Awareness,
perception, definition and documentation of domestic violence differs widely
from country to country.

Domestic violence often happens in the context of forced or child
marriage. In abusive relationships, there may be a cycle of abuse during
which tensions rise and an act of violence is committed, followed by a period
of calm. Victims of domestic violence may be trapped in domestic violent
situations through isolation, power and control. These traumatic situations
occur due to bonding to the abuser, cultural acceptance, lack of financial
resources, fear, shame, or to protect children. As a result of abuse, victims
may experience physical disabilities, dysregulated aggression, health
problems, mental illness, limited finances, and a poor ability to create healthy
relationships. Children who live in a household with violence often show
psychological problems from an early age.

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MEN AS VICTIMS OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN THE USA

Recently the problem of domestic violence has become especially urgent
in the context of the general radicalization of society, the domination of
hatred in the media space and the decline of family culture as well as basic
moral and spiritual values in the world. Women become more economically
and socially independent. The US experience shows that not only women but
also men are often victims of domestic violence.

According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, one in four
adult men in the US will become a victim of domestic violence during his
lifetime. Male victims of domestic violence often deal with intense self-doubt
and anxiety before reaching out for help. Victims may fear their abusers will
seek retribution if they go to the police, or they feel great uncertainty about
leaving their home for temporary shelter.

In domestic violence situations, all states offer their courts the ability to
issue restraining orders that restrict contact between abusers and victims.
Restraining orders can be obtained regardless of gender. When it comes to
other domestic violence statutes, most states (approximately 37) have laws
that use gender-free language.

There are special structures in the US where victims of domestic
violence may turn. The National Coalition Against Domestic Violence
(NCADV) has full details of what to do if you become a victim of violence.
There is also the National Domestic Violence Hotline.

As we saw, men also become victims of domestic violence. American
experience should teach us a comprehensive understanding of the problem of
domestic violence, in which the role of the victim and the abuser is
independent of sex or gender.

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THE VIOLENCE PREVENTION MODEL
(CARDIFF, GREAT BRITAIN)

Efforts at preventing violence can be implemented at individual,
relationship, and community levels. The example of this is the Cardiff Model,
a multi-agency approach to violence prevention that relies on the strategic
use of information from health and law enforcement organizations to improve
policing and community violence prevention programs. The Cardiff Model
was created by Dr. Jonathan Shepherd, a surgeon and professor at Cardiff
University in Wales, United Kingdom. The basis of the model is information
sharing. In healthcare settings, violence-related injury data including
location, time, date, and mechanism of injury are collected. These data are
combined with information from law enforcement to help communities map
where violence frequently occurs.

Key steps to starting the Cardiff Model in the law enforcement agency:
establishing a violence prevention partnership with the local hospital and public
health agency; n collaboration with hospital partner, determining most useful
injury information to collect and map; help to develop a culture of decision-
making based on real-time data; obtaining law enforcement leadership buy-in and
support, permissions for sharing crime incident data with partners.

The Cardiff Model was replicated in the United States and Australia
Since its development in 1996, the Cardiff Model has shown that sharing
anonymous data describing the location of violence, weapon use, assailants,
and time of violence can allow local police to improve their strategies to
prevent street violence.

Police knowledge of violence depends on people reporting these
offences, but that many of the injured do not report because they are afraid of
reprisals, don’t want their own conduct scrutinised, or because they don’t
think the police could take effective action if they do report. So the greatest
benefit to implementing a Cardiff Model communications plan is to ensure
transparency and trust with local communities.

VIOLENCE IN THE USA

Violent crime in the United States refers to murder, rape and sexual
assault, robbery and assault. Violent crime in the United States has fallen over
the last two decades, however, the number of reported violent crimes has
risen slightly in the past few years. Among the various types of violent crime
reported in the United State, assault is the most common.

Violence is a public health problem that can be understood and changed.
Research over the last 2 decades has demonstrated that violence can be
prevented and that, in some cases, prevention programs are more cost-
effective than other policy options such as incarceration.

The United States has made a big contribution in prevention violence. A
new World Health Organization initiative presents an opportunity for the
United States to work with other countries to find cost-effective ways of
preventing violence and reducing its enormous costs.

Violence is a serious problem in the United States. From infants to the
elderly, it affects people in all stages of life. In 2017, more than 19,000 people
were victims of homicide and more than 1.7 million were treated in hospital
emergency departments for an assault-related injury. Many people survive
violence and have permanent physical and emotional scars. Violence also
erodes communities by reducing productivity, decreasing property values,
and disrupting social services.

The Division of Violence Prevention’s (DVP) mission is to prevent
violence and its consequences so that all people, families and communities
are safe, healthy and free of violence.

DVP is committed to stop violence before it begins (i.e., primary
prevention). The division works to:

« monitor violence-related behaviors, injuries and deaths;

» help state and local partners plan, implement, and evaluate violence
prevention efforts;

» promote the effective adoption and dissemination of violence
prevention strategies, etc.

Crime is a social issue, so if you want to decrease its frequency and rate,
you should start from yourselves. Be law abiding and teach your children to
do the same, and be sure, the crime rate will be much lower.

SEXUAL HARASSMENT

Violence is a very big problem in our times. It has a universal character.
Any person can be victim of this problem, regardless of their social status,
standard of living, place of residence. Violence is one of the leading causes
of death worldwide among people between 15 and 44 y. o.

Today we would try to explain rather confusing term for Ukrainian citizens,
as a «harassmenty. Harassment is a general term for a whole list of actions that
offend or humiliate a person, create an unfavorable environment, cause shame or
scare. The list is very long: mockery, jibes, psychological harassment, molestation,
vulgar hints and threats — these are all different forms of harassment. Moreover,
harassment is not only sexual: one person can pester to another due to age,
nationality and skin colour, religion, sexual orientation, physical or intellectual
characteristics. For example, if one of your colleagues all the time scornfully
comments your religious views, it is also a harassment.

This is a legal term, that exists not only in the United States. The first
lawsuits concerned racial harassment on the workplace in America was first
recognized as a form of discrimination in 1970s.

May seem that any acts of a sexual nature at work, flirting and vulgar
jokes in the USA are considered harassment, but it isn’t right. There is a clear
set of rules defining what exactly is sexual harassment and what isn’t; these
rules were drawn up by the American Equal Employment Opportunity
Commission (EEOC) in 1980s.

Various unwanted actions of a sexual nature are considered as
harassment, but only quite significant and repeated as a rule. Although some
serious actions are considered to be a harassment. For example if your boss
inclines you to sex, hinting that you’ll have problems if you’ll say NO to him.

The American National Law Bureau Bloomberg BNA even publishes a
special methodology for the prevention of sexual violence and other forms of
violence in the workplace for employees of American companies. It clearly
states that «unwanted actions» is something that a person has not initiated
and doesn’t perceive as offensive or unpleasant.

As a rule, sexual harassment in the workplace in the United States is
considered a civil offense for which the employer is responsible. Therefore,
the task of employers is preventing such cases: to enhance corporate culture,
prohibit discrimination (including harassment) by internal company rules,
investigate complaints of harassment from employees and take measures if
these complaints are confirmed. This may be a warning, reprimand, work
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with a staff psychologist or consultant, demotion, suspension, or even
dismissal. Violators may also be required to pay compensation.

In the United States, a whole system of formal actions has been developed
to prevent harassment: it is necessary to send a notice to the offender about the
inadmissibility of his actions, after which either a labor or school commission
will be convened, based on which disciplinary measures are applied. Criminal
prosecution is also possible. In addition, schools often use student codes and
guidelines for a variety of situations, including bullying and harassment.
Schools may explicitly prohibit student-teacher relationships.

In order to resolve this problem in Ukraine it will be better to use the
experience of other countries and develop a bill that would contain an
administrative responsibility for a harassment in the form of a fine, which
should not be «symbolic». One of the biggest problems in adopting such a
law is to explain the meaning of harassment, how to define this line between
harassment and a compliment from a colleague. It is necessary to fix the
clear concept of «harassmenty.

COUNTERACTING VIOLENCE: THE ROLE
OF THE NATIONAL GUARD

The National Guard of Ukraine isa military formation with law enforcement
functions, which alongside with the National Police is designed to conduct public
safety function and provide protection of citizen's lives. Therefore, counteracting
violence belongs to the field of combat and service activities of the National
Guard of Ukraine and makes a topical issue for the research.

Violence is the physical force or psychological pressure used to destroy
or cause harm to someone. There are different types of violence including
physical, psychological and sexual. Recognizing the type of violence helps
identify the causes of its origin, which in its turn determines a number of
factors aimed at both counteracting violence and its prevention, specifying
the way, amount and structure of capabilities to be involved.

The problem of prevention and counteracting violence in the society
goes much further beyond the integrated efforts of work of law enforcement
agencies, the result of which makes the tip of the iceberg. It must be tackled
on several levels simultaneously, covering the issues that go deep into the
social and cultural paradigm of the nation, spreading a culture of non-
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violence throughout the society, introducing appropriate changes in the
curricula at all educational levels and shifts in perception of the stereotypes,
thus making the basis for violence-free mentality.

The report analyzes the efficiency of engagement the personnel of the
National Guard in close cooperation with other law enforcement agencies in
different countries of the world in counteracting violence; and examines the
experience of the National Guard of Ukraine over the past year in the field of
maintenance of public order, emphasizing the influence on counteracting
street violence in populated places.

THE DEATH PENALTY AS A MEAN OF PREVENTING
AND COMBATING VIOLENCE IN SOCIETY
(SHORT DISCOURSE)

The death penalty does not have a deterrent effect on criminals and
therefore does not guarantee a reduction in crime in society.

Arguments that do not justify the death penalty: The first argument is that
court sentences cannot always be clearly justified, and innocent people may be
hurt. That is, no country has yet created a justice that would work unmistakably.
And in the presence of the death penalty, innocents can inevitably suffer. And
in the history of different countries, there have already been cases that justified
the innocent after being sentenced to death, of course. This has happened in the
UK, Belgium, Turkey, China, Pakistan, and even in Ukraine. The second major
argument is that the death penalty still has no deterrent effect and impact on
potential criminals. That is, most often 80-90 percent of the offender does not
think about his crime. All this happens in a state of effect. After the offender
has committed his crime, he realizes that he has nothing to lose and this also
does not stop him from continuing to do such things. The third argument is that
the death penalty does not guarantee a reduction in crime. Numerous
sociological experiments, surveys have been conducted and all of them have
come to the conclusion that the death penalty does not reduce crime in society.
Society cannot get rid of such people. On the contrary, if there is a death
sentence, it is revenge. It gives birth to death. This entails other terrible and
terrible crimes. Even Academician Andrew Sakharov, who opposed the death
penalty in the former Soviet Union, said that the existence of the death penalty

FOREIGN PROJECT EXPERIENCE IN PREVENTING
AND COMBATING VIOLENCE

The Circle of change: preventing and combating violence against women
and girls through gender equality awareness is a project aims at changing attitudes
and behaviours towards violence against women, by prevention through
education and encouraging victims and witnesses to report violence to the
relevant authorities and institutions. It has been co-funded by the European
Union’s Justice Program (2014-2020). The project is led by the Cyprus Police in
cooperation with other Associations. The aforementioned objective will be
achieved through the organization implementation of professional trainings for
the multi-targeted group of various front-line professionals namely police officers
and other government officials. The awareness-raising media campaign targeting
the general public will involve targeted messages to encourage reporting and
combat victim-blaming attitudes. Moreover, this project contributes in ensuring
adequate registration, investigation and prosecution and gender-sensitive support
for victims, through the organization and implementation of training of relevant
professionals. Another result will be to encourage boys and girls to challenge
sexism, gender stereotyping and gender norms and avoid violence against
women, as well as actively engage in the fight against violence against women,
through awareness raising workshops by appropriately 200 trained
teachers. Implementation of 25 students workshops; 625 adolescents will be
empowered in ways that will enable them to avoid being victimized either as
victims or bystanders. Moreover, they will be equipped with valuable life skills
for breaking the cycle of violence and building healthy relationships. The
expected result is teens empowered to be less tolerant (if not zero-tolerant), more
knowledgeable of the characteristics and consequences of abuse, equipped with
protection skills and able to relate to each other in a healthier, more equal way.

PREVENTING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
AGAINST CHILDREN IN SWEDEN

The issue of domestic violence against children was intensified in
Sweden about a century ago. The term "violence", as seen in the use of
physical force, in European countries has long included physical, sexual,
psychological, emotional and economic violence. And each of these types of
violence (and in practice they are mostly complex) involves punishment -
from administrative one to imprisonment.

The undisputed priority of Sweden was established in 1979, when the
first in the world ban on the physical punishment of children was imposed at
the legislative level. Not only physical force, but also raising your voice to a
level that has a harmful emotional impact, cannot be applied to children. It is
strictly forbidden to leave children alone (in some cases up to 12 years of
age). Neighbors will consider it a civic duty to report such cases to the police,
and upon returning home, parents may not stay at home with their children —
they will be temporarily registered in special shelters until their parents are
found guilty. They will have to prove their ability to obey the law and raise
their children again.

If the minor is abused, the Law on Social Service obliges workers in
institutions working with children to report to the social service immediately.
Upon receiving such a signal, the social service must immediately assess
whether the child needs immediate protection. The service then has 14 days
to reach a decision to open an investigation. Except in special cases, it must
be completed within four months. According to the law, the investigation
should be conducted without unnecessary inconvenience and, if necessary,
with the involvement of experts. Stakeholders should be informed that an
investigation has been initiated. If it appears that a minor needs care outside
the home, a plan for such care should be developed. Since 2013, social
workers have an obligation to take into account the child's own opinion (as
much as she is able to express it). Unless the child is in direct danger, any
decision shall be made in agreement with the parents and taking into account
the interests of all parties.

It is not proper for other countries to blindly copy the Swedish
experience, but it can be critically assessed and used in Ukraine for improving
our own policy in combating that disgusting social evil.

COMBATING VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN IN TURKEY

Violence against women is the most common violation of women’s
human rights in Europe. This problem became a current issue in Turkey in
the mid-1980s.

Forms of violence in Turkey are the following: physical violence (every
four out of 10 women experienced physical violence by their husband or an
intimate male partner), psychological violence (44% of all women
experienced psychological violence at any time in their lifetime and 26% in
the last 12 months). Almost every three in ten women in Turkey have
experienced stalking at least once.

Turkey has gained experience in developing and implementing Action
Plans, which specify responsibilities that relevant Governmental agencies
must assume, to combat violence against women.

The National Action Plan on Combating Violence against Women
(2016-2020) which was developed with the joint efforts of all the relevant
stakeholders for implementation of all the necessary measures required for
elimination of all forms of violence against women in the country, had 6
main targets:

1. Make legal arrangements on gender equality and domestic violence
against women and eliminate enforcement-related defects;

2. Raise public awareness and achieve mental transformation on gender
equality and domestic violence against women in order to eliminate attitudes
and behaviors that generate and reinforce domestic violence;

3. Make the necessary arrangements for strengthening the socio-
economic status of women and ensure the full implementation of such
arrangements;

4. Organize and implement accessible protective services for women
victimized by domestic violence and their children (if any);

5. Organize and implement treatment and rehabilitation services for
women victimized by domestic violence and the perpetrators, and,;

6. Establish a mechanism of cooperation among institutions and relevant
sectors with regard to the service provision to women victimized by domestic
violence and their child(ren).

COMBATING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN THE UK

The issue of domestic violence is very relevant in the UK. According to
official data in 2019, about 1.2 million women have been affected by
domestic violence.

The police response to domestic violence is related to the operation of
the «999» and «101» Special Lines. Combating domestic violence is one of
the leading tasks of the CPS Special Service in the United Kingdom, which
is part of the criminal justice system.

The task of this service is to coordinate in order to protect the rights of
victims of domestic violence. In the UK, a lot of attention is paid to the factors
of proof and protection of victims. In each instance, the circumstances of the
case are reviewed, the CPS representative pays attention to the issues when
the victim seized the statement of violence.

Such cases must be additionally analyzed to check whether the refusal of
the statement was made under pressure. For the safety of witnesses and their
protection in court, the use of testimonies of witnesses and victims through a
telephone network is practiced and that is the absence of direct contact in court.
It should be noted that this practice goes against the American experience, in
which the personal questioning by a judge is more important.

In our view, it is permissible to use communication channels for the
survey. However, it is important, if possible, to have visual contact with the
case participants. To our mind, domestic violence is an important issue that
deserves special attention from public authorities. The value of a high-quality
foreign experience in countering domestic violence lies in its consistency.
The main activities include: legal reform on this issue, improvement of law
enforcement activities, development of social services; educational programs,
rehabilitation programs.

Increasing the preventive component of combating domestic violence is
of the high importance. At the stage of the lack of public perception of the
importance of combating domestic violence, it is advisable to draw on the
English experience of visits by authorized bodies to families in the service
area, to clarify legislation and to disseminate information on the
wrongfulness of these crimes.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN CANADA

«Domestic Violencey is abuse committed against an adult or a child, a
spouse, a former spouse, a cohabitant, a former cohabitant, a person with
whom the suspect has had a child or is having or has had a dating or
engagement relationship. Same sex relationships are included.

Abuse means that someone hurts you or treats you badly. The abuser
can be male or female. Domestic abuse can be physical, sexual, emotional,
psychological, financial. Domestic abuse is a crime in Canada. It is against
the law. At least 1 from 10 women in Canada experiences abuse. Domestic
abuse happens to people from all races, religions, sexual orientations, income
levels and education levels.

In Canada, the issue of domestic violence is strictly controlled. Police
can refer you to certain services. If the situation isn’t dangerous right now,
you can also call a health centre, victim services, community organization,
shelter, or the local police and tell them about the abuse.

They can help you to figure out what to do next. Creating a safety plan
is a way to think in advance about what you and your children can do during
a violent incident, the people you can turn to for help and important
documents you will need if you have to leave quickly. In order to avoid
domestic violence, both children and adults need to learn some tips for
improving the family climate. First of all, try to make comments one by one
alone, tactfully and delicately. Do not provoke conflicts. Stop the anger is not
the one who is right, but who stopped the quarrel in a timely manner.

THE PROBLEM OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN CANADA

When people think of domestic abuse, they often focus on domestic
violence. But domestic abuse includes any attempt by one person in an
intimate relationship or marriage to dominate and control the other. Domestic
violence and abuse are used for one purpose and one purpose only: to gain
and maintain total control over victim. An abuser doesn’t “play fair.” An
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abuser uses fear, guilt, shame, and intimidation to wear victim down and keep
her under their control.

Domestic violence and abuse can happen to anyone. It occurs within all
age ranges, ethnic backgrounds, and economic levels. And while women are
more often victimized, men also experience abuse especially verbal and
emotional. The bottom line is that abusive behavior is never acceptable,
whether from a man, woman, teenager, or an older adult. Domestic abuse
often escalates from threats and verbal assault to violence. And while
physical injury may pose the most obvious danger, the emotional and
psychological consequences of domestic abuse are also severe. Emotionally
abusive relationships can destroy your self-worth, lead to anxiety and
depression, and make you feel helpless and alone. No one should have to
endure this kind of pain—and first step to breaking free is recognizing that
relationship is abusive.

Of all reported violent crime in 2018, in Canada, more than one quarter
(26%) resulted from family violence. Almost 67% of family violence victims
were women and girls. 79% of police reported intimate partner violence is
against women.

Experts know that rates of all forms of family violence are
underestimated. For example, in 2014, (19%) those who had been abused by
their spouse reported abuse to police.

There are many reasons why people don't report family violence. One is
because of the stigma associated with it. Young children may not report
violence because they may have limited contacts outside the family in whom
they can safely confide.

Intimate partner violence. Women are more likely to experience severe
spousal violence compared to men, women who experience spousal
violence are:

twice as likely to report being sexually assaulted, beaten, choked or
threatened with a gun or a knife.

more likely to report higher rates of injury caused by abuse (40% of
female victims compared to 24% of male victims).

more likely to experience long term PTSD-like effects than men.

Nearly 60% of Indigenous women who reported spousal abuse also
reported being physically injured as a result of it versus 41% of non-
Indigenous women.

Half of the Indigenous women experiencing violence reported the most
severe forms of violence: being sexually assaulted, beaten, choked, or
threatened with a gun or a knife.

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EROTOMANIC STALKERS

The 'stalking' is used to describe a pattern of behavior that is intrusive,
repeated and fear providing. Researchers have identified three types of stalkers:
love-obsessed stalkers, simple obsession stalkers and erotomanic stalkers.

Erotomania is delusional loving. Erotomanic stalkers believe that they are
passionately loved by their stalking victims. They most often stalk people who
are of higher social stature or professional standing. They think that these people
are restricted from expressing their love because of external constraints. If the
object of affection is a professional the stalker may consider regulations to forbid,
for instance, the relationships between a doctor and a patient and stand in the way
of their happiness. Mental health professionals are at particularly high risk and a
variety of surveys suggest that 11% of them have been stalked at one point in
their career. This happens because the warm, supportive and accepting
relationship that a professional forms with a patient as part of the treatment
process can easily be misinterpreted as an indication of love.

People suffering from erotomania believe that their victim is the perfect
match for them and they are destined to be together. Consequently, they will
talk obsessively about their victim and attempt to make contact by whatever
means possible, and even when the object will not reciprocate, this is
understood by the erotomanic stalkers as further proof of the required secrecy
of their reciprocal love.

Current research shows that women generally fall into the category of
erotomanic stalkers. They are more likely than other types of stalkers to have
never been married, to misuse substances, to have a history of assault and
self-harming. They are often unemployed and with limited social contacts.

The behaviors of erotomanic stalkers at first are not overtly threatening
and begin more as a nuisance and then escalate. The stalker may attribute
blame to the victim's family believing, for example, that if the pregnant wife
were out of the way they could be together. Thus, the stalker may harass
family members, attempting to convince them to free the loved person. The
delusions of love are fixed and constant and despite repeated confrontation
with reality the person is unable to let go of the belief. When the hopes are
not realized the stalker may express resentment and anger. The stalker may
become threatening and assaultive.

Although erotomania is the least common type of stalking, it should not
be neglected.

PREVENTION AND COUNTERING VIOLENCE IN SOCIETY

Protecting children from cruelty and preventing crimes against them is
an extremely important, socially important and urgent task, the solution of
which is multidisciplinary. Law enforcement, guardianship, representatives
of social and pedagogical communities, medical and psychological staff
should be involved in ending violence. However, most often efforts to create
an effective system for preventing and ending child abuse, assisting victims
of abuse are broken down by obstacles, such as: departmental limitations and
interdepartmental disunity, lack of uniform methodological and systematic
approaches to preventative work; Ignoring preventative orientation in work
with children and family; lack of legislation and law enforcement practices
on the protection and rehabilitation of victims, exacerbated by legal illiteracy
and mistrust of law enforcement agencies, low material resources that do not
allow for qualified legal assistance; lack of knowledge in the pedagogical,
police, social, medical professionals of communication skills with the victim,
which leads to concealment or concealment of the facts of violence,
especially in the absence of an adult's personal interest in punishing the
offender and rehabilitation of the victim of domestic violence; the absence of
an effective and properly organized rehabilitation system.

The problem is compounded by the fact that a large part of the victims
of the violence are people from disadvantaged backgrounds or "street
children”, in the fate of whom few are interested. Sometimes children pay for
their own suffering, and even for life, the parents' need for self-affirmation,
the desire of adults to have a personal life, they become hostages of drunk
parents and constantly angry mothers.

MOST OFTEN VICTIMS OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Violence and the threat of violence is a powerful instrument of social control.
It is used to exert power and control over another individual. A common pattern
of domestic violence often starts with intimidation, humiliation and threatening
behaviour, including threats of self-inflicted pain. Domestic violence, in the
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broadest sense, refers to any abuse between intimate partners, often living in the
same household. The term is often used specifically to designate physical assaults
upon women by their male partners. It is employed to aggravate the feeling of
vulnerability, lack of control over one’s own body and feeling of hopelessness
and shame. As domestic abuse is mainly perpetrated against women because they
are women, it constitutes a form of gender-based violence.

If not addressed adequately, it constitutes a violation of women’s human
rights. Frequently there is no workable solution for female victims of
domestic violence. For some victims the unrelenting cycle of violence
produces diminished self-esteem, helplessness, depression and exaggerated
feelings of imprisonment, even the belief that they deserve abuse. Many are
financially dependent on their abusers, and, since many abuse victims are
mothers, they particularly fear being unable to support their children if they
leave a violent partner. One of the worst problems is that typical abusers often
become most violent and vengeful precisely when women try to leave.
Statistics indicate that domestic violence ranks as the leading cause of injury
to women, especially at the age from 15 to 44.

PREVENTION AND COUNTERACTION TO YOUTH VIOLENCE

Preventing youth violence requires a comprehensive approach that
addresses the social determinants of violence, such as income inequality,
rapid demographic and social change, and low levels of social protection.

Critical to reducing the immediate consequences of youth violence are
improvements in pre-hospital and emergency care, including access to care.

There are promising prevention programs that include: life skills and
social development programs designed to help children and adolescents
manage anger, resolve conflict, and develop the necessary social skills to
solve problems; school-based anti-bullying prevention programs; programs
that support parents and teach positive parenting skills; preschool programs
that provide children with academic and social skills at an early age;
therapeutic approaches for youths at high risk of being involved in violence;
reducing access to alcohol; interventions to reduce the harmful use of drugs;
restrictive firearm licensing and purchasing policies.

The causes of youth violence are complex and there are no easy solutions
or quick ways to reduce it. There are three main ways to reduce violence:
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1. stop it before it happens. It means to give support to families and very young

children or help people who are at high risk; 2. support people to move away
from violence or provide alternative opportunities, such as after-school
activities, counselling, training and employment; 3. suppression, which is law
enforcement and other ways that react to violence to protect the public.

The strategies and approaches in the technical package are intended to
shape individual behaviors as well as the relationship, family, school,
community, and societal factors that influence risk and protective factors for
violence. They are meant to work together and to be used in combination to
prevent violence.

COMBATING VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN

Unfortunately, violence is one of the major problems of the 21st century.
Violence entered our lives, so much that it has become something usual. It can
be found in various forms, like physical, sexual or mental. Violence did not
bypass even those spheres of human life where it seemed absolutely impossible
to appear namely - school, work, and sorry to say family. According to the
Institute of Sociological Research of the NAS of Ukraine, 68% of women in
Ukraine are systematically affected by domestic violence. Domestic violence
is a worldwide issue, for example there is cycle of acts in the United States to
protect women from domestic violence called «Violence Agains Women Act»
of 1994, 2000, 2005. To shed light on this global challenge, the United States
has International Day against Violence against Women on November 25th,
followed by 16 days of activism against gender-based violence.

In the United States, the National Coalition Against Domestic Violence
is engaged in the fight against domestic violence, which takes response even
without the victim's statement. Often, the victim is not aware of these
unlawful acts against her, being ashamed of public condemnation or
aggravated abuse. A woman should know that she will not be left alone with
her problem, that there are people who will protect her. It is not enough to
bring criminals to justice, victims of domestic violence should have a long
rehabilitation period and work with psychologists.

Ukraine, as a democratic country, and is actively involved in combating
violence in general. Thus, the International Campaign "16 Days Against
Violence" is held annually in Ukraine and has been supported by the
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international community since 1991. And the action itself begins on
November 25, as officially November 25 is International Day for the
Elimination of Violence against Women, officially proclaimed by the UN
General Assembly in 1999, but since 1981 it has been a day to commemorate
the death of the three Mirabel sisters that were brutally murdered during the
dictatorship of Dominican ruler Rafael Trujillo.

The issue of violence is acute throughout the world and our country is
no exception. Ukraine has something to learn from the world community in
addressing this issue, but most important is that we have embarked on a path
to combat violence. And I am convinced that only when each of us contributes
a part to this case will we be able to solve this problem together.

THE PROBLEM OF BULLYING IN EUROPEAN SCHOOLS

The issue of violence in contemporary world has a lot of different
aspects. One of them is the problem of school violence, which has been
attracting growing attention of the society. According to UNICEF, about one
third of all students in all educational settings experience bullying at some
stage in schools round the world.

In a study aimed to discover the nature and incidence of bullying in Dublin
primary schools 783 children (285 boys and 498 girls) between 7 and 13 years
of age in four National Schools in Dublin were questioned about their
experiences of being bullied and bullying others. The most common types of
bullying reported were teasing, being hit and kicked and rejection. Overall,
10.5% of the children reported they were involved in serious bullying, either as
a bully or as a victim. These figures, mainly, are common among European
teenagers. Bullying and harassment cause a lot of harm to physical and mental
health of children and are detrimental to their academic success.

So, how to prevent bullying? There is no simple solution to the problem,
but it obviously needs combined efforts of parents, schools, lawmakers, and
other interested parties. Parents should be outspoken with their kids and
discuss their problems honestly. Special activities, interests, and hobbies can
help gain confidence and protect children from bullying behavior. Each
school should have a bullying prevention policy and actively implement it in
everyday life, thus creating a positive school climate. Legislators should
provide a sound legal foundation to curb school violence. Law enforcement
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agencies can also make a considerable contribution to the problem solution.
Researchers in the field underline that relying on purely punitive measures
like suspension, expulsion, and juvenile arrests has not been effective in
improving the situation. Instead, the police and other law enforcers should
concentrate on developing bullying prevention programs and activities.

COMBATING AND PREVENTING CRIME IN SOCIETY
(FOREIGN EXPERIENCE)

Current international crime prevention practices show that the most
progressive and effective approaches to combating crime and its individual
manifestations take place mainly in developed oil and oil-rich western
countries. Many factors influence the formation of highly trained police
forces capable of counteracting and preventing crime, such as: government
funding, scientific development, and implementation of a long-term public
impact strategy through the design and implementation of various prevention
programs and projects.

Police in the United Arab Emirates started testing robots. The first such
officer began to perform his duties in Dubai. This is only the first step in a large-
scale patrol automation program. The Dubai Police Department, the largest city
in the United Arab Emirates, has launched an experiment involving the first
robots. If the law enforcement officer well established in the service, by 2030,
work scheduled to replace a quarter of patrols and the city.

Cyborg has armor that completely replicates the shape of a Dubai police
officer. He is the size of an adult man. Robocop even gives a military salute
as a real police officer. These jobs can work 24 hours a day and seven days a
week. An important element is that he does not have to pay a salary. In the
emirate of Dubai, police are accustomed to dealing with high technology and
luxury equipment. Here patrols leave on high-tech super trucks Lamborghini
and Ferrari. However, the first robot cop in the Middle East raises the bar of
manufacturability even higher. Cyborg does not need a car because it has
wheels instead of legs. It also comes with cameras and a face recognition
system.

In addition, that is not all he can do, cyborgs can read machine numbers,
compare faces with those in the police database, and send results to
headquarters. A live video broadcast from his cameras recognizes the bags

left behind in popular Dubai locations. From now on, people in Dubai will be
able to report a crime or offense with words or by tapping on a tag that placed
on his chest.

Therefore, we can conclude that the competent management and funding
of law enforcement plays a very large role, a notable example of the United
Arab Emirates, which has invented a new way of detecting and combating
crime, which greatly speeds up police work.

ACTIONS TO TACKLE DOMESTIC ABUSE

Domestic abuse comes in many forms, shattering the lives of victims and
their families, and in recognition of this it is widely important to put forward
proposals for new laws which would transform our approach to this terrible
crime. Domestic abuse is a crime that comes in different forms — physical,
emotional or economic and takes many modes - from physical and sexual abuse,
to controlling and coercive behavior that isolates victims from their families and
has long-term, shattering impacts on their children. To tackle domestic abuse it’s
necessary to have proper legislation. To ensure getting this landmark legislation
it’s necessary to hear from all those who have been affected by abuse, from
survivors, frontline professionals, charities and the public, to gather views on
how, together, put a stop to domestic abuse at once and for all. The actions that
are launching today includes a number of proposals which have the potential to
completely transform the way we tackle domestic abuse, providing better
protection to victims and bringing more perpetrators to justice. There are proposal
for the creation of a statutory aggravating factor in sentencing for domestic abuse,
similar to those already in law for hate crimes, to toughen sentences when it
involves or affects a child. Economic abuse will be recognized for the first time
as a type of domestic abuse, covering controlling circumstances in which victims
have finances withheld, are denied access to employment, are forced to take out
loans and enter into other financial contracts. This recognition will improve
understanding among frontline professionals, law enforcement officers and
prosecutors. We know that domestic abuse affects those from all walks of life.
Victims can be young and old, male and female, and if as many people as possible
come forward to give their views and share their experiences, we will put an end
to this abhorrent crime for good.

PREVENTION OF VIOLENCE
AGAINST WOMEN IN THE FAMILY

In recent years, the public of Ukraine is increasingly concerned about
the problem of domestic violence as one of the most painful social
phenomena. The state has launched a broad social information campaign to
widespread information on the existing problem, the state structures, local
authorities and public associations are constantly cooperating to prevent and
combat domestic violence. However, a significant variety of forms and
methods of bullying women in families is observed both in Ukraine and in
various regions of the world.

Within the study of this problem, the scientists thoroughly consider the
factors that cause domestic violence in general and violence against women
in particular and distinguish the following:

— social (tension, conflicts, violence in society, propaganda of
violence as a model of behavior in the media);

— economic (financial insufficiency, lack of decent living conditions
along with the lack of conditions for employment, earning money, economic
dependence, unemployment);

— psychological (behavior stereotypes);

— pedagogical (lack of behavior philosophy: legal, moral, civil,
aesthetic, economic, labor behavior);

— social and pedagogical (lack of understanding of parenthood, lack of
family values in society, lack of a positive model of family life based on
gender equality, lack of family education based on the rights of the child);

— legal (the attitude to violence as an intra-family problem, not as a
negative social phenomenon, the attitude towards family members as toward
property due to the lack of legal consciousness);

It is necessary to promote the development of a system of advisory
centers, support groups, legal aid services, to promote the expansion of a
network of crisis centers and shelters for victims of domestic violence, as well
as to promote the creation of a system of assistance centers for coordinating
information collection and provision of services to victims.

CHILD TRAFFICKING PREVENTION IN INDIA

Child trafficking is a serious problem that is prevalent especially in
India. According to a report published by the U.S. Department of State, “India
is a source, destination and transit country for men, women and children
subjected to forced labour and sex trafficking. The majority of India’s
trafficking problem is internal, and those from the most disadvantaged social
strata- lowest caste Dalits, members of tribal communities, religious
minorities and women and girls from excluded groups — are most vulnerable

Every day, children experience violence — often at the hands of people
they know at home, in school or in their communities. An estimated 1 billion
children experienced physical, sexual or psychological violence in the past
year alone. Nearly 1 in 5 girls is sexually abused during her lifetime, and
more than 175,000 children go online for the first time every day, exposing
them to potential sexual abuse and exploitation.

Child trafficking is the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harboring or
receipt of children for the purpose of exploitation induced by force, fraud or
coercion. Victims of child trafficking are likely to suffer from depression and
anxiety and to engage in risky behaviours. For some, it can lead to suicide.

Although the most commonly known form of child trafficking is sexual
exploitation, human trafficking also takes the form of forced labor and forced
marriage — often referred to as modern slavery. According to the International
Labor Organization, one in four victims of modern slavery are children.

In India, there is a great need for convergence and implementation of
comprehensive child protection mechanisms. The Indian children are
exposed to multiple vulnerabilities. With thousands of children still working
in brick Kilns, construction sites, and agricultural land, trafficking for the sake
of forced child labour is widely prevalent. Apart from this, horrific stories
emerge daily of girls as young as 9 years old being forced into the sex trade.
Apart from this children are also sold by their parents to work in factory and
industries that are highly dangerous with toxic environments.

The severity of the problem demands that the efforts of the government
be supplemented by public awareness. Child protection is one of the
priorities. While the government focuses on prevention of issues like child
trafficking in the intervention areas, it also deals with the aspects of ‘rescue’,
‘restoration’ and ‘rehabilitation’ of the trafficked victims.

BEWARE OF BULLYING: A COMMON CHARACTERISTIC,

applicable law, principles of morality and rehabilitation of the victim.
Preventive work with schoolchildren, parents, and other adults is part of the
work to overcome bullying.

The following measures should play a special role in combating violence
in the adolescent environment:

1. Organization of effective educational work of the class teacher,
psychologist and social educator. Parent involvement to counter bullying,
local government and others.

2. Purposeful activities (discussing the problem of bullying in the classroom,
the use of interactive games to eliminate aggression in children, etc.).

3. Carrying out some forms of work with teachers in order to develop
skills in identifying violence in child behavior.

4. Continuous monitoring of the situation.

From the above we can conclude that Bulling is a problem that has
become a sign of globality and considerable social attention. Currently, this
phenomenon is the focus of many researchers but, unfortunately, in our
country this problem is just beginning to develop. Therefore, it is necessary
to continue to educate teachers, parents, students with information on creating
a safe learning environment in educational institutions and introducing a new
school culture regarding the eradication of bullying.

THE ISSUE OF DOMESTIC ABUSE

Domestic violence can be defined as a pattern of abusive behavior in any
relationship that is used by one partner to gain or maintain power and control
over an intimate partner. According to the National Center for Injury
Prevention and Control, women experience about 4.8 million intimate
partner-related physical assaults and rapes every year. Less than 20 percent
of battered women sought medical treatment following an injury.

Domestic abuse includes any attempt by one person in an intimate
relationship or marriage to dominate and control the other. Domestic violence
and abuse are used for one purpose only: to gain and maintain total control
over victim. An abuser doesn’t “play fair.” An abuser uses fear, guilt, shame,
and intimidation to wear victim down and keep under their thumb.

Domestic violence and abuse can happen to anyone; it does not
discriminate. Abuse happens within heterosexual relationships and in same-sex
partnerships. It occurs within all age ranges, ethnic backgrounds, and economic
levels. And while women are more often victimized, men also experience abuse —
especially verbal and emotional. The bottom line is that abusive behavior is
never acceptable, whether from a man, woman, teenager, or an older adult. A
person deserves to feel valued, respected, and safe. Domestic abuse often
escalates from threats and verbal assault to violence. While physical injury may
pose the most obvious danger, the emotional and psychological consequences
of domestic abuse are also severe. Emotionally abusive relationships can
destroy self-worth, lead to anxiety and depression, and make you feel helpless
and alone. No one should have to endure this kind of pain — and first step to
breaking free is recognizing that relationship is abusive.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE. FIGHTING AGAINST DOMESTIC
VIOLENCE

Domestic violence is violence or other abuse in a domestic setting, such as
in marriage or cohabitation. Domestic violence may be used as a synonym for
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intimate partner violence, which is committed by a spouse or partner in an
intimate relationship against the other spouse or partner, and can take place in
heterosexual or same-sex relationships, or between former spouses or partners.
In the broadest sense, domestic violence can also involve violence against
children, parents, or the elderly. Domestic abuse is not limited to physical
violence. It can include repeated patterns of abusive behaviour to maintain power
and control inarelationship. It can encompass, but is not limited to, the following
types of abuse: psychological, physical, sexual, financial, emotional.

Over recent years there has been little change in the prevalence of
domestic abuse estimated by the crime survey, while the number of cases
recorded by the police has increased. However, the majority of cases do not
come to the attention of the police, and many of those that do, do not result
in a conviction for the perpetrator of the abuse. The role of the police in cases
of domestic violence and abuse is crucial. But victims might not always get
the police response they require and there are still gaps in whether some
victims get justice or not. Despite criticisms, the police remain one of the key
frontline services which victims can use to prevent and stop incidents of
violence and abuse. The most recent legal change was the introduction, in
2015, of the crime of ‘Forced Control’. This, for the first time, recognizes
that domestic violence, rather than being a series of incidents, is a pattern of
controlling behaviours.

Helpful responses from police. Police offered practical support like setting
up a rapid response system, providing mobile phones, personal attack alarms,
security locks on doors as well as helping women to get an injunction such as a
non-molestation order, and putting a ‘marker’ on the house so an officer can get
there as quickly as possible, when called out. In a few cases, women were
supported by police specialist domestic abuse liaison workers. Police also acted
as referral agents to other professionals, such as a domestic violence and abuse
agency, a women’s refuge, a sexual assault unit, family justice centre.

THEORETICAL BASIS OF THE CONCEPT OF VIOLENCE.
FORMS OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN ACCORDANCE WITH
THE LEGISLATIVEAASPECT

Today, any act of one person against another, if these actions violate
human rights and freedoms, cause physical, moral or mental harm to them is
called violence. These are long-term actions that are built on the relationship
between the victim and the abuser, regardless of the will of the victim himself.
If violence does occur once, it is likely that the dynamics and frequency of
recurrence of this phenomenon will increase and the intervention of law
enforcement agencies or other law enforcers is inevitable.

Violence covers and takes place in every sphere of human life, and
family is no exception. For us, as law enforcement officers, the legal
regulation of combating domestic violence is of practical interest. Until
January 7, 2018, the Law of Ukraine “On Prevention of Domestic Violence”
was in force in Ukraine. Today there is a new regulatory act - the Law of
Ukraine "On Prevention and Countering Domestic Violence" of 17.01.2019,
which has been improved, supplemented and significantly expanded. It
defines the directions of implementation of the state policy in the field of
prevention and counteraction to domestic violence, aimed at protecting the
rights and interests of the victims of such violence.

The victim of domestic violence in the family is a family member. The
Act identifies forms of domestic violence as physical, psychological, sexual
and economic.

1. Physical violence is a form of domestic violence, including slaps,
kicks, pushing, pinching, tapping, biting, as well as unlawful imprisonment,
beating, snorting, bodily harm of varying severity, leaving in danger, not
assisting a person that is in a life-threatening condition, causing death,
committing other violent offenses.

2. Psychological abuse is a form of domestic violence, verbal abuse,
threats, including threatens against third parties, humiliation, harassment,
intimidation, other acts aimed at limiting the will of the person, controlling
the reproductive sphere, if such acts or omissions caused the victim's fears
for his/her own safety or that of third parties, or have caused emotional
uncertainty, an inability to protect themselves, or harmed the mental health
of the individual.

3. Sexual assault is a form of domestic violence that includes any act of
a sexual nature committed against an adult without his or her consent or with
respect to the child, regardless of his or her consent, or in the presence of a
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child, coercion to a sexual act with a third party, and other offenses against
sexual freedom or sexual integrity of a person, including committed against
or in the presence of a child.

4. Economic violence is a form of domestic violence, including
intentional deprivation of housing, food, clothing, other property, funds or
documents, or the ability to use them, leaving without care, obstructing access
to necessary treatment or rehabilitation services, prohibiting work, or being
forced to work , bans on studying, and other economic offenses.

It should also be noted that psychological abuse accompanies all other
forms of domestic violence, since beating or incest always causes not only
physical but also mental trauma to the victim's personality.Domestic violence
is combated through legislation on the prevention and counteraction of
domestic violence, which consists of the Constitution of Ukraine,
international treaties, the consent of which has been provided by the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, Laws of Ukraine and other normative legal acts
to prevent violence.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE - PREVENTION AND PROTECTION
(FOREIGN EXPERIENCE)

The problem of domestic violence in society is worldwide and various
countries have been working on ways to overcome it for a long time.

In the US, a woman suffers from physical abuse every 18 minutes.
According to statistics, 62% of homicides were committed by their husbands.
In Peru, 70% of all reported crimes are domestic violence. Sexual assault has
become widespread - in Canada, New Zealand, the US and the UK, every
sixth woman has been raped.

Foreign scientists associate the reason for family violence with the violence
to parents in the childhood (50% of families, where a mother and father have been
subjected to violence, commit violence to their children). In a general context,
violence is understood as social relations, in which single individuals (a group of
people) by external coercion, constituting a threat to life, overmaster others, their
possibilities, productive forces, ownership and freedom.

In general form, violence is the deliberate use of physical force or power,
which is realized in the form of a threat directed against oneself, against
another person, group of people or a community, the result of which is (or it
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is highly likely to be) bodily injury, death, psychological trauma,
developmental disabilities or all kinds of adverse effects.

Over the last few years, serious steps have been taken to combat
violence. In particular: improvement of national legislation, adoption of
national programs and strategies, conduction of large-scale studies on the
situation of violence, different models of violence prevention and response to
cases, methodological manuals, information materials, training of
pedagogical staff have been developed and implemented in educational
institutions.

CHILD ABUSE AS A GLOBAL PROBLEM

Violence against children is one of the biggest problems affecting
families and societies all around the world; too often it happens in the family.

Violence against children has many faces and forms: physical abuse,
sexual abuse, neglect or negligent treatment, emotional abuse, and more.

Violence statistics in the world is awful: according to The Global
Partnership to End Violence Against Children every five minutes a child dies
from violence; according to WHO one billion children — over half of all
children aged 2 to 17 have experienced emotional, physical and/or sexual
violence; UNICEF says that one in 10 girls — 120 million — under the age of
20 has been subjected to forced sexual acts and nearly one in 10 children —
250 mIn worldwide — lives in a country affected by conflict.

Child abuse has multiple causes. Parents who physically abuse their
spouses are more likely than others abuse their children. Most acts of physical
violence against children are undertaken with the intent to punish.

In the USA interviews with parents reveal that two thirds of documented
instances of physical abuse begin as acts of corporal punishment to correct
child’s behaviour.

Canadian study says that three quarters of substantiated cases of physical
abuse of children have occurred within the context of physical punishment.

Factors involved in the escalation of ordinary physical punishment by
parents into child abuse may be parent’s inability to control their anger or
judge their own strength, and the parent being unaware of the child’s physical
vulnerabilities.
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Preventing child abuse begins in the family by parents’ trying to
understand children, keeping children healthy, getting help with alcohol or
drug problems (if any), watching words when communicating, getting control
of themselves before disciplining a child, taking a time-out, making their
home a violence-free zone, etc.

THE ROLE OF U.S. LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS
IN PREVENTING SELF-DIRECTED VIOLENCE

Self-directed violence (SDV) is an action directed at oneself that
intentionally results in injury or the potential injury. SDV includes suicide
and suicide attempt. According to the latest data of the WHO about 50,000
people aged 15-64 years committed suicide in 2019 in the U.S. For every one
suicide, there are 30 attempts. Suicides and suicide attempts cost the U.S.
almost $70 billion annually in lifetime medical and work-loss costs alone.
The role of law enforcement officers is to prevent SDV among the people
they serve. A person, who is attempting suicide especially with a gun or other
lethal weapon, could provoke a call to 911. The first responsibility of the
officers in this case is to ensure that a person and the officers themselves are
not in imminent danger in order to avoid “police-assisted suicide”. All
officers have special training in de-escalating such situations. Police
departments also have some officers trained in negotiation. There is a big
possibility of suicide during the arrest as far as the offenders have greater risk
factors for suicide attempts (e.g. alcohol or drug abuse, behavioral disorders).
Individuals thought to be at severe risk factors of any type of SDV should be
closely monitored. Objects they can use to hurt themselves should be
removed. If a situation occurs in which a person has died by suicide, the
police officer must demonstrate patience and delicacy communicating with
the victim’s family and friends. Police officer should stay with them until the
emotional situation appears stabilized in order to avoid negative
consequences.

PREVENTION AND WAYS OF PREVENTION
OF VIOLENCE IN FAMILIES

One of the reasons for the aggravation of the problem of domestic
violence against children is the social and economic instability in the society.
According to statistics, there are about 2 million incomplete and problematic
families in Ukraine, where there is only one parent or parents are in constant
search of work.

To prevent such problems now, it is necessary to open special “schools
for young parents”, the activities of which should be aimed at encouraging
the parents to show care for their children, promoting peace and humanity
towards their children. “The approximate program of such schools” should
include the following:

— Teaching parents to recognize the child's right to privacy

— Trust children

— Respect feelings of other parent

— Provide emotional comfort

— Speak and act in a way that makes children feel safe and comfortable

— Tell the child about their own attitude concerning life values

— Take care of oneself: have free time, take care of own health,
communicate with your friends, accept love and positivity

— Encourage children to do what they are interested in, show and
express love for the child.

In addition to all the above, it is necessary to reform the educational
system in the field of law, so that children know their rights and obligations
to their parents as well as future parents.

However, we must not forget that the Family Code stipulates that parents
have the right to raise their children using methods that they consider appropriate.

So, during the research, it was found that the problem of domestic
violence still exists and, unfortunately, is becoming more and more widespread.
Thus, if everyone supports these activities, if the legislation becomes more
clear and concise in its interpretation, this problem will be eliminated for
good in time.

COMBATING VIOLENCE AGAINST MIGRANTS

A key example of state measures that exacerbate violence against
migrants, are policies and practices of detaining migrants on the basis of their
irregular entry or stay in a country.

In Bosnia and Herzegovina, the European Court of Human Rights found
a violation of Article 3 due to the lack of protection of the detainees’ physical
well-being. In assessing the hardship endured by the applicants, the Court
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considered not only the actual physical violence they were subjected to, but
also the suffering engendered by the constant mental anxiety caused by the
threat and anticipation of such violence.

Argentina’s National Immigration Law stipulates that migrants (regardless
of age) should not be detained during deportation procedures before
administrative or judicial bodies. A judicial authority may authorize detention
as a last resort measure in exceptional cases.

Venezuela’s Migration Law also prohibits detention of all migrants. It
provides several alternatives for the purpose of ensuring the enforcement of
a deportation or removal action. The competent authority may impose on a
foreigner who is subject to a deportation action, the following precautionary
measures: Periodic reporting to the competent authority. Prohibition from
leaving the location in which s/he resides without corresponding
authorization. Provision of adequate monetary bail, for which the economic
conditions must be taken into account. Residence during the administrative
procedure in a designated locality. Any other measure deemed appropriate to
ensure compliance with the competent authority’s decision, provided that the
measure does not involve deprivation or restriction of the right to personal
liberty. These measures must not exceed period of 30 days.

In Finland, detention decisions should be notified without delay to a
district court. The district court that received the notification should hear the
matter no later than four days from the date of detention, in the presence of the
official who ordered the detention and the detainee. Any decision to continue
the detention is reheard no later than two weeks later by the District Court.

In Austria, an alternative to detention is offered through residence
requirements. Accommodation is provided in a special facility in Vienna run
“Verein menschen leben”, where residents are required to report daily to the
local police officer present at the facility.

CRIMINAL LEGAL RESPONSE TO DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
IN THE UNITED KINGDOM

In the United Kingdom, the criminal law against domestic violence is
implemented in the following way: in accordance with the Domestic
Violence, Crime and Victims Act 2004, domestic violence is any case of
threat, violence and ill-treatment (psychological, physical, sexual, financial
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or emotional) between adults, who are or were cohabiting partners, or against
family members, regardless of gender, sexual orientation.

It is noted that the offender's behavior has a serious impact on the victim,
if it causes the victim to fear, in at least two cases: that violence will be used
again or if it causes serious anxiety of the victim that significantly negatively
affects his/her daily activities. In order for the specified crime to take place,
the criminal behavior must occur “repeatedly” or “constantly”. A significant
negative impact on daily activities may include, but is not limited to, signs
such as termination or change of the victim's communication, deterioration
of physical or mental health, changes in the daily routine, including meal
times or time of household chores, school attendance, taking measures at
home to protect oneself or children, changes in work patterns, working status
and change of the route to work. The so-called “Clare's Law” determines
current practice of police interaction with the public in overcoming the
problem of domestic violence. A person can go to the police to check, if the
partner shows the signs of “violent behavior in past”.

The rehabilitation program is supervised by the probation service. In our
opinion, the positive elements of the system of criminal legal counteraction
to domestic violence in the United Kingdom are the possibility of prohibiting
contacts between the aggressor and the victim; possibility of prevention of
the aggressor from accessing family housing; and the possibility of checking
the partner for a violent past. It is advisable to implement such provisions in
the legislation of Ukraine.

PREVENTING AND RESPONDING TO GENDER-BASED
VIOLENCE
(EXPERIENCE OF USA)

The experience of the US in the fight for gender equality is quite long and
extensive. In the US there are many different communities who unite in the
struggle for gender equality a large number of people, state structures and public
organizations. The hallmark of the fight against gender inequality TS USA is that
active participants of these communities are not only women but also men. Which
play a major role in activities to overcome gender-based violence.

Based on the statistical data, we can conclude that every fourth woman
in the course of life has the possibility of becoming a victim of violence.
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Every sixth woman in turn or been the victim of rape, or at least once in your
life pdfenglish attempted rape. More interesting is the fact that 85-90% of cases
of sexual violence against the victim is the part of the person that she knows.

Special attention would be paid to the role of men in addressing
gender-based violence. In the US, activists believe that this problem affects
everyone, and that you have to work together to attract more men to the
discussion of this topic. Because each of them has their own daughters,
sisters and mothers, and they are like no other | wish to protect them from
gender-based violence from others. Thus we can give an example known in
the U.S. the organization, which for five years has attracted into its ranks
almost twenty-five thousand men who now actively fight against violence
and humiliation of others.

Regarding the Ukrainian organizations in the fight against gender-based
violence, they are also no exception and are actively trying to attract both
women and men. Of course the scale is much smaller, but we still have
everything ahead!

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN DENMARK

Psychological and physical violence in the family and in intimate
relationships is still a big problem in Denmark for those who are exposed to
the violence, for the children witnessing the violence, for the individual
family and for society as a whole. The violence also reflects a lack of gender
equality and respect between the perpetrator and the victim.

In Denmark domestic violence has primarily been perceived as violence
against women. Every year about 38,000 women are subjected to physical
violence and more than 71,000 women suffer psychological violence.
However surveys show that the number of men who are exposed to violence
in the family has increased.

People often associate violence with cuts and bruises, but psychological
violence can have as severe consequences for the victim as physical violence.
What is more, psychological violence is twice as common as physical
violence. So the government of Denmark is working to criminalize
psychological violence by including an independent provision in the Criminal
Code and is launching various initiatives to combat psychological and
physical violence in the family.
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It is important to realize that violence comes in different forms and
contexts, it can change its patterns over time but, regardless of its nature, it
has immense negative influence on the involved women, men and children in
terms of emotions and well-being. That is why Denmark has an extensive
system of public programmes aimed at victims of violence. The healthcare
system, social services and the judicial system work to prevent domestic
violence, to provide access to support and treatment to victims of violence,
and to ensure punishment of the perpetrator of violence.

Over the past 20 years the Danes have changed their minds on violence
in the family and in intimate relationships. Initially, domestic violence was a
private problem but now it is increasingly viewed as a societal issue. In recent
years, repeated information campaigns and targeted measures have
contributed to overcoming the taboo of violence against women, men and
children. The visibility of the violence has a preventive impact.

Violence is best combated through prevention. Therefore it is necessary
to reach a fundamental social consensus that violence is never acceptable. All
people must have the possibility of a life free from violence.

DOMESTIC ABUSE AGAINST CHILDREN

The United Nations Convention on the Right of the Child was adopted
on the 20" of November in 1989. The Convention has 54 articles that cover
all aspects of a child’s life and set out the civil, political, economic, social
and cultural rights that all children everywhere are entitled to.

The child means every human being below the age of 18 years. Now
child abuse is a problem that has always existed, exists and will continue to
exist. Domestic abuse against children includes different behaviors of parents
and guardians, other relatives or teachers. Children are victims of domestic
violence through their own fault.

Children abuse can take many different forms and types. The physical,
sexual, psychological and economic abuse are forms of children abuse.
Victims of violence often become aggressive and anxious. The consequences
of abuse are disorders of the physical and mental development of the child,
various diseases.

Scientists are trying to develop measures to prevent children abuse. The
social work with educators, parents, youth, psychologists are preventive
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measures. Juvenile justice system in the USA as a component of criminal
justice system is based on rehabilitation and prevention. The criminal justice
system has funded initiatives to reduce children’s access to guns and teach
conflict resolutions. The British Domestic Abuse Bill and related documents
can be found on the Parliament website. The prevention of abuse and the
protection of victims of the cruel and complex crime lies in the heart of the
bill. The measures in the bill have to promote legislative awareness about
domestic violence, protect and support victims, help victims to give their best
evidence in court, improve performance in the response to domestic violence.
The bill was published in January 2019.

To solve the problem of children abuse, teachers and parents need to work
together. Law enforcement officers should also be involved in solving this problem.

COMBATING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE.
EXPERIENCE OF FOREIGN COUNTRIES.

Every day in Europe and in the world, women are subjected to
psychological and physical abuse in their "safe” homes. They are subjected
to harassment, sexual harassment, rape, family coercion, or sterilization
against their will.

Imperfect legislation is a major obstacle in preventing violence.
Foreign experience shows that the professionalization of law enforcement
officers and their active cooperation with crisis centers will only enhance the
effect of prevention activities.

In Austria, domestic violence law provides training of the police
officers to expel offenders from homes and organize effective information
and counseling services for victims. This law also provides funding for
shelters as a permanent expense from the city budget. If the offender threatens
or harms the occupant of the same house, the police must evict the offender
from the common house and prohibit the offender to return, even if the
offender is the owner of the house.

The French Parliament is debating a bill on new measures to combat
domestic violence. The novelty of this bill is the introduction of the concept
of "psychological violence in the family", which provides criminal penalties
of imprisonment of up to 3 years and a fine of 75 thousand euros. There is
also the possibility of judicial protection of the victim of domestic violence
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since the date of the application, which foresees a change of residence as one
among other measures. The new measure in the legislation is the use of the
latest technical means — electronic bracelets, to monitor compliance with a
person who has committed domestic violence.

In Norway, a criminal case can be sued even if a woman withdraws
her formal statement. Victims of sexual offenses and domestic violence are
entitled to the assistance of a lawyer. The services of a lawyer are paid by the
state, and it is obliged to deal with the interests of the victim in connection
with the investigation and the main hearing of the case.

Having considered the examples of experience of different
countries, we can conclude that the most effective measures of European
countries to counter domestic violence should be introduced into the
legislation of Ukraine.

PRINCIPAL TYPES OF STALKING

Stalking behavior is as old as the history of human relationships. But
nowadays it is considered socially deviant and even criminal in many countries
of the world. The behavior usually associated with stalking contains following,
spying, unwanted calling or writing, accosting, harassing, and threatening.

Forensic psychologists identify two principal types of stalking: simple
obsession and love obsession. The term obsession refers to recurrent ideas
and thoughts that a person tries to control or satisfy through various actions.
All stalkers are obsessive. They maintain persistent thoughts and ideas about
their victims, often for years.

The most common form of stalking is simple obsession. About 80% of
all stalking cases fall under this category.The stalker usually knows the victim
because of a personal or romantic relationship which existed between the
stalker and the victim before the stalking behavior began. The stalker is often
closely tied to the relationship with the victim and the loss of the relationship
becomes their greatest fear. Simple obsession stalkers do not usually suffer
from a mental illness but they have personality disorders. They exhibit such
traits as poor social adjustment, emotional immaturity, feelings of
powerlessness and extreme jealousy. Simple obsession stalkers try to increase
their self-esteem by dominating and intimidating their victims. The stalker
may take drastic steps if the victim makes an attempt to remove from the
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controlling situation. The key motivation of such people is to mend the
relationship or to seek some type of retribution. Simple obsession is the
category of stalking that is most likely to result in murder.

Love obsession happens when the stalker develops a fixation on a casual
acquaintance or even a complete stranger.This category includes about 25% of
all stalking cases. The majority of love obsession stalkers suffer from a mental
disorder andnearly everyone displays some delusional thought patterns or
behaviors. Like simple obsession stalkers, these individuals may have very low
self-esteem and may be haunted by feelings of helplessness and depression. They
believe that by associating with people who display exceptional qualities and high
status they can raise their own level of self-esteem and worthiness. Love
obsession stalkers often live in a fantasy world and create fictional relationships
in which they see their victims as love interests. The stalker expects the victim to
play along with the fantasy. If the victim responds negatively to the stalking
behavior the stalker may resort to threats of violence or even physical assault.

PREVENTING VIOLENCE WITHIN MIGRANT COMMUNITIES

Witchcraft rituals, forced marriage and forced virginity testing and other
practices that are intrinsically violent or may lead to violence, occur in many
regions of the world, and may be practiced in some migrant communities.
Further, violence that can occur more broadly in all sections of the wider
community such as domestic violence may be exacerbated by the tensions
and challenges associated with migrating. Crucially, migrant victims of
violence within migrant communities particularly those in irregular situations
may have significant challenges in accessing legal and health services.
Criminal justice measures are required to ensure that such practices are
treated as crimes and proactively prevented. Community crime prevention
measures should include at-risk individuals and areas, and work to change
conditions that lead to offending and victimization. To ensure that messages
are appropriately tailored to the target audience, community members should
be engaged in awareness raising efforts In the context of migrant
communities, efforts to prevent such practices should be designed with the
engagement of host and migrant communities to change cultural attitudes
towards certain practices, taking into consideration any prior victimization
that migrants may have experienced. Awareness-raising campaigns should
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stress the illegality of violent practices and empower people to seek help to
prevent them.

In Vancouver (Canada), serving minority and immigrant communities
has worked with a variety of groups to produce and distribute a DVD aimed
at helping women, children and seniors to understand and escape abuse
within the home. Multicultural Family Support Services Society, the DVD
depicts a series of culturally specific scenarios involving violence within the
home, including child abuse, domestic violence and elder abuse.

Also in Canada, the Muslim Resource Centre for Social Support and
Integration produced a training manual titled Addressing domestic violence
in Canadian Muslim Communities: A training manual for Muslim
Communities and Ontario Service Providers, which includes community
engagement best practices.

In South Africa, to help promote awareness, encourage dialogue, and
urge migrants and refugees in South Africa to seek care, Community Media
for Development worked with 20 refugees, migrants, and South Africans to
develop three mini-dramas and related discussion guides. The drama,
“Change the Story: Migrants and Refugees speak against Gender-based
violence” was played on radio in 2013. One episode explores the plight of a
migrant woman who is physically and sexually assaulted by her husband and
her difficulties seeking help from police.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN IN MALAYSIA

Very little is known about the actual living experiences of Malaysian
women who are in a domestic violence relationship. In this current report the
author attempts to redress this shortfall by reading to the women’s stories,
understanding their home-life situations and offering ideas, strategies as well
as information to prevent domestic violence in Malaysia. Underpinned by a
feminist perspective, a qualitative approach was employed to explore the
abused women’s accounts in relation to domestic violence impacts, barriers
to violence disclosure, as well as useful resources for support of women
victims in dealing with domestic violence. Semi-structured interviews were
conducted with 25 women who identified themselves as victims and
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survivors of domestic violence perpetrated by their husbands or exhusbands.
Indeed, the interference of cultural values as well as religious beliefs upheld
by the Malaysian community was greatly associated with the occurrence of
domestic violence to women. According to Malaysia, cultural and religious
beliefs play a significant role in moulding its people. The presented results
add interesting knowledge to the existing literature, where battered Muslim
women in Malaysia perceive their violence experiences as a motivation to
surrender themselves to God and seek spiritual assistance as one of the
impacts due to domestic violence problems. The findings from this research
demonstrate helpful and unhelpful services identified by abused women.
There are a number of recommendations for prevention the violence against
women at the social level, as well as at the policy and practice in Malaysia.

PREVENTION OF VIOLENCE AND THE ROLE
OF LAW ENFORCEMENT

One of the causes of violence is the crisis state of the state, which leads
to a drop in the standard of living of people. After all, according to statistics
of Ukraine in 2019, the National police registered 115 thousand complaints
about domestic violence. The need for money, which leads to a shortage of
vital products and goods, worsens family relationships both psychologically
and physically. Socio-economic and political changes that often occur in our
society have a bad impact not only on the adult generation, but also,
unfortunately, on the younger generation. Many young people are at a loss
for the present. Disrespect for elders, teachers and parents began to appear,
violent and aggressive behavior, begging, and homelessness appeared. It has
a bad effect on society, because it is built from a new generation.

To change this situation, it is necessary to consolidate the efforts of law
enforcement agencies and the population to prevent and prevent violence in
society. Violence is a big problem, and its scale cannot be overstated. In order
to overcome violence, we need to start building the legal awareness and legal
culture of citizens, and bring it up in the new generation. Society must be
ready for the realization of human and civil rights and freedoms. The moral
climate in the family, namely the attitude of parents to their hildren and their
upbringing, is of great importance in preventing violence.
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Employees of internal Affairs bodies have the right to perform their legal
duties, serve the community and protect all persons from illegal actions in all
circumstances. Everyone who works in law enforcement agencies must be
physically and mentally healthy.

Children enjoy human rights and apply to adults. In addition, the
following rules of applying to children:

— behave with children in a way that develops their self-esteem;
accelerates their reintegration into society; fully reflects all the interests of
the child and takes into account the needs of people of their age- children
should not be subjected to cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or
punishment, the death penalty or life imprisonment;

— discipline must respect children's dignity, it must nurture the child's
faith in justice, self-respect and respect for human rights.

In society, alcoholism and drug addiction often generate violence. Drugs
and alcohol destroy a person who consumes them not only from the inside,
but also causes social deformation of the face. In the prevention of violence,
legal education of citizens in the sphere of family relations of great
importance as one of the ways to overcome violence.

VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN

Gender-specific violence against women is still widespread in Bolivia,
Ecuador, Peru and Paraguay.

It is estimated that in Peru , seven out of ten women are subjected to
violence by their partners. Peru has committed to implementing the United
Nations Sustainable Development Goals, which include achieving gender
equality and eliminating all forms of violence against women and girls. In
2015, the Peruvian Government also passed a law on the prevention,
punishment and elimination of violence against women and family members.
A national action plan that entered into force in 2016 provides for greater
collaboration with private businesses in the effort to combat violence.
However, a lack of exchange between the political, civil society and business
sectors makes it difficult to implement existing laws and plans. The potential
for mutual learning and increasing effectiveness has so far remained
untapped.  Governmental, non-governmental and private  sector
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representatives in the region are working together to combat violence against
women. The project works on improving cooperation and the exchange of
experience among regional and national representatives. It also supports
cooperation with the private sector. Campaigns, studies and the dissemination
of information are supporting a process of social change that rejects violence
against women. Joint preventive measures are effective within the
organisations themselves and beyond.

In Bolivia, Ecuador, Peru and Paraguay, studies carried out in
conjunction with partners looked at the costs to businesses caused by violence
against women by their partners. The alarming figures not only caught the
attention of businesses; they also prompted cooperation between
representatives of governmental and non-governmental organisations. As a
result of this, a state accreditation scheme was introduced in Peru and
Paraguay, under which businesses can be certified as being safe and free from
violence and discrimination against women.

More than 400 businesses in the region are running numerous campaigns
and training programmes to combat violence against women.
A particularly successful cooperation arrangement between Ecuador’s largest
telecommunication company and the project produced an app named Junt@s
(‘together’), with which women can alert the emergency services or a trusted
person by just pressing a button.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN CANADA

If any country should understand this problem, it’s Canada, where Dec.
6 is the National Day of Remembrance and Action on Violence Against
Women, marking the targeted massacre of “feminists” at the University de
Montreal’s Ecole Polytechnique in 1989; 14 women died, and 14 were
injured, including men. Yet an April 2018 report by a United Nations Special
Rapporteur found that violence against women in Canada remains a “serious
pervasive and systematic problem” and “unfinished business that requires
urgent actions.” Canadian women’s human rights are “protected in an
incomplete and patchwork way,”

Family Violence Laws
Under the Constitution, the Parliament of Canada has the authority to
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make laws related to criminal law and determine the rules of criminal
procedure. As a result, the Criminal Code applies to all Canadians. Public
Prosecution Service of Canada (PPSC) carries out prosecutions of the
majority of federal offences, including drug offences, however it is the
provinces that prosecute most Criminal Code offences in the provinces. In
the territories, PPSC conducts all criminal prosecutions, including those
under the Criminal Code.

Federal legislation addressing family violence in Canada

While there is no specific offence of family violence in the Criminal
Code, most acts of family violence are crimes in Canada. Relevant criminal
offences could include:

Offences related to the use of physical and sexual violence such as:

— assault (causing bodily harm, with a weapon and aggravated assault);

— kidnapping & forcible confinement;

— trafficking in persons;

— abduction of a young person;

— homicide - murder, attempted murder, infanticide and manslaughter;

— sexual assault (causing bodily harm, with a weapon and aggravated
sexual assault);

— sexual offences against children and youth;

— child pornography.

The Criminal Code also contains a number of special provisions that
serve to protect victims. When charges relating to family violence have been
laid, criminal courts have a wide range of powers to release or detain an
accused person. They can provide for release conditions such forms as "no
contact” until the trial or appeal.

Special consideration is given to the harm that comes from family
violence. Because of the nature of the harm, sentencing provisions of the
Criminal Code make it an "aggravating factor" for sentencing purposes when
the offence involves abuse of a spouse or common law partner, abuse of a
person under the age of 18 or abuse of a position of trust or authority. Puts
limits on the use of conditional sentences that would allow an offender to
serve a sentence in the community.

If the person who abused you is found guilty, the judge will decide on a
sentence such as a fine, probation or jail time.

FIGHTING AGAINST DOMESTIC ABUSE IN THE USA

If the victim of violence (and in 97% of cases these are women) calls the
police, the police arrive at home within a few minutes. There is no "yes, sort
it out yourself", "darlings scold only amuse themselves." The police are
specially trained in the dynamics of relationships in situations of domestic
violence and take such calls very seriously. The police examine the victim
for signs of physical abuse: bruising, etc. The apartment is examined for
damage, broken walls with the fist, etc. If something is found, the abuser is
arrested and placed in prison for 24 hours. During these 24 hours, a court
hearing in the presence of a judge takes place. Even if the victim withdrew
the application, the abuser continues to be judged by the state. This
amendment came to the law, because many victims of violence for a variety
of reasons take the statement back. Usually, for the first time, the abuser
receives a warning and must undergo 26 sessions of therapy: one hour once
a week, that is, it lasts for six months. The offender pays for therapy out of
pocket. Each state has its own variations, but this is exactly what they have
in Illinois according to the Illinois Protocol for Enforcing the Domestic
Violence Act. The therapist writes a report on the "successes" of the abuser for
the court every month, because after 26 weeks, the court considers what to do
with the abuser next. Abuser therapy usually takes place in a group of no more
than 12 people. The format is not punishing, but educational, debatable, and
never degrading or ridiculing. Abusers and offenders are treated the way they
want them to treat their partners who are victims of their violence. Specially
trained certified therapists model for them effective behavior in conflict
situations. People who resolve conflicts exclusively through scuffle and
psychological violence are taught new ways to resolve conflicts.

All arrests, protective warrants, and accusations are recorded in the criminal
history of the offender, and this affects the finding of work, citizenship, career,
etc. The Domestic Violence Act is a comprehensive approach to domestic
violence. It involves the police, the court system, psychologists, social workers,
employees of shelters for victims of violence, etc. All these people undergo
special trainings and specially trained to know how to behave, including in the
most life- threatening situations. After the introduction of the law in the 80s in the
United States, the number of women who died at the hands of their hushands and
boyfriends fell from 10 thousand to 1.5 thousand per year (per 300 million
people). For comparison, in Russia today this figure is simply monstrous: 14
thousand women a year (for 140 million people).

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COUNTERING VIOLENCE IN THE WORLD

Various spheres of human existence are filled with violence: political,
economic, spiritual and family life. It is expressed in the wars, murders, the
impaired of life, the dominion of such phenomena as anti-humanity, aggression
and cruelty. Wars, riots, revolutions, executions and terror have become almost
normal for the lives of people. Violence is one of the most common forms of
human rights violation. Usually women, children and the elderly suffer from
violence. International Research Center «Institute of Economics and Peace»
published a rating of countries and states with the largest violence in 2016. 163
countries which were tested for 23 quantitative and qualitative indices joined
the rating. On the scale of the peace winners were identified 3 countries: Iceland
got 1* place, 2™ place-Denmark and 3™ place-Australia. Experts noted that
these countries have developed a system of special measures aimed at
eliminating the causes and conditions that contribute to the violence. The
system of «open windows» where the neighbors could see what is happening
in the house and at any threat of life or health of people would call the police.
All forms of violence are criminalized in these countries as well. You can be
imprisoned even for rough emotional quarrel, during which one of the
opponents threatens the other one. In my opinion, the most effective way to
be protected from violence is to limit the aggressor from the victim, that is,
the prohibition of approaching a person of a certain distance, as well as
special restraining bracelets, which, when detecting the approaching of the
aggressor to his victim in order to commit violent action would discharge
current, which would neutralize the aggressor. If there are any signs of
violence to any person, the police have the right to set a period of prohibition
on the contact of the aggressor with the victim right at the scene of such an
offence the violation of which will be considered a crime, which the court
will try with the fullest extent of the law. Thus, violence is a global problem
around the world. And the sooner it will be eradicated from our hearts, the
sooner peace and grace will flourish throughout the world that will inspire
people to do good things.

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PUSH FACTORS TO COMMIT JUVENILE CRIMES

Juvenile delinquency is a term used to describe illegal actions by a
minor. Understanding why a minor commits a crime is essential to preventing
future crimes from happening. Addressing the issues that has led to the
choices that the minor child has made can help them change their actions in
the future. Leading contributing factors to juvenile delinquency:

1. Poor School Attendance

Poor school attendance is one of the top factors contributing to
delinquency. Failure to accept the routine of attending school actually
instills in children that they do not have to comply with societal horms and
that they can do as they please.

2. Peer Pressure

Peer pressure from direct acquaintances can have an effect on how a
juvenile reacts to bad situations. If all of their friends are committing
delinquent acts, the child may feel pressured to do the same to be accepted.

3. Socioeconomic Factors

Juvenile delinquency is more common in poorer neighborhoods. Theft
and similar crimes may actually be a result of necessity and not that of just a
petty crime.

4. Substance Abuse

Children who are exposed to substance abuse often do not have the
necessities they need to thrive and are forced to find these necessities in other
ways. Others, who become dependent on a substance may also need to
commit crimes to sustain their habit

5. Lack Of Moral Guidance

Itis very important for a child to have a bond with a good adult who will
influence their actions and show them the difference between what is right
and what is wrong. Even if your child has committed an act of delinquency,
their lives are not over. You, as their caregiver have the chance to turn around
their lives and show them how to change their ways.

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COUNTERACTING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
IN THE UNITED KINGDOM

Domestic violence is a problem in the UK. Today, the system of
measures that make up the UK's domestic violence policy provides for:
providing victims of sexual violence access to specialized care and providing
funding to 87 independent sexual violence counseling centers in major cities;
experimental extension of protection against violence by clients to sex
workers; imposition of legal restrictions and penalties for forced marriage;
funding applied research into the causes and prerequisites of domestic
violence and counteracting it, preventing the domestic aggressor from
communicating with the victim during special restrictions; launching a
campaign against ill-treatment and rape of adolescents; expanding protection
for victims of domestic violence by introducing two new criminal offenses,
as well as providing additional powers to the police and prosecutors to
counter domestic violence.

The content of improving police work in cases of domestic violence is
to focus attention on these situations and improve work with family members.
The first step is to clarify the wrongfulness and punishment of domestic
violence. Police officers visited families in the service area, clarified the law,
and distributed information material. The next action was to respond to
domestic violence cases. Rapid response and real sanctions against offenders
helped to understand the punishment of the aggressors and the state of
protection of the victims. Among the sanctions against domestic aggressors
are the practice of arresting the British police and determining the short or
long term life of the aggressor outside the family home. In each case, records
of problem families were introduced and periodic visits by police officers
were initiated. Domestic violence is heard by a magistrate's court (a local
court). Possible solutions to the case include undergoing a rehabilitation
program, a fine or detention. The special restrictions include the decision to
ban the aggressor's contact with the victim, to prevent him from entering the
family home for up to 28 days. Through a comprehensivle analysis of
domestic violence, British society recognizes domestic violence as an
important issue that deserves attention not only from government, but also
from non-governmental institutions.

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BULLING IN SCHOOLS

Bulling is a harassment of a person who manifests in physical,
psychological, economic or sexual abuse. Bullying is most common among
peers, but teachers and the school administration may be involved in bullying.
Persons who may suffer from reticulation are most often different from most
of their peers (financial position, physical data, behavior). These individuals
are usually subjected to psychological or physical violence, which can be
manifested in different ways, such as: ridicule, intimidation, blackmail,
fights, spoiling of things, spreading gossip, etc. During the persecution, three
main groups are distinguished: 1 is the aggressor who initiates the
persecution, 2 is the victim who is being harassed, 3 observers who look at
the bullying.

In Ukraine, administrative responsibility is a prominent administrative
responsibility. And overseas, in a country like the United States, the
authorities launched a platform aimed at combating bullying, anti-bullying
laws in all states, criminal charges. An incident at a school in Columbine,
Colorado, when the harassment of Dylan Klybold and Eric Harris led to tragic
consequences, namely, on April 20, 1999, in the middle of school, they
committed gun, killed 13, and wounded 21. The reasons for this were the
bullying of young men by popular and strong students. Summarizing the
above, we can conclude that bullying in the school environment can occur
when there is a struggle between students for higher status, satisfaction of
social needs, and as a tool to manipulate and control the student of their
microsocium. Bullying in a school environment is a dangerous social
phenomenon that leaves a negative mark on all its participants.

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ACTIONS TO TACKLE DOMESTIC ABUSE

Domestic violence is an urgent problem. Throughout the world,
thousands of people are suffering through it every day and Canada is no
exception. Executive bodies are actively fighting the manifestation of such
violence. According to Statistics Canada, there were 960 domestic homicides —
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in which the victim was a current or former spouse, common-law partner or
dating partner of the perpetrator — between 2003 and 2013. Of those, 747 of
the victims were women, and the largest demographic group was women in
their twenties. But that data, provided by coroners’ offices or police reports,
aren’t enough for domestic-violence researcher sand advocates who want to
prevent similar crimes in the future. For that in-depth in sight, they rely on
domestic violence death review committees (DVDRC), a system that is
picking up steam across the country, but is still patchy and in consistent in its
evidence-gathering. A DVDRC is a multi disciplinary group — some
combination of law enforcement, Indigenous advisers, community workers,
academics and policy planners — convened by a provincial government to
examine the killing of intimate partners or family members. So far there are
DVDRCs in six provinces: Ontario, Alberta, Saskatchewan, New Brunswick,
Manitoba and British Columbia. A new committee is being launched in
Quebec, and there has been movement on a regional committee in Atlantic
Canada. The purpose of the committees is to study some or all of the intimate
partner murders in their jurisdictions, detect patterns, flaws or missed
opportunities, and make recommendations.

“DVDRCs are the one mechanism now in place, in jurisdictions that
have them, that put a comprehensive eye on system response sand see how
we can do things better in the future,” says Myrna Dawson, director of the
Centre for Social and Legal Responses to Violence at the University of
Guelph. Dr. Dawson and Peter Jaffe of Western University are partners in the
Canadian Domestic Homicide Prevention Initiative, a multidisciplinary
project to gather better data for homicide prevention, especially among
groups who face a higher risk of violence, such as children, Indigenous
women, immigrant and refugee groups, and women in remote and rural
communities.

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COUNTER-VIOLENCE (EXPERIENCE OF BELGIUM)

The issues of the importance of international experience for the
development of national regulatory legal base to counter domestic violence
and giving assistance to victims were considered by such domestic scholars
as O.M. Bandurka, A.B. Blaga, A.O. Galai, V.O. Galai, L.O. Golovko,
M.O. Kachyns’ka, K. B. Levchenko, V. V. Muranova, S. O. Pronevyh, etc.
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However, in the indicated perspective, this problem demands further
consideration. The original provisions of the international standards for
combating domestic violence are based on a deep awareness of the
inadmissibility of such violence which is a gross violation of human rights.
We consider it appropriate to include the United Nations Model Law on
Domestic Violence, adopted by the United Nations Commission on
2 February 1996 as the most important international legal instrument.

As the United Nations Special Speaker on Violence against Women
Radhika Kumaraswamy noted, the purpose of this typical legislation is to act
as an editorial guide for legislatures and organizations seeking to lobby their
legislative powers on comprehensive domestic violence legislation. The Model
Law defines the concept of domestic violence and formulates requirements for
law enforcement officers, prosecutors and courts, emphasizes the importance
of the safety of victims during criminal and civil proceedings.

Belgian law views domestic violence as a criminal offense. Domestic
violence is considered in the Art. 442 of the Criminal Code and is regarded
as persecution. Domestic violence is now viewed as an aggravating
circumstance leading to more severe sentences. This norm is applied to
married and unmarried couples and any other person who maintains or
maintained long-term emotional and sexual relations with the victim. Victims
have been receiving police assistance since 1997, and since 2003 judges have
been able to impose restrictive orders, as a result the system of victim’s
support have been strengthened by new measures. In May 2001, the first
Belgian National Action Plan on Violence which embraces domestic violence
and other spheres of violence was adopted. The Domestic Violence Action
Plan was worked out in 2004-2007.

It is aimed at focusing efforts to combat partners’ violence (former ones).
The main legal instrument aimed at combating domestic violence in Bulgaria
is the Act on Protection against Domestic Violence adopted in 2005 by the
National Assembly of the Republic of Bulgaria. The document regulates the
rights of victims from domestic violence, defines protection measures and
procedures for their protection.

The analyzed experience of legal combating domestic violence and
domestic violence in Belgium and the provisions of the UN Model Law on
Combating Violence can serve as a serious legal basis for the improvement
of domestic law and law enforcement practice.

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DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AGAINST CHILDREN

What counts as violent discipline?

The two main forms of violent discipline are corporal punishment and
psychological violence. According to UNICEF, physical discipline, also
known as ‘corporal punishment’ refers to any punishment in which physical
force is used to cause any degree of pain or discomfort. It includes, for
example, pinching, spanking, hitting children with a hand, or forcing them to
ingest something. Violent psychological discipline involves the use of verbal
aggression, threats, intimidation, denigration, ridicule, guilt, humiliation,
withdrawal of love or emotional manipulation to control children. Violent
discipline is a violation of a child’s right to protection from all forms of
violence while in the care of their parents or other caregivers, as set forth in
the United Nation’s Convention on the Rights of the Child. Under the
leadership of WHO, a group of 10 international agencies have developed and
endorsed an evidence-based technical package called INSPIRE: Seven
strategies for ending violence against children.

The seven strategies are:

« Implementation and enforcement of laws.

« Norms and values change.

+ Safe environments.

+ Parental and caregiver support.

« Income and economic strengthening.

» Response services provision.

» Education and life skills.

Observational studies suggest these laws can reduce the use of violent
punishment against children, deepen understanding of the negative effects on
children of violent punishment, and change attitudes towards the use of such
punishment.

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SEVEN CRITICAL NEEDS OF VICTIMS LAW ENFORCEMENT
MUST ADDRESS

Safety. People who become victims of crime are generally at higher risk
of being re-victimized. Law enforcement officers must protect victims from
intimidation and educate them as to how to decrease their likelihood of re-
victimization, thereby helping community members feel safer and more
secure. Law enforcement should also work with residents to develop
strategies to prevent them from being victimized the first time.

Support. Law enforcement needs to ensure that victims receive current
and accurate referral information about victim service professionals whose
role is to provide ongoing support and assistance.

Information. As first responders, law enforcement officers must
provide victims with information about their rights and resources available to
them as well as future points of contact within the criminal justice process. If
a case moves forward, law enforcement should assist in keeping victims
apprised of the status of the investigation and prosecution. In the event a case
does not result in an arrest and prosecution, keeping the victim informed of
the case status may serve as the only measure of available justice.

Access. Law enforcement agencies need to ensure that information is
readily available in languages that represent the community’s composition.
Agencies should also attend to the special needs and circumstances of differently-
abled victims, such as people with developmental or physical disability,
diminished competency, or mental illness, by helping them to participate fully in
the investigative process and access applicable supportive services.

Continuity. Law enforcement needs to collaborate with victim service
providers and other criminal justice professionals to ensure that victims
receive consistent information and support throughout their involvement with
the justice system. This approach helps to avoid having a victim shuffled from
one source of information to another.

Voice. Law enforcement needs to empower victims by encouraging
them to ask questions and listening to their concerns. Inviting victims and
victim advocates to participate in policymaking may ensure that policies and
protocols effectively guide law enforcement to meeting victims’ needs.

Justice. Law enforcement needs improve victims’ sense of safety and
well being by conducting thorough investigations, follow-ups, and doing
their part to hold offenders accountable. Though justice is not always fully
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achieved, victims who see law enforcement working in their best interests
will feel safer and better served.

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GEORGIA'S EXPERIENCE IN COMBATING DOMESTIC
VIOLENCE

The state of Georgia defines domestic violence as an act of family
violence. The law protects against physical, sexual, and emotional abuse
among family members. You don't have to be married to someone in order to
be a victim of domestic violence in Georgia

Georgia’s Family Violence Act is a law designed to protect individuals
who are abused by present or past spouses, parents of the same child, parents
and children, stepparents and stepchildren, foster parents and foster children, or
other persons living or formerly living in the same household. It can also be
used to get temporary custody, financial support, and other assistance for the
abused person. Additionally, victims that do not qualify under Georgia’s
Family Violence Act may seek protection pursuant to Georgia’s stalking laws.

Domestic violence charges are treated very seriously in Georgia. The
court can issue a Family Law Protective Order. This order prohibits the
offender from having contact with the victim for a specified period of time.
If a person is found to violate a restraining or protective order, he or she could
be jailed and charged with a separate crime, including aggravated stalking.

A Family Violence Protection Order can: order an abuser to leave the
victim alone; give the victim possession of the house and force the abuser to
leave (you can ask the court to have the sheriff send someone home with you
to enforce this part of the order); order assistance to help a victim get his or
her personal property; make the abuser provide alternate housing for a
spouse, former spouse, or parent and children; give the victim temporary
custody of shared children and set temporary visitation rights;

award temporary child support and/or spousal support from the abuser;

order the abuser to go to counseling; award costs and attorney's fees to
either party; lead to the abuser's arrest if he or she breaks the order.

A protective order normally lasts 12 months. If you file a Motion before
your Protective Order ends, the Court, after a hearing with you and the person
who abused or stalked you, may give you a Three Year or Permanent Order.

PREVENTING AND COUNTERING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Protection of people against cruelty, prevention of crimes against them
is extremely important, socially important and a relevant task.

Violence filled various spheres of human life; Political, economic, spiritual
and family household. It owes expressions in wars, murders, depreciation of life,
domination of such phenomena as antihumanity, aggression, cruelty.

The violence problem in society is complicated also by the fact that a
considerable part of victims of violence - natives of unsuccessful segments
of the population, young women, "street children" in whose fate very few
people are interested people of advanced age. Violence against minors and
domestic violence are the most widespread violence in society.

Violence in families happens in all sectors of society, irrespective of
religion, race, sexual preferences, professional and educational level. People
who render violence try to receive the power and control over their relatives.

Domestic violence is dangerous that there are not enough people who
speak and address to law enforcement agencies for the help in the solution of
problems of domestic violence. Women and children are the main victims in
domestic violence, these are the weakest persons who cannot protect
themselves from many forms of violence against them.

Domestic violence has in itself 4 forms of violence: physical, economic,
psychological, sexual.

Physical abuse is a form of domestic violence that includes slaps in the
face, kicks and also illegal imprisonment, drawing a beating, tortures,
infliction of bodily injury of varying severity, causing death.

Sexual violence - illegal infringement of one family member of sexual
integrity of other family member and also action of sexual nature in relation
to the minor of the family member.

In modern life of the victims of sexual violence there was much more.

Psychological violence is a violence, connected with activity of one
family member on mental health of other family member by verbal abuses or
threats, including concerning the third parties, prosecutions, intimidations,
other acts directed to restriction of will of the person.

Psychological violence often leads to a depression, nervous breakdowns,
exacerbation of chronic diseases, and even brings to suicide. Psychological
violence in families accompanies all other types of violence.

Economic violence - deliberate deprivation of housing, food, clothes,
other property, coercion to work, you will lock to study also other offenses
of economic character.
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It is possible to solve a problem of domestic violence concerning minors
only in case of collaboration of teachers, parents and all adults, anyway
involved in education of children. The purpose of work on the solution of
consequences of violence is not replacement or elimination of parents who
are not able to bear responsibility for education of the children, and the help
of family in restoration or formation of ability to the called activity.

In activities for the termination of violence workers of a law-
enforcement system, tutorship and guardianship authorities, representatives
social and pedagogical communities, the staff of medical and psychological
services have to be attracted.

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EFFECTS OF EMOTIONAL ABUSE

The main reason why emotional abuse is often overlooked is the fact
that there are no physical signs or marks to prove that it exists. However,
emotional abuse can be just as harmful, and probably even more destructive,
since the damage goes deeper within the psyche of the one on the receiving
end. Instead of physical pain, he is left with the harder-to-ease emotional pain,
and the scarring can be more permanent. Emotional abuse is any abusive
behavior that isn’t physical, which may include verbal aggression,
intimidation, manipulation, and humiliation, which most often unfolds as a
pattern of behavior over time that aims to diminish another person’s sense of
identity, dignity and self-worth, and which often results in anxiety,
depression, suicidal thoughts or behaviors, and post-traumatic stress disorder.

Emotional abuse starts hacking away at the person’s self-esteem, which
is already quite low to begin with. His vulnerability to emotionally abusive
attacks is brought on by existing feelings of inferiority, self-doubt, and a
general lack of confidence. By piling on the abuse, the person will feel even
smaller, since his initial impressions of himself are, in a way, validated or
confirmed. For example, a husband never misses pointing out how
incompetent his wife is, and this eats away at the wife, who is already
suffering from a low self-esteem because of her current unemployed state. As
a result, she tends to be sullen and quiet as she stays home to do housework.

Repetitive emotional abuse can shape one’s self-worth. The repetition
or constant exposure to the abuse is likely to have a hypnotic effect, so that
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the person will start to believe whatever abusive things he is told. In the
example above, the barrage of verbal abuse and insult about her supposed
incompetence and worthlessness may eventually become fact for the wife,
who will start to believe that she really can’t do anything right.

Emotional abuse is likely to make the recipient shoulder all the
blame. At some point, the abused may start looking around and questioning
why she is going through these difficulties or subjected to that abuse. But if
the emotional abuse has done its job and has become deeply embedded in her
psyche, she will find no one else to blame but herself.

Emotional abuse can result to trauma, which can be permanent.
Psychological trauma is a likely result in the worst cases of emotional abuse.
The abused may end up suffering from anxiety and chronic depression, and
even post-traumatic stress disorder. Now, trauma is something that cannot be
easily treated or cured, and it usually takes Otime before one can fully get
over it. For many, they are never able to completely be free of their trauma,
even if they are able to put it under control.

Emotional abuse can lead to other, more serious health problems. When
their emotions can no longer deal with the blows, it is their body that will
likely start reacting. The stress and trauma brought on by constant exposure
to emotional abuse will take their toll on the human body, and various
illnesses can come up.

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CHILD ABUSE. REASONS AND CONSEQUENCES

Child abuse is physical, sexual, or psychological maltreatment or neglect
of a child or children, especially by a parent or a caregiver. Child abuse may
include any act or failure to act by a parent or a caregiver that results in actual
or potential harm to a child, and can occur in a child's home, or in the
organizations, schools or communities the child interacts with. There are
these types of violence against children: 1. Physical abuse. Physical child
abuse is any intentional act of causing injury or trauma by way of bodily
contact. Corporal punishment involves hitting (‘smacking', ‘slapping’,
'spanking’) children, with the hand or with an implement — whip, stick, belt,
shoe, wooden spoon, etc. But it can also involve, for example, kicking,
shaking or throwing children, scratching, pinching, biting, pulling hair or
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boxing ears, forcing children to stay in uncomfortable positions, burning,
scalding or forced ingestion (for example, washing children's mouths out with
soap or forcing them to swallow hot spices. 2. Sexual abuse. Child sexual
abuse (CSA) is a form of child abuse in which an adult or older adolescent
abuses a child for sexual stimulation. Sexual abuse refers to the participation
of a child in a sexual act aimed toward the physical gratification or the
financial profit of the person committing the act. 3. Psychological abuse. In
2013, the American Psychiatric Association (APA) describing it as
"nonaccidental verbal or symbolic acts by a child's parent or caregiver that
result, or have reasonable potential to result, in significant psychological
harm to the child. Child abuse can result in immediate adverse physical
effects but it is also strongly associated with developmental problems and
with many chronic physical and psychological effects, including subsequent
ill health, including higher rates of chronic conditions, high-risk health
behaviors and shortened lifespan.

In most cases, children who abused or neglected suffer greater mental
health than physical health damage. Emotional and psychological abuse and
neglect deny the child the tools needed to cope with stress, and to learn new
skills to become resilient, strong, and successful. Therefore, a child who is
maltreated or neglected may have a wide range of reactions and may even
become depressed or develop suicidal, withdrawn, or violent behavior. As he
gets older, he may use drugs or alcohol, try to run away, refuse discipline, or
abuse others. As an adult, he may develop marital and sexual difficulties,
depression, or suicidal behavior.

Not all children who abused have severe reactions. Usually the younger
child, the longer abuse continues, and the closer the child’s relationship with
the abuser, the more serious the mental health effects will be. A close
relationship with a supportive adult can increase resiliency, reducing some of
the impact. This problem is very widespread in the world and needs to
address. Children are a future that depends on us. Because children are the
parents' mirror.

VIOLENCE IN THE INTERNET. CYBER BULLYING

Cyber bullying is a new form of aggression that involves cruel actions to
annoy, harm, humiliate a person with the using of information and
communication tools: mobile phones, e-mail, social networks, etc. Modern
American researchers Robin Kowalski, Susan Limber and Patricia Agatston
identify eight types of behavior that are characteristic of cyber bullying:
1.Flaming — exchange of short angry and inflammatory replicas between two
or more participants using communication technologies. It is most often
deployed in "public" places of the Internet, in chats, forums, discussion groups,
sometimes it turns into a protracted war. 2. Harassment — In most cases, it is
the involvement of repeated abusive messages aimed at the victim (for
example, hundreds of SMS messages on a mobile phone, constant calls) with
overloading of personal communication channels. 3. Denigration — the
dissemination of humiliating false information using computer technology.
These can be text messages, photos, songs that depict the victim in a harmful,
sometimes sexual manner. 4. Impersonation — the harasser positions as a victim
by using a password to access an account on social networks, blogs, mail,
instant messaging, etc. and then communicates negatively. The "feedback
wave" is organized when shameless provocative letters are sent from the
victim's address to friends and relatives by address book, and then the confused
victim unexpectedly receives angry responses. 5. Outing & Trickery — receiving
personal information in personal communication and transmitting (texts, photos,
videos) to the public area of the Internet or by mail.6. Ostracism — The person
is excluded from interaction, for example, in a game. In a virtual environment,
exclusion also causes serious emotional feelings, up to the complete emotional
destruction of the child. 7. Cyber-persecution — these are acts of hidden
tracking, usually made by secretly, anonymously, with the purpose of
organizing criminal acts such as attempted rape, physical violence, and beating.
Tracking of careless users through the Internet, the offender receives
information about the time, place and all necessary conditions for the future
attack.8. Happy slapping — any videos that record real attacks. Attack videos
for the purpose of rape or its imitation are called hoping. These videos are
posted on the Internet for thousands of people, usually without the victim's
consent. The victims of bullying are experiencing severe emotions - feelings of
humiliation, fear, despair and anger. Sometimes such situation can cause
irreparable harm to a person. Even the concept of "bullicide” appeared - the
death of a victim as a result of bullying.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN THE UNITED STATES

Domestic violence is a form of violence that occurs within a domestic
relationship. Although domestic violence often occurs between partners in
the context of an intimate relationship, it may also describe other household
violence, such as violence against a child, by a child against a parent or
violence between siblings in the same household. It is recognized as an
important social problem by governmental and non-governmental agencies,
and various Violence Against Women Acts have been passed by the US
Congress in an attempt to stem this tide. Victimization from domestic
violence transcends the boundaries of gender and sexual orientation. Women
are more often the victims of domestic violence, and are more likely than men
to suffer injuries or health consequences as a result of the incidents, but men
are also subject to domestic violence in significant numbers. Significant
percentages of LGBT couples also face domestic violence issues. Social and
economically disadvantaged groups in the US regularly face worse rates of
domestic violence than other groups. For example, about 60% of Native
American women are physically assaulted in their lifetime by a partner or
spouse. Domestic violence may include verbal, emotional, economic,
physical and sexual abuse. All forms of domestic abuse have one purpose: to
gain and maintain control over the victim. Abusers use many tactics to exert
power over their partner: domination, humiliation, isolation, threats,
intimidation, denial and blame. It is estimated that more than ten million
people experience domestic violence in the US each year. Several studies in
the US have found that domestic violence is more common in the families of
police officers than in the general population. The prevalence of domestic
violence in law enforcement is important to know, as police attitudes toward
domestic violence affect the quality of police intervention in it. Many studies
of the problem have stated that domestic violence is often part of a dynamic
of control and oppression in relationships, regularly involving multiple forms
of physical and non-physical abuse taking place concurrently. Intimate
terrorism is an ongoing, complicated use of control, power and abuse in
which one person tries to assert systematic control over another
psychologically. Homeless shelters exist in many states as well as special
hotlines for people to call for immediate assistance.

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CONTEMPORARY POLICE PRACTICES IN DOMESTIC
VIOLENCE CASES

Domestic violence unquestionably looms as one of the more serious and
complex problems facing the law enforcement community today. Domestic-
related violence has long been the leading cause of homicide for most
communities. As a core social phenomenon, it challenges the scope, the
breadth and the role of modern law enforcement policy and practice. The
police have not always responded to this challenge in the most appropriate
fashion. Historically, domestic violence has been viewed as an essentially
private, family matter not suitable for aggressive governmental intervention.
In fact, American law once recognized husbands as titular heads of their
households with a right to dispense corporal punishment to disobedient
wives. Although most laws of that sort disappeared during the early
nineteenth century, their residual effects continued to manifest themselves in
the social norms and assumptions of modern society. Society has expanded
the role of government as a protector not only outside the home, but within it
as well. Institutional transitions to new policies and procedures frequently lag
behind changes in social attitude, however, and this has traditionally been
true of police departments where domestic violence is concerned. Moreover,
not every officer has personally accepted this change, and insensitivity to the
victims of domestic violence has sometimes been the result. The dynamics of
victimization have also contributed to the hesitancy of police agencies to
serve domestic abuse victims properly. Many officers have mistakenly
concluded that intervention is pointless or even harmful. Once the
appropriateness of police intervention became apparent, police agencies
sought to curb domestic violence through conflict resolution techniques and
emotional support rather than by relying upon traditional criminal
enforcement. Unfortunately, these techniques alone have not proven to be as
effective as had been hoped and, as the criminality of domestic abuse has
become more widely recognized, pressure has built for a tougher, arrest-
oriented response. Unfortunately, there is a growing body of evidence that
such arrests do not necessarily prevent recurrences of abuse. In fact, there is
now a feeling that these arrests may even worsen the situation within some
families. As a result, many knowledgeable people are questioning arrest as
an exclusive, preferred method for preventing further violence. This should
not be surprising. The world is all too full of aggressive, impulsive
individuals who are willing to take risks in order to vent their temper or get
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their way. They are often poorly educated and lack solid judgments and
planning skills. Many are convicted criminals who have outgrown their fear
of jail and have no interest in protecting their reputations. These types of
individuals are not impressed by the risk of short-term arrest because it has
relatively little effect at preventing their participation in drug offenses,
robberies, burglaries, and other crimes.

STALKING IN THE USA

Stalking is defined as any unwanted contact between two people that
directly or indirectly communicates a threat or places the victim in fear. In
the USA stalking is a crime under the laws of all 50 states, the District of
Columbia and the federal government. Any person who willfully,
maliciously, and repeatedly follows or harasses another person and who
makes a credible threat with the intent to place that person in reasonable fear
for his or her safety, or the safety of his or her immediate family may be
charged with stalking regardless of any pre-existing relationship with the
victim. There fore if Ronald, for instance, spends a humber of hours each
week harassing Victoria, his former girlfriend, by following her home from
work, sending her threatening emails, and calling her in the middle of the
night, he could likely be charged with stalking because it isn't just a one-time
occurrence, but a pattern of harassment and threats.

Stalking can touch anyone, regardless of gender, race, sexual
orientation, socioeconomic status or geographic location. According to the
results from the survey which was conducted in the USA in 2018 one in
twelve women and one in forty-three men have experienced stalking during
their lifetime. Most people know their stalkers. About 87% of stalkers are
male. Less than 2% of stalking cases result in homicide.

Stalking cases raise serious questions about how to prevent stalking and
its consequences which are associated with violence and significant
psychological distress. As there is a wide range of stalking behaviors, it is
virtually impossible to devise a single effective coping strategy that can be
applied to any situation. However, stalking victims should document violations
of the law committed against them and their property by stalkers. Doing so
requires taking photos of damaged or vandalized property and injuries inflicted
by the stalker, as well as saving notes, letters, e-mails, or messages left on phone
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answering machines by the perpetrator. Stalking victims often adopt some
preventive measures to increase their safety by installing solid doors, outside
lighting and an alarm system, changing routes for regular activities, limiting the
amount of time spent walking alone, carrying a pepper spray or a taser, ignoring
the stalker, turning to friends and family for support. In the USA victims are
advised to talk to the police or local social service agencies to obtain
professional help in dealing with the problem.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AND COMBATING IT IN ITALY

Today, domestic violence in Ukraine remains a problem that needs
control and response from society and the state. During 2018, the National
Police of Ukraine received 89.5 thousand allegations from women related to
domestic violence. The police say that more than 60% of victims of violence
do not report their actions at all and do not seek help. In Ukraine, under the
new law "On Prevention and Countering Domestic Violence", there is a clear
delineation of special measures designed to counter domestic violence.

In Italy, the overwhelming number - 63 percent of abuse against women
occurs in the family. At the same time, more than 90 percent of such incidents
are not known to the police, usually because of fear of a tyrant or because of
shame and the unanticipated reaction of a society that is not always
sympathetic to the victims. Despite all the "barriers", the Italians have a
number of opportunities to solve this problem. Multilingual telephone
number of help 1522 operates in the country, and many similar centers are
operating everywhere. In addition, the poor, including foreigners, are
guaranteed protection in both civil and administrative courts - the lawyer
chosen by the victim will be fully paid by the state, which also covers all legal
costs and other costs involved in a case. Thus, I believe that it is necessary to
take into account the experience of foreign countries to improve the fight
against domestic violence.

PREVENTION AND COUNTERACTION
TO VIOLENCE IN SOCIETY

Violence has always been part of humankind existence. Its various
manifestations can be seen all over the world. Annually over a million people
die and even more are injured without fatal outcome, both as a result of
attempts on their own life and health, and as a result of interpersonal and
collective forms of violence. In general, violence is one of the leading causes
of death worldwide among people aged 15 to 44.

Countering violence requires an integrated effort, including by enacting
laws, offering judicial protection and changing social attitudes. There are
many ideas for reducing violence in society through legislation. We think that
adoption of gun law can help an average person to protect himself from
violence. Mass shootings of people for their religious beliefs, political views
and nationality are becoming more common around the world. Opponents of
gun ownership believe that free circulation of weapons can lead to increased
gun-related violence, referring to the worst mass shootings in the USA, where
gun owners are protected by the US Bill of Rights. But the level of arms
violence is rising even in countries where the circulation of civil weapons is
limited or even prohibited by law. For example, Kerch Polytechnic College
massacre occurred in Kerch, the Crimea, on 17 October 2018, which was the
greatest loss of life in the former Soviet Union since the 2004 Beslan school
siege. Another sad example is the recent mass shooting in Hanau, Germany,
when a radical gunman killed more than ten innocent people. Unlike US
citizens, those people couldn’t protect themselves.

We suppose that the legalization of weapons in our country should help
society and each of its member to protect themselves from violence. The
development of civil society, growth of its activity and raising the level of
gun culture in Ukraine will help to adopt gun law in near future and reduce
violence. The society whose members have legal weapons and are able to
defend themselves and, above all, to bear responsibility for its use is a truly
developed civil society, which we see Ukrainian society in future. There will
be no place for violence in responsible society, as it will be able to protect
itself and its state.

HAUSLICHE GEWALT: GRAUSAM UND ALLGEGENWARTIG

»Gewalt an Frauen ist nach wie vor ein strukturelles Problem, das haufig
unsichtbar auftritt — unabhingig von Alter, sozialer Herkunft und
Nationalitdt“, — unterstrich Dorothea Wehinger, frauenpolitische Sprecherin
der Fraktion GRUNE im Landtag von Baden-Wiirttemberg am 14. November
2019 in ihrem Bericht.

Hausliche Gewalt ist unter européischen Frauen zwischen 16 und 44
Jahren einer der Todesursachen und der Hauptgrund fiir Behinderungen. In
Deutschland wurde fast ein Drittel aller Frauen zwischen 16 und 67 Jahren
mindestens einmal im Leben Opfer physischer oder sexueller Gewalt.
Héusliche Gewalt wird als Privatangelegenheit einzelner betrachtet. Sie war
und bleibt ein Massenphdnomen.

Man unterscheidet die verbale und die nonverbale Gewalt. Motive fiir
Gewalttaten  sind  unterschiedlich: ~ Verlust der  Selbstkontrolle,
Alkoholprobleme, Unsicherheit, Unzufriedenheit usw.

Unter verbaler Gewalt versteht man das Lécherlichmachen in der
Offentlichkeit, beleidigende Aussagen mit der Folge der Zerstorung des
Selbstwertgefiihls der Frau. Eine andere Form der Gewalt ist das Isolieren
der Frau von der Umwelt: Je isolierter ist die Frau, desto mehr befindet sie
sich in der Gewalt ihres Mannes. Ein weiteres Mittel, Macht
aufrechtzuerhalten, ist die alleinige Verfiigungskraft des Mannes iiber Geld.
Durch die finanzielle Abhidngigkeit vom Mann erlangt der Mann noch mehr
Macht und Kontrolle iiber die Frau.

Physische Gewalt kann Verletzungen verursachen. Besonders
entwiirdigend fiir die Frau ist sexuelle Gewalt, weil es eine zuséitzliche
Erniedrigung darstellt. Obwohl Misshandlung unter Strafe gestellt wird,
bedeutet es immer noch einen Graubereich. Gerichtsverfahren konnen sich
fir Frauen zum SpieBrutenlauf entwickeln, aus dem sie nicht oft als
Gewinnerinnen hervorgehen. Und dann stellt sich fiir die betroffenen Frauen
auch noch die Frage nach dem Wohin. Es gibt wenige Frauenhiuser, die
Schutz vor gewalttdtigen Ménnern bieten.

»Deshalb haben wir uns zum Ziel gesetzt, dass wir bis 2022 eine
flaichendeckende Versorgung von Hilfs- und Beratungsangeboten im Land
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sicherstellen. Es ist ein wichtiges Signal, dass im Entwurf des
Doppelhaushalts 2020 vier Millionen und 2021 acht Millionen Euro fiir die
dringend notwendige Unterstiitzung der Frauen- und Kinderschutzhduser
nach der Istanbul-Konvention vorgesehen sind. Damit kénnen wir einen
weiteren wichtigen Schritt gehen, um die Liicken in Landkreisen ohne
Frauenhduser oder Beratungsstellen ziigig zu schlieBen. (Dorothea

CYBER-MOBBING UNTER KINDERN UND JUGENDLICHEN

Cyber-Mobbing ist ein grof3es Problem unter Kindern und Jugendlichen.
Hénseleien und Streitigkeiten sind nicht selten unter Kindern. Die Angriffe
auf Gleichaltrige reichen von Schikanen in der Schule bis zum sogenannten
Cyber-Mobbing im Internet. Mit diesem Begriff bezeichnet man
verschiedene Formen der Verleumdung, Beldstigung und No6tigung anderer
Menschen mit Hilfe elektronischer Kommunikationsmittel {iber das Internet
oder mittels Handys.

Cyber-Mobbing tritt in verschiedensten Formen auf: Beleidigungen
(ausféllige Nachrichten und Kommentare), verletzendes Gerede, das héufig
nicht wahr ist, Diebstahl virtueller Identitaten, Veroffentlichung von intimen
Informationen, wiederholte Bedrohung durch elektronische
Nachrichteniibermittlung, die sexuelle Beldstigung durch anziigliche Bilder
und Nachrichten. Fiir Cyber-Mobbing ist folgendes charakteristisch:

— Anonymitét: Die Tater verstecken sich hinter einem Computer unter
einem Pseudonym. Sie konnen ihrem Opfer sagen, was bei der face-to-face
Kommunikation nicht gesagt wird, dabei erkennen sie Folgen ihrer Handlung
nicht und empfinden kein Mitgefiihl fiir das Opfer.

— GroBere Reichweite: Mit Cyber-Mobbing wird ein sehr groBes
Publikum erreicht (z. B. ein beleidigender Kommentar unter einem Bild, das
fiir alle Nutzer sichtbar ist).

— Léngerer Zeitraum: Durch Cyber-Mobbing kann das Opfer zu jeder
Tageszeit, d.h. 24h, angegriffen werden.

Wenn man das Portrit des Taters betrachtet, kann man folgendes sagen:
Das sind mit einem etwa gleichen Anteil Jungen und Maédchen, die
wahrscheinlich auch selber schon einmal erlebt haben, selbst zum Opfer
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geworden zu sein, wo man Rache nehmen mdochte. Wissenschaftliche
Untersuchungen haben gezeigt, dass etwa jeder fiinfte Jugendliche in
Deutschland bei Cyber-Mobbing beteiligt ist, also entweder als Téter, als Opfer
oder als sogenanntes Tateropfer, welches sowohl Téter als auch Opfer wird.

Cyber-Mobbing ist in Deutschland kein eigener Straftatbestand.
Einzelne Formen von Cyber-Mobbing sind aber strafbar. Das sind
Unterlassung und Schadenersatz, Beleidigungsdelikte, Verletzung des
personlichen Lebens- und Geheimbereichs, Straftaten gegen die personliche
Freiheit, Verletzungen des Allgemeinen Personlichkeitsrechts. Im Fall des
Cyber-Mobbings muss man moglichst schnell die Polizei informieren. Diese
kann die Téter identifizieren und eine Strafverfolgung einleiten. Schnelles
Handeln und Prévention kann Mobbing im Netz vermindern oder im besten
Fall sogar verhindern.

GEWALT GEGEN MIGRANTINNEN (DEUTSCHLAND)

Der Begriff ,,Gewalt gegen Migrantinnen“ vereinigt zwei Themen:
Gewalt gegen Frauen und die Situation von Migrantinnen. Gewalt an Frauen
ist eine brennende Frage, das Problem existiert unabhingig von Alter,
sozialer Herkunft und Nationalitit der Frau. Viele wissen den Ausspruch von
Kofi Anan: ,,Gewalt gegen Frauen kennt keine Grenzen, weder geographische,
noch kulturelle, noch im Hinblick auf materiellen Wohlstand. Solange sie
anhdlt, konnen wir nicht behaupten, dass wir wirkliche Fortschritte in
Richtung Gleichstellung der Geschlechter, Entwicklung und Frieden
machen.* (New York 2000).

Hausliche Gewalt in Familien von Migranten darf nicht tabuisiert
werden. Dabei geht es nicht nur um tiirkische Familien, sondern auch um ost-
und stideuropdische, asiatische, lateinamerikanische. Lange Zeit gab es keine
genauen Angaben zur Haufigkeit hduslicher Gewalt gegen Migrantinnen. Die
letzten Daten geben folgendes Bild. Danach erlebten 37% der Frauen
korperliche Ubergriffe seit dem 16. Lebensjahr, 13% erlitten sexualisierte
Gewalt. 58% hatten Erfahrungen mit Formen sexueller Beldstigung. Diese
Zahlen waren bei tiirkischen Migrantinnen viel hoher.

Die letzten Ergebnisse der Untersuchung zur Gewalt gegen Frauen
zeigen, dass in Deutschland lebende tiirkische und osteuropéische Frauen
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héufiger korperlicher Gewalt ausgesetzt sind als deutsche Frauen. Welche
MaBnahmen werden gegen diese schreckliche Erscheinung getroffen?

Das Deutsche Institut fiir Menschenrechte sieht Gesellschaft in der
Verantwortung, eine effektive und koordinierte Strategie zur Pravention und
Bekdmpfung von geschlechtsspezifischer Gewalt zu entwickeln.

Alle betroffenen Frauen erhalten Zugang zu Beratungs- und
Schutzangeboten wie Frauenhduser und Frauenberatungsstellen. Fiir viele
Migrantinnen ist der Weg ins Frauenhaus der letzte Ausweg, um sich und die
Kinder vor kérperlicher Misshandlung in Sicherheit zu bringen. Eine wichtige
Rolle spielt dabei die Zusammenarbeit mit den Migrantenorganisationen.

Als wichtigste opferunterstiitzende MaBinahme ist das bundesweite
Hilfetelefon zu nennen, das Frauen rund um die Uhr beraten und ihnen Hilfe
vermitteln soll. Wichtiges Element ist hierbei die muttersprachliche
Beratung. Mit den Problemen von Migrantinnen, die Gewalt erfahren haben,
beschiftigt sich die Bund-Léander-Arbeitsgruppe ,,Hausliche Gewalt gegen
Frauen®. Weitere MaBinahmen richten sich an Migrantinnen im allgemein,
um ihnen entweder mehr Gehdr zu verschaffen oder ihnen den Einstieg in das
Berufsleben zu erleichtern und der Gewalt vorzubeugen.

BULLYING: GEWALT IN DER SCHULE

Gewalt tritt in verschiedenen Formen auf und kann unterschiedliche
Folgen haben. In der letzten Zeit spricht man immer 6fter von einer solchen
Form der Gewalt wie Bullying. Man kann nicht behaupten, dass dieses
Phénomen erst heute entstanden ist. Derzeit ist aber diese Art von Gewalt
unter Kindern sehr weit verbreitet.

,Bullying ist aggressives Verhalten, das sich durch einige spezifische
Eigenschaften von anderen Konflikt- oder Aggressionsformen unterscheidet.
Unter Bullying versteht man die wiederholte psychische, verbale oder
korperliche Unterdriickung einer Person, die als schwiécher erlebt wird und
sich nicht wehren kann, durch eine méchtigere, stirkere Person oder Gruppe*
(Miles Gualdi u.a., Bologna 2008).

Bullying wird oft mit anderen Konflikten unter Jugendlichen verwechselt.
Folgende Merkmale unterscheiden ihn von anderen Konfliktsituationen:

— Absicht, das Opfer zu schéadigen,
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— Verhalten der Bullies verandert sich durch Mitgefiihl mit dem Opfer nicht,

— dauernde und hiufige Bullying-Episoden,

— Machtungleichgewicht zwischen Bully (Bullies) und Opfer.

Bullying tritt in unterschiedlichen Formen auf. Man kann den Kampf
einer Gruppe von Hooligans, die ein Opfer korperlich angreift, sehen.
Blutergiisse und Verletzungen, wie Schnittwunden im Gesicht, sind
eindeutige Hinweise dieser Handlungen. Es gibt aber auch psychologische
Gewalt, sexuellen Missbrauch und rassistische Angriffe. Die Gewalt kann
indirekt sein, sie kann auch gegen Familienangehdrige oder Freunde des Opfers
gerichtet werden oder durch Verbreiten von Geriichten, Ausgrenzen etc.

Die Folgen von Bullying konnen dauerhaft sein. Zwar beginnen die
Krinkungen, Verletzungen und Gewalterfahrungen mit der Zeit zu verheilen,
aber dennoch hinterldsst das Erlebte Spuren.

Die Vorbeugung von Gewalt und Bullying spielt eine wichtige Rolle.
Dafiir sind MaBBnahmen auf Ebene der Schule, im sozialen System der Klasse
sowie MaBnahmen fiir Einzelne notwendig. Als wichtige Kriterien des
Schulklimas gelten die korperliche und psychische Sicherheit sowie positive
Beziehungen innerhalb der Schule. Lehrkrifte sind fiir die korperliche
Sicherheit und Gesundheit der ihnen anvertrauten Schiilerinnen/Schiiler
verantwortlich und sollen auch vorbildlich auf die Jugendlichen wirken.
Praventive MaBnahmen (z.B. gewaltfreie Schulkultur, Pausengestaltung,
soziales Lernen) bieten eine gute Kommunikationsbasis. Eine wichtige Rolle
spielt die Anwesenheit eines Psychologen in der Schule. Im Idealfall kann
aggressives und gewalttitiges Verhalten durch vorbeugende MaBnahmen
verhindert werden. Das Reduzieren solcher Verhaltensweisen ist auch
moglich und wichtig.

GEWALT GEGEN SENIOREN

Alte, pflegebediirftige Menschen sind oft Opfer von Gewalt. Sie
erfahren Gewalttdtigkeiten nicht nur in Pflegeheimen, sondern auch zu
Hause. Gewalt gegen Senioren gehort auch heute zu den Tabuthemen in
unserer Gesellschaft.

Sehr selten werden Gewaltvorfille angezeigt. Die Opfer schweigen aus
Scham oder Angst. In der Familie befinden sie sich in psychologischer oder
pflegerischer Abhédngigkeit von den misshandelnden Familienmitgliedern. Die
Misshandlung umfasst psychische Qual oder finanzielle Ausbeutung.
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Haufig haben die Opfer Angst, dass sie von den Familienmitgliedern in
ein Altersheim gebracht werden. Die Furcht vor einer solchen Institution ist
so groB3, dass die Opfer sich lieber schlecht behandeln lassen. Da die Alten
sehr abhingig von den Pflegekriéften sind, entschlieBen sie sich deshalb nicht,
sich zu beschweren.

Altere Menschen sind sozial isolierter als jiingere, deshalb hat man von
den Fillen deren Misshandlungen selten Kenntnis. Wenn ein Kind mit einer
verdichtigen Verletzung in den Kindergarten oder in die Schule kommt,
bemerken dies Lehrer und andere und konnen diesen Fall melden und
notwendige MafBnahmen treffen. Alte Menschen, besonders behinderte,
befinden sich oft zu Hause und haben keine Moglichkeit fiir die Unterhaltung
mit anderen, die Misshandlungen entdecken kdnnen.

Und wer sind die Téter? - Haufig sind Familienmitglieder die Téter.
Anhand der Daten kann man feststellen, dass es sich bei den Titern zumeist
um die erwachsenen Kinder der Opfer oder auch um den Ehepartner handelt.
Die Analyse von Fillen zeigt, dass die Téter eher médnnlich sind, Probleme
mit Medikamentenmissbrauch, Alkohol oder Drogen haben oder hatten, unter
psychischen oder korperlichen Erkrankungen leiden oder Konflikte mit der
Polizei haben. Oft sind sie sozial isoliert, arbeitslos oder haben finanzielle
Schwierigkeiten und haben stindig einen starken Stress.

Immer wieder ist auch von Gewalt in Seniorenheimen zu horen.
Gewalttaten konnen sowohl von Patienten als auch von der Seite des
Personals ausgehen. Woran liegt das? Und was ldsst sich dagegen tun? Wie
konnen die Opfer geschiitzt werden?

Wichtig ist, Missbrauch zu erkennen. Ist ein Fall erst einmal bekannt, gibt
es verschiedene Strategien, um gegen Gewalt vorzugehen. Man muss vor allem
Spezialisten aus unterschiedlichen Gebieten wie Medizin, Recht, Sozialarbeit
und Polizei zur Zusammenarbeit auf dem Gebiet der Gewaltpravention gegen
Senioren einsetzen. Man muss die Hilfebrauchenden informieren, dass es in
allen Stidten, Kommunen und Gemeinden soziale Hilfseinrichtungen und
Seniorenverbidnde und Einrichtungen gibt. Die Alten haben dort die
Moglichkeit, Folgen von Gewalt besser zu verarbeiten und seelische Betreuung
und Unterstiitzung zu erhalten.

GEWALT AN FRAUEN - EIN GESELLSCHAFTLICHES
PROBLEM

»Nicht der dunkle Park ist der gefahrlichste Ort fiir die Betroffenen,
sondern das eigene Zuhause.“ So steht es auf der Website des \Vereines
Autonome Osterreichische Frauenhiuser, der sich als Informationsstelle
gegen Gewalt versteht.

Gewalt passiert tagtdglich an vielen Orten, in vielen Landern weltweit, in
der Offentlichkeit, aber besonders hiufig in der eigenen Familie in den eigenen
»vier Winden. Héusliche Gewalt bezeichnet Gewalt zwischen erwachsenen
Menschen, die in einer Beziehungspartnerschaft stehen oder leben. Gewalt
wird von einem Partner eingesetzt, um den anderen zu kontrollieren und Macht
auszuiiben. Diese Partner konnen verheiratet sein oder nicht. Sie kénnen
heterosexuell oder homosexuell sein, zusammen oder getrennt leben. In
Osterreich ist jede 5. Frau Opfer von Gewalt durch ihren eigenen Partner, daher
nennt man Gewalt an Frauen geschlechtsspezifische Gewalt. Und jéhrlich
werden mehr als 2 Frauen pro Monat von ihrem Partner ermordet.

Auch Kinder und Jugendliche sind hiufig von hiuslicher Gewalt
betroffen, sei es direkt oder indirekt. Studien belegen, dass in 70 Prozent der
Fille, in den Frauen Gewalt durch die eigenen Eheméinner und
Lebensgefihrten erleben, auch die Kinder misshandelt werden. Je hiufiger
und schwerer Frauen misshandelt werden, desto gravierender und massiver
ist auch die Gewaltanwendung an Kindern. Aber auch dann, wenn Kinder
nicht Gewalt am eigenen Leib erleben, so wird ihnen durch das Miterleben
an Misshandlungen und Drohungen gegeniiber der Mutter Gewalt angetan.

Meist sind Mainner diejenigen, die Gewalt an Frauen und Kindern
ausiiben. Es gibt keine typischen Gewalttiter. In der Offentlichkeit scheinen
diese Menschen freundlich und im Umgang mit Frauen und Kindern
fiirsorglich zu sein. Meist sind sie nur hinter verschlossenen Tiiren gewalttitig,
verletzend und kontrollierend. Gewalt an Frauen und Kindern passiert nie aus
Versehen. Es geschieht nicht, weil jemand unter Stress steht oder zu viel
getrunken hat oder arbeitslos ist. Gewalt wird in der Regel bewusst eingesetzt,
um einen anderen zu erniedrigen, zu kontrollieren und ,.klein“ zu machen. Die
meisten Gewalttéter iibernehmen keine Verantwortung fiir ihr Handeln und
Tun, sondern sie haben viele Argumente, Rechtfertigungen und Entschuldigungen
parat. Nur wenige sind bereit, ihr gewalttitiges Verhalten als ihr Problem
anzuerkennen, an dem sie arbeiten miissen.

Gewalt an Frauen beginnt nicht bei einer Ohrfeige oder bei einer
Beschimpfung. Sie beginnt bei ungleichen Herrschaftssystemen und
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Machtstrukturen, daher spricht man auch von struktureller Gewalt. Neben der
strukturellen Gewalt gibt es die sogenannte personelle Gewalt, die alle Frauen
treffen kann, unabhingig von Herkunft, Religion, Hautfarbe, sexuelle
Orientierung oder gesellschaftlichen Schichten: korperliche, psychische,
sexuelle und finanzielle Gewalt. Meist erleben Frauen alle Formen der
Gewalt in Kombination.

Diese Formen sind: korperliche Gewalt, psychische  Gewalt,
sexualisierte Gewalt, finanzielle/6konomische Gewalt, Stalking bzw.
beharrliche Verfolgung (Psychoterror) und neue Formen der Gewalt wie
Internetgewalt.

ENTWICKLUNG UND URSACHEN DER JUGENDGEWALT

Bei den Ursachen, warum Jugendliche gewalttdtig werden, lassen sich
verschiedenste Faktoren ausmachen, die dann héiufig noch in einer
ungiinstigen Konstellation zusammentreffen. Wer zuhause in der Familie
Gewalt als Mittel der Konfliktlosen erlebt, schldgt als Jugendliche selbst auch
eher zu. Hinzu kommen Gruppenzwénge, unstrukturiertes Freizeitverhalten,
Rollenunsicherheit, Erlebnishunger und verédnderte Werte.

Die Gewohnung an Aggression und Brutalitit durch den langerfristigen
Konsum entsprechender Medien schlieBlich kann bei labilen Jugendlichen
ebenfalls Hemmschwellen absenken. Belastend sind auch Integrationsprobleme,
unstrukturiertes Freizeitverhalten sowie Perspektiv-und Orientierungslosigkeit.

Vielféltig wie die Ursachen sind auch die Erscheinungsformen der von
Jugendlichen veriibten Gewalt. Die Facetten der Gewalttaten reichen von verbalen
Aggression, Bedrohung, Nétigung, Korperverletzung und Sachbeschiddigung bis
hin zu Raubdelikten und Erpressung. Opfer dieser Qualen sind meist wieder junge
Menschen. Deshalb sind sie nicht nur als Tater, sondern auch als Opfer
iiberproportional betroffen. Kinder und Jugendliche haben ein zwei- bis dreimal
haufigeres Risiko, Opfer von Strafenraub und Korperverletzungsdelikten zu
werden als Erwachsene.

Eine wirksame Bekdmpfung der Gewaltkriminalitdt bei Jugendlichen
gehort zu den wichtigsten Herausforderungen unseres demokratischen
Staates. Auf der Suche nach Lebensinhalten und Vorbildern brauchen
Jugendliche Halt und Orientierung. FEine zentrale Schliisselrolle der
Gewaltpréavention féllt dabei der Familie zu. Hier sollen die Grundlagen fiir
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ein gutes Sozialverhalten gelegt und beispielsweise gewaltfreie
Konfliktlosung gelernt und Selbstwertgefiihl entwickelt werden.

PRAVENTION VON GEWALT GEGEN KINDER

Misshandlungen gegen Kinder treten hiufig auf. Auch heute werden
viele Kinder geschlagen und vernachléssigt. Sehr oft sind sie Opfer von
Personen, die fiir sie sorgen sollen. Eltern, Familienangehorige oder
Bekannte iiben Gewalt gegen die Kinder aus. Seltener werden sie Opfer
fremder Personen, von Piddophilen oder Kriminellen. Die Privention der
physischen und psychischen Gewalt ist Ziel von Fachleuten im Bereich des
Kinderschutzes.

Das UNO-Ubereinkommen iiber die Rechte des Kindes legt fest, ,, ...
dass auch Kinder Menschen sind und in diesem Sinne Anrecht auf die
fundamentalen Menschenrechte haben. Dariiber hinaus haben Kinder
Anrecht auf speziellen Schutz und auf Forderung.“ Die dieses
Ubereinkommen ratifizierten 192 Staaten sind dazu verpflichtet, priventive
MaBnahmen zum Schutz der Kinder vor Gewalt zu ergreifen.

Die Privention ist ein sehr komplexer Prozess. Vorbeugende
MaBnahmen sind nicht einfach zu treffen. Die Ursachen der Gewalt,
Risikofaktoren, Zielgruppen und MaBnahmen sind unterschiedlich. Die
Gesellschaft und vor allem die Eltern, die Schule, verschiedene Behorden und
Organisationen sind verpflichtet, in diesem Bereich aktiv zu sein. Von groBer
Bedeutung ist dabei ein koordiniertes Vorgehen. Die Rede ist von der
Gegenwart und der Zukunft der Kinder und der Gesellschaft im Ganzen.

Das Problem des Kinderschutzes mit allen damit verbundenen
personellen, zeitlichen und finanziellen Aufwendungen braucht eine
intensive und langfristige Auseinandersetzung, Planung und Durchfiihrung
von MafBinahmen.

Bis heute spielt eine wichtige Rolle bei der Losung des Problems des
Kinderschutzes das Modell der Préivention der Kindesmisshandlung vom
Psychiater G. Caplan. Er unterteilte die Préaventionsarten in Abhéngigkeit des
Interventionszeitpunkts in primdre, sekundire und tertiare Pravention.
Primire Prévention soll das Auftreten von Storungen und Problemen
verhindern. Sekundire Privention zielt auf die Vorbeugung der
Weiterentwicklung von Stérungen. Tertidre Prdvention versucht, negative
Folgen zu verhindern oder zu reduzieren.
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Trotz aller Schwierigkeiten muss Pravention in Angriff genommen
werden. Pravention als Idee ist attraktiv und weckt Hoffnungen, dass solche
schreckliche Erscheinung wie Kindesmisshandlung bekampft werden wird.

SCHUTZ VON KINDERN UND JUGENDLICHER
VOR SEXUELLER GEWALT UND AUSBEUTUNG

Als erstrangige Aufgabe betrachtet die Bundesregierung Deutschlands die
wirksame Bekdmpfung von sexueller Gewalt gegen Kinder und Jugendliche. Zu
diesem Zweck wurde am 16.10.2002 die Koalitionsvereinbarung unterzeichnet
und ein Aktionsplan zum Schutz von Kindern und Jugendlichen vor sexueller
Gewalt und Ausbeutung erarbeitet. ,,Der,, Aktionsplan der Bundesregierung zum
Schutz von Kindern und Jugendlichen vor sexueller Gewalt und Ausbeutung*
orientiert sich an Artikel 34 der UN-Kinderrechtskonvention, in dem sich die
Vertragsstaaten verpflichten, das Kind vor allen Formen sexueller Ausbeutung
und sexuellen Missbrauchs zu schiitzen.

Die Politik der Bundesregierung ist darauf gerichtet, den Schutz von
Kindern und Jugendlichen vor sexueller Gewalt zu gewéhrleisten und die
Opfer von sexueller Gewalt zu schiitzen. Sie hat mit diesem Ziel ein
Gesamtkonzept erarbeitet. Zu den vorrangigen MaBinahmen gehdren

— die Entwicklung des Strafrechtsschutzes von Kindern und Jugendlichen,

— die Starkung der Pravention und des Opferschutzes,

—die Sicherstellung der internationalen Strafverfolgung und
Zusammenarbeit,

— die Forderung der Vernetzung der Hilfs— und Beratungsangebote.

Fiir die betroffenen Kinder und Jugendlichen beriicksichtigt dieser
Aktionsplan die Handlungsfelder:

— Kinderpornografie im Internet,

— Sexuell deviante junge Téter sowie

— Schutz vor Missbrauch in Organisationen und Institutionen.

Die Kinder sind die schwachen und abhingigen Mitglieder der
Gesellschaft. Die Folgen von Straftaten gegen sie prigen ihr ganzes Leben
und rauben den Kindern ihre Wiirde. Solche Verbrechen wie sexueller
Missbrauch, Kindersextourismus, Kinderhandel und Kinderpornografie
miissen verfolgt und streng bestraft werden.

Kinder und Jugendliche haben eigene Rechte, die zu den fundamentalen
Wertvorstellungen der Gesellschaft gehoren, und geschiitzt werden miissen.
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Der Staat ist verantwortlich fiir das Wohl aller Kinder und Jugendlichen und
bemiiht sich, Bedingungen fiir ihre Entwicklung und Personlichkeitsbildung
zu schaffen.

GEWALT GEGEN KINDER

Man hort oft und viel iiber hdusliche Gewalt. Die Tatsache, dass es ein
Problem der Gewalt gegen Frauen in der Familie gibt, wird nicht bestritten.
Das Problem der Gewalt gegen Kinder erreicht das gleiche Ausmaf und ist
hochstwahrscheinlich noch grofer. Und wenn sexuelle Gewalt gegen Kinder
nicht so verbreitet ist, wird physische und insbesondere emotionale Gewalt
auf Schritt und Tritt gefunden und tritt in einer oder anderer Form in jeder
zweiten oder dritten Familie auf. Insbesondere fiir Kinder bleibt Gewalt in
der Familie nicht ohne Folgen fiir ihre seelische und korperliche Gesundheit.

Die Besonderheit familidrer Gewalt gegen Kinder besteht darin, dass sie
in den meisten Fillen sowohl dem Kind als auch der Gesellschaft zugestellt
wird und vom Gewalttiter selbst als normale Erziehung und Fiirsorge
wahrgenommen wird. In der Erziehung von Kindern wird noch immer von
korperlicher Ziichtigung Gebrauch gemacht. Gewalttétige Eltern wurden oft
selbst als Kinder misshandelt; sie lernten, korperliche Ziichtigung als
akzeptable Erziehungstechnik zu betrachten.

Das Schreckliche ist, dass das Kind Gewalt hdufig als eine Norm
betrachtet und nichts Schlechtes darin beobachtet, was mit ihm in der Familie
passiert. Die Kinder melden iiber die Gewalt gegen sie nicht. Das geschieht
nicht mit dem Ziel, diese Tatsache zu verbergen, sondern weil sie aufrichtig
glauben, dass nichts Schreckliches passiert. Wenn sie erwachsen werden und
ihre eigenen Familien griinden, wiederholen sie oft eine der Rollen, den
Gewalttéter oder das Opfer, und das ist auch fiir sie normal.

Ein weiteres Merkmal des Kindesmissbrauchs ist, dass ein Kind,
insbesondere bis zu 14 Jahren, vollstédndig von den missbrauchlichen Eltern
abhingig ist. Das Kind hat nicht genug Lebenserfahrung, um vollstidndig zu
erkennen, was passiert, und um Hilfe zu bitten. Jedes Jahr begehen etwa
2.000 Kinder Selbstmord aufgrund héiuslicher Gewalt. Und mehr als 10.000
rennen von zu Hause weg.

Es gibt vielfiltige Formen der Hilfe und Unterstiitzung der Kinder in
solchen Situationen. Die Hauptrichtungen der Umsetzung der staatlichen
Politik im Bereich der Priavention und Bekdmpfung von Gewalt gegen Kinder
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sind: Privention von héduslicher Gewalt, wirksame Reaktion auf die
Tatsachen des Kindesmissbrauchs, Unterstiitzung und Schutz der Opfer,
ordnungsgeméife Untersuchung von Kindesmissbrauch. Auch das Recht gibt
Maoglichkeiten fiir einen Schutz der Kinder: § 8a SGB (Sozialgesetzbuch)
konkretisiert den allgemeinen staatlichen Schutzauftrag als Aufgabe der
Jugendamter und beschreibt Verantwortlichkeiten der beteiligten Fachkrifte
der Jugendhilfe.

GEWALT: VORBEUGUNG UND BEKAMPFUNG

Gewalt ist sehr verbreitet und hat viele Gesichter. Was versteht man
unter Gewalt, kann nur das Opfer entscheiden. Eine Person, die Gewalt erlebt
hat, nimmt dies als Schmerz wahr. Beispiele der Gewalt kann man tiberall
treffen: in der Familie, bei Auseinandersetzungen mit Freunden, in der
Schule, an der Arbeitsstelle oder auf dem Heimweg. Gewalt verschleiert sich
in Worten und in einer bedrohlichen Korperhaltung und ganz schlimm wird
es, wenn es um korperliche Ubergriffe geht.

Solche Fille sind strafbar. Sie werden im Strafgesetzbuch als folgende
Straftatbestinde wie Beleidigung, Notigung, Erpressung, Bedrohung oder
Korperverletzung subsumiert. Auch Mobbing betrachtet man als eine Art
von Gewalt.

Die Beleidigung gehort zu den Ehrdelikten und ist durch §185 StGB
normiert. Die Strafnorm schiitzt die personliche Ehre. Hierzu verbietet sie
Handlungen, welche die Ehre eines anderen verletzen, etwa herabwiirdigende
AuBerungen, Gesten oder Titlichkeiten. Die Beleidigung wird mit
Freiheitsstrafe bis zu einem Jahr oder mit Geldstrafe und, wenn die
Beleidigung mittels einer Tétlichkeit begangen wird, mit Freiheitsstrafe bis
zu zwei Jahren oder mit Geldstrafe bestraft.

Die Notigung ist ein Freiheitsdelikt, das in §240 des Strafgesetzbuchs
geregelt ist. Schutzgut ist die Freiheit der Willensentschliefung und -
betdtigung gegen Gewalt und Drohung. Wer einen Menschen rechtswidrig
mit Gewalt oder durch Drohung zu einer Handlung noétigt, wird mit
Freiheitsstrafe bis zu drei Jahren oder mit Geldstrafe bestraft, in besonders
schweren Fillen ist die Strafe Freiheitsstrafe von sechs Monaten bis zu fiinf
Jahren. Als Beispiel eines besonders schweren Falls ist die Notigung zu einer
sexuellen Handlung.
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Am 1. Februar 2018 trat das Ubereinkommen des Europarats zur
Verhiitung und Bekdmpfung von Gewalt gegen Frauen und héuslicher
Gewalt, die so genannte Istanbul-Konvention, fiir Deutschland in Kraft. Die
81 Artikel der Istanbul-Konvention enthalten Verpflichtungen zur Pravention
und Bekdmpfung von Gewalt gegen Frauen und héuslicher Gewalt, zum
Schutz der Opfer und zur Bestrafung der Téter und Taterinnen. Die Istanbul-
Konvention ist von gro3er Bedeutung fiir die Verhinderung von allen Arten
der Gewalt.

PRAVENTION VON GEWALT GEGEN FRAUEN
UND HAUSLICHER GEWALT

Der Bundesrat der Schweiz will die MaBBnahmen gegen Gewalt an
Frauen und gegen héusliche Gewalt verstirken. Er hat an seiner Sitzung vom
13. November 2019 eine neue Verordnung verabschiedet.

Gewalt gegen Frauen und hdusliche Gewalt sind auch in der Schweiz
weit verbreitet und verursachen grofles Leid. In der polizeilichen
Kriminalstatistik wurde 2018 mit 18'522 Straftaten ein neuer Hochststand im
Bereich der hduslichen Gewalt registriert, das sind 1'498 Straftaten mehr als
im Vorjahr (+8,8%). Jede Woche ist eine Person Opfer eines
Totungsversuchs. Letztes Jahr starben 27 Personen, davon 24 Frauen.

Mit der nun verabschiedeten neuen Verordnung schafft der Bundesrat die
rechtliche Grundlage fiir Maflnahmen zur Verhiitung von Gewalt gegen Frauen
und héuslicher Gewalt. Gefordert werden zum Beispiel nationale Informations
— und Sensibilisierungskampagnen, BildungsmaBinahmen fiir Fachpersonen
und Priventionsprojekte flir gewaltbetroffene oder fiir Gewalt ausiibende
Personen. Auch die Zusammenarbeit und Koordination zwischen 6ffentlichen
und privaten Akteuren kann gefordert werden.

Die Verordnung tritt am 1.1.2020 in Kraft. Das Parlament wird iiber den
vorgesehenen Finanzhilfekredit von 3 Millionen Franken im Rahmen des
Voranschlags 2021 befinden. Fiir die Vergabe der Gelder ist das Eidgenossische
Biiro fiir die Gleichstellung von Frau und Mann (EBG) zusténdig.

Im Rahmen des Ubereinkommens des Europarats zur Verhiitung und
Bekdmpfung von Gewalt gegen Frauen und héusliche Gewalt, der so
genannten Istanbul-Konvention, die 2018 in Kraft getreten ist, hat sich die
Schweiz bereits zu einem umfassenden Engagement gegen physische,
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psychische und sexuelle Gewalt gegen Frauen wie auch gegen Stalking,
Zwangsheirat, weibliche Genitalverstimmelung und Zwangsabtreibung
verpflichtet. Im Bereich der hduslichen Gewalt gilt der Schutz allen
betroffenen Personen, unabhingig vom Geschlecht.

Unter dem Motto ,Keine Chance mehr fur Bullies wirbt die Polizei
bundesweit flir das an Schulen erfolgreich erprobte ,,Anti-Bullying-Programm® zur
Gewaltpravention.

Unter dem sogenannten ,,Bullying* versteht man gezielte, systematische
und wiederholte Schikanen physisch und psychisch stirkerer Schiiler
gegeniiber Schwicheren: Die Titer, ,,die Bullies®, isolieren und attackieren
bei diesem Gruppenphidnomen einen oder ein paar wenige hilflose Schiiler
aus dem Klassenverbamd. Von verbalen Attacken und Demiitigungen,
Hénseleien bis hin zu immer wiederkehrenden korperlichen Angriffen reicht
das Instrumentarium der Quiélereien, dessen sich ,,die Bullies* bedienen.

Gegen diese Aggressionen und Gewalttitigkeiten wurde das Bullying-
Préavention-Programm im norwegischen Bergen unter Leitung von Professor
Dan Olweus entwickelt. Anlass war der Selbstmord von drei norwegischen
Jungen nach anhaltendem und grobem Bullying durch Gleichaltrige.

Das international anerkannte Olweus-Programm setzt vorwiegend am
Schul-und Klassenklima an und basiert an folgenden Prinzipien:

— Warmherzlichkeit, Interesse und Engagement der Erwachsenen

— klare Grenzen fiir inakzeptables Schiilerverhalten

— konsequente aber nicht feindselige Reaktionen bei Regelverletzungen

— ein gewisses Maf} an Beobachtung und Kontrolle und

— Erwachsene, die auch als Autoritdten handeln.

Die einzelnen MaBinahmen des Programms betreffen:

— die Schulebene (z.B. eine verbesserte Pausenaufsicht, Lehrerfortbildung,
Besprechung von Verhaltensregeln und MaBnahmen zwischen Lehrern und
Eltern)

— die Klassenebene (z.B. gegen storendes und aggressives Verhalten,
Streitschlichtung, Rollenspiele zum sozialen Problemlosen kooperative
Lehrformen) und

—die Ebene des einzelnen Schiilers (z.B. ernsthafte Gespriche mit
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aggressiven Schiilern und ihren Eltern, gezielte Unterstiitzung von Opfern,
schulpsychologische Mallnahmen).

Dieser Ansatz umfasst alle Beteiligten des Gewaltkonflikts von Lehr-
und Schulpersonal iiber die Eltern. Téater und Opfer bis hin zu Mitschiilern.
Dabei ist entscheidend, so frith wie moglich intervenieren und bereits die sich
anbahnende Gewalt einzudimmen. Da die Anti-Bullying-Strategie an
zahlreichen Schulen erprobt wurde, sind mit diesem Programm auch in
Deutschland zwischenzeitlich Erfolge zu verzeichnen.

LA LUTTE CONTRE LES VIOLENCES FAITES AUX ENFANTS

Selon les résultats des dernieres recherches les violences faites aux
enfants ont pris un caractére mondial. A peu prés d’un million des enfants
dans le monde sont les victimes des violences. Elles peuvent avoir de graves
répercussions sur le développement des enfants, leur infliger des blessures ou
méme causer la mort.

Dans la littérature juridique la violence envers les enfants désigne toute
forme de mauvais traitements (physiques, psychologiques ou sexuels) ou
d’absence de soins qui cause une blessure ou un dommage psychologique a un
enfant. De cette fagon, on distingue trois types de violences envers les enfants:
la violence psychologique, ’agression physique, la négligence (I’inattention
chronique aux besoins fondamentaux de la vie d’un enfant). Les violences
exercées a I’égard des enfants sont certainement les plus graves parce qu’elles
mettent en danger le développement durable de la société dans son ensemble.
Beaucoup de pays concentrent leurs efforts sur la lutte contre ce crime.

La France, par exemple a lancé un plan 2020-2022 qui vise «a porter
attention aux victimes de violences, qui qu’elles soient et ou qu’elles se
trouventy. Il s’agit de la mobilisation de toute la société et a la modification
des pratiques déja existantes. Les 22 mesures de ce plan se sont concentrées
sur la lutte et la prévention des violences faites aux enfants en privilégiant
«une vision globale et une articulation des approches: entre le judiciaire, le
social, le domaine sanitaire».

L’UNICEF apres avoir fait ses recherches a conclu que le probléme des
violences faites aux enfants reste encore sous-évalué en Ukraine et beaucoup
de formes de violence familiale sont admis comme la norme sociale.

A notre avis, le probléme doit étre résolu en commun et aux différents
niveaux de la société. L’efficacité de la lutte contre les violences faites aux
enfants, la santé de la future génération et la sécurité publique dépendent de
I’interaction coordonnée des employés du systeme de santé, de 1'éducation,
de la justice pénale, des services sociaux, des organisations de défense des
droits de I'homme et des médias.

LE PROBLEME DE LA VIOLENCE CONJUGALE

La violence conjugale est un acte d'un membre de la famille contre un
autre (une victime). Cet acte viole les droits de I'homme et ses libertés et cause
des souffrances physiques, mentales ou morales a la victime.

D’habitude le couple agresseur-victime s’enferme dans la violence qui
croit en fréquence et en intensité. La violence conjugale est une forme de
violence qui touche également les autres personnes, en particulier les enfants
du couple.

La violence conjugale a souvent lieu dans 'espace privé et elle n'est pas
toujours repérée. La violence conjugale s’exprime par des agressions et des
pressions, des privations ou des contraintes pouvant causer chez la victime
des dommages psychologiques et physiques, emmener & un isolement social
ou aller jusqu'a la mort. La législation contemporaine distingue des
différentes formes de la violence conjugale (des violences verbales,
physiques, psychologiques, économiques, sexuelles etc.) La violence verbale
se manifeste dans des ordres ou des attaques verbales. Des coups, des
strangulations, des mutilations, des meurtres sont des actes de la violence
physique. Les actes du chantage, de la jalousie excessive, des menaces, des
insultes, d’humiliation, des scénes de jalousie parlent de la violence physique
d’un partenaire (ou ex-partenaire). Le controle de ’activité économique, la
confiscation de revenu ou de véhicule révélent la présence de la violence
économique dans le couple. Les viols, les agressions sexuelles ou le
proxénétisme témoignent de la violence sexuelle.

Faite dans le but d’humilier, de dévaloriser la personne en tant
qu’individu la violence conjugale se caractérise par des éléments suivants: la
présence d’au moins deux sujets; I’accomplissement de 1’acte contre la
volonté de la victime; la nature délibérée de l'acte; le fait d’infliger un
préjudice moral ou / et physique (mort).

A notre avis, dans tous les pays la violence conjugale doit étre
sévérement punie par la justice stricte et sévére. On doit mettre toute la
législation en conformité avec les standards mondiaux des droits de I’homme
et du citoyen. La victime de la violence conjugale doit étre stire du soutien
moral et matériel ainsi que de profiter des mesures efficaces de protection de
la part des institutions d’Etat et des associations spéciales.

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LA VIOLENCE ET LA DELINQUANCE JUVENILE

Les derniéres années on constate dans beaucoup de pays européens
I’augmentation de la violence physique, psychologique et sexuelle au milieu
scolaire sous les différentes formes. Le plus souvent cette violence se
manifeste sous les formes du racket, des tentatives de meurtre, des
représailles. Tous ces actes sont la partie la plus visible d’un quotidien vécu
par les jeunes et de la délinquance juvénile.

Comme un phénoméne sociale résultant de la civilisation actuelle la
délinquance juvénile désigne une violation des normes juridiques et
sociales allant des contraventions a des crimes graves commis par les
mineurs. Ainsi la législation francaise différe les contraventions (le vol, le
racket, les violences volontaires, 1’alcool au volant, la consommation de
drogue, le tapage, le vandalisme, 1’agression sexuelle (sauf le viol) et les
crimes (le faux-monnayage, le trafic des drogues, les viols, les meurtres).

Les savants nomment parmi les causes de la délinquance juvénile la
situation familiale, sociale et I’environnement scolaire des mineurs. La
famille est la base de toutes les relations sociales. C’est évident que les
enfants des parents des milieux défavorisés sont les plus susceptibles d’entrer
dans la voie de la délinquance. Ainsi a notre avis, il est vraiment nécessaire
de créer un systeme efficace de mesures d’Etat et de la société destinées a
prévenir, a lutter ou a neutraliser la délinquance juvénile. Le but principal des
mesures est d’empécher les mineurs d’accomplir des actes délictueux et
corriger le comportement des personnes potentiellement enclines a
commettre des crimes.

Dans ce cas un grand role devrait appartenir a 1’élaboration d’une
stratégie appropriée d’éducation de la jeune génération.

Pour que cette stratégie primordiale et coordonnée soit vraiment efficace
elle doit étre gérée socialement a toutes les étapes de développement de
I'enfant. I est utile d’effectuer ce travail en commun avec tous les organismes
et organisations concernés, y compris la police.

Parmi les formes de la violence conjugale on distingue des agressions
verbales, psychologiques, physiques, sexuelles pouvant causer chez la
victime des dommages psychologiques, physiques, conduire a l'exclusion
sociale ou méme causer la mort.

Dans beaucoup de pays européens le caractére potentiellement
dangereux de la violence conjugale et son ampleur détermine le besoin de
lutter contre cette violence a tous les échelons sociaux. En réalité, ce n'est pas
encore le cas. Selon les recherches, faites par le Sénat frangais (2019) il

Est nécessaire de trouver des moyens efficaces de lutter contre la
violence conjugale. Mais la carence de leur coordination entraine le
traitement inégal des situations selon les départements ou les services. Le
probléme peut étre résolu a différents niveaux. Tout d’abord, il faut
augmenter au sein des services d'urgence une capacité d'accueil adaptée aux
victimes et rendre plus effectifs la détection de violence au sein du couple et
le recueil de l'information, améliorer 'examen médical et la rédaction des
certificats nécessaires.

Deuxiémement, il faut réorienter I'action des services de police dans des
démarches préventives de ce type de violence et augmenter le
professionnalisme des services de sécurité.

Il faut améliorer le soin et le soutien des victimes (la création des
bureaux d'aide aux victimes, un correspondant départemental d'aide aux
victimes, les permanences d'associations d'aide aux victimes, les travailleurs
sociaux dans les commissariats, des unités spécifiques traitant des violences
conjugales, de groupes de travail (gendarmes et policiers)). En méme temps
il s’agit aussi de la création sur tout le territoire du pays des différentes
associations d'aide aux victimes.

Pour conclure, la lutte contre la violence conjugale et 1’aide aux victimes
peuvent étre plus effectives et opportunes a condition d’institution et de
développement d’un partenariat étroit et multiforme avec tous les acteurs de
la société (médecins, policiers, gendarmes, juristes, travailleurs sociaux).

Dahlberg L. L., Zwi A.B., Krug E. G., Lozano-Ascencio R. la violence
définissent la violence comme la menace ou I’utilisation délibérée de la force
physique ou du pouvoir contre soi-méme, contre autrui ou contre un groupe
ou une communauté. Ces actions entrainent (ou risquent d’entrainer) des
préjudices physiques, morales ou la mort.

La violence peut se manifester de différentes facons. Elle peut prendre
la forme d’agression physique, psychologique, sexuelle, ou se traduire par
des comportements de négligence ou de prlvatlon

Les auteurs proposent le modéle qui peut aider a mieux comprendre la
I'essence de la violence.

Dans ce modéle il s’agit des différents facteurs ou de I’interaction entre
ces facteurs qui peuvent étre a la source de la violence.

Ainsi, par exemple, certains facteurs correspondent aux caractéristiques
d’un individu (les troubles mentaux, la consommation de drogue et 1’usage
abusif d’alcool etc.). Les facteurs relationnels sont liés aux relations entre un
individu et son entourage (conflits familiaux etc.). Les facteurs
communautaires référent aux particularités des différents milieux dans
lesquels évolue un individu (les caractéristiques des quartiers en termes de
pauvreté et criminalité etc.). Les facteurs sociétaux renvoient au contexte
social et culturel dans lequel un individu se développe (les inégalités selon le
revenu, le sexe, la scolarité ou I’accés aux services etc.).

A notre avis, la prévention de la violence peut étre effectuée de fagon a
influencer les différents facteurs de ce modéle. Une telle activité peut étre
menée a I’aide de I’utilisation des stratégies nécessaires visées a prévenir des
différentes formes de la violence.

A ce sujet I’Organisation mondiale de la santé recommande les
stratégies destinées a prévenir les différentes formes de violence.

On differe des stratégies telles que: favoriser des relations sires, stables et
épanouissantes entre les enfants et leurs parents (soignants); développer des
aptitudes a la vie quotidienne chez les enfants et les adolescents; réduire la
disponibilité et la consommation nocive de I’alcool; réduire I’acces aux armes a feu
et aux armes blanches; promouvoir 1’égalité entre les sexes afin de prévenir la
violence contre les femmes; changer les normes culturelles et sociales qui favorisent
la violence; promouvoir I'élaboration de programmes de détection précoce des
victimes ainsi que des programmes de soins et de soutien aux victimes.

LA POLICE DANS LA LUTTE CONTRE LA VIOLENCE

Dans notre travail la violence est définie comme des actes délibérés
d’une personne contre une autre (la victime) a condition de violer des droits
et des libertés, d’entrainer des préjudices physiques, morales ou
psychologiques.

La police est en premiére ligne de la lutte contre la violence et constitue
le pilier indispensable a la survie d’une société. Par ses actions et ses tactiques
la police tient a sauvegarder la qualité de la vie dans la société et la protection
de [D’environnement. Les interventions policiéres professionnelles
garantissent I’ordre social, créent la confiance des gens et influencent
favorablement leurs sentiments de sécurité.

Méme avec tout son arsenal de moyens, de méthodes et de tactiques dans
les sphéres de la prévention, de l’intervention, de la recherche et de
I’assistance aux victimes, la police ne serait pas vraiment efficace sans appui
de la population et du soutien de la communauté locale. A notre avis, le
processus des réformes de police doit étre concentré sur la recherche d’un
algorithme du fonctionnement optimal des unités policieres sur le plan local.
11 faut concentrer I’amélioration de I’efficacité de I’activité policiére sur les
méthodes de la coopération possible de la police et du peuple d’une fagon que
la police agisse pour le peuple et avec le peuple.

Ces méthodes prévoient pour la police un complexe de mesures
essentielles telles que: la formation des policiers pour le contact avec les
citoyens, la sensibilisation des citoyens au role de la police (améliorer les
relations police-population grace a la compréhension et a une meilleure
compréhension du réle de la police et du citoyen dans la société, développer
une stratégie de communication spécifique vers le public et les médias);
I’approche ciblée par groupe de population (les projets ciblant un aspect ou
groupes spécifiques, les relations de la police avec des jeunes et des autres
publics cibles etc.).

A ces conditions la lutte de la police contre la violence soit vraiment
efficace et le public puisse s’assurer du fonctionnement effectif, juste et
impartial des mécanismes policiers et judiciaires.

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LA VIOLENCE DANS LE CYBERESPACE

On envisage ici la violence dans le cyberespace comme des actes
agressifs et intentionnels a I’encontre d’une victime. Le cyber-harcélement
comme la forme de la violence dans le cyberespace est assuré avec
I’utilisation des technologies d’information et de communication via les
messageries instantanées, forums, chats, jeux en ligne, courriers
électroniques, réseaux sociaux, site de partage de photographies etc.

Le cyber harcélement est une forme particuliére de harcélement menée
dans le but de nuire a la personne visée. Le cyber harcélement peut prendre
des formes tres différentes. Les délinquants peuvent propager des rumeurs
infondées sur Internet; pirater un compte mail; diffuser des photographies ou
des vidéos sur Internet sans le consentement des personnes photographiées
ou filmées; harceler une personne par le biais de réseaux sociaux, la création
de faux profils, I'envoi de messages d'insultes, de moqueries, le piratage et
détournement de compte (Yahoo, Facebook,...), la création d'un sujet de
discussion, d'un groupe ou d'une page sur un réseau social a 1'encontre d'une
personne. 1l est difficile de repérer et de reprendre le contrdle. En Europe la
lutte contre la cybercriminalité constitue une priorité gouvernementale et
mobilise les forces de sécurité intérieure. En France, par exemple, la
gendarmerie et la police ont structuré un dispositif national cohérent afin de
faire face aux évolutions perpétuelles de 'utilisation de l'outil informatique
pour la commission d'infraction.

En Ukraine on a créé un projet spécial «L’école en sécurité», mais il n’y
a pas suffisamment de projets pour des adultes. La législation stricte pour
combattre contre le cyber-harcélement n’est pas encore élaborée.

Ainsi, a notre avis, des mesures nécessaires doivent étre prises par le
gouvernement et tous les organes et organisations concernés. Tous d’abord il
faut concentrer des efforts sur la prévention de toute violence dans le
cyberespace y compris le cyber-harcélement. Puis il faut créer un réseau
développé des bureaux et des organismes sociaux gouvernementaux ou non-
gouvernementaux pour la protection et la réhabilitation psychologique aussi
bien les enfants et les adolescents que les adultes contre toutes les menaces
dans le cyberespace. En plus, la 1égislation stricte concernée a punir des actes
agressifs et intentionnels a I’encontre d’une victime dans le cyberespace doit
étre ¢laborée.
