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Psychological peculiarities of adolescent pupils, students, adults with different specialties depending on the level
of social intelligence are shown. The summarized data on the peculiarities of cognitive activity, behavior and personality
characteristics of persons with high and low level of social intelligence are given.

Formulation of the problem. Psychologists, educators, sociologists, philosophers, etc., have con-
ducted numerous studies on the impact of the abilities of social intelligence on personality and human
behavior, but there are very few publications reflecting a comprehensive understanding of the peculiari-
ties of cognitive activity, the nature of interaction with others, the properties of individuals with different
levels of social intelligence.

The peculiarities of people with different levels of social intelligence in pupils were examined in
separate works by Yu.V. Martirosova, E.V. Subbotsky, O.B. Chesnokova; in students - by S.V. Karskanova,
A.O. Kurakina, L.O. Liakhovets, Ye.Ye. Militsa, M.L. Tarasenko, N.A. Filina and adult representatives of the
“person”- “person” professions — by S.V. Karskanova, L.O. Liakhovets, E.E. Militsa, S.V. Rudenko.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Studies by O.B. Chesnokova, Yu.V. Martirosova,
E.V. Subbotsky showed that in early adolescence, children with a high level of social intelligence are able
to planinteraction with a partner at the strategic level, while children with a low level of social intelligence
are able to choose a style interaction at the tactical level, focusing primarily on the short-term perspective
and the previous actions of the partner (Chesnokova, Martirosova, Subbotsky, 2011).

0.B. Chesnokova showed that adolescents with a high level of social intelligence have a higher so-
ciometric status, become leaders more often (in positive social groups), have more friends, have deeper
interpersonal contacts, are included into more reference groups, readily solve complex interpersonal situ-
ations (they know what to do and how, but in real interpersonal situations, due to the characteristics of
temperament and character, they can not always realize their abilities), are more highly valued by their te-
achers and classmates by the criterion of social intelligence, are able to better communicate with people
of different ages unlike their peers with low social intelligence (Chesnokova, 2005).

M.L. Tarasenko found out that students with a very high level of social intelligence had a significant
increase in manipulative tendencies, lowered level of self-esteem, empathy, high caution (low impulsivity),
dogmatic thinking, low level of moral consciousness accompanied by a high sense of satisfaction with
communication and relationships in the near circle. According to the author, students with a high level
of social intelligence did not have problems in communication, and are characterized by a high level of
communicative skills and abilities; high contactiveness, flexibility, adaptability and freedom in commu-
nication. Students with low and average social intelligence are experiencing difficulties in interpersonal
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communication; they are characterized by rigidly conservative, authoritative and aggressive communica-
tion styles (Tarasenko, 2008).

N.A. Filina’s data testify that students with a high level of social intelligence are responsible for
their own decisions, their needs and interests are more diverse and meaningful, they are more sensi-
tive to the behavior of others, they are able to better sympathize and are more often willing to help, in
interrelation they have a sense of proportion and are psychologically tactful, at the first acquaintance they
show their inventiveness and quickly find ways to influence and contact with other people, based on the
latter’s individual characteristics, in a large audience they do not experience any stress (Filina, 2016) Stu-
dents with a high level of social intelligence are confident in their own strength, have a high self-esteem
and seek a positive opinion of themselves in others. In communication they are open and natural, ready
to cooperate, treat others carefully and patiently and adapt easily. They are characterized by enterprise,
social courage, activity, ability to feel at ease, while being impulsive and sensitive (Filina, 2016).

According to N.A. Filina, students with a low level of development of social intelligence seek leader-
ship, domination, display power and obstinacy, want to have weight in the eyes of others, command,
succeed, ignoring the wishes and will of others. In the process of communication they can mainly use re-
solute and categorical forms of requests, and when opposed they can display aggression, hostility, anger.
In the communicative process, students with a low level of development of social intelligence often show
persistence, stubbornness as well as neglect of the rules accepted in society, which can result in conflicts,
criticize others’ opinions, rarely take them into account, and do not change decisions under pressure from
the group (Filina, 2016).

L.O. Liakhovets found out that students with a high level of social intelligence are characterized by:
emotional stability, flexibility of communicative behavior, emotional dependence on the group (emotio-
nality), existential orientation of the individual, friendliness in relationships, social courage. More expres-
sed in these students are the following individual and psychological characteristics: sensitivity to nonver-
bal expression, high search activity, absence of self-centered orientation of the person, social courage,
emotional endurance. While working with information, for the most part, they use an analytical style,
which in their case takes the form of the ability to analyze fuzzy structured interaction situations (Lyakho-
vets, 2009).

Students with low social intelligence tend to apply the aggressive and dominant manner of inter-
personal interaction, emotional imbalance, formalism in working with people and information; for the
most part, they are egocentrically directed. These students are characterized by rigidity, insensitivity to
partners in interaction (sensitivity), egocentric orientation, low self-control of behavior, suspiciousness
(Lyakhovets, 2009).

A.O. Kurakina provides data that the high level of development of social intelligence of the future
teacher is characterized by the fact that the student is able to extract maximum information about the
behavior of people, understand the language of nonverbal communication, express quick and accurate
judgments about people, successfully predict their reactions in given circumstances, show long-term vi-
sion in relations with others. Such a student has a strong interest in knowing himself and the developed
ability to pedagogical reflection, is able to adequately perceive the behavior within the social and profes-
sional context. He is able to find a common language and maintain relationships with children regardless
of their inclination. He shows openness to communication and in relation to other people is organized and
able to obey the rules of the society, regulate his own emotions. He possesses strategies for successful
communicative interaction (Kurakina, 2012).

L.O. Liakhovets showed that practical psychologists with a high level of social intelligence are sensitive
to the nature of social relations in a communicative sense, able to master and successfully apply a wide range
of social roles, they actively cooperate in the field of social interaction, are characterized by high levels of
control of their own behavior, emotional self-regulation, the precision of recognizing expressive behavior.
Psychologists with a high level of social intelligence demonstrate the self-centered orientation of the indivi-
dual, which consists in being highly demanding towards oneself and others and is determined by the complex
object of a practical psychologist’s work and a high level of responsibility for its results (Lyakhovets, 2009).

S.V. Karskanova claims that students and teachers with an average level of social intelligence do
not always precisely orient themselves in the results of others’ behavior, in understanding nonverbal
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expression, in recognizing different meanings of verbal messages and in analyzing the dynamics of situa-
tions of interpersonal interaction, including with their pupils and students, which in some way compli-
cates relations with others; these specialists are intellectually inflexible, mistrustful, insensitive to contra-
dictions and are inclined to strictly adhere to the norms that impede effective relations.

Students and teachers with a low level of social intelligence in commutative activities are anxious,
especially in cases of threat to their professional status. They are inclined to apply an aggressively suspi-
cious style of interpersonal interaction, including with their pupils and students, are emotionally unsta-
ble, individualist oriented (combining humanistic and self-centered styles with obvious advantages of the
latter) (Karskanova, 2014; Lyakhovets, 2009).

Ye.Ye. Miltsa found out that physicians and students with an average level of development of social
intelligence experience difficulties communicating with patients who impose their point of view on them.
Physicians and students with a low level of development of social intelligence experience difficulties com-
municating with patients who have such peculiarities of communication as sluggish indistinct gesticulation,
inability to determine their attitude by using gestures, facial expressions, intonations, as well as presence of
strange persons (Militsa, 2010).

The results of the research by S.V. Rudenko indicate that teachers with high and average indicators
of the level of development of social intelligence interact with the students more effectively, compared
with their colleagues with a low level of social intelligence. Such teachers are inclined to provide the ne-
cessary clear explanations related to the content of the lesson, timely keep the students informed of their
progress, maintain a high level of creative atmosphere in the classroom; they stimulate students’ interest,
show warmth and friendliness to the students; help them in developing a positive self-esteem. Teachers
with high and average indicators of social intelligence differ from their colleagues with a low level of
social intelligence in a more developed tendency to predict the further development of the pedagogical
situation while solving it (Rudenko, 2008).

According to S.V. Rudenko, teachers with an average level of social intelligence are more successful
in using appropriate teaching methods than teachers with low levels. Methods, means of teaching and
teaching materials of teachers with an average level of social intelligence meet the goals and are used
adequately, in accordance with the peculiarities of the students; the educational activity is carried out in
a logical sequence; to achieve the educational goals the necessary time is given; they have a higher self-
esteem; when solving pedagogical situations, they are less inclined to characterize all the actors, analyze
the motives of their behavior in comparison with their colleagues (Rudenko, 2008).

Based on the works of J. Guilford, O.S. Mykhailova cites data that people with high social intelli-
gence, as a rule, are successful communicators. They are characterized by contactivity, openness, tact-
fulness, benevolence and heartiness. High social intelligence is also associated with an interest in social
issues, the need to influence others, and is often combined with advanced organizational skills. It can also
be noted that the level of development of social intelligence to a greater extent determines the success of
adaptation when getting a job, than the level of development of the general intelligence. People with high
social intelligence usually get together in a team easily, contribute to maintaining an optimal psychological
climate, show more interest, savvy and ingenuity at work.

Persons with low social intelligence will experience difficulties in understanding and predicting
human behavior, which complicates relationships and reduces the possibilities for social adaptation (Mi-
khailova (Aleshina), 2001).

On the basis of personal experience, K. Albrecht described people with high and low levels of social
intelligence as follows:

- people with high social intelligence — those who are socially aware and basically nourishing in
their behavior — are magnetic to others, that is they force others to feel valuable, capable, beloved, reve-
red and valuable;

- people with low social intelligence — those who are primarily toxic to others — are antimagnetic,
that is they force others to feel devalued, inadequate, intimidated, angry, upset or guilty (Albrecht, 2006).

According to T. Buzan, a person with a developed social intelligence can be characterized by:

- the ability to listen to people;

- the ability to conduct secular conversations in various social situations;
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- the ability to recognize what kind of feelings other people are currently experiencing;

- the ability to ‘sell’ oneself and his or her ideas;

- the presence of a positive psychological conditioning in relation to others and himself;

- the ability to sophisticatedly come out of inconvenient and difficult situations;

- the ability to establish and maintain good relationships with people;

- the ability to stand out in the crowd (Buzan, 2004).

The aim of the present article is to present ideas about the peculiarities of cognitive activity, per-
sonality traits and behavior of people with different levels of social intelligence.

Presenting the main material. In our research we used J. Guilford’s method of diagnosis of social
intelligence (Mikhailova (Aleshina), 2001). The study of the peculiarities of the cognitive sphere, perso-
nality and behavior was carried out in small groups (30<N<50 of pupils and of students and graduate
students) with the help of the following set of psychodiagnostic techniques (D. Wexler intelligence test,
“Concealed Figures” technique (modified L. Terstoun’s technique), Gardner test, sociometry, diagnos-
tics of interpersonal relations, questionnaire “Personality aggressiveness and conflictness” by Ye.P. llin
and P.A. Kovalev, definitions of styles of behavior in a conflict situation by K. Thomas, Life Style Index
(LSI) questionnaire, test-questionnaire of personal maturity (developed under the guidance of Yu.Z. Gil-
bukh), questionnaire “Sovereignty of the psychological space” (SPS) (developed by S.K. Nartova-Bochaver),
‘Role expectations and demands in marriage’ technique, etc.), Spearman’s correlation criterion r_having
been used while processing the results.

It should be noted that in determining the characteristics of individuals with different levels of
social intelligence, we proceeded from whether the empirical research of the scientists’ ideas was con-
firmed in our empirical studies and whether similar results were obtained in other studies. For exam-
ple, a number of authors (N.B. Babloyan, V.K. Erofeyev, M.V. Kartakvenko, M.L. Tarasenko, Yu.P. Timo-
feev, AV. Fedorenko, etc.) argue that there exists an impact of the developed social intelligence on the
success of social and psychological adaptation. In our study, there were no relationships between the
abilities of social intelligence and the indicators of socio-psychological adaptation, the manifestation
of psychopathological symptoms in cadets at the stage of adaptation to studying in higher educational
institutions with specific conditions. In scientific papers the idea of the relationship between the deve-
lopment of empathy and social intelligence (O. O. Kapustina, O. V. Grib) is presented. But in our study
no results regarding the empathy of people with a high social level were empirically obtained either.
Accordingly, the scheme does not reflect the statement regarding social-psychological adaptation and
manifestations of empathy in people with different levels of social intelligence.

In studies of the relationship of social and general intelligence with the application by scien-
tists of various psychodiagnostic methods for determining the level of IQ somewhat inconsistent re-
sults were received. Social and general intelligence turn out not to be related in adolescence and early
adulthood when determining the level of general intelligence by means of “A brief indicative test” by
V.N. Buzina and O.Ph. Vanderlik (L.V. Guseva, 1.O. Morozova), R. Amthauer’s intelligence structure test
(its shortened version is in O.V. Grib’s work (2017) and the full version is in the work by 0.G. Kholodko-
va, |.G. Yakunina, 2016), Raven progressive matrices test (V.V. Matsuta, S.A. Bogomaz, A.Yu. Sudneva).
VV. Matsuta, S.A. Bogomaz, O.Yu. Sudneva note that the nature of the links between the indicators of
social and abstract-logical intelligence can vary depending on the level of development of social intel-
ligence. By using R. Kettell’s Culturally Free Intellect Test (CFIT) (Yu.Ye. Mamedova, A.A. Bychenkova,
N.L. Kamenskaya, M.K. Kremenchutska) and D. Wexler Intelligence Test (S.V. Kharchenko) reliable rela-
tionships between general and social intelligence were obtained. Based on the literature data and the
results of our own empirical studies, we propose the following scheme of peculiarities of individuals
with different levels of social intelligence (Table 1).

It should be noted that the study of the relationships between the abilities of social intelligence
and the personality motivational sphere did not allow to identify the peculiarities of people with different
levels of social intelligence, no specifics were found regarding the motivation of achievement-avoidance
of failure, perfectionism, social interest, inclination to manipulation, etc. In some works (A.Ye. llinykh,
AV. Duzkryatchenko) a connection between the level of creativity and the level of social intelligence was
found. Our studies do not allow to confidently assert that such a connection exists (Kharchenko, 2014).

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Conclusions and perspectives of further research. Psychological peculiarities of persons with high
and low level of social intelligence are manifested in cognitive activity, personality traits, communication.
The peculiarities of people with high and low levels of social intelligence have been clarified in prevailing
cognitive styles, levels of intelligence and the development of individual intellectual abilities, behavior in
a frustration or conflict situation, etc.
